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Lightning-Struck Douds Man Wins Another Big Prize

A Douds man who was once struck by lightning considers

himself a very lucky man.

Matthew Zeitler, 37, of Douds, is so lucky that he’s made two
trips to the lottery headquarters in as many weeks to claim two big
prizes! And don’t forget that he was struck by lightning two years

ago.

Zeitler won $30,000 in early February playing the “Wild
Crossword” scratch game, and just one week earlier he had arrived
at lottery headquarters with a top prize-winning “Trucks & Bucks”
scratch ticket. He won a 2003 Chevrolet S-10 truck playing that
game. The truck prize package is valued at $28,000, including
required federal and state withholding taxes.

He purchased the truck-winning ticket at Kum & Go, 955
Mormon Trek in lowa City, and he bought the “Wild Crossword”

ticket at the Circle B in Keosauqua.

It appears that luck runs in the Zeitler family. Zeitler said after
he picked up the truck, he stopped at a casino and won $3,500. His
father won $12,000 at the same casino several days later. He said he
seems to have the best lottery luck when he stops to buy tickets
when his daughter plays basketball. He won the truck on a ticket he
stopped for in lowa City after his daughter played basketball. He
picked up the “Wild Crossword” ticket before a game. Zeitler also

coaches youth basketball.

“My daughter played a game
and I’d coached basketball all day.
She talked me into going to eat
steak, which I didn’t want to do,”
he explained about the day he
purchased the truck-winning ticket.
“We ended up [at the store] and |
told them we’d stop and get some
lottery tickets so when | got home
I’d have something to do when |
was still awake.”

Zeitler said he let the store
clerk decide which tickets he would
buy.

“[He] talked me into buying this [Trucks & Bucks] ticket
because they’ve been doing real well,” he said.

When Zeitler claimed the truck prize package, he told the lottery
that if his luck would hold, he’d be back to claim more. Zeitler said
after the unlikely event of being struck by lightning two years ago
and overcoming the odds to win a $28,000 truck package, he had his
eyes on an even bigger prize.

His statement turned out to be very prophetic! &
