Coupons Are Different on New System

Lottery coupons are being handled differently on
the new system and now have a bar code on them.

All previous versions of coupons expired at the
beginning of July.

You must scan the 2D bar
code BEFORE the play is
made (sample is shown at

left).

Each coupon is a single-use coupon. Once en-
tered into the system, it cannot be used again.

The bar code is designed to produce a play that
corresponds with the offer on the coupon.

The terminal will allow you to scan a play slip or
press the “Easy Pick” button. Touch “Cancel” to
exit the screen.

You are automatically credited for the coupon.

You do not need to return the coupon to the
lottery. Keep it for balancing purposes and then
destroy it when finished.

30. It was one of two tickets nationwide to win a $1
million prize that night. The other was purchased
in Ohio.

It also was the second Powerball ticket in two months
to win a $1 million prize in Iowa. Eric Shaffer of
Marion won a $1 million Powerball prize with a
ticket he purchased at a Cedar Rapids convenience
store for the March 9 drawing.

Mary Tillman, a stay-at-home mom, said her mother-
in-law called her shortly after the drawing to see if
shed checked their ticket yet. Mary said she had
played numbers based on family ages and birthdays,
so when she began to review the numbers, they
jumped right out at her.

“I said, ‘Oh my gosh! Oh my gosh! It was me!” she
said.

The Tillmans’ ticket originally matched the first five
numbers but missed the Powerball to win a $200,000
prize. But Mary also had added the Power Play® op-
tion to the winning play, which multiplied the prize
to $1 million.
