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INTRODUCTION 

The State Library has published the statistical portion of the annual survey results at this time because of the need to 
have statistics earlier in the calendar year. Hopefully they will be of more planning value at Spring District Meetings. 

By Fall 1975, we will have in your hands revisions of the Directory sections of Public Library Information 1973. 
Although the format of these revisions is not certain at this time, we hope to devise one that is most convenient to the 
user. 

Since the U.S. Office of Education Library General Information Survey (LIBGIS) form for 1974 was used to collect in­
formation this year, the following data appears in a form slightly different from the 1973 data. There should be no 
major problems encountered in reading the statistical data charts; however we would like to list a few helpful hints 
below: 

a. There has been 90 percent response to the 1974 survey; therefore any general conclusions drawn from the data 
should be made with that fact in mind. 

b. Since the Office of Education form was produced to collect standard figures throughout the U.S., some of the 
questions do not necessarily relate well to Iowa public libraries. For instance, in Chart IV (Personnel and Salaries) 
in the Personnel section, the first column (Total Professional Staff) and the last two columns (Technical/Clerical 
and Maintenance Staff) the answers are given in full time equivalents (FTE). Since so many of Iowa's public 
libraries are very small with limited hours, the Office of Education formula for equivalents did not always apply. 
We have attempted to make the figures as accurate as possible. 

c. For the first time we have given data not only on volumes acquired, but on the number of titles those volumes 
represent. The titles are those figures in parentheses. 

d. It should also be noted that both print and non-print material information occur in the same chart this year. 
e. Personnel and salary information is again divided by size of area served. 

As always, we welcome your comments about this issue and suggestions for future issues.
