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INTHE NAME AND BY THE AUTHORITY OF THE STATE OF lowa
EXECUTIVE ORDER NUMBER 52

WHEREAS, the people of Iowa recognize the fundamental
importance  o0of foreign language study and
international education in an increasingly
interdependent world: and

WHEREAS, additional efforts must be made to increase the
number of Iowans with a fluency and proficiency
in foreign languages, and with an understanding
of and an appreciation for foreign cultures; and

WHEREAS, an aggressive effort in foreign language training
can give Iowans a clear advantage in a competitive
world economy; and

WHEREAS, Executive Order Number 35 was enacted on April
30, 1992 creating the Iowa Commission on Foreign
Language Studies and International Education;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Terry E. Branstad, Governor of the State of
Iocwa, by virtue of the authority vested in me by
the laws and the Constitution of the State of
Iowa do hereby order that:

I. Executive Order Number 35 be rescinded
and replaced with Executive Order
Number 52.

II. There shall be created an Towa Commission on
Foreign Language Studies and International
Education to be appointed by the Governor
whose membership shall include
representatives from:

A. Faculty of higher education institutions,
secondary schools, and primary schools;

B. Business and industry;
C. Government; and
D. General public.

II. The Commission on Foreign Language Studies
and International Education shall be
administratively attached to the Department
of Education. With the approval of the
Director of the Department of Education, the
Department shall fund the travel and
administrative expenses of the Commission.
The Commission shall have a chairperson,
appointed by the Governor to serve for a
term of two years. One-half of the initial
members shall serve for a term of two years
and the remaining half shall serve for three
years. Subsequent appointments shall be for
a term of three years. The Commission shall
consist of at least 20 members and no more
than 28 members.
