Casual Labor

Casual Labor is employment that is temporary. The job lengths greatly vary--
you may work one day, two days, one week or most often you work a greater part of
one day. Casual labor can be very important if you are unemploved, Contact your
local employment office, as listed above, and find out how you can become eligible
for casual labor. (For the Job Service Office in Des Moines you must be present
at the office at 6:30 a.m. You will put your name on a list and then if an employer

calls the office for work, you may be sent out. You may not leave the employment



office, in many cases, or your name will be taken off the list for the day--and you
will lose your chance for work. This procedure is on a day-to-day basis. You

must go to the employment office and sign up each day. This is an excellent opport-

unitie to earn money.

There are jobs available. One good way to seek work, is to ask. Many

people or businesses need people to work. Often times, this work is performing

odd jobs. If you present yourself to a prospective employer in manner that makes

him think you are out seeking work, he will be impressed and may want to hire you.

WEEKLY RADIO PROGRAM FOR INDOCHINESE

A special radio program for Indochinese people will be broadcast by Radio Station
WHO (AM 1040) every Sunday from 8:30 to 9 p.m. beginning July 1ll. WHO is clear
channel at this time and can be heard statewide.

The program will be broadcast in Vietnamese and Lao and will consist of music, news,
and information regarding services available to Indochinese refugees. The program
will also feature occasional tips on consumerism and home economics, and will invite
listeners to write in to ask questions or seek advice.

*LETTER TO THE NEWSLETTER EDITOR

I have recently received a letter from Mecksavanh Xayasouk asking about women
in America. I will now present a short history of the American women's struggle
to be treated fairly.

Women's History

1920--Women were given the right to vote. (Men were given the right to vote long

before.)

1963--Equal Pay Act of 1963, This act was the first federal law against sex discrim-

ination. This act made it illegal for any employer to discriminate against anyone

because of their sex.

1964--Civil Rights Act, Title 7. This act made it illegal to discriminate against

anyone because of race, color, religion or sex.

1967=-=Executive Order 11375, This act made it illegal for any federal goverment

agency to discriminate against anyone because of race, color, religion or sex.
Iowa has passed its own Civil Rights Act. Iowa, according to Sue Follon,

Iowa Commission on the Status of Women, has a very progressive civil rights act.

What this means, is that women have a better chance of being treated fairly in

Iowa than many other states,

Women have been treated unfairly for years. Women, however, are now obtaining jobs
that before they were unable to acquire, Almost every job is open to a woman, Women
have been fighting against discrimination for many many years. Women are slowly

gaining their equal rights.

STORY OF THE REFUGEES COMING TO AMERICA, 6/21/76.

The feeling was strange, yet beautiful, It was hard to believe that in less than
10 minutes, 19 Tai Dam refugees would step off a plane and start a new life.

The Task Force had been at the airport more than an hour early. No one was
saying much, It was a time of excitement and insecurity. Everyone wanted thevfam-
ilies to be happy in America, but we all knew the families would feel uneasy about
the quick change.

As the time grew near, the welcoming refugee families became louder and louder
and bigger and bigger, They knew the time was near.

At last the time had come. The Task Force headed up to the airport gate where
the refugees would arive., Everyone was very tense. We knew our job right then was
very important. We had to make the refugees know that we wished them all the luck
and that we were there to help them begin again. And most importantly, they were
not alone., The welcoming refugees downstairs had, by this time, grown from a small
gathering to a huge happy, anxious, well-mannered mob., Everyone was awaiting the
happy reunion.

As Somsak Saythongphet and I were standing at the exit ramp, I said, "What was
it like to leave your country'"? He told me that it was unbelievable, and that "unless

you experience it, there's no way to understand it.'" Saythongphet went on to say,
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"It was sad to leave our country knowing that it was all over. But at the same time,
we were very glad to come to America. I am glad to be here."

I could then sense that Saythongphet felt the excitment of the situation, as
he smiled and said,'This is a very happy day. The refugees downstairs have been
waiting nine months for their relatives and friends."

Finally the plane arrived. The families came off the plane one at a time,
and they were greeted by their sponsors and the Task Force headed by Cam Uynh.

