Card is Credit or Debit

products, but it is illegal for them to
use a credit card to do so.

As you sell lottery tickets,
remember that there’s a big differ-
ence between a debit card and a
credit card—even though they may look
the same. Many banks offer their customers
debit cards that can be used to withdraw
money from their checking or savings account.
Plus, some cards are combination credit and debit cards.

If a lottery player hands you a card, it’s important to ask
them which type of card they have before you make the
transaction. Avoid inconveniencing your customer by
checking with them carefully before accepting any card for
purchases.
