t o per iodic review and additiona l modif i ca t i o ns as usage 
o f par ks a nd conditions warrant t he mod i f i cati o n. 

Th e St'..l dy Committee received addit i ona l t esti mo ny fr om 
All en Farr i s relating to the development of a :ie l d research 
f ac i l i ty ad j acent t o the Sake Rathbun Fish Hatcher y . He s t ated 
that there i s a significant need for direct field researc h : o 
sol ve current fish management problems and hatcher y pr ob l ems. He 
added that the construction costs will be shared with t he U. s. 
Fish and Service on a 75 percent- 25 percent (federa l ­
state) bas i s and he expects the operational costs will be simi l ar ly 
cost shared. 

The Study Committee also received and accepted t he repor t , 
"Par t I Assessment of Iowa's Artificial and Natural Lakes" 
prepared by Mr. David L. Dahlquist of George Bu tl er 
Associates, Inc. Based on the information gathered during t he 
study, the following observations were made by the consultant: 

1. The planning and management of Iowa's artificial and 
natural lakes are governed by a varied set of federal and 
state mandates t hat are constantly evolving. An equa l:y wi de 
variety of funding sources have been used to finance l aKe 
restoration and construction of new lakes. 

2. The p l anning and management activities for Iowa's lakes are 
not wide ly known by professionals and are even less we ll 
understood by interest and the general public. 

3. Comprehensive, long-range, statewide policies for the 
res t oration and management of existing lakes and the construction 
of new lakes need to be strengthened and more clearly defined. The 
General Assembly needs to establish goals and objectives for the 
formulat io n o f these policies by the Department of Natural 
Resources and the Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardship. 

4. Additional funding will be needed to protect and enhance 
ex i st in g l akes, as as to plan and construct new lakes. 

5. Generally, informed individuals suggest there are numerous 
reaso ns to support the creation of new lakes in Iowa. Two 
assurances which many people believe must be demonstrated prior to 
t he construction of any new lakes are that water quality can be 
sustained and that new lakes will be long living. These 
perceptions can be translated to mean a need to protect the 
relatively high financial investment associated with the 
construction and long-term management of lakes. 
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6. Impr~veme~ts need to be made to the process for select i~g 
sites and p~anr.ing new lakes to more fully consider tourism, Ha:er 
s upp l y and ~se, r.a~ural areas protec~i o n and ~anagement, pubi i c 
inpu:, ar.d ::~ er ~~por~ant fac:ors.
