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Explapatory Note

The analysis in this brief report has been made from the information sup-
plied by the Board of Control of State Institutions in Iowa which contain data
obtoined from the inspection sheets from 77 of the 99 county homes in the state.
In spite of the fact that the report has been limited to only 77 county homes,
the findings do supply a picture of gemeral conditions in the state. At some
future time, a more complete analysis should be made of all the homes in the
state.

At present, two types of persoms reside in the county homes of the state.
Thess have bsen clasaified as MENTAL PATIENTS, the wentally ill, and the
DEPENDENT or those commonly known as "Paupers'. The terme "Mental' and
"Mependent Cases” have been used here to differentiate the two groups of persons

housed in the county homes in 1959.

No information is available on the number of Dependent persons living

in the county homes of Towa covering a number of years., However, information
is presented here on the number of Mental patients in the County Homes and the
State Mental Imstitutes from 1936 to 1960, The number of mental cases in the
county homes has increased from 1814 in 1936 to 2497 in 1960 or an increass of
68% cases. In contrast to this, the mumber of patients in the state institu-
tiona has decreased from 6566 in 1936 to 4020 in 1960 or a decrease of 2546
persons. These data are for the number of persons in the respective institu-

tions and exclude patients cn leave and others not living in the institutions.
