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PREFACE

Mankind lives today in an era of world wide crises. Energy, the
environment, population, monetary, and food crises confront humanity 1n a
s2emingly eniless procession, The determination of which crisis 1s most
import ant becomes secondary as each arfects different facets of man's
existz2nce. However, the world's faltering ability to produce enough food to
feed its growing population has recently taken a large portion of the
spotlight. The World Food Conference held in Rome i1n November, 1974, focused
attent ion throughout the world on the interrelationships of global food
problems and thkeir extreme complexity.

The Worli Food Conference at Ames, Iowa, organized and sponsered by Iowa
State University, June 27 through July 1, 1976, continues the educatidonal
process beguL in kome. The Ames Conference focuses on the interdisciplinary
aspects of world food problems from the scientific-professional viewpolnt
rather than the political. The interdisciplinary or multidisciplinary approach
to tha world®'s food requirements has become 1ncreasingly important 1n view of
the natural tendency to seek single sclutions to any problem. This inclination
1s further rernforced for recearchers who concentrate thelr efforts Ol a narrow
segment or on2 problem.

Although publications concerned with world food 1ssues have prolife
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in th2 last fa2w years, most OI these elfforts have taken a relatively Narrow
approach, confining themselves to a sSingle aspect oI geographlc region. The
need for a brozdly based examination of world food concerns using
interdisciplinary avenues has assumed greater importance since the ERome

Conterence.

Accordingly, the goal of this compilation ha

interdisciplinary and multidiscilplinacry works produced since 1974. It is
intended to present a broad view of those world food problems of value to the

layman as well as to the specialist concerned with one asp
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the challenge.
