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INTRODUCTION AND EXPLANATORY NOTES 

Public Library Statistics 1982-83 consists of the same 
fonnat as the previous three years. We have continued and 
expanded the previous economies. This issue does not 
contain "Additional Statistics" we gather nor the 
"Acquisitions Sect ion" which previously preceded the 
"Holdings and Circulation" Data. We have, however, 
included a Summary Chart of Acquisitions on page iv. For 
those who wish added infonnation on interlibrary loan, 
reference service, physical facilities, public service 
outlets, or acquisition data, we maintain a complete set 
of computer print-outs at the State Library. 

Three detailed analytical studies are published 1n 
Sections IV, V and VI. Available, but not included in 
this publication are universal rankings of libraries and 
selected studies on materials, space and personnel. For 
additional analytic data, or profiles of individual 
1 ibraries please call 515-281-4328. 

After five years of almost consistent progranming of 
statistical data, it seems appropriate to make some 
general statements related to trends observed from a first 
study of 1979 through 1983 data. 

In tenns of impact, inflation reared its very ugly self in 
1981 and 1982. 1981 remains the "peak" year for many 
trends. Total income {1981-$34,512,965) and total 
expenditures ($23,638,goz) were the highest; precentage of 
expenditures devoted to personne 1 was the 1 owes t (38. 2%) 
while miscellaneous expenditures were the highest (39.7%). 
The acquisition rate for books was one of the lowest. 
1980 had brought a negative acquisition rate for 
audiovisual materials and 1981 struggled to return the 
rate to even that of 1979. The number of audio-visual 
titles acquired in 1983 does not yet equal those acquired 
in 1979. Micromaterials follow almost the same path. 1981 
also brought the lowest per capita circulation during this 
five year period. 

Major trends for 1979-1983 

Municipal income increased at a rate of 46.3% while 
county income increased at a rate of 64. 9%. 

By source, the percentage of total income provided by 
all federal funds has continued to decline (1979 4.9%, 
1983-2.2%)

Libraries serving less that 500 continued through this 
period to be the only group which had a higher level 
of support from county governnent than from municipal 
sources (in 1983 42.2% of budget was county 
supported while 27.2% was municipally supported). 
In tenns of percentages, the bigger the 1 ibrary the 
1 ess county support received. 

---There has been a net gain of seven libraries in flVe 
years resulting partially from a net loss of 19 in the 
group that served 500 to g99 and a net gain of 17 in 
the group of 1 ibraries which serve 1,000 to 2,500, 
plus several other smaller changes. 

---There has been 11.6% increase in library employees 
holding masters level degrees in infonnation/library 
science. Most of the numerical increase has occurred 
in libraries serving 50,000 or more people, however, 
there was a 31% increase in libraries serving 5,000 
to 9,999 (1979-16, 1983-21). 

---The number of college graduates holding a bachelor 
level degree has grown very little; however, it has 
decreased significantly in those 1 ibraries where MLS 
degree ho 1 ders have increased and has increased 
significantly in libraries serving from 1,000 to 2,500 
{57.1%) 

Plant operation took mere of the average budget in 
1983 (11.63%) than it did in 1979 (10.2%). During 
this period libraries serving less than 5,000 have 
frequently spent more than the state average • 

Finally, through this period, 1 ibraries have responded 
exceedingly well to the annual survey. We should all 
be proud that, on the average, 96.8% of the state's 
public libraries responded in 1983 and that for the 
past 5 years there has always been a better than 95% 
response.

If your library is in a town of less than 500 and you 
want to know how you compare with your other peers in 
group A in municipal income, you will find your municipal 
income per cap 1 isted in the Income Section (Chart I) of 
this book. You can then see the average municipal income 
per capita in this section under Group A Statistics is 
$4.28 and the median per capita income is $3.87. The 
median is usually the more reliable figure which tells 
you that one-half the libraries in your group have more 
per capita municipal income and one-half the libraries 
have less per capita municipal income than the listed 
median. 

Many of the important per cap it as are 1 isted in Charts I, 
II, III. For all other comparative information please 
contact the State Library for a complete list of li­
braries in each group with all of the appropriate per 
capita, per cent, and per thousand data.
