In the appendixes the figures and computations of previous years have
been accepted and copied from former reports without examination as to
their correctness. The other tables have been closely examined and many
changes made from the 1898 figures. It is hardly to be expected that this
report is free from errors, and realizing that the value of statistics depends
upon their correctness and reliability, it is hoped all errors detected may
be reported, that future reports may approach more nearly to exact cor-
rectness.

The property values reported umnder the several schedules adopted by
counell under section 1334 of code, have not been tabulated. There is such
a variation in the systems adopted by rallroads in reporting values that the
results are nearly valueless for purposes of comparison. The council can
make little more than a guess at the true value of the several railroad
properties until & uniform system of reporting is obtained, the total prop-
erty reported by different systems varying from less than $300 to more than
$20,000 per mile. If property is to be the basis, or even a large element in
determining the basis, of assessment, it is evident a more uniform system
on the part of railroads in arriving at values is necessary.

The data reperted by railroads as to sleeping car mileage and service
has not made it possible to make more than an approximate approach to
ecorrectness, where the service is greater in one direction than in th
from a point within a county. Incertifying the assessment to the counties,
however, an explanation has been given that will enable the counties to
overcome this discrepancy and place the actual assessment on the true

mileage.

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IT.LAWS

Governing the Assessment and Taxation of Railway Property.

GENERAL PROVISIONS,

[ Code of Towa.]

EEcTioN 1303. All other property, real or personal, Is subject to taxation in the
manner prescribed. * * L

S8E92. 1352 Euach assessor shall enter upon the discharge of the duties of his office
immediately after the second Monday in January in each year, and shall, with the
assistance of each person assessed, or who may be required by law to list property
belonging to another, enter upon the assessment rolls furnished him for that purpose
the several items of property required to be entered for assessment. He shall person-
ally afix values to all property assessed by him.

SEC. 1812, Every inhabltant of this state, of full age and sound mind, shall list
for the assessor all property subject to taxation in the state, of which he is the owner
or has the control or management, in the manner herein directed; * * * of a body
corporate, company, soclety, or partnership, by its principal accountant officer, agent
or partner. - . * * .

BEC. 1855. The assessor shall administer the oath or affirmation printed on the
assessment rolls hereinafter prescribed to each person assessed, and require the per-
son taking such oath to subscribe the same, and in case any one refuses so to do, he
shall note the fact in the column of remarks opposite such person's name.

BEcC. 1342. Lands, lots, and other real estate belonging to any rallway company, not
used exclusively in the operation of the several roads, and all raiiway bridges across
the Mississippl and Missourl rivers, and grain elevators, shall be subject to assessment
and taxation on the same basis as property of individuals In the several counties
where situated. . * * W L

SEC. 1357, If any corporation or person refuse to furnish the verified statements In
this chapter required, or to 11st his property, or to take or subscribe the oath in this
chapter requirad, the executive councll, or assessor, as the case may be, shall proceed
to list and assess such property according to the best information obtalnable, and shall
add to the taxable valuation one hundred per cent thereof, which valuation and pen-
alty shall be separately shown, and shall constitute the assessment; and 1f the valua-
tion of such property shall be changed by any board of review, or on appeal therefrom,
a lke penalty shall be added to the valuation thus fixed.

Seo 1344. No real estate used by railway corporations for road-beds shall be
included in the assessment to individuals of the adjacent property, but all such real
estate shall be the property of such companies for the purpose of taxation, * * *

BEC. 1354. The assessor shall list every person in his township, and assess all the
property, personal and real, therein, except such as is heretofore exempted or other-
wise assessed. * * * » %

ASSESSMENT BY THE EXECUTIVE COUNOIL.

