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u lesson.  Thus, each high school class has a lesson once a week,
and each grammar school class once every sixth school day, The
boys are required to keep up with the regular studies of the
to which they belong. This they are doing cheerfully and well,
and they are taking great interest and making rapid progress iy
their manual work.

It is, perhaps, a little too early for safe conclusions, but there is
strong evidence now that the results will fully justify the establish-
ment of this handicraft work in our schools. .
