For this year's income, in order to advoic 

awaitine tax returns next year, be sure to 

fill out correctly the forr.1 \·!4 or WE4.

I am starting a series of articles pertaining 

to the United Saates Government. 

This will be valuable and necessary 

information for you especially when you 

have lawfully become a citizen of this nation. 

People from all over the world come to 

the United States to live. They come for 

many reasons. To enjoy these freedoms fully, 

most immigrants (or refugees) wish to 

become American citizens. They want to be 

able to vote in the elections and to be 

eligible for certain jobs among other benefits 

available only to citizens. To become ~n 

American citizen however, you have to know 

how our political system works. 

Background 

In the early years of our nation, we 

were controlled by England. In 1776, there 

were 13 colonies and they were granted 

charters . by the King of England. The colonists 

had hoped that the King would allow them the 

priviledge of self government. They wanted 

to have assemblies to make their own laws 

for protection of the lives, families, 

properties and freedoms of the colonists. 

Furthermore, England was hardpressed for 

money and laid the burden on the colonists. 
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These things angered the colonists and they 

revolted. 

After many meetings among themselves, 

on the 4th of July (known as Independence 

Day), 1776, the Declaration of Independence 

was drawn up. 

The Declaration of Independence set forth 

ideas that were very new to most people. 

It declared that all men were created equal, 

and that they are endowed with certain 

inalienable rights, among which are life, 

liberty, and the pursuit of happiness. 

The Declaration of Independence also stated 

that governments are established to protect 

the rights of the people and that laws 

should not be made unless the majority of 

the people agree to them. 

The Declaration listed the rights of 

the colonists which the King had violated 

and declared that the colonies were then 

separating fro~ Great Britain and were 

free from British control. 

At this point, the 13 colonies became 

13 states and the United States of America 

was born! 

This enraged the British, and they 

decided that they would fight to keep the 

colonies. This came to be known as the 
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" Revolutionary War ." It was a long and hard 

war but the United States proved to be the victor. 

During the revolution , the same people 

that drew up the Declaration of Independence 

( called the Second Continental Congress ) 

continued to hold meetings and served as the 

central government for the colonies • 

In 1781, the Articles of Confederation 

went into effect • These said that a "congress", 

made up representatives from the 13 states 

was to be the central government for the 

United States. This was the first step 

toward a repu~lic. 

The Articles of Confederation had many 

weaknesses so a "Constitutional Convention 11 

was called for in the year of 1787 • The 

states sent some of their most able leaders 

to the convention. These men created one of 

the most famous and respected documents 

in the world : The Constitution of the 

United States l 

The Constitution clearly states that 

the supreme pov1er of government is in the 

hands of the people • The United States 

Government '·ws and still is a government for 

the people and by the people • This is 

the meaning of the word deMocracy • 
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The Constitution provides for three 

branches of government: 

1. The legislative branch, called Congress, 

makes the laws. 

2. The executive branch, headed by the Pres-

!dent, enforces the laws. 

3. The judicial branch, ~-1hich is a system 

of courts and judges, that explains the 

laws. 

The eonstitution provides that Congress 

is to have two 'Houses', the House of Represent-

atives and the Senate. Each house has equal 

rights in making the laws that govern our land. 

In a future issue, I will explain the cliff· 

erences between the two houses. 

Basically, the Constitution divided the 

power among branches of government so that no 

one branch could control the government. 

The real pm·1er however, is in the hands of 

the people as they elect the members of 

government nnd the people h.s.ve the pou er to 

remove them. 

In the next issue of the neHslctter, I 

wil~ talk about the Executive brunch of 

our government and how it Horks. 
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
