SAVINGS ACCOUNTS

Whether people save money to buy something, to plan for an upcoming event or
merely to be prepared for an unexpected financial emergency, it's a great feeling
to be 'getting ahead." 1In this case, ''getting ahead" means continually bettering
yourself financially, ard not just spending all the money you and your family make
each month., This way, your life will be both more prosperous and secure.

Putting your money into a savings account is an excellent way to build up

| money for any I€asONesesssssss.buying a house, new car, etc., The money is safe
and available to be withdrawn at any time. Also, the bank will pay you a certain
small amount of money for your deposit. This payment is called annual earned in-

terest and it is computed on a percentage basis. Most of the banks in Des Moines
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and across Iowa, pay 5% annual earned interest on regular savings accounts. (For
example, if you deposit $100 into a savings account for one year, you will earn $5.
You certainly won't get rich from earned interest, but if you are saving money you
should take advantage of it., It doesn't cost a thing to open up a savings account
and you can make a little money.) This interest is usually computed on a daily
basis and the dividends paid quarterly. However, each bank may differ slightly on
the method for figuring and paying the interest. Ask the bank for a brochure on its
savings accounts, it will explain the exact procedure.

You may also open a regular savings account, like the one described above, at
a savings and loan. The procedure for computing and paying the interest is similar;
however, the annual earned interest rate is usually 5%%, which is %% higher than

the regular bank savings.

The Difference

Between Banks and Savings And Loans

At this point, it is important to understand the difference between a bank
and a savings and loan. A bank offers three main things: l.) regular savings ac-
counts, 2,) certificate savings programs and 3.) checking accounts. A savings and
loan offers two main things: l.) regular savings accounts and 2.) certificate sav-
ings programs.

Both the bank and the savings and loan have advantages and disadvantages.
First, if you have a checking account (and almost everybody does), it's a lot easier
to be able to conduct all transactions, both checking and saving, at one location.
If you have a checking account at one location and a savings account at another,
it will be more time consuming to conduct transactions from one into the other.
However, the savings and loan pays more dividends for exactly the same thing.

Each person should determine for himself whether the bank or the savings and



loan is the best place to save money. Some people believe the added expense and
trouble of driving to two seperate locations outweighs the little bit of extra
money paid by the savings and loan. While others, believe it is well worth their
while to save at a savings and loan. Judge for yourself. You know what type of

money transactions you will be performing and how often.
Savings Certificates

A savings certificate is a certain amount of money deposited for a specified
amount of time which earns a higher rate of interest than the regular savings
account program. The percent of interest paid on the certificate depends on the
amount of money and the length of time deposited. With a savings certificate,
you make a business agreement that you will not withdraw any of the money until
a specified time. If you absolutely must withdraw the money, because of an unexpect-
ed monetary crisis, federal law requires that a substantial interest penalty
be imposed. In other words, if you are not absolutely sure you can uphold your
part of the certificate agreement, then you should put your money in a regular savings
account where you can add and withdraw money at any time. If you are penalized
for withdrawing money early from a certificate, you will end up losing money......
money you would have made by simply opening a regular savings account.

On savings certificates, a savings and loan usually pays-a little higher in-

terest rate than a bank.

The following information illustrates average savings certificate programs offered
at banks and savings and loans in Des Moines: (Remember,.this is only an average.

Each bank or savings and loan may differ. Also, interest rate schedules can change.)

Most of the savings and loans require a $1,000 minimum on all certificates.
Banks require a $1,000 minimum on only the four- and six-year certificates. All

others require only a $100 minimum.

Insuring Your Deposit

To prevent against a bank failing and the depositor losing his money, which
is extremely rare but has happened, most banks are insured by the Federal Deposit
Insurance Corporation (F.D.I.C.)., This insurance is free and it insures each de-
positor up to $40,000.

The savings and loans have a similar insurance program called the Federal
Savings & Loan Insurance Corporation (F.S.L.I.C.). The insurance also insures up

to $40,000,

But whether or not the fisherman catches his limit (the maximum number of fish

allowable), he can enjoy the tranquil and alluring beauty of nature. Fishing is an

excellent way to relax from the everyday hectic work

world and enjoy the fine pleasures of fam-
ily and friends. Many people
take delicious food along to the lakes and
streams and picnic and fish all day.

