SPEAK, READ AND WRITE ENGLISH CAN AFFECT YOUR JOB 

No. 22 

Learning to effectively speak, read and write English is almost essential to 

getting and keeping a good job. An employer, as well as the other employees, must 

be able to verbally communicate with the worker. If there is a language barrier 

r". and the worker can't understand what is being said to him or can't answer 

back, job difficulties could easily arise. More important, nDt being able 

to adequately speak, read and write English can hold a person ·back from getting a 

better job. 

There are a number of Indochinese refugees presently working who cannot ade-

quately speak or read English. Many times these jobs have been set up so the ref-

ugee does not need to communicate at all. In other cases, one refugee who can 
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speak English interprets the actions and instr uctions for the others. 

In the beginning, this type of work situation is excellent. However, refugees 

who are interested in moving up to better jobs need to learn English. Employers 

almost always want people who can adequately speak, read and write English. 

Without a doubt, the better paying jobs demand a proficient knowledge of the 

English language. 

Besides trying to get a better job or simply to be more efficient at the one 

you have, there is another good, and probably more · important, reason to learn 

English: Happiness. 

People make up life, no matter who you are or where you live. Not being able 

to talk with all peoples, such as the many cultures in America that commonly speak 

English, can be an isolating handicap . 

Learning English will allow you to enjoy many different people, as they will 

enjoy you. 

America operates with the English language. Hopefully, by learning to communi­

cate in English it will help you to experience all the pleasures and opportunities 

the u.s. has to offer.

CREDIT CARDS 

Credit cards. They are convenience items that can be great to have, especially 

in emergency situations. Yet a t the same time, they can be wasteful, expensive 

and distressing if not handled properly in rela t i on to money management. 

What Is A Credit Card? 

A credi t card is a small plastic card issued by a company, business 

or corporation to a spec i fic person or persons, such as a husband and wife, which 

a l lows that person t o charge items at a specific business or businesses. Simply, 

a credit card allows a person to buy on credi t. 

(Buying on credit means obtaining store items immedia tely, as with the case 

of paying cash, bu t due to a formal business agreement with the company that is ­

sued the credit card you are allowed t o pay for the items at a later date. Usual­

ly 30 days later.) 

What Does The Card Look Like? 

Credit cards usually measure about 2 inches wide by about 3~ inches long.

(These multi-purpose cards are issued to people through large corporations be­

ing repre~·.e.nte,d by ~ocal l>flnks_ c<1nd not through businesses which honor the cards.) 

Why Do Companies Offer Credit Cards? 

Companies offer credit cards to encourage business. In other words, companies 

want to make it as easy as possible for pe0ple to spend money in their stores. 

Through the use of credit cards, people can spend more money than they actually 

have at the time of purchase. However, this technique is dangerous and can be dis­

astrous if unexpected financial problems arise. 

For example, let's say a family goes home one day and finds their refrigerator 

broken. After inquiring about the repair of the refrigerator, the family believes 

that it would be smarter to buy a new one. At this time, the family may go out and 

buy a new refrigerator on a credit card even though they don't have all the money. 

They must, however, have all the money when the bill comes due, which is almost always 

30 days later. In this ·case, through the use of financial planning (knowing the 

amount of money that will be available in the immediate future), a credit card can 

be extremely helpful. 

Don't be mislead, credit cards aren't always good. How good the credit card 
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is depends on how efficiently and wisely i t is used. 

One reason why credit cards aren't all that good financially is because they 

are so simple and convenient to use they cari easily cause a family to overspend. 

Sometimes using a credit card can almost feel like "getting something for nothing." 

Merchants most assuredly know and understand thi s problem. 

The only diffe r ence between paying cash and using a cr ed i t card is the credit 

card is a little more convenient and you aren't required to pay the bill for 30 

days. Either way, the bill will be exactly the same. 

What Happens If You Don ' t Pay 

The Total Amount Due Within 30 Days (0~ The Required Time)? 

