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Beginning with the first refugee resettlement in 1975, special programs such as 

relaxed Socia l Services requirements for benefits, English classes, training programs, 

etc.--including the Governor's Task Force for Indochinese Resettlement- -were set up 

to help Indochinese refugees ad just to their new life in America. These special pro-

grams have continued for two years and on Sept. 30, 1977, all funding will be exhausted 

and they will end. At this time, refugees are to be self-sufficient . 

For refugees who have been working in America and studying English, the future 

looks promising. However, this is not to say assimilation has been easy and contin-

uing problems do not exist. Underemployment and low pay are two such problems tha t 
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may hamper refugees for a number of years. But with hard work and experience, these 

problems can be overcome. For these people, America offers freedom, prosperity and 

happiness. 

For employable refugees who have been hesitant to go to work, the future is un-

certain. The whole purpose behind the special programs was to help refugees assimi-

late into the mainstream of the America life and thus become self-sufficient. Em- ~· 
~ 

playable persons not working will be required to accept employment .after Sept. 30. 

Indochinese refugees will then be judged on the same criteria as Americans for Soci al 

Services benefits. This will surely cause problems for refugees who have not worked 

since coming to the u.s. These people will have no working experience and will end 

up with low paying, unde~irable jobs. 

America offers each person unlimited possibilities, and Southeast Asians are no 

exception. People in America create their own life, whatever that may be, rich or 

poor, happy or sad, through hard work and personal ability. No one is restricted to 

a certain type of life. 

Almost every prosperous person, at one time or another, began at the bottom. 

After years of hard work, he/she developed either a highly-skilled profession or a 

marketable business- Quite often, I hear stories about large company owners who began 

with almost nothing. Nothing but a lot of guts, drive, fortitude and a belief in 

themselves. 

For example, I read a story the other day about a man who now owns a large truck- ~ 
J 

ing company. In the story, it said the man started the business with three trucks 

working out of an old, almost broken down, warehouse. Now, he owns a large bu s i nes s 

that employes hundreds of people. 

In essence, what I'm saying is don't let your tragic past or present s itua tion 

determine your extended future in the u.s. Endless possibilities are open to you, but 

you must work hard to take advantage of them. Also, you shou l d 

think of your children's future. What do you want their life in America to be like? 
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What you do in America, both financially and spiritually, may well determine their 

pattern of life. If you are a hard worker, they too may fight to be a winner. If 

you do not make the extra effort to become self-sufficient, they too may grow up with 

the stigma of not be able to take care of themselves and wo~king low paying, undesir­

able jobs. 

Think about both their future and yours. America is a land of peace, prosperity 

and freedom. Take advantage of it all you can. Good luck. 

LAWS THAT PROTECT MINORS 

Minors, persons under the age of 18 in Iowa, are treated differently according to 

the law than adults. For example, minors cannot legally do some things adults can. 

Consuming alcohol is only one such difference. Yet, at the same time, minors who com­

mit crimes are treated on a much more informal basis than adults. Minors can also be 

subject to Court action for running away from home, sexual permissiveness and a number 

of other things which are not technically crimes but may require government authority 

to intervene. 

Because of the distinct lawful separation between minors and adults, special laws 

exist which protect minors from influence or opportunity from adults. These laws make 

it illegal for an adult to make opportunities for minors to do certain things which as 

a minor are illegal. A good example is when an adult supplies a minor with beer. 

These crimes are charged against the adult and come under the criminal heading of 

"contributing." Specifically, "contributing to the delinquency of a minor." 

If you are an adult and are with a person under age (under the age of 18), be a­

ware that certain things you can legally do he/she cannot. If you offer opportunity 

for him/her to do such things, you can be charged with contributing. 

Here are some of the things you, as an adult, may not make available or do with 

a minor: 
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•supply alcohol to a minor 

·have sexual intercourse with a minor* 

•perform other sexual acts with a minor* 

•encourage or cause a minor to perform vicious or immoral acts 

•encourage or cause a minor to violate a state law 

•encourage or cause a minor to violate a federal law 

•encourage or cause a minor to violate a city ordinance 

*These are sexual offense crimes and do not come under the heading of contributing. 

Punishment for these crimes can be extremely severe. 

SHOPPING TIPS 

Today you can buy milk for your family in many forms--

some costing considerably more than others.

Mixed with water to make fluid milk, nonfat dry milk costs about one-third as 

much as fresh whole milk.

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and riboflavin as whole milk, but does not have vitamins A and D. 