Colleen Shearer, Project Director of the Governor's Task Force for Indochinese
Resettlement; Dave Oman, Gov. Robert D. Ray's Press Secretary; NBC national television
news; and a range of local news reporters, were all on hand to see the unforgettable
event.

Colleen Shearer, who has coordinated the entire resettlement program in Iowa,
gave the incoming refugees a short speech in Laotian, welcoming them to ILowa. Shearer
said, "You have had a difficult time with many sorrows, but now there will be peace
and happiness for you,"

The new refugees, although uneasy about the quick changes, were sneaking smiles
about their new life as they spoke to Somsak Saythongphet, Houng Baccam, Faluang
Baccam, Cam uynh and Tom Munoz--all on the Governor's Task Force. I think for the
first time, they realized they were here and free and with people who cared for them
and were ready to help them. And most of all, they knew that their relatives were
somewhere at the airport ready to greet them.

It was a very happy event, and nobody anymore felt uneasy or scared about how
the new pioneers would relate to their new life in America. Things were going great.

The Task Force and the refugees, along with the other personnel, headed downstairs
to meet the walcoming families.

The new refugees wrre greeted with as much love, understanding and excitement as

anyone could hope for.



The first 19 refugees were in. And now it was time to get ready to receive
the other 98. A few changes had to be made, but basically things would be scheduled
the same.

By the time the second plane was about to arrive, the Task Force felt more con-
fident about how to let the refugees know they were welcome in America., We knew things
would go smoothly.

The families arrived and they were introduced to the sponsors. The refugees
felt the closeness of their relatives. They were ready for their new life in Amer-
ica,

Again we presented ourselves and Colleen Shearer gave the welcoming speech.

The families were very excited and happy. Everyone at the gate was smiling and
talking to each other. And even though, many of the refugees could not speak English
and understand what the sponsors were saying--the refugees knew they were welcome.

It was a very happy moment to see two peoples, completely different in culture
and tongue, join together and share what love they have, The sponsors wanted
to help these refugees start a new life. The sponsors wanted to help the refugees
begin a new life in a country were they could be free.

The sponsors are America in its purest form. They are willing to share their
life with someone who hasn't been as fortunate. They know that everyone must be free,
And now the 117 Tai Dam refugees that have come by plane to America and Iowa
are free. And the sponsors and the Task force is here to help them be free. To learn
the ways and customs of America thatrenable each person to do what he wants, and is

happy at=--and to be free.

The 98 refugees were then lead down through the airport to the anxiously await-
ing relatives. There was a constant rumbling that grew louder and louder as the
new refugees became closer, The excitement was growing and growing.

When the refugees were in sight, the rumble grew quickly into a loud roar.
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The awaiting refugee families were shouting, jumping up and down, some were crying,
and were shouting names into the air, as the refugees came down the final steps.

The crowd quickly surrounded the families and welcomed them in the 5est way
possible. They were their own relatives., They hugged each other, laughed, cried--
and most importantly, they realized the love between themselves. Finally, the

refugees could live in peace.

For the new refugees to be greeted like that, was probably the most important
thing about coming to America. Now, they knew they were together and that things
would be different. The Tai Dam refugees knew they were in Americaj; and they, for
probably the first time, realized that America could offer them many many things.

To end the event, the sponsors and refugees went different ways. The refugees
knew they would all be in Iowa, yet in every region of Iowa. At last, they were

together and free,

IMPORTANT POINTS TO REMEMBER

l. Always notify the Task Force of any changes in address.

2, Remember you must have a drivers license and automobile insurance to drive
a car, (A) The drivers license manual is available in both Laotian and Vietnamese.
Contact the Iowa Department of Transportation for drivers license information.

(B) To drive an automobile you must have at least $10,000 bodily liability insurance
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and $5,000 property liability insurance. Most people have more insurance--but this
is what the state of Iowa requires by law. Sponsors are urged to help the refugees
find a good insurance company or agency that can give good service, good protection
and can cover the refugee, and in some cases their family and all passengers, for a
reasonable price. There is no need to get too much insurance--it is very expensive,
But at the same time, you need good protection. Sponsors should help the refugees
find the right insurance policy.