BEC. 1334. On the first Monday in March in each year, the executive council shall
assess all the property of each rallway corporation in the state, excepting the lands,
lots and other real estate belonging thereto not used in the operation of any raflway,
and excepting railway bridges across the Mississippl and Missour! rivers, and except-

. ing grain elevators; and for the purpose of making such assessment 1ts president, vice-

president, general manager, general superintendent, receiver or such other officer as
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the council may designate, shall, on or before the fifteenth day of February in each
year, furnish it a verified statemen?’, showing In detall, for the year ended December
31st next preceding:

1. The whole number of miles of rallway owned, operated or leased by such cor-
poration or company within and without the state;

2. The whole number of miles of rallway owned, operated or leased within the
state, Including double tracks and side-tracks, the mileage of the main line and
branch lines to be stated separately, and showing the number of miles of track in each
county;

3. A detalled statement show!ng the amount of real estate owned or used by sald
rallway In the operation thereof In each county within the state, including the right
of way, road-beds, bridges, culverts, depot grounds, station houses, yard, section and
tool houses, round houses, machine and repalr shops, water tanks, turntables, gravel
beds and stone quarries, and for all other purposes, and the estimated value thereof,
in such manner as may be required by the council;

4. A full and complete statemeant of the cost and actual present value of all bulld-
ings of every description owned by sald rallway company within the state not other-
wise assessed ;

6. The total number of ties per mile used on all (ts tracks within the state;

8. The weight of ralls per yard in maln llae, double tracks and side-tracks;

7. The number of mlles of telegraph lines owned and used within the state;

8. The total number of engi 1es, and passenger, chalir, dining, official, express, mall,
baggage, freight and other cars, including hwndears and boarding cars, used in con-
structing and repairing such rallway, in use on its whole line, and the sleeping cars
owned by 1t, and the number of each class on its line within the state, each class to be
valued separately ;

9. Any and all other movable property owned by said railway within the state,
classified and scheduled In such manner as may be required by sald council;

10. The gross earnings of the entire road and the gross earnings in this state;

11. The operating expenses of the entire road and the operating expenses within
this state;

12. The net earnings of the entire road and the net earnings within this state;

8r0. 1835, There shall not be Included In sald operating expenses any payments for
Interest or discount, or construction of new tracks, except needed sidings for ralsing or
lowering tracks above or below cr-ssings at grade in cities or towns. for new equipment

except repl for reducing any bonded or per debt, nor for any other
item of operating expenses not falrly and reasonably chargeable as such In rallway
accounts. The council may demand, in writing, detailed, expl y and a ded

statements of any of the Items mentioned In the preceding section, or any other items
deemed by it Important, to be furnished It by such rallway corporation within thirty
days from such demand, in such form as it may desigaate, which shall be verified, as
required for the original statement. The returns, both original and amended, shall
show such other facts as the councll, in writing, shall require.

Sro. 1336, The sald property shall be valued at its actual value, and the assess-
ments shall be made upon the taxable value of the entire rallway within the state,
except as otherwise provided, and shall Include the right of way, road-bed, bridges, cul-
verts, rolling stock, depots, station grounds, shops, bul dings, gravel beds and all other
property, real and personal, exclusively used in the operation of such rallway. In
assessing sald rallway and its equipments, sald counefl shall take into conslderation
the gross earnings per mile for the year ending January 1st, preceding, and any and
all matters necessary to enable sald council to make a just and equltable assessment of
sald rallway property. If a part of any rallway is without this state, then, in estimat-
ing the value of Its rolling stock and movable property, they shall take into consider-
ation the propo:tion which the business of that part of the raillway lying within the
state bears to the business of the railway without this state.

8RO, 1837, On or before the 25th day of March of each year the councll shall trans-
it to the county auditor of each county through and into which any rallway may
extend, a statement showling the length of the main track within the county and the
assessed value per mile of the same, as fixed by a ratable distribution per mile of the
ussessed valuation of the whole property.