Iowa has more than 70 ¢»Z£§§i§ State Parks and Recreation Areas.
Most of these either have lake or stream fishing.

But, as with most things these days, there are certain regulations that must
be observed: One, anyone 16 years old or over must have a valid fishing license.

Two, you must fish only in State designated areas and at the appropriate times.
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When purchasing your fishing license, ask for a copy of the 1977 Iowa Fishing
Regulations booklet. The booklet will list all regulations that must be adhered to.
Also, the Iowa State Parks & Recreational Areas booklet, also available for free,
will list all the State recreational area locations and what recreations are allow-

ed at each.

The price of a fishing license is $4. Here are some of the locations where a

LUTHERAN SOCIAL SERVICES

WARNS AGAINST MOVE TO CALIFORNIA

For Indochinese refugees in California, very few jobs are available and the
cost of housing is extremely high, according to a letter from Lutheran Social Serv-
ices of Northern California and Nevada recently published inMinnesota New Life., The
letter was meant to warn refugees considering moving to California.

In the letter, Social Services described some of the troublesome situations

in California:

.'""Unless you have a high level of English and a skill it is

almost impossible to find a job."
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*"Housing in the San Francisco city is extremely expensive and
hard to find. You may have to pay $250 to $300 for a small
unfurnished two room apartment.,"

«"Most of the space available (in training programs) has been
filled and no new programs will be started."

In the letter, Social Services also reminds refugees that "When you leave a
sponsor you are saying that you are able to provide for yourself and no longer need
assistance. You should not expect it (assistance) when you arrive at a new place."

In brief, Social Services recommends no one move to California because of the
present refugee situation. The Governor's Task Force agrees with Lutheran Social
Services that a move to California can cause much heartache and trouble. If you

feel you must move, make sure you have a job waiting for you and a place to live.

TORNADO SEASON IS HERE

A tornado is a large violently whirling column of air. It usually appears
funnel-shaped and under the right conditions it can virtually destroy everything
in its path.

Tornadoes are deadly storms and everyone should learn how to conduct and pre-

pare themselves in the event of one approaching.

Tornado Watch

A tornado watch is issued over television and radio when there is a possibility
of a tornado developing in the area., At this time, persons should be aware of the
situation, This means people should think about what they would be doing if the
tornado approaches the area. For example, it would be foolish to start out in the

car on a long trip driving directly into the storm. (At the time the tornado watch
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is issued, the present location and suspected path of the storm will be announced.)
Tornado Warning

A tornado warning isissued over television and radio when a tornado has been
sighted in the area. When this happens, persons should take immediate safety pre-

cautions.
What To Do

1., When a tornado watch is issued, listen to either television or radio for
upcoming weather information and bulletins.

2+ Ef 8 tofnado warning is issued, immediately go to a place of safety. You
should also take a battery-operated radio with you in order to keep abreast of the

weather situation.
Where's The Best Place To Go?

Of course, the best place to go for protection from a tornado depends on where

you are when the tornado approaches your specific area.

*Mobile homes are extremely dangerous during tornadoes. Mobile homes should be

secured with anchored cables to minimize danger.

a job for you but you must find it!
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SOMSAK TO BE ON NATIONAL COMMITTEE

We are pleased to announce that because of a recent refugee resettlement
meeting in Washington, D.C., which four Task Force members attended, Somsak
Saythongphet has been selected to serve on a national committee charged with drafting pro-
posed legislation to benefit Indochinese refugees in the U.S. We hope the com-
mittee will help voice Indochinese needs through legislation.

At the National Meeting of Indochinese Resettlement Offices in Washington,
D.C., held March 22 and 23, more than 100 national, state and voluntary resettle-
ment agency representatives along with several high-ranking federal officials
discussed possible additions and changes in the overall resettlement effort.
Colleen Shearer, Director of the Governor's Task Force for Indochinese Resettlement;
Jill Quam, Coordinator of the Task Force; Charlene Heggen, Vietnamese Team Leader;
and Somsak Saythongphet, Tai Dam Team Leader, all attended the meeting sharing
their ideas on successful refugee programs. The four Task Force members also
applauded a bill expected to be introduced into the United States Senate by Sen.
Edward Kennedy. The bill proposes all eligible Indochinese refugees be granted a
permanent resident alien status after two years in the U.S.