If you charge an item on a credit card and don't pay the entire amount due 

within 30 days, or the time allotted depending on the credit card, a finance charge 

will be added to your bill. Finance charges can be extremely expensive. The an­

nual percentage rate can reach as high as 18%. For the same money, a bank would 

probably charge less than half of that figure. 

How Do You Get A Credit Card? 

If you want to apply for a credit card simply pick up an application, 

fill it out and take it back or mail it in to the proper location. If you are go­

ing to apply for a credit card from a specific business, such as Standard Oil, 

applications are available at the stores. If you would like to apply for a nation­

ally-accepted credit card, such as Master Charge or Bank Americard, applications 

are available at banks. 

Credit card applications are quite extensive; they require a lot of specific 

information. Also, by signing the application, you agree to pay all bills and 

finance charges and allow the company to investigate your credit rating; i.e., call 

your employer, examine your checking and savings accounts, etc. 
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Whether or not you receive a credi t card and t hus ar e accepted by the com­

pany, depends entirely on the business or corporation that i ssues the card. If 

you have a "good credit rating," chances are tha t you will receive a 

card. 

If the company accepts your appl i ca tion, wi thin a ma t t er of weeks you should 

receive your cred i t card i n t he mail . 

Wha t Happens If You Lose 

A Credit Card Or It I s Stol en? 

If a credit card is s t olen or lost the owner shou l d immediately notify the 

company which issued the card. Once the company has been notified, the owner is 

only liable for unauthorized purchases up to a certa in f igure , which is usually 

about $50. The owner is liable for all unauthorized purchases that occur before 

· the company has been notified of the loss or the f t. 

How Do You Use A Cr edit Card 1· 

Using a credit card to purchase i tems is easy. When you are ready to purchase 

the items, you simply tell the sales clerk that

The sales c l erk will then li s t seper a t e ly the items and the total cost on 

the sales form. You wi ll next be r equi r ed to sign the sales form, of which you 

wi ll receive a copy for your r ecords . The signature on the sales form i s then 
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checked against t he signature on the back of the credit card. They should be 

identical. This technique helps to eliminate the use of stolen cards. Someti mes 

the sales clerk will even require another form of identification, such as a 

drivers license, to double check the person's identi ty. 

"LAYAWAY" PURCHASING 

In many stores, i f a person wants to buy s ome thing but cannot afford the to­

tal price, the item may be purchased on a "layaway" plan. 

A l ayaway plan i s a purchasing system whereby a person makes an initial pay­

ment ( down payment) to secure the product and then pays the remaining cost within 

90 days. Most stor es require a minimum payment each month. However, the total 

price may be paid anytime prior to the 90 days. 

A layaway plan is not a form of customer credit. Any one can purchase an 

item on layaway. The product being purchased does not leave the store unti l the 

final paymen t i s made. 

I f a person fails to pay the total cost wi thin 90 days, a finance charge 

will be added to the total bill. 

Here is an example of how a layaway purchase works: Let's say a person wants 

to buy a $250 lawn mower but can't afford to s pend the money all at once. The 

person may thus secure the purchase of the mower with a down payment, which is 

usually as little as $5. Now, figuring the total cost without sales tax, the per­

son must pay approximately $82 per month for three months (90 days) to obtain the 

i tem. 

A good t ime to use the layaway plan is when an i tem has been temporarily 

marked on sale.

This means employable refugees, some of whom are receiving cash assistance, 

will no longer qualify for funds. 

If you are employable and not working, NOW IS THE TIME TO GET A JOB! Every 

person or family should strive to be self•supporting by September. 
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ENERGY CONSERVATION . 

WHAT'S IT ALL ABOUT? 

Energy conservation is a very hot topic, and it has been ever since the 1973 

Middle East oil embargo. In 1973, many Americans were unsure whether there actually 

was an energy shortage or crisis. Now, in 1977, people have discovered the short­

age is real and of grave concern. 