Whole-grain or enriched products are notably more nutritious than unenriched pro-

ducts. Most white bread is enriched. Special-

ty breads, such as French, Italian and rai-

sin are usually not enriched. Check 

takes three pounds of unenriched bread, which costs about 

$1, to equal the same amount of thiamin as in one pound of enriched 

bread, which costs 30 cents. To again equal the same thiamin content, it would take 

only one pound of whole wheat bread, which costs about 40 cents. 

Spaghetti, macaroni and noodles in packages marked "enriched" are 

more nutritious and usually cost no more

Egg prices vary by size and grade. Sizes most often found in stores are small, 

medium, large and extra large. the dozen, large sizes usu-

grade.

Generally speaking, if there is less than a 

7-cent difference per dozen eggs between one size and the next smaller size, you get 
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more egg by weight for your money by buying the larger size. 

The three consumer grades for eggs are U.S. Grade AA, A and B. The higher quality 

eggs (AA and A) are ideal for all purposes, but are especially good for frying and 

poaching--where appearance is important. Grade B eggs, which are less expensive, are 

good for general cooking and baking, where appearance is not important.

TRAFFIC TICKETS 

A lot of people, at one time or another, have gotten traffic tickets. Just how 

expensive, troublesome and damaging the tickets are depend on the severity of lhe vio ­

lation and the person's previous driving record. 

For example, if a person gets a simple parking ticket, especially if he isn't a 

habitual offender, there is no serious problem. Of course, the fine must be paid in 

full and sent in to the county court house or police station within the specified time 

listed on the ticket. (Each county sets its own fine schedule and time limit for pay­

ment . Parking tickets usually range from $2 to $5.) If the money is not paid, a war­

rant for arrest can be issued for the owner of the automobile. 

.. 
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A number of Iowa cities have ticket dr op boxes p l aced periodi cally on pa r king 

meters throughout downtown. Ti ckets placed in the boxe s are picked up and t aken t o the 

court hous e or police sta tion. This pr ocedure eliminates the need for a postage stamp. 

It i s pos sible to plead not guilty to a parki ng ti cket and have a short hearing 

with a county magi strate, but the result is certain to be discourag ing. What possible 

defense could a person have for a parking ticket ? I f the car wasn't there, where did 

the officer put the ticket? Results of the hearing only crea t e added expens e in court 

cos t s. 

( Court cos ts are an extra expense added to the original f ine when a person goes 

before a judge for a hearing. Court costs a re not automatically figured in parki ng 

ticke t s becaus e nearly everyone pleads guilty and s ends i n the money. With a 

parki ng ticket, you are not required to make an appearance before a judge. ) 

Moving Violations 

Moving traffic violations (violations that occur when someone is driving an auto­

mobile) are considerably more serious than parking tickets. Speeding , runn i ng a red 

light or stop light, failing to yield right of way, etc., a r e moving viola t ions. They 

ar e expensive and can affect your automobile insurance rates and possibly your abi lity 

t o dr i ve al together. 

Speeding fines are determined by how fast the car was go i ng when it was recorded 

by t he police or highway patrol. The initial fine is $10 and then a $2 cha r ge is add­

ed f or each mile-an-hour over the speed limi t, up to 24 mi les-an-hour over the spee 

limi t. I f the car was going more than 24 miles-an-hour over t he speed l imit, t he 

o2e ra tor of the motor vehicle is required to appear in court be fore the judge . By law, 

anyone who is found guilty of driving an automobile in excess of 24 miles-an- hour over 

t he speed l imit may have his drivers license suspended.

The procedure for paying a ticket through the mail is relatively simple. First, 

the driver must sign the back of the ticket pleading guilty to the crime. Next, he 

must call the county's traffic court to find out the mailing address and the total 

cost of the fine. It makes no difference whether a person pleads guilty through t he 

mail or pleads not guilty in front of a judge and has a short hearing, court costs 

are included all the same. 

Pleading Not Guilty 

If a person wishes to plead not guilty to a traffic charge, the driver must be 

present in traffic court on the appearance date marked on the ticket. An a t torney is 

not needed. The driver simply tells his story and the corresponding of f i cer t el l s 

his. After that, the judge rules on the evidence presented. 

Anyone planning to plead not guilty to a traffic charge shoul d have an exc llent 

defense . Simply saying, "I wasn't going that fast" is no defense at al l. The driver 

must be able to present solid evidence which will l ega lly dispute and make highly 

uestionable the officer's testimony and evidence. This is ao t easy. Very few people 

come out winners in traffic court. 