If you need insurance information contact the Iowa Consumer Protection Division.

3. Do not quit your job until you are ready to start your new job., (You should
time the transition so that approximately the same time you quit your old job, you
will begin your new one,

4, Be sure to call your employer, or employer's office, if you are unable to be
at work that day. (Employers do not like workers who call in often and say they can-
not make it to work. All employers know that people get sick, and they allow for
this. But they also know a worker who has excessive absences. Employers like work-
ers who are at work every day unless it is absolutely necessary to be gone,

5. If you are on Cash Assistance, you must notify Social Services if you get
a job, change jobs or have a change in incomes. (*This is absolutely necessary since

it affects your cash grant,)

CONTACT INS FOR CHANGE OF ADDRESS

All Indochinese refugees must report to the nearest Immigration and Naturaliza-
tion Service (INS) district office within thirty days after resettlement in a new
community, if their processing was not completed before leaving the relocation
center,

You may contact your INS district office in person, by writing a letter, or by

telephoning. You will then probably be given a time to report in person for final
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processing.

If you are unsure about whether you must report, contact your INS district
office and they will answer your questiomns.

If you should move, you must report within ten days to the INS district office
nearest your new home, by filling out and mailing an AR-11l card form. You are re-
quired to mail this form each time you move until you become a citizen. If you
have any questions about this procedure, the INS district office can help you.

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SHOPPING FOR FOOD

Here is some advice that may be helpful when shopping at a supermarket,

*PLAN AHEAD. Plan your shopping list the way the store is arranged. It saves time,

"PARK CAREFULLY. Take only one space in the parking lot.

*SHOP EARLY in the day. Business people and other wage-earners often shop after

work, so avoid the late afternoon crowd when you can.

*BE CAREFUL. Push the shopping cart with care., If you accidentally bump your cart

into someone, stop and apologize, If you bump your cart into a shelf or display,

back up and start again,

*BE GENTLE to the fresh fruits and vegetables. They spoil quickly when bruised.

*BE NEAT. If you knock something off a shelf, pick it up and put it back. If you

accidentally break something, tell a clerk so it can be cleaned up.

*CONTROL YOUR CHILDREN., Leave young ones at home when possible. Help older child-

ren learn to shop wisely.

‘THINK OF OTHERS. When you meet a friend and decide to chat, move to one side

other people can get by. Wnen you leave your cart to look for an item, park the

cart to one side of the aisle,

"BE ORDERLY. If you change your mind about buying an item, return it to its proper

shelf. (Frozen peas on the cracker shelf soon spoil).

‘BE ORGANIZED, Complete all your shopping before entering the check-out line.
hold up the line while you look for a forgotten item. Always go to the end of
check=-out line,

*BE COOPERATIVE, Know your store's methods. Place merchandise with the price

Keep ''two-for items together., Group food and non-food items seperately

in your cart, Place a coupon with the item its for.

Don't

up.

*BE BUSINESS-LIKE, Have your money, check, or food stamps ready as soon as your

clerk totals your order. Don't delay the check-out line while you search for your
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check book,
*BE KIND., Push your cart on through after check-out. Make way for the next cus-
tomer as quickly as possible. Don't ask the carry-out person to walk more than a

block or so with your groceries,

WHAT TO LOOKX FOR IN A LEASE

Renting may be difficult for Southeast Asian families, unless you understand
what to look for in a lease., It is important to recognize the legally binding
nature of this new and mysterious piece of paper called a lease., Get satisfact-
ory answers for the following ten questions before signing your name on a leases

1., What is the amount of rent?

2, When is the rent due? (What happens if you don't pay on time?)

3. Is a deposit required? (If so, how much is it?)

4, Who pays the utilities?

5. Who is responsible for maintenance and repair of the property?

6. To what extent can the rental unit be altered or redecorated?

7. What are the terms and procedures for nenewal of the lease?

8. Can the lease be broken? (If so, under what circumstances?)

9. Can the unit be sublet?

10. Are there special restrictions on the use of the property?

If you are uncertain about some of the clauses in the lease, ask an American friend
or call the Task Force.