SEC. 1338, Atthe first meoting of the board of supervisors held after sald statement
18 recelved by the county auditor, 1t shall cause the same to be entered on its minute
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book, and make and enter therein an order stating the length of the main track and
the assessed value of each rallway lylng in each city, town, townshlp or lesser taxing
district la its county, through or Into which sald rallway extends, as fixed by the coun-
cil, which shall constitute the taxable value of said property for taxing purposes; and
the taxes on said property, when collected by the county treasurer, shall be disposed
of as other taxes. The county auditor shall transmit a copy of sald order to the coun-
cll or trustees of the city, town or township.

SEC. 1339. All such railway property shall be taxable npon sald assessment at the
same rates, by the same officers and for the same purposs as the property of individ-
uals within such countles, cities, towns, townships and lesser taxing districts.

SLEEPING AND DINING CARS.

SEC 1340. In addition to the matters required to be contained in the statement
made by the company for the purpose of taxation, such statement shall show the
number of sleeplog and dining cars not owned by such corporation, but used by it in
operatiog its raflway In this state during each month of the year for which the return
is made, the value of each car so used, and a'so the number of miles each month sald
cars have been run or operated on such rallway within the state, and the total number
of miles sald cars have been run or operated each month within and without the state.
Such statement shall show the average dally sleeping car and dinlog car service or
wheelage operated on each part or division of the line or system withia the state,
designating the points on the line where variations occur, with the mileage of that
part having the same dally service or wheelage.

SeC. 1341. The council shall, at the time of the assessment of other railway property
for taxation, assess for taxation the average number of cars so used by such corpora-
tion each month, and the assessed value of sald cars shall bear the same proportion to
the entire value thereof that the monthly average number of miles such cars have
been run or operated witbin the state shall bear to the monthly average number of
miles such cars have been used or operated within and without the state. Such valua-
tion shall be in the same ratio as that of the property of Individuals and sha!l be added
to the assessed valuation of the corporation, fixed under the preceding sections.

OLASSIFICATION.

SEC. 2076. All rallway corporations doing business In this state, their trustees,
receivers, or lessees, shall be limited {n thelr maximum charges to the rates of com-
pensation for the transportation of passengers and frelght hereln prescribed. All
rallroads in the state shall be classified according to the gross amount of thelr several
annual earnings within the state, per mile, for the preceding year, as follows: Olass
‘A’ shall Include those whose gross annual earnings, per mile, shall be $4,000 or more.
Olass “B ' shall include those whose gross annual earnings, per mile, shall be $3,000, or
any sum In excess thereof less than $4,000. Class “ 0" shall include those whose gross
annual earnings, per mile, shall be less thav $3,000,

BEC. 2077.  All rallroad corporations, according to thelr classifications as herein pre-

bed, shall be limited to per mile for the transportation of any person
with ordinary baggage, not exceeding 100 pounds In weight, as follows: COlass “A," 3
cents; class ** B, 3% cents; class * 0," 4 cents, and for children 12 years of age or
under, one-half the rate above prescribed; a charge of 10 cents may be added to the fare
of any passenger, when the same Is pald upon the cars, if a ticket might have been
procured within a reasonable time before the departure of the train.

8r0. 2078. Each rallway corporation operating a railroad in the state shall annu-
ally, durlog the month of January, make and return to the governor, & statement, veri-
fied by its presid and super dent, showlng the gross receipts on Its entire road
within the state for the preceding year, ending with the 3ist day of December, and a
detalled exhibit of the entire receipts for transporting freight and passengers, and all
other sources of income of the road. A failure to comply with this section shall sub-
Ject the corporation t) a penalty of $100 per day for cach and évery day after the
report Is due until It Is made, to be recovered in an action in the name of the state for
the benefit of the school fund. If the exccutive councll, upon examination, shall be

isfied of its cor ess, 1t shall be the duvy of the council to classify the different
railroads as hereinbefore provided, and the governor, when there shall be any change
in classification, shall issue a certifi to any lon or cor th ected
by such change, certifying the class to which they are respectively assigned; and any
change of rates by any rallroad cor ion, p to any ch of ol
clhhnll take effect and be In force from and after the 4th day of July following such