Somsak will be attending the first committee meeting in California on April
18 and 19, We will try to keep you posted on the committee's actions and accom-

plishments.

YOUTH SUMMER EMPLOYMENT

Disadvantaged young persons at least l4 years of age who are presently enrolled
in school and expected to return in the fall may be eligible to work this summer in
a special 8-week employment program sponsored by the U.S. Dept. of Labor. The pro-
gram is designed to promote employability skills, develop healthy attitudes toward

work, motivate youths to continue secondary education and encourage self-confidence
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and personal responsibility.

The work program should be offered in every county throughout Iowa., The schedule
for Polk County is June 13 to August 5. Other counties may begin or end one week
later, according to Phil Smith, Youth Service Coordinator for the State of Iowa.

The work schedule will be seven hours a day, four days a week. The wage will
be $2.30 per hour.

To be eligible for the program you must be at least 14 years of age and cur-
rently in school and expected to return in the fall. You must also be either a
member of a family currently receiving ADC benefits, a member of a low income fam-
ily (as determined by the Dept. of Labor) or a foster child receiving public assis-
tance.

Lao New Year

"DURING THE DAYS OF THE LAO NEW YEARS"

In Laos one can celebrate New Year two or three times. January lst is an of-
ficial holiday in observance of New Year's Day according to the international cal-~

endar. In February '"Tet" is observed by some other residents such as Vietnamese,

Thai Dam and Mong in Lao. But a majority of the Lao people prefer to follow the
rhythm of nature itself and to celebrate New Year in the springtime.

The fifth month of the lunar year (April lst) is the frolicsome month. The
people from Laos will probably talk about "Boon Hot Nam " (the water throwing
festival); "Boon Deuan Ha' (the fifth month); or '"Boon Pi Mai' (the New Year festi-
val). This is three ways of speaking of one Boon or festival.

This year "Boon Pi Mai'" will begin on the 13th of April which will be the 12th
day of the Lao fifth month. That day will be ''Mue Sangkhan Pai''j the day on which
the spirit of the old year passes away. The next day (April 1l4th) will be '"Mue
Sangkhan Nao'; it is an in-between day not counted in the calendar. April 15th
will be "Mue Sangkhan Khuen' which is the day the spirit of the New Year arrives.
This is a time of joy and happiness with which many traditions are associated, and
all of them are observed by the Lao people.

In the calendar of the Buddhist religion, this is the occasion for the ritual
cleaning and washing of the images of Lord Buddha.

If it had been in Laos, on the first day (''Mue Sangkhan Pai'') monks, novices,
old people and high officials would lead the parade (''Haa Phaya Sangkhan'). Phaya
Sangkhan has some of the attributes of Santa Claus., He sometimes gives small gifts
to children, meanwhile urging them to be good and obedient to parents and teachers.
The parade starts out from the highly respected Pagoda in the Town and wanders all
around the town.

Householders often invite the monks to come and ''Sia Kho' (céase away the old
year's wickedness and evil spirits); others will have this very necessary service
performed by their own "Maw Pawn" who will chant the prayers.

People usually will buy fish, turtles, snails and crabs and take them to the
ponds and rivers to free them; pigeons and small birds will be released from their
cages. This ensures good luck for the coming year because the reincarnated souls

for being freed, will have a good influence on the lives of their benefactors.
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It is customary to visit parents and bosses to '"Baci' (wish) them happiness
for the following year.

During the whole of this festival people will throw, slush, spray and heave
water before 'Mue Sangkhan Pai' and continue after ''Mue Sangkhan Khuen." At
home, children and young people may hold pails, cans and containers of water;
and slushing it over their friends who come along.

The throwing of water is symbolic. It cleanses and washes away the evils and
impurities of the departing year. It also wishes the person thus saluted happiness
and longevity. The water thrown, therefore, should be clean and pure. Of course,
people often forget this and sometimes throw dirty water in the excitement of the

moment.