Following the oil embargo, a large number of governmental agencies (federal 

and state) and some private companies began promoting energy conservation. i.&., 

cities began promotions to encourage people to ride buses, power companies began 

providing free energy-saving booklets, car manufacturers began producing small cars 

that used less gas, state agencies began encouraging employees to ride in car pools, 

etc. The list goes on and on. The result, however , has been discouraging. Energy 

consumption keeps going up and up. 

According to a number of energy policy experts, the reason why Americans have 

not substantially reduced their energy consumption is because there is a lack of 

proper incentives. Up until now, the only significant monetary incentive for the 

average family has been to save a little money by turning the thermostat to 68° in 

the winter and 78° in the summer and limiting the amount of gas used to operate 

the car. 

This is not to say these conservation measures do not help. They certainly do. 

Many families have performed these three simple energy-saving steps and saved tre­

mendous amounts of money over extended periods of time. But considering the thou­

sands of new homes and cars being operated each year, and many many other factors, 

energy consumption keeps right on increasing. 

In an effort to reduce energy consumption and transfer energy operations into 

more plentiful resources such as solar and fossil fuels, President Carter recent­

ly proposed new energy programs and guidelines that would place heavy emphasis 
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on conservation. In other words, energy in almost every form · will gradually 

become more and more expensive. 

The emphasis will thus switch from the previous positive incentive (using less 

energy and saving a little money) to a negative incentive (using a lot less energy 

to keep the energy cost down--which will still cost more money). 

The basis of President Carter's energy plan is simple: The price of energy 

is going up and unless you want to pay a much higher energy bill, you will con-

serve. 

(There will, however, be tax breaks for energy-related purchases such as solar 

hea t ing, insulation, etc.) 

Many people believe this logic, in relation to energy consumption, will work. 

People will conserve energy when it will cost them money not to. 

President Carter's energy proposals are not law until they are passed by Con­

gress. Congress is in no way required to accept them. However, it is believed the 

bills, in essentially this form, will pass. 

Don't let all this political talk confuse you. Just remember, saving energy 

saves money. And that thought will become even more important in the future. 

Window air conditioners are good ways to co~l 

small areas, such as bedrooms or apartment-size 

living rooms. But, in order to have a window air 

conditioner that operates efficiently and effec~ 

tively there are a few simple procedures that 

should be followed: 

1. Determine where you want the air conditioner. Preferably, it should be in a 

shaded area, or at least not in an area that gets direct sunlight all day. If you 
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must place the air conditioner in direct sunlight, an overhang of some kind 

should be useo. 

2. Once you have determined where the air conditioner will go, figure out what 

voltage the unit must be. 

Almost all air conditioners must be operated on single circuits. This 

means no other electrical items of any kind may be used on the same circuit . 

If another item is used, the drag or power loss caused when turning on the other 

item as t he air conditioner is running, may burs the motor up in the air condition­

er. Or worse, it could cause a fire. 

Most apartments and homes have circuits designed especially for air condition­

ers. However, some circuits are 110 volts and others 220 volts. (Normal appliances 

such as clocks, radios, televisions, etc. are used on 110 volt outlets. Items 

designed for 110 volt outlets may not be used in 220 outlets, and vice versa.) 

Measure the distance from the outlet eo where the air conditioner will be . 

If the distance between the two is extensive and you' 11 need an extension 

cord , be sure to buy a heavy duty three pronged cord. A normal extension cord , 

used for everyday household needs, will not work. These cords are too small and 

may catch fire. 

3. Figure out what size air conditioner you need. There's no point in buying a 

unit larger than what you need; yet, at the same time, you don't want to buy one 

so small that it can't do what you bought it for. 

According to George Mirras of Iowa Power, every square foot of cooling area 

requires 30 BTU's. (BTU stands for British Thermal Unit and it refers t o the unit ' s 

ac tual cooling capacity. The higher the number, the greater the cooling capac i ty.) 

Therefore, for a 300 square foot area, a 9,000 BTU air conditioner would be needed. 