Insurance Rates And Ticket Limit 
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Speeding tickets, besides being expensive in themselves, can cause other vehicle 

related expenses to increase. Insurance rates or premiums directly reflect the com­

pany's risk to insure the driver. The more speeding tickets a person has, the more of 

a risk he is to insure. And the more of a risk he is to insure, the higher the pre­

miums. 

Also, the Iowa Department of Transportation limits a driver to two speeding tick­

ets per year. If a driver receives three speeding tickets in one year, he loses his 

license. There are, however, exceptions to this rule. For example, if a person was 

found guilty of traveling in extreme excess of the speed limit, he could lose his 

license even if it were his first ticket. 

PAYING BILLS IN AMERICA 

Being financially responsible for all of your bills is extremely important. Al l 

bills should be paid on time and in full, or in the specified amount depending on the 

situation. 

An important aspect of each person's purchasing power is his credit rating. The 

term credit rating means exactly what it says. Each person's credit (ability to pur­

chase and pay f or goods and services on a pay-later basis) is rated or evaluated. In 

an extreme oversimplification, if a person's credit rating is good, then he will be 

a b l~ to eas ily obtain credit cards and, within re ason, loans from banks. lf Lhc per~on ~ 

cr edi t r a t i ng is poor, then he will not be issued credit cards and obtaining a bank 

l oan will be difficult. 

A person's cr edit rating is determined by three primary things: character, capac­

ity and capital. Character refers to the person's general reputation and at ti t ude to ­

ward paying bills. For example, does he always pay bills (telephone, water, hea t , e t c. ) 

on time? Capacity is the person's actual financial ability to pay. Persona l i ncome is 

t he bigges t determinant. And capital is the amount of property owned by a person. For 
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example, Does he own his car? Does he own a house? 

Credit--A Big Part of American Business 

Each person'screditrating is important to his/her future in the u.s. If, for some 

reason, a person gets a bad credit rating due to carelessness, negligence or simply a 

misunderstanding with a business many financial conveniences and opportunities will be 

unavailable to that person. 

American businesses are becoming more and more computer-oriented and an ever in­

creasing part of this technology is credit. Some business experts believe cash money 

will be all but eliminated in the near future. All major transactions will be done with 

plastic cards and the like. 

This so called "future" may be well on its way. Even now in California, a number 

of food stores utilize an electroni~ system whereby the purchaser pays for his groceries 

with a plastic card. The card, which is placed in a small computer unit at the check­

out, automatically transfers money from his personal bank account to the store. Also in 

Des Moines there's at least one bank that offers a service where bills can be paid over 

the phone. Many banks have automated equipment placed in grocery stores, department 

stores and shopping centers which conduct banking transactions as well as distribute cash. 

Credit Bureaus 

Because many businesses offer credit services for customers, credit burcnus 11rc 

employed to check on the person's credit. Credit bureaus keep a running account of 

each person's character, capacity and capital, the three primary elements that make up 

the credit rating. Therefore, ~f one store believes that a person is a bad cred i t r i sk , 

because of an uncollectable bill or habitually late payments, etc., then other busi­

nesses may quickly find out. That's the dangerous thing about credit. If a person 

gets in trouble with one company, chances are, with the services provided by credit 

bureaus, he will probably be in trouble with all companies. With credit, both good 
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and bad news travels fast. 

Formality of American Business 

A lot of things about American business is formal and punctual. A primary example 

is bill paying. If a bill is due by a certain date, then it must be paid by that date 

or an extra charge will be added to the bill. Don't ever "let bills go" a few weeks or 

even a few days. This type of action can get a person into trouble with the business, 

cost extra money and hurt his credit rating. 

If a person moves, whether it be to a new location in the same town, to another 

city or to a different state altogether, he should notify businesses with which he 

conducted transactions of the move. Businesses do not "forget" about bills. If a 

person owes money to a business and then moves without leaving a forwarding address, 

the company will employ methods to locate the person. At this point, the person will 

be required to pay the bill or the merchandise purchased will be repossessed. (When 

merchandise is repossessed, company personnel go to the person's house and simply take 

the merchandise away.) Either way, the person's credit rating is in severe trouble • 

. VIETNAMESE WOMEN'S DAY IN HAWAII 

According to an article in NEW LIFE (July 1~77), the Hawaii House of Representatives 

recently passed a resolution declaring the 6th day of the second month of the Lunar Ytl s l· 

Vietnamese Women's Day. In the current year (1977), this day falls on Friday , 

March 25. 