For a 400 square foot area, a 12,000 BTU would be needed. And so on and so on. 
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4. Call or visit a number of stores that sel l air conditioners. Find out the sell­

ing price, EER rating and warranty. 

EER stands for Energy Efficiency Ratio and it is found by dividing the unit's 

BTU's by the Watts. (Watts is the amount of energy the unit will use.) The high­

er the EER, the more efficient the air conditioner will operate. In other words, 

a unit with a high E£R will be much cheaper to operate than one with a low EER. 

However, the air conditioners with the higher EER's will be more expensive to pur­

chase, but in the long run will save much more in energy bills. An EER of 9 or 10 

is very good, and thus very efficient. EER's of 7 or 8 are average. EER's below 

7 may be considered inefficieut. · If you buy an air conditioner, make sure it has 

an EER - ~f at least 7. 

Also, the unit's warranty can be important. Labor costs for fixing air 

conditioners are very expensive. Make sure the unit has a good warranty. 

(Most models come with a one year full guarantee, which covers everything that 

could go wrong including the labor costs, and a four or five year guarantee on 

the compressor.) 

Remember, the actual selling price of the air conditioner almost always does 

not include installation. Be aware of this. Just when you thought you got a good 

deal on the unit, the salesman tells you it's going to cost $40 to have it install­

ed. Putting in an air conditioner, especially a small model, is easy. Just re­

member, if you're not planning on putting it in yourself, settle on the installation 

cost before purchasing anything. 

Refrigera tor 

Refrigerators, incon~picuo~s as they may 

seeiil, use quite a lot of e.n·ergy, - ··with as many _ 

types and styles available, it seems ·irrational 

not to buy an efficient model. 
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1. A new federal law, which went into effec t thi s year, requires all refrigerator s 

be labe l ed as to how much energy they consume. This energy consumption rating i s 

fi gured i n kilowatt hours per month (kwh/mo.). 

Ki lowatt hours per month refers to how much energy the unit requires t o opera t e 

each month. Therefore, the lower the kwh/mo. rating, the more efficient t he mode l. 

And the more effici~nt, the less money it will cost to operate. 

According to George Mirras of Iowa Power , in r ela tion to mode l size, these are 

good efficient kwh/mo. ratings:

CASUAL LABOR 

Casual labor is temporary employment. Just how temporary depends entirely 

upon the job or jobs to be performed. It could las t one day, two days, three days, 

one week, one month or possibly even more. 

Casual labor is most abundant in the spring and summer months. This is when 

jobs such as painting, mowing lawns, farm work, cleaning up areas, small construc­

tion and many more become available. 

The way to find these jobs is to ask. Ask sponsors, friends, neighbors and 

all others if they have some work you could do. Many times people, especially 

homeowners, need light work done but don't really know anybody to do it. 

Casual labor is excellent work for someone unemployed or not working on a 

full- time basis. 

Also, Iowa Job Service offers casual labor opportunities. Call your local 

office for details. 

Task Force begins phase-out 

for- Sept. 3 0 

In anticipation of Sept. 30, the Governor's Task Force will begin on June 17 

a general phase-down of services. This does not mean we will no longer be available 

for help. It means only that in order to prepare for the future of Indochinese 
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refugees and corresponding sponsors and organiza tional services, we must limit 

our time available f or everyday business. 

Consequently, beginning June 17, both toll-free numbers (Thai Dam and Vietnamese) 

will be turned off from 8 a.m. until ~ p.m. every working day , Monday through Fri­

day. The phones will be turned on from 1 to 4:30 p.m. Also, we ask that l ocal Des 

Moines persons not c 11 in to the Task Force between 8 a.m. and 1 p.m. 

We believe it is in every refugee's best int erest that we spend approximately 

one ha lf of each day working on smoothing the way f or the upcoming refugee program 

and Task Force shutdowns. Please, do not think we are ignoring you. We are work­

ing f or the betterment of your future.