"Whereas, the 6th day of the second month of the Lunar Year is annually ce l ebrated 

by the Vietnamese people as 'Vietnamese Women's Day;' 

"Whereas, 'Vietnamese Women's Day' commemorates the heroism of the Trung Si sters, 

who united the peoples of Vietnam to overthrow the foreign overlords in 40 A.D.; and 

"Whereas, Vietnamese Women have played an equally illustrious role in struggles 
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against subsequent foreign oppressors, and 

"Whereas, Vietnamese history proudly acknowledges the continued political, social, 

and economic contributions of its women throughout scores of generations succeeding the 

Ladies Trung; and 

"Whereas, traditionally, the women of Vietnam are represented equally in all pro­

fessions and business as well as in matters of government labor; and 

"Whereas, today there are many hundreds of Vietnamese women residing in the great 

State of Hawaii; and 

"Whereas, many of the Vietnamese women in Hawaii are daily meeting the challenges 

and responsibilities of motherhood under hardships caused by the conflicts and confusion 

which separated and destroyed so many family units in Vietnam; and 

"Whereas, these Vietnamese women are themselves embodiments of the heroism exhib­

ited by the Ladies Trung and celebrated by all their people; and 

"Whereas, the 6th day of the second month of the current Lunar Year falls on Friday, 

March 25, 1977; now 

"Be It Resolved by the House of Representatives of the Ninth Legislature, Regular 

Session of 1977, that this body congratulate and honor Vietnamese women in Hawaii and 

the heritage they so proudly celebrate on the occasion of Vietnamese Women's Day." 

USED CARS 

Buying a good used car isn't always easy. It takes a lot of solid rational judg­

ment and a good keen eye to purchase a car that will give years of economical driving 

and won't simply turn into a financial headache in the near future. 

Two Kinds Of Used Cars 

Used cars fall into two basic categories. The first is used cars that were sold 

because the owners simply wanted to get another, and many times newer, car. The second 

• 
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is used cars that were sold because they developed mechanical problems and the owners 

"got rid of them." 

Determining just which group a car belongs to is what used car hunting is all about. 

Trying to get a good car at a fair price, is what every prospective used car purchaser 

should strive for. 

Taking Used Cars In On Trade 

A lot of people, when their car begins to develop severe mechanical problems or 

just needs a good reconditioning to run properly--which either way can mean a lot of 

money--trade it in on a newer car. 

When a person goes to a car dealership for the purpose of possibly trading his car 

in on another one, preferably a new car, he will naturally try to get the best financial 

deal possible. An important bargaining point is the used car he's trading in. 

The used car salesman will look the car over, drive it and discuss its general 

shape and operation. When asked how good it runs, the owner may exaggerate the good 

qualities and lessen, or possibly even skip altogether, the definite problems. 

This is where at what location a prospective used car purchaser finds the car becomes 

important. 

If the used car is taken in on trade, as in the above example, a good car dealer­

ship will check the car out completely and repair any problems. The dealership wil l 

also clean and wash the car to enhance its beauty. 

Large car dealerships, especially dealerships that sell both new and used cars, 

have a better staff of personnel and equipment to adequately check out the cars and fi x 

the mechanical problems. Therefore, in this case, even if the person who se lls the car 

doesn't mention a severe problem, chances are the mechanics or appropriate personnel 

will catch the problem and take care of it. 

With smaller used car lots, the problem may go unnoticed and lay hidden until an 

unsuspecting person buys it. Then the person finds out there's something wrong and 
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takes the car back to the car lot in an attempt to get the problem fixed, at the car 

saleman's expense. Many times, the salesman, especially if he didn't know about the 

problem, will not fix the car. 

(It is important to note that an automobile guarantee must be in writing and must 

state exactly what the guarantee covers and for how long. Despite the fact that Iowa 

law considers verbal agreements binding, they simply don't stand up in court. For ex­

ample , if a car saleman says, "sure, I guarantee it for 30 days," it means nothing un­

les s he writes in down in the contract or purchase agreement.) 

It would be unjust to say that it's always the small used car saleman's fault. 

However, if the saleman says or implies that the car is in good mechanical shape and 

you find out later it wasn't, he has mislead you. The trouble is, you can't win in 

court just because someone "mislead" you. Again, you need a guarantee in writing. 

The difference be tween the large car dealerships and the small used car lots is the 

latter usually doesn't have the proper mechanics, tools and simple motivation to fix 

cars up so they are good used cars. In some cases, some of the cars in a small used car 

lot may not have been checked out at all. And that's exactly why the cars in the small 

used car lot are often less expensive. The large dealerships spent time and money 

fixing them up and the smaller us ed car lots don't. 

(It may be important here to discuss how some salesmen who work at small used car 

l ots get their cars. Let's say a large new and used automobile dealership takes a car 

i n on trade. Af t er the uaed car has been acquired, the mechanics and appropriate per­

sonnel evaluate the car; i.e., mileage, engine, transmission, body, kind of car, etc. 

After studying the car, they believe they don't want to keep it. There could be a number 

of reasons why they wouldn't want to keep it, but the primary reason is the car is t oo 

old and needs toomuch work to look and run good. The car is then taken to an automo­

bile auction where it is sold to the highest bidder. Some of the auction locations are 

Chicago, Kansas City, Des Moines and Mason City. Only authorized wholesale auto dealers 

can participate in the auctions. Car salesmen who work at small used car lots go to 
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these auctions and buy cars. Therefore, a lot of the cars in small used car lots are 

cars that big car dealerships didn't want.) 

Some Things To Do 

When Seriously Considering Buying A Used Car 

•Anyone can call a prominent bank on the phone and get the retail and wholesale worth 

of a car. There are books published that bankers and auto dealers and wholesalers use 

that list the current worth of all cars. This information is available to anyone 

and it can help a prospective purchaser know if a car dealership is asking too much 

for a car. Also, if the person finds out the price is a great deal lower than its 

li$ted price, then this may be a big clue as to the general shape and operation of the 

car. 

•Ask the car salesman for the previous owner's name and address. This may not always be 

possible, but when it is the true condition of the car will be known. 

•Look at the car a number of times. Each time thQ person looks at the car he may notice 

things that need fixing and things he doesn't like or want. Preferably, look at the 

car at least once when the car lot is closed. This way, the person can take his time 

without a salesman hovering about trying to make a sale. 

•The prospective buyer should take the car to a mechanic he knows and trusts. Probably 

for $15 a qualified mechanic can go over the car completely and know what items need 

attention. (If a car saleman won't let the automobile out of the lot to be checked 

by a mechanic, he most likely has something to hide.) 

YOUTH EMPLOYMENT PROGRAM 

Disadvantaged youths at least 14 years of age who are presently attending school 

may be eligible to work in a special after-school employment program sponsored by the 

U.S. Dept. of Labor. The program will start shortly after school begins, depending on 
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each specific location, and will be offered in at least the following areas: Carroll, 

Cedar Rapids, Centerville, Council Bluffs, Creston, Davenport, Des Moines, Emmetsburg, 

Decorah, Dunlap, Iowa City, Keokuk, Leon, Marshalltown, Mason City, Ottumwa, Sioux City, 

Waterloo and Webster City. Participating schools in Des Moines are East High School, 

North High School, Tech High School, Hi att Jr. High School, Harding Jr. High School, 

Franklin Jr. High School and Callanan Jr. High School. 

The work schedule will be up to 20 hours per week and the pay will be $2.30 per 

hour. 

To be eligible for the program the youth must be at least 14 years of age and in 

school. The youth must also be either a member of a family currently receiving ADC 

benefits, a member of a low income family (as determined by the Dept. of Labor) or a 

foster child receiving public assistance. 

Interested persons may find out more information about the program or sign up with 

his/her school counselor. School counselors unfamiliar will the program may call us 

here at the Task Force. 

PROBLEM WITH ENGLISH LANGUAGE CLASSES 

According to Jack Owens, Language Arts Supervisor of the Des Moines Publ i c Schools , 

there have been a number of occasions where Vietnamese refugees have refused to attend 

classes taught by Lao instructors. This cannot continue. Students are in class to 

learn and enrich their lives. They have no authority to say what teacher instructs 

which class. 

Instructors hired by the Des Moines Public Schools are competent and qualif ied 

educators who are certified by the State of Iowa and students should concentrate more 

on what is being taught rather than who is doing the teaching. 

Discrimination on the basis of race, religion, sex, national origin, age and disa­

bility is illegal. 
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CONTRACT WITH STATE DEPT. ENDS SEPT. 30 

The contract between the Governor's Task Force for Indochinese Resettlement and the 

u.s. Department of State will expire on Sept. 30, 1977. This is the contract that ena­

bled the Task Force, as a Voluntary Agency, to make monies available for the refugees 

resettled by the Task Force.
