A committee from the House appeared and notified the Senate that 
the House was duly organized and ready to receive any communica­
tion that the Senate might be ready to transmit. 

ELECTION OF PRESIDENT PRO TEMPORE 

Senator Rigler placed in nomination the name of Senator Clifford 
M. Vance of Henry County as a candidate for the office of President 
pro tempore of the Senate of the Sixtieth General Assembly. 

There being no further nominations, the Chair declared Senator 
Vance of Henry County unanimously elected President pro tempore 
of the Senate of the Sixtieth General Assembly, and asked Senators 
Shoeman, Long and Fisher to escort Senator Vance to the rostrum. 

Senator Vance appeared, took the oath of office and was presented 
to the Senate by Lieutenant Governor Mooty. 

In accepting the office, Senator Vance said : 
MEMBERS oF. THE SENATE: Mere words cannot express my feelings on 

this occasion. You have accorded me a great honor in selecting me as your 
President pro tempore. I accept this position with full knowledge that any 
of you could discharge the duties of this office as capably as I, and that 
many of you are much more trained and experienced in the art of parlia­
mentary procedure. 

I acknowledge my incapacities with humility and ask you to bear with 
me at all times when I may be called upon to preside. 

There will be many controversial problems and bills to be decided in this 
session of the Legislature. It is my hope that the issues that may arise will 
be decided in the best interests of the State of Iowa rather than on the 
basis of partisan party politics. 

Honest differences of opinion are bound to arise, and I know that the 
members of the Legislature are honest men with honest differences. I have 
confidence, and I say this with all sincerity, that all of you will honestly exer­
cise your constitutional and human right to disagree, but I hope that such 
disagreement will not retard the growth, prosperity and development of this 
great State of Iowa. 

I will be at your service with fairness and also with frankness, and I 
ask that you accord me and all the officers of this Senate these same 
considerations. 

Senator Rigler asked and received unanimous consent that the 
remarks of President pro tempore Vance be printed in the Senate 
Journal. 

President pro tempore Vance took the chair at 10:20 a.m. 

COMMITTEE TO NOTIFY THE GOVERNOR 

Senator Grimstead moved that a committee of three be appointed 
to notify the Governor that the Senate is organized and ready to 
receive any communication that he might be ready to transmit. 
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The motion prevailed and the Chair appointed as such committee 
Senators Fisher, Getting and Elvers. 

COMMITTEE TO NOTIFY THE HOUSE 

Senator Lucken moved that a committee of three be appointed to 
notify the House that the Senate is organized and ready for business. 

The motion prevailed and the Chair appointed as such committee 
Senators Lisle, Burrows and Fulton. 

COMMITTEE ON SUPPLIES AND EQUIPMENT 

Senator Buck moved that a committee of three be appointed to 
make arrangements for supplies and equipment to be used during 
the period of the Sixtieth General Assembly. 

The motion prevailed and the Chair appointed as such committee 
Senators Curran, Schroeder and Hill. 

President pro tempore Vance announced to the members of the 
Senate that on Thursday, January 17, 1963, the Honorable William 
L. Mooty, Lieutenant Governor-elect, will again be inaugurated Lieu­
tenant Governor of Iowa, and as President of the Senate will preside 
over this august body during the Sixtieth General Assembly. 

At this time I would like to ask Senator Rigler, Senator Frommelt and 
Senator Shivvers to escort Mr. Mooty to the President's station for the pur­
pose of addressing the members of the Senate. 

The committee waited upon Lieutenant Governor Mooty and es­
corted him to the President's station. 

President Mooty said: 
SENATORS, LADIES AND GENTLEMEN: As we meet for the Sixtieth regular 

session of the General Assembly, we are faced with the most urgent need 
for constructive legislation in the history of this state. 

Many are aware of the problems. On our shoulders rests the task of 
accomplishment. No other one person or group has the power to "do some­
thing about it." We alone can get the job done. For this reason we must 
begin this session with real enthusiasm, and with the organization necessary 
to promote "good legislation." 

With this in mind, much effort has been made in the selection of commit­
tees. "Good legislation" is the result of committee action. Speaker Naden 
and I have worked diligently to have your committee assignments ready to 
announce today. The legislative process will be expedited by this action. 

It is my hope and sincere wish that major legislation be brought out on 
the ftoor, openly debated and decisions made on the basis of "what is best 
for the State of Iowa." 

I would like to point out that under Senate rules-twenty-eight members 
of the Senate can, by petition, bring out any piece of legislation for ftoor 
consideration. I hope these same rules will prevail through this session, 
and that the sifting committee will be used solely for the purpose of clos· 
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ing up the session. If the committees will function as intended, and do their 
work, there need not be any complaints that important legislation has been 
held in the committees. 

There are many indications that the people of Iowa are ready to accept 
liquor by the glass, and our incoming Governor has indicated his desire for 
such legislation. I want to assure both the people who are in favor of such 
a move, and those who are against it, that the question will be thoroughly 
explored, along with proposals to tighten the present liquor laws. This 
question will be brought to the floor of the Senate for decision. 

Much more important are your decisions on the tax structure for state 
and local government. What you do this session may well determine the 
future tax structure for many years to come. There will be bills to increase 
state aid to schools; there will be proposals to provide property tax relief; 
and measures for increasing various taxes. 

We must find a workable solution to the problems of school aid and of 
property tax relief. It will not be easy. The solution must be farsighted. 
We must come up with a formula that will make Iowa's tax structure sound 
and attractive to property owners for years to come. The people of Iowa 
do not want additional taxes. They want taxes collected on a more equit­
able basis. May I point out that the future of Iowa depends on the strength 
and stability of the property owner. It is essential that efforts charting the 
course of legislation be planned in advance. 

Over the years our government has grown and grown. Agencies and 
departments have been added with little regard toward chopping out the 
dead timber, No business would tolerate this condition, because it would 
become financially insolvent. In this connection, I am arranging for the 
appointment of a subcommittee of judiciary 1 to carefully examine the 
ever increasing number of departmental rules. 

So, first, before we talk about any tax measures, we must bend every 
effort to see if we can cut out the dead timber, eliminate where possible and 
consolidate where it will save money, without the loss of necessary and 
essential services. 

I have made arrangements with the Speaker of the House to hold regular 
meetings to discuss the progress of legislation. Senate and House leaders 
will be included. I can assure the leaders of the minority party that they 
will be called into these conferences at various times during the session, in 
order that we can facilitate legislation that is in the best interests of all 
Iowa. The result of these meetings will need to be conveyed to the Governor 
for his counsel. This will promote cooperation between the parties and 
between the Governor's office and the legislative chambers. 

In conclusion, I would like to suggest to you that the problems have been 
laid before us. It is up to us to get the job done. Let us dedicate this 
session to the best interests of the people of the State of Iowa.

The Senate reconvened, President Mooty presiding. 

COMMITTEE FROM THE HOUSE 

.A committee from the House appeared and announced that the 
House was ready to receive the Senate in joint convention. 

The Senate proceeded to the House under the direction of the 
Sergeant-a t-.Arms. 

JOINT CONVENTION 

The joint convention reconvened, President Mooty presiding. 

Senator Rigler moved that the roll call be dispensed with and that. 
the President of the joint convention be authorized to declare a 
quorum present. 

Motion prevailed. 

President Mooty announced a quorum present and the joint con­
vention duly organized. 
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Senator Shoeman moved that a committee of six, consisting of three 
members from the Senate and thrPe members from the House, be ap­
pointed to notify Governor Erbe that the joint convention is ready 
to receive him. 

Motion prevailed and the President appointed as such committee 
Senators Shoeman of Cass, Doran of Boone and Fisher of Clarke, on 
the part of the Senate, and Representatives Scherle of Mills, Nelson 
of Winnebago and Lange of Sac, on the part of the House. 

The committee waited upon Governor Erbe and escorted him to the 
Speaker's station. 

President Mooty then presented Governor Erbe who delivered the 
following address: 

STATE OF THE STATE MESSAGE 

Delivered by Governor Norman A. Erbe 
Tuesday, January 15, 1963 

LIEUTENANT GoVERNOR MOOTY, SPEAKER NADEN, MEMBERS OF THE SIXTIETH 
GENERAL ASSEMBLY, LADIES AND GENTLEMEN: 
State government is big business, in fact the biggest in Iowa today. Its 

functions reach into the lives of every one of our citizens, and by the same 
token its sustaining revenues are found through a tolling of each of our 
taxpayers. 

Because of these omniscient effects of state government, coupled with 
the ever important ramifications of revenues as they relate to our overall 
economic well being, it is good that periodically we review those accomplish­
ments of the recent past and in tum set goals for the future of Iowa. 

Although I will not be acting as your Chief Executive in the next two 
years, you may rest assured that as a citizen of Iowa I will have intense 
interest in your discussions and decisions. You have my every good wish 
for success. 

I am pleased to report to you today on some of the accomplishments of 
this administration. Efficiency and economy coupled with a progressive 
spirit has been the watchword. Administrative costs during these two 
years have risen only 4 percent compared to an appreciably higher gain in 
our state's economic level. 

All Iowans can look with pride upon work of the Fifty-ninth General 
Assembly which with no increase in taxes accomplished the following: 

(1) Increased state aid to schools 25 percent. 
(2) Increased the agricultural land tax credit 7 percent. 
(3) Increased the appropriations for the Board of Regents 14 percent 

plus $20.8 million for new buildings and improvements at those in­
stitutions. 

( 4) Granted the Conservation Commission $2.1 million to develop recre­
ational areas and improve state parks along the Missouri and Mis­
sissippi Rivers. 

(5) Increased the state's mental hospitals funds 11 percent. 
Also, in a far-sighted move that brought national attention to Iowa, the 

legislature passed a reapportionment amendment and redistricted the Iowa 
Senate for the first time In 60 years. 

In June of 1962 the citizens of Iowa established a milestone in progres-
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sive government by ratifying the Judicial Reform Bill which had been 
submitted to them by the Fifty-ninth General Assembly, thereby causing 
the selection of judges to he placed on a basis of qualifications only. 

Iowa cities are now permitted to participate in the federal housing pro­
grams because of legislation passed last session. 

Also the Fifty-ninth General Assembly changed the formula for distribu­
tion of road use tax funds, increasing the share of this fund for cities and 
towns by 62 ~ percent. 

These examples of progress and stewardship of government are but a 
few for which all of us--legislators, citizens, and taxpayers--can share a 
genuine feeling of a job well done. 

I would also like to review with you today some of the activities of 
various areas of state government during these last two years. 

FINANCES 
The State Tax Commission reports that it estimates a healthy 7 percent 

increase in revenue for the biennium ending June 30, 1963, as compared to 
that ending June 30, 1961. This is due in part to the vigorous economy of 
our state permitting a steady growth, coupled with greatly improved ad­
ministrative and collection practices. Significant among these improved 
methods has been the adoption of data processing procedures which enables 
significant advances in accounting methods, permits firm control of de­
partment budget procedures, makes available to the legislature up-to-the­
minute accurate fiscal information and allows closer auditing of the tax 
rolls. Also, the information exchange agreement with the Federal govern­
ment premised on data processing equipment promises to bring increased 
revenues through greater knowledge of tax accounts. It is estimated that 
on June 30, 1963, there will be in the State Treasury an unencumbered 
balance of $20,998,000.00. 

Along with added revenues the State's economic position improves 
through greater efficiency in our various departments. Consolidation of 
services in the Treasurer's office, Comptroller's office, and Tax Commission 
will mean better administration and increased benefits to the citizens of 
Iowa. 

Since being placed under an appropriated budget on July 1, 1961, and 
since streamlining its operations, the Iowa Liquor Control Commission has 
reported a net profit of well over a million dollars more than that of the 
previous fiscal year. 

EDUCATION 
As a result of your appropriation of the last session, the Board of 

Regents institutions have launched the greatest building program in history. 
These funds will provide for the future needs of our young people as they 
reach college age. Salary increases, strengthening of existing programs in 
teaching of the deaf and sightless as well as outstanding progress in the 
discovery and teaching of new knowledge at our universities all have con­
tributed to keeping our institutions of higher learning among the leaders 
in the nation. 

Through your passage of enabling legislation during the Fifty-ninth 
General Assembly our secondary school students are receiving the benefits 
of a fine program of technical education. 

Iowa proudly maintains its position of leadership in the percentage of 
literacy among its people. This has been possible through the years because 
of your continuing interest in all phases of education and the help of num-
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erous study committees and dedicated educators and teachers throughout 
our state. 

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT 
During my administration the Iowa Development Commission has made 

great strides in a progressive new approach to development of aU areas 
of the economy of our state. Coordination of efforts and cooperation with 
our universities, engineering schools, research activities within and with­
out the state as well as a continuing program of working with existing 
industries and attl'aeting new ones has brought a greater fulfillment of 
the broad scope of duties assigned to that agency by your body. We all 
know the work of this vitally important state agency has but scratched 
the surface of the wonderful potential for developing and promoting the 
innumerable advantages of our great State of Iowa. 

HEALTH AND WELFARE 
Iowa, as you know, now ranks first in the per capita number of people 

over the age of 65. Your body wisely authorized the implementation of 
the Kerr-Mills program during your last session and now that you have 
the cost experience from other states to guide you, it is essential that 
funding for this vitally important program be provided during this session. 

In my frequent attendance at mental health meetings throughout the 
country I pridefully noted the top comparative status of Iowa in our pro­
grams for treatment as distinguished from custodial care of the mentally 
ill. At the present time we have the largest number of psychiatrists staff­
ing our institutions in the history of our state and we have a nationally 
envied mental health program of which we can justly boast. 

Assisting in the interest and development of our program for mental 
health has been a dedicated Governor's Committee on Mental Health whose 
members have given unstintingly of their time and effort to present their 
views to the Board of Control and to your body. 

HIGHWAYS 
My service in state government started eight years ago as attorney for 

the Highway Commission. I have carried with me down through these 
years a deep and abiding respect for the outstanding work of the dedicated 
employees of that Commission as well as a lasting interest in their work. 
During these last two years a new program of curb removal was added 
to the existing tine work of highway construction and maintenance. One 
hundred six miles of curb have been removed from our highways and the 
balance of 274 miles of curbed highways is scheduled for correction during 
1963. Work on the interstate system and realignment of other major traffic 
arteries is progressing as fast as funding will permit. 

AGRICULTURE 
Iowa has of course maintained its national superiority in the field of 

agricultural production with our abundant resources of Grade-A land and 
most important our outstanding farmers who make this great utilization of 
our soil possible. Our best efforts of production have been and must con­
tinue to be coordinated with the marketing of these products and a greater 
use of the products we raise. The marketing division of the Department of 
Agriculture and the Governor's Committee on Agricultural Products Utili­
zation have done outstanding work in their areas to insure the continu­
ance of our great agricultural economy in Iowa. 

MILITARY AFFAIRS AND CIVIL DEFENSE 
Since the adjournment of the Fifty-ninth General Assembly a portion 

of our uational guardsmen and reserve forces were called into active mill-
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tary service. I am proud to report to you that while visiting them at their 
duty stations I heard nothing but the highest praise of their state of 
training and representation of the people of the State of Iowa while on 
active duty. Nine months ago the military, in a coordinated operation, pre­
vented possible loss of life and great property damage in their work at 
the time of the spring thaws following the unprecedented snow cover. 
Reorganization of the national guard is being accomplished from a realistic 
standpoint making maximum use of the armories in this state as well as 
the training background of its members. 

The Civil Defense Administration has moved into high gear with aggres­
sive organizational work throughout the state, a program of identification 
and marking of public shelters, and a physical move of its headquarters to 
the sub-basement of the State Office Building. 

Time does not permit me to share with you all of the examples of prog­
ress and fine stewardship accomplished by the state departments and 
agencies during these last two years. I would, however, like to invite your 
attention to the fact that during this two-year period recognition cere­
monies were held for long-time employees of the State of Iowa and at that 
time certificates were presented to 1,282 employees with service of over 25 
years in length. This fact is indeed a fine example of dedicated public 
service by long-time employees who are the strong backbone for efficiency in 
carrying out our state programs. 

I would next like to discuss with you some legislative proposals which I 
am convinced are in the best interests of Iowa's great future: 

1. The members of the Executive Council should be appointed by the 
Governor, enabling a working cabinet of responsibility for the ad­
ministration. The attorney general should be appointed by the Su­
preme Court for a fixed term of years. 

2. The terms of the Governor and Lieutenant Governor should be fixed 
at four years enabling the Executive to propose his programs and 
see them through. 

8. Legislation authorizing staff, office and supplies for a Governor-elect 
between election and inauguration should be adopted. 

4. There should be annual sessions of the General Assembly with the 
additional session restricted to budgetary and fiscal matters. As I 
am sure you all know there is insufficient time during our biennial 
seasion to properly provide for the state's legislative and fiscal 
matters. 

6. Mandatory revaluation of property on a common basis in the state 
should be directed by the legislature so that the state aid programs 
have a sound and fair basis for distribution. 

6. The thr~man boards in the Tax Commission, Commerce Commis­
sion, Liquor Commission, Board of Social Welfare and Board of Con­
trol should be replaced by a single administrator responsible to the 
Chief Executive. Since, as has historically been true, the Governor 
has the responsibility for their programs, he should have the author­
ity which will permit him to be responsible for them. 

7. A utility commission with a single head should replace the Commerce 
Commission, transferring the warehouse inspection duties to the 
Department of Agriculture and adding the significant duties of 
utility regulation. 

8. A fair employment practice measure should be adopted to eliminate 
prejudices which exist because of race, creed or color. 

9. A permanent continuing commission on local government should be 
established to provide greater liaison between the state and lesser 
political subdivisions, to assist in discharging the responsibility of 
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the state to local government and to provide continuous attention to 
state-local matters for the future of the State of Iowa. 

10. A permanent code revision office should be established to assist the 
legislature in analysis of our laws, eliminating some and correcting 
inconsistent laws. 

11. The report of the Little Hoover Commission should be carefully r~ 
viewed and its recommendations for the consolidation of state agen­
cies and departments under cabinet heads should be implemented. 

These are but a few illustrative changes which would provide a solid 
and sound basis for the growth and promise which is surely ours in Iowa 
if we have but the foresight to provide and prepare for the great future 
which lies ahead. 

In the broad areas of interest for consideration and resolution by this 
Sixtieth General Assembly there are, it seems to me, three which are of 
vital importance to the future of our state: 

1. Education including the state aid programs for our secondary schools 
and the appropriations including capital authorization for the Board 
of Regents. 

2. The Social Services of the state including the welfare programs, the 
care of our retarded and mentally ill citizens as well as attention given 
to unemployment, retraining, and minority groups in our labor market. 

3. The expansion of Iowa agriculture and Iowa industry through re­
search and development and promotion of our state so that we may 
continue to maintain a strong economy. 

All of these are of vital concern to the individual citizens of our state 
and each of them are looking to you for solutions in these areas of interest 
during this session of the legislature. I am confident that your work dur­
ing this session will be the most productive in decades of Iowa legislative 
history. 

As I leave you now I want you to know that my finest memories will be 
those of my associations with you and the dedicated state employees with 
whom I have had the privilege of serving. My wife, Jackie, our daughters, 
and myself are pleased to make Iowa our continued home since we love our 
state very much. 

My best wishes go to Governor-elect Hughes, the officers and employees 
of our state, the members of the legislature and citizens everywhere. 
God bless each of you. Goodbye.

Joint Session, January 17, 1963 

MR. PRESIDENT, MR. SPEAKER, MR. CHIEF JUSTICE, SENATORS AND RmPRJ).. 

SENTATIVES, STATE OFFICIALS, DISTINGUlSH!D GUESTS, LADIES AND GEN­
TLEMEN: 
Let me say at the outset that I am deeply appreciative of the warm re­

ception I have been accorded here today. As I look about this historic 
chamber and reflect on the years of distinguished service to the state rep­
resented by the personages in attendance--the members of the assembly, 
the high officials of the judiciary and the executive branch-! am awed 
as well as profoundly honored to be addressing you for the first time in 
the capacity of the chief executive of this great state. 

As we meet, the question uppermost in the minds of the citizens we 
represent is whether or not you of the legislature, with a very substantial 
Republican majority, and I, the Democratic governor, can work together 

. to develop a constructive legislative program for the good of the state. 
As I see it, we have no choice--if we are to keep faith with our oaths 

of office. Our constitution states that "all political power is inherent in 
the people." The people of Iowa elected a Democratic governor. They 
elected a large Republican majority in both houses of the Assembly. They 
expect us to do our jobs regardless of party labels. 

I have read statements by the distinguished leaders of the House and 
Senate and have received personal assurances from numerous individual 
legislators indicating a willingness to cooperate toward constructive goals 
in the public interest. I accept these statements in good faith-and I 
hereby pledge to the members of the General Assembly and to all of the 
people of Iowa that I, myself, will allow neither personal prejudice nor 
divisive partisanship to deter me from any reasonable effort to work with 
the majority and minority parties in the legislature for a program that 
will keep faith with the will of the people as expressed on last November 6. 

Throughout the legislative session, the schedule of my office will be set 
up to assign first priority to conferences with members of the Assembly at 
such times as the legislative leaders, committees or individual members 
may desire to meet with me. In short, the door of my office will be open 
to you at all times; our facilities will be at your service; and I will meet 
you at any and all times in an atmosphere of good will and cooperation. 

We have recently been through an arduous political campaign. In a 
campaign, it is fitting and proper that we should emphasize our opposing 
points of view, as candidates and as political parties, so that the voters 
may make an informed choice at the polls. 

Yet, now that the campaign is over and we proceed to the constructive 
tasks of legislation and administration, it is worth noting that the differ­
ences that divide us as partisans are small by comparison with the common 
ground that unites us as fellow Iowans. We all want a better, more pro­
gressive, more prosperous Iowa. To attain it, we must seek both unity and 
continuity in government. 

Governor Erbe has been most gracious and cooperative in assisting me 
to effect an orderly transition in administrations. I am very grateful, 
indeed. In the same spirit, I can assure you that I do not intend to set 
aside any constructive accomplishments of his years in office simply because 
of a change in administration. 

Although gallantry is not precisely my long suit, I would like to extend 
a special greeting to the ladies whose presence adorns this session of the 
Assembly. Your being here attests to the increasing importance of women 
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in the public life of our state and your talents, I am sure, will contribute 
greatly to the constructive accomplishments of this session. 

While it is not leap year, I think it is also my duty to call the attention 
of the unmarried ladies throughout Iowa to the unusual supply of eligible 
bachelors among the members of the Sixtieth General Assembly. After 
all, the shoring up of our population growth ia an important element in the 
economic development of the state. 

In addition to submitting to you certain specific recommendations for 
legislation in this message, I would like to communicate to you, in the 
interests of better understanding, something of my basic intentions with 
reference to the new administration. These intentione refteet a broad phi­
losophy of government which, I hope, will fall-at least in part-in the 
area of the common ground to which I referred earlier. 

When I first commenced work for the state government, following my 
election to the Commerce Commission in 1956, I experienced a frustration 
that I am sure many others have experienced before me. I could see any 
number of changes that needed to be made to improve the operation of 
the commission--ordinary, common sense improvements that any qualified 
business executive would regard as self-evident. 

But at every suggestion of change, I was told that "it couldn't be done." 
In most caaea, the reason given was that the proposed move was out of 
harmony with long-standing custom, law or legislative intent. 

So, in exasperation, I said to my staff: "Your job ia not to look for 
reasons that we can't effect these administrative changes that make aenae 
and are clearly in the public interest. Your job ia to help get them done­
unless they are actually prohibited by law." And we did get the job done­
eo far aa I know without violation of the law or damage to legislative 
intent. 

The point I am making ia that the band of the past lies heavy upon 
many of the departments of state government. Because certain basic im­
provements have not been made through the years, it ia assumed that they 
can't be made. The tendency is to wait for new legislation or full-scale 
governmental reorganization before making necessary administration im­
provements. 

Elsewhere in this message, I will make reference to certain needs for 
reorganization of the state government. But in the meantime, I want to 
point out that I consider it the administration's duty to get the beat per­
formance poaaible out of the existing machinery of government, to cut 
through inertia and red tape, and to effect sensible changes and moderni­
zations that will result in greater eftlciency and economy. 

In short, the keynote of our approach will be to realize as fully as 
possible the potential that exists in the present framework of government 
and to use with initiative and prudence the authority that our constitution 
and statues have plac;ed in the hands of the executive. 

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT • In the past decade there has been a steady, encouraging progress in the 
state's economic development. Yet, every thinking citizen knows in his 
heart that we haven't fulfilled the rich potential for growth in Iowa. 

According to predictions of the Census Bureau, Iowa's population will 
increase by only 5 percent between 1960 and 1970, compared with an ex­
pected nationwide gain of more than 19 percent. In other words, 46 of the 
50 states will grow faster than ours. I believe it is within our power to 
change the pattern of these forecasts. 

We have tended to place our faith in methods and gimmicks, in get-
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rich-quick schemes for developing our state, and too little faith in baaic 
community improvement and over-all planning. 

We have failed to grasp the fact that Iowa is essentially one big com­
munity-rural and urban people, industry and agriculture, labor and man­
agement, with all of its components depending upon one another for their 
well-being. 

What is good for agriculture is good for the entire state; along the same 
line, the growth of industry affects the well-being of all of our citizens. 
Progressive cities-with good streets and parks and schools-enhance the 
advantages of rural living. Well-kept, prosperous farms, good county 
government and roads are a blessing to urban citizens. To create jobs, we 
need bold and venturesome capital. To make industry and business flour­
ish, we need a steady, dependable labor supply. We all depend on one 
another. We need to plan together and work together to prosper together. 

To achieve these objectives will require the concerted leadership of the 
best talent in both political parties. Among the specific recommendations 
I would make concerning Iowa's economic growth are these. 

First, I propose a substantial strengthening of the Iowa Development 
Commission along the general lines recommended by the Citizens Commit­
tee for Industrial Growth in Iowa. 

Second, I ask the General Assembly to give serious consideration to 
legislation for financing industrial development, including legislation to 
permit communities to issue revenue bonds for industrial sites and build­
ings. 

Third, I recommend that the moneys and credits tax be reviewed thor­
oughly to eliminate features which are considered inequitable, illogical 
and a deterrent to the state's industrial growth. 

Finally, we need to further bold new programs of research. We need a 
stepping up of scientific research to develop new uses for agricultural 
products. And there is an equal need for economic research and analyai&-­
studies of raw materials, products, by-products, adaptation studies for in­
dustry, income studies, manpower surveys and many more. 

The facilities of our great universities should be utilized to the fullest 
extent in a new all-out emphasis on research in Iowa. 

PUBLIC SCHOOL EDUCATION 
School district reorganization in Iowa has shown significant and com­

mendable progress in recent years. However, the fact remains that only 
10 states have more school districts than Iowa. It is clear, therefore, that 
efforts toward further school reorganization must be continued. 

In my budget message, I will recommend an increase in state aid to 
local school districts. I would like to make it clear that I oppose any dis­
tribution plan which penalizes local districts for the support of their 
schools or rewards them for non-support. 

In principle, I favor the so-called "foundation pla~' which would estab­
lish a permanent formula for distributing general and supplemental aid 
and would insure an adequate sum to educate each public school pupil in 
the state. However, if, in the face of current revenue demands, the legia­
lature considers it impracticable to institute the "foundation plan" at this 
time, I would recommend that steps be taken to set the stage for enactment 
of the plan in the next session. 

HIGHER EDUCATION 
One of the gravest responsibilities of the Sixtieth General A~~~embly ia 

to provide wisely for our institutions of higher learning 10 that Iowa can 
attract and retain the highest caliber educators in these institutions, in 
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order that they can keep up with the need for modern equipment and re­
search facilities, and to enable them to meet the need for additional class­
rooms to accommodate expected increases in enrollments. 

I am convinced that the time has come when we should face the long­
recognized need for a long-range program of capital improvements for 
these institutions. I will give my unqualified support to any sound plan 
of financing, such as revenue or general obligation bond issue, which have 
been suggested in the past. 

The frenzied public demands for crash programs in education, following 
the launching of the first Sputnik, have not abated. But thoughtful citizens 
realize that the vital need for strengthening our educational system on all 
fronts is greater than ever. 

GOVERNMENT REORGANIZATION 
In general, I am in support of most of the recommendations made in 

1960 by the Governmental Reorganization Commission commonly known 
as the Little Hoover Commission, and the Commission on Economic and 
Social Trends of 1968. 

Among the recommendations of these forward-looking commissions, I 
would particularly point out the advocacy of four-year terms for elective 
state officials and the recommendation for item veto of legislation by the 
governor-especially in appropriations bills. 

I recommend the immediate establishment of a non-political civil service 
for the state government so that we may attract and retain the able, com­
petent and efficient personnel so desperately needed in public service. 

However, I do not favor the substitution of one-man directorships for 
present commission, such as the Conservation and Commerce Commissions. 

CONSERVATION 
There is no department of state government in which I have a greater 

personal interest than Conservation. While I have no major legislative 
recommendations to offer in this field at the present time, I feel that the 
organization of the Conservation Department can be substantially strength­
ened. 

I am principally concerned that the state conservation program should 
be brought more closely in line with the needs and desires of the people of 
Iowa. 

One legislative recommendation I would like to make is that hunting and 
fishing licenses be provided without cost to Iowans who are 65 or over. 

HIGHWAYS 
The enactment of a new formula for the allocation of the road use tax 

by the Fifty-ninth General Assembly was a significant step forward toward 
the equitable distribution of these funds. I do not recommend a change in 
the allocations at this time. 

A great deal of light was cast upon our over-all highway program by 
the reports of the Iowa Highway Study Committee to the Fifty-ninth As­
sembly. It is my recommendation that the continuation of the committee 
be authorized by this session of the Assembly. 

I support the League of Iowa Municipalities proposal that requirements 
in the present road use tax law relating to arterial streets be eliminated 
for communities of less than 6,000 people. 

Certain organizational changes should be made in the present frame­
work of the Highway Commission, but I believe that this can be accom­
plished on the administrative level without the need for additional legis­
lation. 
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The emphasis of the new administration will be on the continuation and 
acceleration of highway construction on a needs or sufllcieney basis. 

APPORTIONMENT 
With all due respect to the sincere people who believe that the Shalf 

plan is "at least a step in the right direction," I believe that the Sixtieth 
General Assembly should reject this bill and meet the responsibility of de­
veloping a sound and equitable plan of legislation reapportionment. 

Although the Shalf plan clearly falls abort of providing equality of rep­
resentation, my objections are not wholly on this basis. In my opinion, this 
proposal-which would place the Senate or small bouse on population and 
the larger house on area-sets up an unwise, "upside-down" bicameral 
system under which one house would frequently stalemate the other on im­
portant issues in the public interest. 

IPERS 
I am fully in accord with the proposal of the Iowa Public Employees 

Association for an increase in benefits under the Iowa Public Employees 
Retirement System. 

LIQUOR CONTROL 
It is well-known, I think, that I favor legislation to legalize the sale of 

liquor by the drink. My principal reason for taking this stand is that I 
believe it would be a more enforceable system of liquor control and would 
eliminate the illegal key clubs which I consider a Number One source of 
crime and youth delinquency in the state. 

I have indicated that the new administration will exert its best effort 
to enforce the law, whatever it may be. In recent weeks, many local law 
enforcement authorities and businessmen have made a conscientious effort 
to bring their communities in line with the liquor laws for the first time 
in a number of years. I think we all owe them a debt of gratitude for their 
voluntary actions. In justice to those people who are now abiding by the 
law, the state agents will be alerted to enforce the law against those who 
have not complied. 

It is clear that the present law, in addition to being difficult to enforce, 
is not desired by the majority of our citizens. I sincerely hope that the 
Sixtieth General Assembly will adopt a system of liquor by the drink 
under strict licensure and control. I have no doubt that such a change will 
result in better law enforcement, a more temperate use of alcoholic bever­
ages, and the elimination of the atmosphere of official hypocrisy that has 
prevailed with respect to our liquor laws. 

UTILITY REGULATION 
I recommend the creation of a state agency within the framework of 

the present Commerce Commission to regulate public utilities in the State 
of Iowa for the protection of both utility companies and consumers. If 
such an agency is to function usefully, it must be given adequate staff and 
adequate enforcement powers. I want to make it entirely clear that I will 
oppose any regulatory agency that does not fully protect the citizen-con­
sumers in matters relating to utility rates and services. 

BRUCELLOSIS CONTROL 
I give my unqualified support to the proposed legislation for brucellosis 

control through mandatory testing of Iowa farm animals. Iowa lags far 
behind moat other states in this field . Iowa farmers suffer severe financial 
losses from this disease, and transmission of the Infection to human beings 
constitutes a serious health problem in our state. 
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FREEDOM OF INFORMATION 
It will be the policy of the new administration to direct that meetin&"S 

of state agencies shall be open to the press and to the public. 

KERR-MILLS 
The Fifty-ninth Assembly enacted legislation authorizing Iowa's par­

ticipation in the Kerr-Mills proeram of medical aid to the aging. However, 
no appropriation was made to fund this program. 

It is my recommendation that the Sixtieth General Assembly should ap­
propriate adequate funds to implement the Kerr-Mills program and I will 
make provision for this in my budget message. 

PUBLIC DEFENDER 
It is my conviction that justice requires adequate defense for all accused 

persons regardless of their ability to pay. Voluntary legal aid societies 
in many of Iowa's counties have done a praiseworthy job in this direction. 
However, in order to insure capable defense of every defendant, I would 
recommend that the Sixtieth General Assembly give consideration to the 
establishment of a public defender system in Iowa. 

SCHOOL BUS TRANSPORTATION 
Under section 286 of the Iowa Code, children attending private schools 

are denied transportation on public school buses, despite the fact that their 
parents pay taxes for public schools. It is my recommendation that this 
section be repealed to allow all children to ride on public school buses. 

COMMISSION ON ALCOHOLISM 
In 1968, a citizens committee on alcoholism was created by Governor 

Loveless to counteract the disease which afflicts an estimated 50,000 Iowans. 
The Fifty-ninth General Assembly followed up this action by creating an 
Alcoholism Study Commission. It is recommended that chapter 123A of 
the Code be clarified to furnish funds directly to the commission for a state­
wide research, treatment and education program to combat this major 
problem in our society. 

ABOLITION OF CAPITAL PUNISHMENT 
In the field of criminology, statistics indicate that through the years 

capital punishment has failed as a deterrent to capital crimes. In my 
opinion, the hanging of a human being inflicts severe spiritual damage 
upon all of the citizens of our state. I therefore strongly recommend the 
abolition of the death penalty in Iowa criminal law. 

COMMISSION ON HUMAN RELATIONS 
In both the Loveless and Erbe administrations, the Governor's Com­

mission on Human Relations made a valuable contribution toward the 
prevention of discrimination, based on race, creed, national origin or eco­
nomic status. 

It is my recommendation that a permanent Commission on Human Re­
lations be established by the legislature. 

HUMAN RESOURCES 
The energy of the new administration will be directed at all times to­

wards the vitalization of the great human resource programs of the state 
-mental health, care and education of the retarded, and programs for the 
handicapped, the aged and the needy. 

It is my profound conviction that good welfare and rehabilitation pro-
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grams justify their existence while half-hearted programs in these areas 
are a waste of the taxpayers' money. 

One of our major objectives will be to strengthen the mental health pro­
gram in Iowa in every way possi•ble. The current proposal for providing 
a security hospital for the criminally insane has my full support. 

I am a firm believer in the concept of providing the best psychiatric care 
for the mentally ill. While humanity is our primary motivation in this 
area, the record of the past decade shows unmistakably that the popula­
tions of mental hospitals are reduced by modem psychiatric treatment and 
rehabilitation techniques. In addition to restoring human beings to happy 
and productive lives, this results in substantial savings to the taxpayers. 

Enlightened programs for the rehabilitation of prisoners in our penal 
institutions and offenders who have been discharged or paroled and efforts 
towards the prevention of youth delinquency are plainly in the public in­
terest and will receive the continuing attention of the new administration. 

Iowa is one of the leaders in the nation in its programs for orientation 
of the blind and other programs for the handicapped. These worthwhile 
activities should be encouraged in every way possible. 

LABOR 
Considering the importance of nonagricultural workers in the Iowa econ­

omy, the attention of the General Assembly is respectfully directed to the 
following laws affecting labor, which, in my opinion, require modification: 

1. The Employment Security Act should be amended to provide increased 
benefits ; the waiting period should be eliminated ; and the scope of cover­
age of the act should be increased. 

2. The Workmen's Compensation Act should be modified to raise the bene­
fits, to eliminate limitations on the provisions for medical and hospital 
care, and to broaden the occupational disease provision to cover any disease 
caused by a person's employment. 

3. The Right to Work Law should be amended to abolish the statutory 
prohibition of "union shop" contracts between employers and employees. 

4. A Fair Employment Practices Act, similar to the one that is presently 
in existence in the State of Kansas, should be enacted. 

6. The Labor Commissioner should be given the rule-making powers that 
other departments have so that he can enforce safety in industrial plants. 

6. A prevailing wage law covering public works contracts should be en­
acted. 

PUBLIC SAFETY 
The department of public safety, as you know, is a vast department 

consisting of nearly a dozen divisions, including several concerned with 
traffic safety, the division of criminal investigation and the division of 
the fire marshal. At this point, I am more interested in strengthening 
the administration of this department and coordinating its multifold ac­
tivities than in seeking new legislation. In general, I am interested in a 
total approach to our problems of law enforcement-stressing prevention 
and education across the board along with enforcement itself. 

Of major concern to all Iowans is the staggering toll of highway acci­
dents and fatalities. In general, I believe that our highway safety program 
demands steady, consistent, and completely strict law enforcement, rather 
than crash programs. The recent innovations by the present safety com­
missioner, including the use of unmarked patrol cars, I think should be 
given a thorough trial. In the meantime, I feel that every e1fort should be 
made to build up the morale of the Highway Patrol, to provide it firm and 
unwavering guidance, and to keep the patrol cars on the highways 24 hours 
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a day. I believe safety education should be re-emphasized as an important 
service of the public safety department. 

The basic emphasis on prevention over punishment should extend to crim­
inal investigation activities and the division of the fire marshal. I think 
a great potential lies in the effort to gain continuity in our law enforce­
ment and corrections system, and believe that the surface has not been 
scratched in developing co-ordination between state and local authorities 
concerned with crime and punishment. 

CITIZEN COMMITTEES 
In the Loveless administration, unprecedented use was made of citizen 

committees that served as valuable working adjuncts of the government. 
Governor Erbe also made good use of certain committees of this type. In 
the new administration, such committees as those on mental health, penal 
affairs, and the aging, to name but a few, will be recommissioned and used 
to the best advantage. 

HOME RULE 
The citizens of Iowa are a proud and self-reliant breed. The motto our 

state flag bears: "Our liberties we prize and our rights we will maintain" 
is more than a decoration. It is a way of life of our people. 

It is my profound conviction that the people of Iowa believe in govern­
ment close to the people-in the right and capacity of local citizens to 
govern themselves in affairs of local concern. 

Yet, in the past century, we have departed, little by little, from this 
mainstream democratic concept into a cumbersome legal relationship be­
tween the state and local government that deprives local jurisdictions of 
their prerogatives of self-determination in local matters. 

The dominance of the state over local government in matters of general 
application is accepted as valid and consistent with our democratic tradi­
tions. But the mongrel doctrine that cities and towns are "creatures of 
the state" and that they and other jurisdictions of local government cannot 
function on even the most trivial level without the express or plainly 
implied authority of state law, is entirely inconsistent with the democratic 
traditions of our republic. 

In the meantime, our biennial legislative sessions, heavily •burdened with 
matters of important and statewide concern, must direct their attention, 
each session, to scores of proposals of purely local significance--simply 
because silence in the statutes is prohibition, under the present system, for 
local government to act. 

I consider it high time that the necessary measures be taken to change 
the obsolescent and undemocratic relationship between state and local 
government, as some 30 other states have already done. 

I therefore throw my full support behind the proposal for home rule 
as a sensible method of state control over municipalities in Iowa-and the 
extension of this grant to other local jurisdictions, if they desire it. It 
is clearly understood that the legislation calling for the broad grant of 
home rule will be set up in such a manner that the state is in full control 
in matters of general application, leaving only local matters to the dis­
cretion of local jurisdictions. Such constitutional provisions as the 6 per 
cent debt limit and other general statutes that the legislature has enacted 
or shall see fit to enact would still be in full force. But the inalienable 
right of local communities to make the decisions of local self-government 
should be reaffirmed without further delay. 

I concur in principle with the League of Iowa Municipalities' recom­
mendation that a continuing commission on state and local government 
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relations be established by the Assembly to furnish the legislature and the 
administration insight into the problems of local government operation un­
der state law. Such a commission could, for example, have provided this 
Assembly with valuable background on local law enforcement problems that 
would have been helpful in the consideration of proposals for liquor con­
trol legislation that will come before this session. 

I would hope that the Assembly will give high priority to legislation 
that will permit state banks to pay interest on current operating funds 
deposited with them by municipalities, counties and school boards. 

This would provide local governments with millions of dollars in interest 
each year, and would furnish property tax relief in the most direct manner 
without raising taxes. 

The problems of every legislative session are vast and complex, but I 
believe it is generally recognized that the matters before you ladies and 
gentlemen of the Sixtieth General Assembly are unusually momentous by 
comparison with most sessions of the past. It is not without reason that 
people refer to this as "the money session." We are all aware that the 
state surplus is down to a minimum and that additional revenues must be 
raised to sustain the present level of government operation and to provide 
the state aid for property tax relief to which we are all committed. In 
my budget message, two weeks hence, I will transmit to you my detailed 
views concerning the financial needs of the next biennium and suggested 
revenue measures to meet those needs. 

In the meantime, I want to convey to you my respect for the magnitude 
of the job that lies before you. The constitution assigns to the Governor 
certain important roles in the legislative process, but the major burden 
of responsibility and the ultimate authority rests with you ladies and 
gentlemen of the General Assembly. Whatever our differences may be, I 
want you to know that I have faith in the integrity of your purpose, the 
quality of your dedication, and in your ability to get the job done. 

In the past two months, I have been conducting the departmental budget 
hearings and acquainting myself as rapidly as possible with the activities 
of the various departments of the state government. I must say that I 
have come to realize--more clearly than ever before--the vast range of 
our state government's operation. 

The scope of government covers the entire spectrum of human life, and 
all of its different departments and agencies have vitally important serv­
ices to fulfill. Such departments as public health, public instruction, the 
tax commission, social welfare, board of control, public safety and the 
board of regents-to name only a few-are immense complexes within 
themselves. 

As I see it, the responsibility of the new administration is to take a total 
approach-rather than to concentrate on a few areas and neglect the 
others. In government, the sins of omission are often greater than the 
sins of commission. It seems to me that people have a right to expect 
their governor to give his best efforts to all the diverse fields encompassed 
by the government ranging from fiscal operation to the great human re­
source programs of health, education and welfare. To this end, I pledge 
the full eft'ort of the new administration. 

We live in a conservative state, as we all recognize, but in my opinion, 
it is a conservatism of prudence, rather than of fear and inertia. It has 
been said there are times to watch and wait and there are times for action. 

It seems to me that the needs of this hour call for decisive action on 
the part of all of us entrusted with the responsibilities of government. 
I am convinced that our people want action in the fields of tax reform, 
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apportionment, law enforcement, education and rehahilitation, and in the 
restoration of self-government to local jurisdictions. 

Such action requires people in government who are willing to put their 
political futures on the block-because they believe in something. 

It is sometimes said that the knack of skillful government is to bang 
back, do as little as possible, and make no mistakes. I hope there is an­
other way-for between you and me, this prospect does not invite my soul. 

Frankly, I expect to experiment and make some mistakes-whether it 
be in installing new programs in departments or hiring a band. But I can 
assure you that this new administration will not stop moving-towards the 
goals to which we have pledged ourselves with the people of Iowa. 

I have said it before and I say it again now that our basic problem is 
psychological and spiritual-rather than technical. It is fundamentally a 
matter of attitude, rather than method. 

As a people, we in Iowa have within our power the capacity to do virtu­
ally anything we make up our minds to do. We have the resources, both 
human and material, to accomplish giant goals. 

What are we afraid of, then? What are we waiting for? 
The time has come to set aside old prejudices, face our problems squarely, 

and work together to fullfill our state's immeasurable potential. 
Ladies and gentlemen, it is the devout hope of the new administration 

that we can together provide the citizens of Iowa with a progressive, pru­
dent, pay-as-you-go program of government in the biennium ahead. 

To this end, I pledge you my unreserved cooperation and wish you God­
speed in the crucial task of enacting wise legislation to assure the future 
of our beloved state. 

The following benediction was offered by the Reverend W. E. 
Shoemaker, pa<>tor of the Methodist Church, Hampton, Iowa: 

0 God, our Father, history and experience have given us so many evi­
dences of Thy guidance to governments and individuals that we should not 
doubt Thy power or Thy willingness to direct us. In this faith we pray 
for Thy guidance and Thy blessing upon Governor Harold Hughes of this 
state. Give him the spirit of wisdom, humility, goodness and truth, so that 
his heart and endeavors may be ruled by law and order, justice and good­
will. 

Thou art aware of the yearnings of our hearts as we also offer our 
prayers for the Lieutenant Governor, this entire legislative body and all 
others in authority and responsibility. Lord, you know the problems these 
people have to face. Give them the bifocals of understanding to see the 
need of the hour and also the far-reaching implications of every act. We 
pray with a sense of deepest urgency that no eyes may be blinded by im­
mature judgment or prejudicial concern. Help all to see that it is better to 
fail in a morally right cause that will ultimately succeed than to succeed 
in an immoral cause that will ultimately fail. 

May the pure light of Thy spirit be an X-ray penetrating through every 
interest, through personality and political party, leaving in clear outline 
the skeleton of true values and right judgment unto which all noble law 
and administration must adhere. Grant that all actions may be weighed by 
the standards of justice and righteousness, logic and morality. 

0 Lord, grant guidance when we do not know what to do, but when we 
know what we ought to do and do it not, be merciful. 

May Thy will be done in the days ahead and may Thy program be carried 
out for the good of this state and all mankind.

In accordance with sections 684.18 and 684.19, Code of Iowa, 1962, the Su­
preme Court of Iowa has prescribed and herewith reports to you rules of 
practice and procedure in the nature of amendments to the following desig­
nated Rules of Civil Procedure. 

Rule 94 is revised to read : 
94. Judicial notice---Btatutes. Matters of which judicial notice is taken, 

including statutes of Iowa, need not be stated in any pleading. A pleading 
asserting any statute of another state, territory or jurisdiction of the United 
States, or a right derived therefrom, shall refer to such statute by plain 
designation and if such reference is made the court shall judicially notice 
such statute. 

Commmt: This change is to assure judicial notice of Iowa statutes with-
out reference thereto in a pleading. 

Rule 149. Reading and signing. 
Rule 149(a) is revised to read: 
(a) No oral deposition reported and transcribed by an official court re­

porter or certified shorthand reporter of Iowa need be submitted to, read or 
signed by the deponent. 

Commmt: The addition of certified shorthand reporters is to increase 
the number of those available for taking oral depositions. 
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Rule 17 4 is revised to read : 
174. Jury feetl. If trial is by a jury after change pursuant to Rule 167 the 

court shall certify the amount of county expenses incurred for meals, lodg­
ing, mileage and fees of jurors and the county where the action was brought 
shall pay the county where it was tried the difference between the sum so 
certified and the jury fee taxable as a part of the costs in the action. 

C01111m61lt: This change is to permit a more reasonable reimbursement for 
jury expenses in civil cases transferred to another county under R. C. P. 167.

"Section 34. The house of representatives shall consist of ninety­
nine (99) members, one (1) elected from each county as county lines 
existed on January 1, 1961. 

"Section 35. Senatorial districts shall meet the following require­
ments: 

"1. Each shall have a population, as shown by the most recent 
decennial United States census, equal to that of every other district, 
a deviation of no more than ten (10) percent from the population unit 
(the state population divided by fifty-eight (58)) being allowed. 

"2. Each shall consist of compact and contiguous territory; areas 
joined only at the point of a corner shall not be regarded as contiguous. 

"3. So far as practicable, a county shall not be divided unless it is 
l:'ntitled to more than one (1) district, and senatorial district lines shall 
conform to township and voting district boundaries. 
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"Section 36. In 1965 and in the year ending in three ( 3) of each 
decade thereafter, the senatorial districts shall be redistricted. 

"By November fifteen (15) in 1964 and in the year ending in two 
(2) of each decade thereafter, a ten (10) member redistricting com­
mission shall be appointed to redistrict senatorial districts. The state 
central committee of the two (2) political parties casting the largest 
number of votes for governor in the last preceding election shall each 
appoint five ( 5) qualified voters.

Joint Resolution 16 of the Fifty-ninth General Assembly.

Reference is herein made to yours of the 23rd inst. with accompanying 
copy of Senate Joint Resolution 1. This you submit for examination by the 
department, and advice as to its proper form to the end that will accomplish 
its intended purposes.

Referring to yours of the 22nd, inst., in which you submitted the follow­
ing: 

"Some additional inquiries have been raised in regard to S.J.R. 1. It 
would be appreciated if we could receive an early opinion of your office 
since the resolution is scheduled as a special order on Tuesday, January 
29. The inquiries are as follows. 

"1. Is there any reason why the date for submitting the proposal can­
not be handled in a separate bill? As you know, Representative Goode 
objects to its inclusion in the main resolution and it appears that a large 
number of legislators would prefer a separate bill too. 

"2. Are there any practical problems involved which might arise 
because of the date of submission? The resolution provides there shall 
be a house of 99 and a senate of 68. Would this take effect earlier and 
cause problems if the election were prior to the 1964 primary? 

"3. Also, the resolution does not, in so many words, preserve the present 
status of the General Assembly until the new senatorial redistricting is 
established. Would we nonetheless continue to have a 60 member senate 
and 108 member house until the Sixty-first General Assembly redistricts 
or would it mean that the sizes of the two houses would be changed? 

"4. Would submission of the question at the 1964 general election 
eliminate the foregoing problems because the General Assembly would 
have been nominated and elected pursuant to the then existing constitu­
tion provision? In other words, may it be assumed that the adoption of 
the amendment would not affect the majority elected under the old pro­
visions until the next general election." 
(1) In answer to your question 1, it is to be said that there is no authority 

in Article X, Section 1, of the Constitution providing for submission to the 
ell>ctorate of proposed amendment by separate bill. 

(2) Insofar as your questions 2, 3 and 4 of your letter, it is to be observed 
the proposed constitutional amendment is not severable. By its plain terms, 
its provisions are operative at the same time. Section 2 thereof provides: 

"SEC. 2. The foregoing proposed amendment to the Constitution of the 
State of Iowa is hereby referred to the legislature to be chosen at the next 
general election, and the secretary of state is directed to cause the same 
to be published as provided by law for three (3) months previous to the 
time of making such choice." 

To add any words to the provisions thereof would make severable a pro­
posed amendment that the Legislature intended to be inseverable. In respect 
to this power of amending, 16 C.J.S., page 48, title Constitutional Law, 
states the following: 

"Generally, under the constitutions of various states, constitutional 
amendments may be initiated by the legislature, and, in proposing a 
constitutional amendment, the legislature is not exercising its ordinary 
legislative power, but is acting as a special organ of government for the 
purpose of constitutional amendment. . . ." 

This is confirmed by the fact that while the amendment becomes a part of 
the Constitution after approval by the electorate and canvass of the vote 
thereof, its operation is postponed until appropriate legislation is enacted 
to implement the terms of the amendment. The fact that such implementa­
tion may concern only part of the amendment does not affect the insever­
ability of the amendment. According to the Constitution, Article III, Sec-
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tion 1, the legislative authority of this state shall be vested in the General 
Assembly, which shall consist of a Senate and a House of Representatives. 
There is no indication that the General Assembly, by the enactment of Joint 
Resolution 16, intended to violate this constitutional provision by making 
severable the provisions thereof. 

I am of the opinion, therefore, that the present status of the General 
Assembly is preserved until legislative implementation is enacted.

Reference is made to your letter of January 16, 1963, in which you request 
an explanation of the changes suggested in our opinion to you of January 
26, 1961, concerning Senate Joint Resolution 16, Fifty-ninth G.A., commonly 
referred to as the "Shaff Plan", and submitted as Senate Joint Resolution 1 
to the Sixtieth G.A. 

Article X, Section 1 of the Constitution of Iowa provides: 
"How proposed-submission. Section 1. Any amendment or amend­

ments to this Constitution may be proposed in either House of the General 
Assembly; and if the same shall be agreed to by a majority of the mem­
bers elected to each of the two Houses, such proposed amendment shall be 
entered on their journals, with the yeas and nays taken thereon, and 
referred to the Legislature to be chosen at the next general election, and 
shall be published, as provided by law, for three months previous to the 
time of making such choice; and if, in the General Assembly so next 
chosen as aforesaid, such proposed amendment or amendments shall be 
agreed to, by the majority of all the members elected to each House, then 
it shall be the duty of the General Assembly to submit such proposed 
amendment or amendments to the people, in such manner, and at such 
time as the General Assembly shall provide; and if the people shall ap­
prove and ratify such amendment or amendments, by a majority of the 
electors qualified to vote for members of the General Assembly, voting 
thereon, such amendment or amendments shall become a part of the 
Constitution of this State." 

Article X has remained unchanged through the years as it is referred to 
in this opinion. It provides a self-executing amendment procedure, requir­
ing no law to supplement its terms in order to make it operative. This is 
the view of the Iowa Supreme Court, announced in the case of Koehler & 
Lange v. Hill, 60 Iowa 543, where at page 554 in addreuing itself to this 
Amendment the Court stated: 

"The question before us is as to the validity of a constitutional amend­
ment, and we think there is a material distinction between the rules which 
must obtain in such case, and when a statute is assailed as not having 
been constitutionally enacted. The Constitution provides for its own 
amendment, and the manner in which this may be done is prescribed with 
particularity, and yet the provisions are simple and readily understood. 
An amendment may be 'proposed in either house of the General Auembly, 
and if the same shall be agreed to by a majority of the members elected 
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to each of the two houses, the proposed amendment shall be entered on 
the journals, with the yeas and nays taken thereon.' " 

This position was confirmed indirectly in an attack upon this same consti­
tutional amendment where the Iowa Court held the initiation of a proposed 
amendment is not the fulfillment of the Legislature's duty of apportionment, 
but waa merely a constitutional change that might be made in the future. 
Selzer v. Synhorst, 113 N.W. 2d 724 (Iowa, 1962). 

Senate Joint Resolution 16, an action of the Fifty-ninth General Assembly, 
is a proposal to amend the Constitution in accordance with the provisions 
of Article X. Therefore, we recommend the change from "adopt" to "pro­
pose" because this is the very language of Article X, which provides the 
procedure for amending the Constitution. On the other hand, we do not find 
the word "adopt" in such Article. This Article is the sole source of authority 
for the initiation of an amendment to the Constitution by the General As­
sembly. 

The word "adopted" baa been used at times in previous submissions of 
proposed amendments, as well as the word "proposed" and numerous 
others, but it is to be observed that form is not prescribed by Article X. In 
1917-18 OAG 41, where a number of proposed amendments to the Constitu­
tion were exhibited, most used the word "proposed" in the preamble to the 
amendment. In discussing a proposed amendment that used the word 
"adopted", it was said at 1917-18 OAG at page 49: 

"We have set out the foregoing for the purpose of showing that no 
fixed plan has been followed in the adoption of the amendment to the 
constitution, and indeed none is fixed by the constitution itself, except 
that-(procedure outlined by Article X of the Constitution) ••• " 
However, in the constitutional amendment procedures the use of the 

word "adopted" is not without significance. As shown above, if the word is 
used by the Legislature in submitting a proposed amendment it may not be 
the best form, but it will probably not be held fatal, if the other requirements 
of Article X are met. 1917-18 OAG 41. The Legislature has also provided 
in Section 49.43: 

"Constitutional amendment or other public measure. When a constitu­
tional amendment or other public measure is to be voted upon by the 
electors, it shall be printed in full upon a separate ballot, poreceded by 
the words, 'Shall the following amendment to the constitution (or public 
measure) be aodpted?'" (emphaais suppolied) 

Consequently, the rationale of this procedure is that the Legislature "pro­
poses" and the peopole "adopt"- a constitutional amendment. When the 
framers of the Constitution used the phrase: 

" ••• if the people shall approve and ratify, such amendment ••• " 
(Art. X, Section 1, Iowa Const.) 

they intended that only the people should have the power to "adopt" an 
amendment to the Constitution. The Legislature, through the enactment of 
Sec. 49.43, further supports this theory. 

In an effort to be technically correct and in compliance with the Consti­
tution, it was suggested that the word "proposed" be substituted for the 
word "adopted" in conjunction with the constitutional amendment initiated 
through the Fifty-ninth General Assembly. It is submitted that this is in 
proper form and baa the sanction of the Constitution.

President Mooty then presented Governor 
Hughes, who delivered the following budget address: 

BUDGET MESSAGE TO THE SIXTIETH GENERAL ASSEMBLY 
By Honorable Harold E. Hughes, Governor of Iowa 

Joint Session, January 31, 1963 

MR. PRESIDENT, MR. SPEAKER, MEMBERS OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY, LADIES 
AND GENTLEMEN: 
As you all know, chapter 8 of the Code of Iowa specifies that "not later 

than February 1 of the year of each biennial session the governor shall 
transmit to the legislature a document to be known as a budget, setting 
forth his financial program for each of the fiscal years of the ensuing 
biennium." This message, comprising Part I of the budget, sets forth the 
present financial condition of the state treasury and the proposed fiscal 
program for the biennium beginning July 1, 1963. 

Additional materials which have been made available to you set forth in 
detail the current and estimated balance in the general fund of the State 
of Iowa at the end of the present biennium and the ensuing biennium, my 
recommendations for appropriations, and the suggested sources of revenue. 
The complete budget, showing a detailed breakdown by departments and by 
all funds, will be transmitted to you within the next few days. 

I would like to thank the many state boards and department heads for 
the information they so conscientiously furnished during the budget hear­
ings last November and December. I am also indebted to the Budget and 
Financial Control Committee, other interested members of the General As­
!!embly and the Legislative Fiscal Director for their able and patient 
assistance. It was out of the information provided by these helpful sources 
that this recommended budget was shaped. 

Possibly never before in our history have we been so keenly aware of 
the close relationship between state and local governments. We cannot 
divorce the needs of state government from those of our cities, towns and 
counties and arrive at a true picture. The approach we make in state 
financing to school districts directly affects the quality of education in all 
localities of the state. 

Local taxing districts in the year 1962 collected over $400 million in 
taxes. This amount, plus the approximate state budget of $200 million for 
1962, means that the total tax paid annually for state and local purposes 
exceeds $600 million for operations. It should be apparent that the closest 
possible co-ordination should be sought between state programs and local 
programs in order to insure sound government operation at the lowest pos­
sible cost. 

In my inaugural message, I recommended the establishment by the Assem­
bly of a continuing commission on state and local government relations. I 
think that better commumcation between the jurisdictions of government 
would unquestionably lead to higher level of over-all efficiency and economy. 
After all, it is the total tax load borne by each citizen that counts-whether 
the taxes be state or local. We pride ourselves on the fact that our state 
government is debt-free and levies no property tax of consequence, but this 
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pride is scarcely justified if we are at the same time shifting a dispropor­
tionate load of taxes on to local jurisdictions. 

Our objective must be to hold our combined state and local tax loads at 
the lowest possible level and at the most equitable distribution. 

A budget that is not realistic is not worth the paper upon which it is 
written. In the budget I am submitting to you today I have tried to face 
the facts realistically in four general areas. 

1. In the first place, as your revenue study committee and other authori­
ties have pointed out, there is a need for additional funds to meet the in­
creased costs of administration of the vast programs of the state govern­
ment. We have no surplus to draw from for this budget. 

2. For the sake of efficiency and economy as well, we need to attract and 
retain the highest level of personnel in the administrative branch of gov­
ernment. 

3. In order to meet the need for more revenue and to guarantee a sound 
financial base at all times, we need corrective legislation and new tax 
sources. 

4. Considering the interdependence of various components of our state­
agriculture, industry, and rural and urban citizens we have an obligation 
to treat all of these components fairly. 

By facing the facts in these four areas, we have shaped a budeet; that I 
believe to be sound, realistic, and equitable. 

GENERAL 
The total expenditures from the General Fund set forth in this budget 

for each year of the ensuing biennium are $230 million. This amount in­
cludes $121 million for state aids to local schools and governments, includ­
ing local educational aids, homestead credits and welfare programs. 

For state institutions of higher learning, state hospitals and correctional 
institutions, public safety and the administrative departments, $99 million. 
$10 million represents the expenditures on an annual basis for building and 
capital programs. 

Briefly, I will discuss the major items in this proposed budget. 

EDUCATION 
I am recommending a substantial increase in the area of local and higher 

education. In principle, I strongly support the plans of the so-called "founda­
tion program," which insures equal educational opportunities for our youth, 
with the state assuming part of its costs. However, in practice during these 
next two years, because of unequal property tax assessments on which state 
aids can be based, it may not be feasible to go to the complete plan. Ade­
quate legislation is needed to insure equal property tax assessments in 
future bienniums before the foundation program is put into effect. 

However, to insure immediate local property tax relief, I am recommend­
ing that the agricultural land credits be increased by ,4.6 million, whieh 
will enable the state to pay approximately 60 percent of the eounty claims. 
Also, I am recommending, for each year of the biennium, a '16 million 
increase in supplemental and general school aids, which will pay supple­
mental aids in full instead of the present 60 percent level, and will substan­
tially increase general aids. These two items alone represent more than a 
50 percent increase in state aids to local taxing districts. 

Further, I am recommending a 13 percent increase in the appropriation 
for the Board of Regents institutions for operati"g expenses, which will in­
crease their appropriation from $41.6 million to $46.9 million. 

We all know that the costs of education comprise a major part of our 
tax revenue needs. Yet, from personal contact with citizens in all walks 
of life and from all parts of the state, I am convinced that our people are 
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not willing to settle for anything less than first-class education for our 
children and youth. 

BOARD OF CONTROL 
Total annual appropriations of $22.6 million are recommended for oper­

ating expenses of the institutions under the jurisdiction of the State Board 
of Control. This represents an increase of slightly leas than a million dol­
lars and is considered adequate to meet the projected needs of the vital 
programs of mental health, training of the retarded, rehabilitation of the 
delinquent and other activities carried on by this major department of the 
state government. 

It should be noted that progressive programs of psychiatric care and 
rehabilitation reduce the population of our institutions and result in sub­
stantial savings to the taxpayers. Continued emphasis on such programs 
as outpatient treatment of mental patients should also have a beneficial 
effect in lowering institutional costs in the years ahead. 

PUBLIC SAFETY 
For the Department of Public Safety, which consists of nearly a dozen 

divisions, including Traffic Safety and Criminal Investigation. I recom­
mend $5.3 million for each year of the biennium. The proposed increase in 
appropriation for this department, as for various other important depart­
ments, is not as great as I would like, but on the basis of the information 
available, it will enable the department to carry on its present program of 
safety and law enforcement with some increased emphasis on prevention 
and education and on increased co-ordination with the activities of local 
law enforcement officials. 

ADMINISTRATIVE DEPARTMENTS 
For the administrative departments of the state, I recommend an appro­

priation of $11.2 million. This increase is due primarily to the realistic budg­
eting of the State Tax Commission by the elimination of their Revolving 
Account, and the budgeting of the Executive Council on an actual need 
basis. 

However, throughout this budget, and particularly in the administrative 
departments, I am proposing salary increases for key personnel. 

As we all know, the quality of government we get is largely determined 
by the quality of the people who serve in government. To the beat public 
servants, government service is something more than just a job. Nonetheless, 
we can't expect to retain competent people in government unless we offer 
reasonably competitive incentives to keep them. 

To this end, I recommended in my inaugural message a system of state 
civil service and the adoption of the I. P. E. R. S. proposal that will provide 
additional pension benefits for public employees throughout the state. 

As in any private business, one of the most urgent needs of the state 
government is to attract and hold persons of first-rate ability in the key 
policy-making positions. Without imaginative leadership in these spots, 
without qualified management, our best laid plans for good government will 
come to naught. As in private enterprise, we need to get responsible people 
in key positions and to pin-point their responsibilities. I have, therefore, 
recommended substantial increases in the salaries of state elective officials, 
commissioners and board members. I am sure this will pay oft' in terms of 
economies in operation and improved services. The suggested increases will 
bring the salary levels to a point more comparable to private industry and 
other governmental levels. 
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During the past year, the Executive Council liberalized the longevity 
benefits to career state employees, an action which I heartily endorse. This, 
in essence, provides for step increases for all employees at 6-, 10-, 16- and 20-
year levels. The longevity benefits, plus the proposed liberalizing of re­
tirement benefits under the Iowa Public Employees' Retirement System, 
represent substantial gains for state employees. 

I might add that another factor in the increase of administrative cost 
results from the increase in judicial pay as called for in the referendum 
by the people during 1962. 

HOMESTEAD CREDIT 
I am recommending an approximate 30 percent increase in the homestead 

credit--or an estimated $9 million per year. This will permit the state 
to increase the longstanding base of 26 mills on $2,600 valuation to a new 
and more realistic maximum millage of 32 milfs on the same $2,600 valua­
tion. This is a direct relief provision for home owners and is the first such 
additional relief these property owners have had in many years. 

SOCIAL WELFARE 
My budget provides for an increase of $2.7 million per year in social 

welfare. The major portion of this increase is $2 million per year for the 
implementation of the Kerr-Mills bill. This amount, although somewhat 
less than the original estimates, will be adequate to get the program of 
medical aid to the aged under way. 

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS 
I am recommending $10 million for each year of the biennium, or a total 

of $20 million for capital additions. Of this amount, $6.7 million would go 
to the state institutions under the Board of Regents, and $2.2 million to 
the Board of Control institutions. An additional million dollars would be 
allocated between the Fair Board for their needed electrical generators, the 
National Guard for armory construction, Buildings and Grounds for gold 
leaf on the Capitol dome and the Department of Public Safety for new 
transistor radio equipment. 

SUMMARY 
The total askings by the departments, agencies and boards, including 

standing appropriations, at the hearings for this budget exceeded $266 
million. My recommendation is in the amount of $230 million-which is 
$36 million below the current askings and approximately the same amount 
over the Fifty-ninth General Assembly appropriation. 

In the face of rising costs-and with no state surplus funds to draw 
from-it was obvious from the beginning, in the preparation of this budg­
et, that substantial additional revenues would be required to meet the 
increased costs of government operation and to provide property tax relief. 
This budget represents a diligent effort to meet these needs realistically 
while controlling operating expenses at a prudent level. 

Additional state programs and increased state aid cannot be met from 
the current tax basis. Accordingly, we are submitting with this message 
legislation which will increase revenues and which will equalize the tax load 
between the several economic groups comprising the Iowa taxpayers. 

In the present tax structure, which includes general sales, income and 
excise taxes, our estimated revenues are computed on the historic growth of 
2 to 4 percent per year. This percentage increase of normal growth will 
provide approximately $18.7 million. In addition to this growth test factor, 
I am proposing these specific changes: 
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INDIVIDUAL INCOME TAXES 
I recommend the following changes be made in the individual income tax 

structure for the next biennium. 
First, that a withholding system be enacted effective July 1, 1963, so as 

to ease the method of payment on the taxpayers of Iowa and to increase the 
administrative efficiency for the Tax Commission in the collection of the 
income tax. By making the effective date July 1, 1963, approximately 
one-half of the taxpayer's total tax bill for the year 1963, payable in the 
Spring of 1964, will be paid. 

From the years 1964 and subsequent, the taxpayer's total tax bill will 
be approximately met by his withholding tax, and refunds will be made if 
the withholding is excessive. 

Considering the experience of other states, I feel that the enactment of 
withholding tax legislation-implemented by data processing equipment and 
sound administrative policy-will make possible the collection of income 
taxes from some who are not now filing and will thus better equalize the 
tax load. 

Second, I recommend that the rate be increased from the so-called present 
75 percent rate to the 100 percent rate as the original income tax law pro­
vided. In conjunction with this change, I would also recommend that another 
bracket be added for incomes over $5,000 at the 100 percent rate of 6 
percent. Our income tax rates have not been changed for years, and in my 
opinion, are not now realistic with the income level for Iowa citizens. 

Concluding my recommendations on income tax, the following revenues 
will be derived : 

From withholding effective July 1, 1963, a "windfall" in the first year 
of the biennium of $16.1 million. 

Income tax collections of non-filers as a result of withholding-$2.4 million 
for each year of the biennium. 

Adding an additional bracket on incomes over $5,000-$3 million each 
year of the biennium. 

Increasing the rate to so-called 100 percent-approximately $14.8 million 
in each year of the biennium. 

CORPORATION INCOME TAX 
I recommend the following corrective measures for corporation income 

tax for all taxes due in 1964 and subsequent years. 
First, let me say that there are compelling reasons in favor of the so­

called three factor formula, which formula provides that a corporation 
income tax payable to the state is computed from the basis of property held 
in Iowa, payroll paid in Iowa, and income. Consideration should be given 
in the future to this method of taxing corporations which has been adopted 
by many other states and which is recognized generally as a fair method of 
equalizing corporate incomes between states. However, due to the com­
plexities in enacting such legislation and because of its relation with the 
whole unequalized tax structure in Iowa, including property taxes, I recom­
mend a practical alterna~liminating the deduction of Federal income 
taxes in computing the income subject to Iowa tax. Again, Iowa is one of the 
few states which allows its corporations to deduct the Federal tax in total, 
in arriving at the taxable income to Iowa. 

Also I recommend as a more realistic figure the rate of 4 percent on 
corporate income instead of the present 3 percent. 

The present Iowa corporation income tax collects about $4.5 million. 
I believe that these two recommended changes, which will increase the 
revenue from corporation income tax by approximately $5.5 million, will

more equitably tax corporations in their relationship to the individual 
income tax rates and our present sales tax structure. 

SALES TAX 
I recommend the following minor change for administrative purposes in 

the field of sales tax and its collections: 
First, the present sales tax rate of 2 percent should be applied to hotels 

and motels, which is common among most states and which would raise the 
revenue by nearly $1 million dollars per year. 

Also, monthly sales tax reports and payments should be made to the Tax 
Commission by retailers who collect more than $300 per month. This latter 
recommendation can be done efficiently with the use of modem equipment 
and forms which will not increase the burden upon the retailers for book­
keeping. It can be done in the form of deposit with the Tax Commis­
sion much in the same manner as the Federal monthly deposit of with­
holding and social security taxes. This would have the effect of leveling 
out the collections for the state and also would substantially eliminate many 
of the collection problems now encountered by the Tax Commission. The 
monthly reporting of sales tax will provide in the first year of the biennium 
about $5.4 million. 

LIQUOR TAX 
Throughout the campaign and in my inaugural address, I have recom­

mended legalizing liquor by the drink in Iowa under a system of strict 
licensure and control. Every survey that has been taken in the past year 
indicates that an overwhelming majority of the citizens of Iowa desire 
such a change in the present liquor law. This is not a partisan matter and 
the legislation implementing it should incorporate the important points of 
licensing, enforcement, liability and responsibility clauses, and provision 
for rehabilitation. 

The prospective added revenue to the state from a system of legalized 
liquor by the drink is submitted in this budget at a figure so conservative 
that I think no reasonable person could question it. I have every reason to 
believe that revenue from this source would be substantially greater than 
the $2.5 million a year indicated. There would also be an increase in revenues 
to local government which would be property tax relief of the most direct 
kind. However, since this is a highly controversial matter with many inde­
terminate factors involved, I thought it well to set the revenue estimate at 
the very minimum. 

This will also serve to emphasize the point I have made repeatedly in 
the past--that law enforcement, rather than revenue, is the principal reason 
that our liquor control law should be changed. 

GENERAL FUND BALANCE 
The estimated unencumbered balance at June 30, 1963, is $21 million. 

Based on estimates made by the comptroller for the ensuing biennium, the 
balance at June 30, 1965, will be at approximately this same figure. 

There has been wide divergence of opinion in the past few years with 
reference to what constitutes a "safe" minimum balance in the state general 
fund. With all due respect to opposing views, it will be the objective of this 
administration to maintain a minimum working balance of not le88 than $21 
million in the state general fund. My study of the state financial picture in 
the past two months has confirmed my opinion that a balance of this 
amount is needed to assure efficiency of fiscal operation and to meet such 
emergencies as may occur. 
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SUMMARY 
I present to you today a balanced budget--one in which the receipts 

slightly exceed the proposed appropriations and which totals approximately 
$230 million. I believe the citizens of .Iowa want this type of balanced 
budget which is realistic in its spendings and which provides the revenue 
to carry out these askings. It will be noted that the proposed budget in­
corporates both tax increases and tax equalizations. 

It is always easier to provide revenue by raising those existing taxes 
that are comparatively easy to collect than to attempt tax equalizations. It 
is also easier to concentrate exclusively on taxes that provide large amounts 
of revenue in one piece-rather than to put together a multiple-tax program 
composed of items that are comparatively small individually but are sub­
stantial in the aggregate. 

In this reference, it will be noted that I have not recommended a general 
sales tax increase. I would be leas than realistic, however, if I were not 
aware that there is considerable sentiment in this Assembly, and about the 
state, for using an increase in the sales tax rate as a means of revenue to 
relieve property taxes. 

In general I do not favor taxes that are regressive and hidden. I lean 
toward those taxes that are levied in accordance with ability to pay and 
that leave the taxpayer at the end of the year with a clear understanding 
of what he has paid in taxes. 

I am aware, however, that this session is faced with unusually weighty 
revenue problems by comparison with recent sessions, and I am also aware 
that both political parties are strictly pledged to providing appreciable 
local property tax relief-not in the distant future but in the course of this 
session. Unquestionably we all have a mandate from the people along these 
lines. 

I therefore repeat the statement I made during my campaign that I 
would not necessarily close the door on a sales tax increase if, in the con­
sidered judgment of this Assembly, it is absolutely necessary to provide the 
substantial local property tax relief to which we are all committed. 

I would not, however, be receptive to a one or two-shot tax program that 
failed to take advantage of new revenue potentials which offer opportunities 
for sensible, equitable and long overdue tax equalization. 

I think I should make it clear that I am strongly opposed to proposals for 
a flat tax on adjusted gross income. While such a tax would raise sub­
stantial revenue, it would be manifestly unfair to a large percentage of tax­
payers in this state who are least able to bear a heavy tax load. An income 
tax that is based on a single rate, regardless of ability to pay, and that fails 
to take into consideration such factors as a taxpayer's dependents and 
medical expenses, would approach the ultimate in regressive and unfair 
taxation, as I view it. 

In addressing this Assembly on budgetary matters, it seems to me that I 
would be remiss in my duty if I did not call attention once again to the 
potentials for economy that lie in reorganizing and modernizing a number 
of areas of the state government. Several excellent studies have been made 
along these lines in the past 20 years by legislative committees and other 
authoritative groups. Outstanding among these have been the report made 
in 1960 by the Governmental Reorganization Commission of the legislature, 
commonly known as the Little Hoover Commission and the Governor's Com­
mission on Economic and Social Trends of 1958. It is worth noting that 
Democratic Governor Loveless and Republican Governor Erbe were in 
substantial agreement on a number of proposals for reorganization con­
tained in these reports. 
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The point I am making-which is in the nature of a general suggestion 
rather than a specific recommendation-is this: While receptiveness to 
change is an accepted fact in the business world, there is an overwhelmingly 
negative attitude towards change in government. I am suggesting that 
organizational improvements that streamline government operation and pin­
point responsibility are as desirable in government as they are in private 
enterprise. I would respectfully recommend that the Governmental Affairs 
Committee of the Senate and the Consolidation and Coordination of State 
Government Committee of the House give serious consideration to bi­
partisan proposals for basic government reorganizations that perennially 
come before the Assembly. 

In his State of the State Message shortly before his retirement from the 
governorship, Governor Erbe generously and wisely recommended that 
legislation authorizing staff, office and supplies for a Governor-elect between 
election and inauguration should be adopted. 

In the interests of good government and bi-partisan fair play, I sincerely 
subscribe to this recommendation. 

Furthermore, I would like to recommend that in setting up the bi-partisan 
revenue study committee for the next biennium, it should be indicated by 
the Assembly that the findings of this legislative study group-at least so 
far as the state's revenue needs-should be made public prior to the general 
election. 

I hope I will not be misunderstood. I do not make this recommendation 
in criticism of the Fifty-ninth Assembly's revenue study committee or the 
majority party. We are dealing here with system and long-established 
custom, applicable to both political parties. I simply believe that the sys­
tem should be changed in the public interest. 

The most realistic possible view of the revenue needs of the state should 
be public information for the electorate-since the fiscal policy of candi­
dates and parties is a sound and fundamental issue on which elections 
should be decided. 

My recommendations in the fields of revenues and expenditures in this 
budget are generally consistent with the stands I took during the recent 
campaign. Yet, it is obvious that some information was made available to 
me after the election that was not available prior to it. It would seem to me 
that it would be consistent with our democratic traditions and free elections 
to make the best available data concerning revenue needs available to both 
parties, both candidates and to the general public prior to the election-and 
I respectfully recommend that this be done. 

I want you to know, ladies and gentlemen, that I have the greatest respect 
for the momentous problems that loom before this session in the areas of 
appropriations and ways and means. I have noted with admiration the 
business-like procedures of this session and the capacity for hard work you 
have already shown. In dealing with the citizen pocket book, it is certain 
that however fairly and wisely you legislate, you will not please everyone. 
This is the third certainty in life-to go with the other two certainties of 
death and taxes. 

I am deeply grateful to you for the extraordinary courtesy and co-oper­
ation you have extended to a chief executive rich with the experience of two 
weeks in office. Many of you have paid me personal visits in my office; and 
I sincerely hope that you will feel free to do this at all times. The door is 
open at all hours to you and I am even investigating the possibility of 
building a fire in the fireplace. Those wiser in government than I tell me 
that any administration can profit by having a fire built under it from time 
to time. 
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In summary, let me state that the budget I have presented to you today 
does provide for property tax relief in the form of increases in agricultural 
land tax credits for the rural citizen, additional homestead credit for the 
urban citizen, and additional school aids for the benefit of all. Needless to 
say, this is only a step in the right direction. Looking to the future, we 
must provide the room and the resources for future property tax relief­
in the face of the realization that local property taxes are increasing at the 
present time at the rate of from 15 to 20 million dollars per year. 

We Jive in a great state-the greatest of all, in my book-a state with 
unlimited assets and great traditions. Not the least of our traditions is that 
of fiscal soundness in our state government. And not the least of our re­
sponsibilities is to preserve this heritage. 

Sound financial policy is the backbone of our agricultural and industrial 
economy. It is an attraction to new industry and a firm foundation for 
general economic growth. By comparison with other states, Iowa has no 
financial problema. Certainly we have a problem of financing. 

We face this problem together-with the heavier burden of it falling upon 
you of the General Assembly at this time. I pledge to you my complete 
co-operation in our common goal of arriving at financial legislation that 
will benefit all of our people and will assure the continuation of sound fiscal 
policies in Iowa.

EXPLANATION OF VOTE 

We, the undersigned, desire to explain our vote in opposition to Senate 
File 96, a bill prohibiting the extension of credit to permittees authorized to 
sell beer at retail. It was our conclusion that this measure was not a "dry" 
bill, that it would in no way reduce the amount of beer sold or in any other 
way promote the cause of temperance. It would, in our opinion, deny 
normal, reasonable, and necessary credit to certain Iowa citizens and set 
a dangerous precedent which might well encourage other groupe ·to request 
similar consideration. In our opinion, the bill simply bails out beer distribu­
tors who are having difficulty making collections and who hesitate to cut 
off credit for fear a competitor with a more liberal credit policy would take 
business away from them.

4. The commission shall consult with other state and federal regulatory 
bodies for the purpose of eliminating accounting discrepancies with regard 
to the keeping of public utility accounts before prescribing any system of 
accounts to be kept by the public utility.

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in such extended area by the public utility or the municipally owned utility 
serving such city or town immediately prior to the extension of such bound­
aries. In the event service is provided, in such extended area, at the time 
of the extension of the corporate boundaries, by a public utility which does 
not have a municipal franchise for such city or town, the facilities located 
within such extended area shall be purchased within four (4) years from 
the date the corporate boundaries shall have been extended by the franchised 
public utility of such city or town or by the municipal utility serving such 
city or town and the municipal franchised public utility or municipally 
owned utility shall furnish such service without interruption upon the acqui­
sition thereof. If the purchase price cannot be agreed upon between the 
parties the commission, upon written application, by either party, and after 
due notice and hearing shall determine such purchase price. Pending the 
determination of such purchase price, by the commission, the facilities 
shall remain in place and service to the public shall be maintained by the 
owner thereof. Any party aggrieved by the decision of the commission may 
appeal therefrom, within thirty (30) days, to the district court wherein 
said city or town is located. Such appeal shall be triable by a jury, if so 
requested, the same as an appeal in eminent domain proceedings as provided 
in chapter four hundred seventy-two (472), Code of Iowa 1962. All other 
laws and parts of Jaws inconsistent with this Act are hereby repealed." 

Senator Wiley offered the following amendment to the amendment:

", except production, generation, high voltage transmission facilities and 

high voltage transformers owned by a utility in territory annexed to a city 
or town shall be exempt from the operation of this section,".

If the commission determines that the utility holding such franchise shall 
furnish services within the extended boundaries, then the utility holding 
the franchise from said city or town shall furni~h service within such ex­
tended boundaries upon payment to the other utility of a fair and reason­
able price for the properties t.o be agreed upon by each of said utilities or 
upon a fair and reasonable exchange of properties to be agreed upon by each 
of said utilities, which agreement in either event shall be submitted to the 
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commission for approval and be approved prior to the furnishing of said 
utility service by said utility holding said franchise. 

In the event that no agreement is reached between said utilities as to a 
price or exchange of properties then the utility holding such franchise shall 
make an offer in writing to the other utility to pay a fair and reasonable 
fixed price for the involved properties owned by the other utility, and at 
the same time file an application with the commission requesting approval of 
such price. If the application is granted, then the commission shall order 
the utility owning the properties to cease operation in the area upon tender 
of such price." 

Senator Fulton asked and received unanimous approval to with­
draw the amendment to the amendment. 

Senator Coleman offered the following amendment to the Nolan 
amendment and moved its adoption: 

Amend the amendment by striking all after the colon ( :) in line 3 and 
inserting in lieu thereof the following : 

"and jurisdiction conferred upon the commission in this Act. 
1. No public utility shall construct or extend facilities, or furnish or offer 

to furnish electric service, to any premises which are already receiving 
electric service from another electric public utility or which are not re­
ceiving such service but are located closer to a distribution line of another 
electric public utility, except with the consent in writing of such other 
electric public utility. This section shall not preclue (a) the electric public 
utility, whose distribution line is located in closest proximity to premises 
not already being served, from furnishing electric service thereto, or (b) 
any electric public utility from extending electric service to its own prop­
erty and facilities or to another electric public utility for resale. 

2. In case an area has been or shall be included, as a result of incorpo­
ration, annexation, or otherwise, within the boundaries of a city, town or 
village, all electric public utilities furnishing electric service or operating 
electric facilities in such area, prior to such inclusion, shall subject to the 
provisions of this act, be granted a franchise, without further act and 
have the right to continue and extend the furnishing of electric service and 
to construct, maintain and operate electric facilities in such area, and to 
utilize public lands and thoroughfares therein for such purpose, but shall 
comply with lawful safety requirements as to the manner of constructing 
and maintaining electric facilities on such public lands and thoroughfares, 
and shall further comply with all terms and conditions of any existing 
franchise from such city, town or municipality insofar as such may be 
practicable. Providing, however, that if the city, town or other municipality 
shall provide electric service to its citizens through a municipally owned 
and operated electric system, such municipally owned and operated electric 
system shall be entitled to serve all area which shall be included as a result 
of incorporation, annexation or otherwise within the boundaries of such 
city, town or village, and in such event any other public utility electric 
supplier in such area shall cease and terminate its electric service within 
the area of such municipality as promptly as may reasonably be done. In 
such event, the municipally owned utility shall pay to the other public 
utility the fair and reasonable value of the properties of such other utility 
located within the annexed area. If the said utilities shall not agree upon 
the fair and reasonable value of such properties, either utility may file an 
application with the commission requesting that the commission fix and 
determine such value. When the commission shall determine such value, it 
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shall order the utility owning the properties in the annexed area to cease 
operation thereof upon tender of such price. 

8. In the cue of a franchise granted an existing electric public utility in 
an area included in a city or town through incorporation, annexation or 
otherwise, the franchise to the existing electric public utility in the area 
shall continue for a term of ten years. At the expiration of such ten year 
term, the commission, on application of the city or town involved, but not 
otherwise, shall investigate as to whether the annexed utility should be 
permitted to continue to operate within the annexed area. If the commission 
after notice and hearing finds that the annexed utility has failed to furnish 
adequate service or has failed to reasonably comply with the terms and 
conditions of the existing electric utility franchise, or has operated in an 
unsafe manner, the commission shall order the annexed utility to cease 
operation within the annexed area. 

Senator Coleman asked and received unanimous consent to with­
draw the amendment. 

On motion of Senator Nolan, the amendment as amended was 
adopted. 

Senator Shaff offered the following amendment and moved its 
adoption: 

Amend Senate File 11 by adding the following as a new section: 
Sec. 25. Section four hundred seventy-four point one ( 474.1), Code 1962, 

is hereby repealed and the following substituted in lieu thereof: "No person 
in the employ of any common carrier or other public utility, or owning any 
bonds, stock, or property in any railroad company or other public utility 
shall be eligible to the office of Iowa state commerce commissioner or 
secretary of the commission; and the entering into the employ of any 
common carrier or other public utility or the acquiring of any stock or 
other interest in any common carrier or other public utility by such com­
misisoner or secretary after his appointment shall disqualify him to hold the 
office or perform the duties thereof. 

The amendment was adopted.

It 
shall be well ventilated and must meet the following requirements : 

1. The bulk tank shall not be located over a drain or under a ventilator. 
2. The hose port shall be located in an exterior wall and fitted with a 

tight self-closing door. 
3. A two hundred twenty (220) volt lock type electrical connection with 

ground and weatherproof type receptacle and switchbox shall be provided 
near the hose port. 

4 Each milk room shall have an adequate supply of water readily ac­
cessible with facilities for heating the water, to insure the cleaning and 
sanitizing of the bulk tank, utensils and equipment and the keeping of the 
milk room clean. 

5. No lights shall be placed directly over the bulk tank. 
6. The bulk tank shall be properly located in the milk room for easy ac­

cess to all areas for cleaning and servicing. 
7. This Act shall become effective July 4, 1963, for all subsequent installa­

tions of bulk tanks for milk produced for manufacturing purposes. 
8. On and after July 1, 1965, all bulk tank installations existing prior 

to July 4, 1963, must comply with the provisions of this Act.

The walls and ceil­
ings of the room shall be sealed and constructed of smooth easily cleaned 
material. All windows shall be screened and doors shall be self-closing. It 
shall be well ventilated and must meet the following requirements: 

1. The bulk tank shall not be located over a drain or under a ventilator. 
2. The hose port shall be located in an exterior wall and fitted with a 

tight self-closing door. 
3. A two hundred twenty (220) volt lock type electrical connection with 

ground and weatherproof type receptacle and switchbox shall be provided 
near the hose port. 

4. Each milk room shall have an adequate supply of water readily ac­
cessible with facilities for heating the water, to insure the cleaning and 
sanitizing of the bulk tank, utensils and equipment and the keeping of the 
milk room clean. 

5. No lights shall be placed directly over the bulk tank. 
6. The bulk tank shall be properly located in the milk room for easy ac­

cess to all areas for cleaning and servicing. 
7. This Act shall become effective July 4, 1963, for all subsequent installa­

tions of bulk tanks for milk produced for manufacturing purposes. 
8. On and after July 1, 1965, all bulk tank installations existing prior 

to July 4, 1963, must comply with the provisions of this Act. 
9. The enforcement of this Act shall be administered by the Iowa depart­

ment of agriculture. 
10. Any person violating any provision of this Act shall be punished by 

a fine of not more than fifty dollars ($50.00) ."

GOVERNOR HUGHES, LIEUTENANT GOVERNOR MOOTY, LEGISLATORS, LADIES AND 
GENTLEMEN: 
It gives me great personal pleasure to introduce to you the man who has 

been chosen by his fellow American Legionnaires to lead the world's largest 
veterans' organization. 

The National Commander of The American Legion does not occupy any 
official position in the affairs of state. As leader of an organization of some 
two and three-quarter million veterans of World War I, World War II, and 
the Korean conflict, he is a man whose advice and counsel on matters of 
national government are widely sought and highly valued. 

The man who accepts the position of National American Legion Com­
mander is, without question, a true and dedicated patriot devoted to the 
ideals upon which this republic was founded. If he were not this type of 
individual, his fellow Legionnaires would never have elected him to repre­
sent them. 

Born and reared in Georgia, a veteran of World War II, our speaker is a 
man with firm convictions that the American way of life and our form of 
government are the best ever devised by man under the guidance of God. 

I am pleased and proud to present to you the gentleman from Georgia, 
Mr. James E. Powers, National Commander of The American Legion. 

Mr. James E. Powers, National Commander of The American 
I1egion, addressed the joint convention as follows: 

On behalf of The American Legionnaires of this great state, and Legion­
naires everywhere, I am deeply grateful for the honor you have accorded 
the Legion in taking time from your crowded schedules, and a moment away 
from the weighty problems of state government, to permit me to speak 
briefly with you today. 

It is gratifying to me to know that I can appear in the legislative halls of 
any of the fifty states and, on behalf of the leaders and members of The 
American Legion in any given state, say a sincere and heartfelt "thank 
you" for the many services that every state legislature has rendered to the 
veteran population, and to all of its citizens. 

From years of personnel experience with groups such as this, I know that 
your compensation for the long and tedious hours which you devote to mak­
ing your communities and your state better places in which to live must 
come from beyond the mere monetary rewards which you receive. 

You must be motivated by a sincere desire to serve, and in this respect I 
assure you that you find kindred spirits among The American Legionnaires 
of this state. 

The Legion, by virtue of its Constitution, is non-political in nature, but we 
do not surrender our interest in public affairs, nor any of the rights and 
responsibilities of adult citizenship because of our organizational member­
ship. Quite the contrary-our interest is heightened and our sense of 
citizenship responsibility sharpened because we are American Legionnaires. 

We know that many of the accomplishments of The Legion over the years 
would have been utterly impossible without the excellent working relation­
ships which exist between The Legion and the Congress of the United 
States and the several state legislatures. 

We believe that you, our chosen representatives at all levels of govern­
ment, want to hear from us and from all of your constituents, for we believe 
that you want to serve the will of the people, and unlesa that will is made 
known to you-you are without guidance. 

Therefore, there exists the mutual responsibility between those who 
serve, and those whom we serve, to keep the channels of communication open 
and to use those channels. 
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The American Legion never has been guilty of failure to express ita 
wishes, and when and if that day should arrive I believe we will have out­
lived our usefulnesa as an organization, and as individuals we shall have 
forfeited one of man's most priceleaa posaeasions-the right of self-govern­
ment. We do not propose to let that happen. 

When The American Legion proposes, or lends ita support to, any given 
piece of legislation, it is only after careful consideration of all aspects of 
the problem, with the final decision based upon whether or not we believe 
the measure to be for the good of the nation, and germane to the programs 
and in keeping with the policies of The American Legion. 

While the vast majority of the Legion's legislative program is carried on 
at the national level, it involves many matters of concern to both state and 
local governmental units. When you consider that some 643 resolutions 
came before our 1962 National Convention, and that the 1962-63 program 
of the Legion evolved primarily from Convention action, you know that 
some of those must involve state and local legislation, and action. 

The Civil Defense program is an example of specifics in this field, for 
while you look to the federal government for advice and guidance, the 
actual implementation of the program is a matter to be decided by each 
state and local community. Perpetuation of high school R. 0. T. C. pro­
grams also falls into this category, barring a change in policy at the na­
tional level. 

These are but isolated examples of the broad and complex program of 
legislation which The Legion seeks to advance, and which we know would 
be imposaible of achievement in the absence of a fine working relationship 
with our lawmakers. 

Again, may we thank you for the splendid cooperation you always have 
given to us, and we are confident that we may serve together in this same 
spirit of cooperation in the years ahead. 

The American Legion was paid high tribute during our 1962 Convention 
by the distinguished soldier-statesman General Lucius D. Clay, who said, if 
the United States "had followed more closely the views and recommenda­
tions of The American Legion with respect to foreign policy over the years, 
our position in the world would be stronger than it is." 

We trust that the same accolade holds true with respect to domestic 
affairs, for our objective always is service to God and country, and to our 
fellow man-and we know that yours is the same. 

President Mooty thanked Mr. Powers for taking time from his 
busy schedule to appear before the joint convention.

6. For the construction of additional drainage facilities promoting the 

interests of either or both of the contracting parties. 
7. For the granting of easements or licenses by one party to the other. 
8. For the payment of money by one contracting party to the other in 

consideration of acts or performance of the other party required by such 
contract or agreement. 

When any expenditure of levy or drainage district funds is proposed by 
the authority contained in this section and where the estimated expenditure 
will exceed fifty percent of the original total cost of the district and sub­
sequent improvements therein as defined by section four hundred fifty-five 
point one hundred thirty-five ( 456.135) of the Code, the same procedure 
respecting notice and hearing shall be followed as is provided in said sec­
tion four hundred fifty-five point one hundred thirty-five ( 465.135) for 
repair proposals where the estimated cost of the repair exceeds fifty per­
cent of the original total cost of the district and subsequent improvements 
therein."

Amend Senate File 86 by striking all after the enacting clause and in­
serting in lieu thereof the following: 
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"Section 1. Definitions. 
1. 'Department' means the department of agriculture of the State of 

Iowa. 
2. 'Division' means the animal disease eradication division of the agri­

cultural research service of the United States department of agriculture. 
3. 'Scabies' means a communicable skin disease caused by infestation with 

mites of the species psoroptes, sarcoptes, chorioptes or psorergates. 
4. 'Infected animal' means an animal of the ovine species which shows 

clinical evidence of scabies or in which the presence of the scabies mite ia 
demonstrated. 

5. 'Approved stockyard or livestock market' means any place where 
sheep are assembled for public auction, private sale, or on a commission 
basis which is under state or federal supervision. 

6. 'Licensed dealer' means any person who is licensed by the Iowa depart­
ment of agriculture who is engaged in the business of buying for resale, 
selling, or exchanging sheep as a principal or agent or who holds himself 
out as so engaged but does not include employees of a licensed sheep dealer 
doing business in the name of such dealer or the owner or operator of a 
farm who exchanges only sheep which have been kept by him solely for 
feeding or breeding purposes and does not hold himself out as so engaged, 
or as a livestock auction market acting strictly on a consignment basis. 

7. 'Accredited veterinarian' means a veterinarian who is licensed by the 
state in which he practices, is approved by the department of agriculture 
or the livestock sanitary authority of that state, and is accredited by the 
United States department of agriculture. 

8. 'Official health certificate' means a legal record covering the require­
ment of the State of Iowa and approved by the proper livestock sanitary 
official of the state of origin and issued by an accredited veterinarian. 

9. 'Certified scabies free area' means an area in which all sheep have been 
inspected by a representative of the Iowa department of agriculture or of 
the animal disease eradication division of the United States department of 
agriculture and are found to be free of any evidence of scabies and such 
fact is certified to by both agencies. 

10. 'Area' means one or more counties or portions thereof. 
Sec. 2. All breeding and feeding sheep offered for sale or exchange at 

any market or at any dealer's premises, or otherwise moved or released from 
any market or dealer's premises, vehicle or conveyance, shall, within ten 
(10) days prior to sale, exchange, release, or movement, be dipped in an 
approved dip under the supervision of the Iowa department of agriculture 
or of the animal disease eradication division of the United States depart­
ment of agriculture. 

Sec. 3. All sheep so dipped shall be accompanied by a certificate show­
ing that the sheep were dipped under supervision. 

Sec. 4. Market operators and dealers in sheep shall provide satisfactory 
dipping facilities approved by the department and shall maintain records 
which show the true origin of the sheep including name and address of the 
seller or consignor, number, date of receipt, date of dipping, and including 
all certificates, permits, waybills, bills of lading for each consignment of 
sheep consigned to and leaving the market or dealer's premises. All records 
shall be retained for a period of one (1) year and made available upon 
demand by a representative of the department. 

Sec. 5. Animals may be sold for slaughter without dipping. Sheep when 
inspected at the market or dealer's premises and found free of scabies or 
no known exposure thereto, may be sold for slaughter purposes without dip­
ping if consigned directly and immediately on a slaughter affidavit to a 
slaughtering establishment operating under federal, state or municipal 
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meat inspection service. Such sheep shall be identified with the letter 'K' in 
red branding paint at least four inches high on their back except those 
consigned to such slaughtering establishment by the original owner. 

Sec. 6. Sheep found to be infected with or exposed to scabies at a mar­
ket, dealer's premises or elsewhere, shall be immediately dipped, as directed 
by and under the supervision of the department, at owner's expense. Such 
sheep shall remain under quarantine until released by the department, ex­
cept that sheep infected with or exposed to scabies may be moved, without 
dipping, directly to a slaughter establishment under federal inspection, 
under permit from the department. No sheep shall be moved into or within 
the State of Iowa for any purpose except as provided in this chapter and 
the regulations of the department. 

Sec. 7. When all flocks of sheep within a county have been inspected by 
a representative of the department and are found to be free of scabies, the 
department may certify the county as a 'scabies free area'. 

Sec. 8. Sheep from noncertified scabies free areas within Iowa shall 
not enter certified scabies free areas unless they have been dipped in an 
approved dip under supervision within ten (10) days preceding movement 
and satisfactory evidence of dipping accompanies the shipment, except such 
sheep may move into certified scabies free areas if consigned directly to a 
stockyard market, auction market or slaughter establishment, under federal 
inspection, provided the sheep are accompanied by a certificate stating num­
ber, description, consignor and consignee. 

Sec. 9. All sheep entering the state for breeding or feeding purposes 
shall be accompanied by a permit and by a health certificate stating the 
sheep are from a certified scabies free area or if not from a certified scabies 
free area that they have been dipped in an approved dip within ten (10) 
days prior to movement. All livestock markets, dealers and individuals shall 
retain all incoming waybills, permits and health certificates for a period of 
one year, same to be made available upon demand by the department. 

Sec. 10. All persons engaged in the shearing of sheep shall immediately 
report any suspicion of or evidence of scabies to the department. 

Sec. 11. The department is empowered to make and promulgate rules 
and regulations necessary for the eradication of scabies in sheep. 

Sec. 12. Any person, firm or partnership or corporation violating the 
provisions of this chapter shall upon conviction thereof be fined not less 
than one hundred dollars ($100.00) and not to exceed five hundred dollars 
($500.00) ."

Four mornings a week my committee, a sub-committee of the committee 
on appropriations, has been receiving reports and budgetary requests from 
some fifty state departments. Of necessity only thirty to sixty minutes are 
allowed to each department, consequently, members of the committee have 
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been working direetly with personnel of the various departments to become 
better acquainted with the activities of the departments and to ascertain 
how valid are the appropriation askings. May I bring to your attention a 
situation which is most amazing. I should like to quote to you from a 
directive by one department head to all employees. "No employee of the 
................ department nor their emissaries shall contact or offer information 
to any member of the legislature without first clearing such action with the 
director." 

Does our highest truth come only from the department heads? It might be 
assumed that the lower eschelon of employees just don't know about their 
respective operation or maybe they know too much. This sounds like W asb­
ington not Iowa. 

Government should do for the people that which they cannot do for 
themselves. Our responsibility is not to promote various departments of 
government, but to determine the amount of government the people need. 
It is imperative we have free exchange of information at all levels to accom­
plish this end. 

May I make a further observation. The various departments are created 
by the General Assembly and receive authority to implement their programs 
from this body. It is difficult for me to understand why they should be out 
campaigning for new programs, in some cases rather radical changes in 
government, when we here in the General Assembly have not passed on 
these measures. To illustrate I have an article from the Omaha World 
Herald, Sunday, February 17, where an employee of one of our state 
departments was promoting legislation. Also some departments keep em­
ployees constantly in this chamber. I hasten to say these are isolated cases 
and most of the state employees in the chamber are here on invitation of 
the legislators. There seems to be an overall tendency for employees in the 
state government to decide what they want in new programs for their 
department and begin selling this program to the people even to the extent 
of utilizing government agencies. Now we find an effort to control the 
expreBBions of their subordinates, as one department head said, "to have a 
solid front with the legislature." This is a most concerning situation. The 
people and not the department heads should call for new programs, and 
shouldn't we have complete freedom of expression on all levels?

The following committee amendment was considered : 
Amend Senate File 86 by striking all after the enacting clause and inaert­

ing in lieu thereof the following: 
"Section 1. Definitions. 
1. 'Department' means the department of agriculture of the State of 

Iowa. 
2. 'Division' means the animal disease eradication division of the agri­

cultural research service of the United States department of agriculture. 
3. 'Scabies' means a communicable skin disease caused by infestation with 

mites of the species psoroptes, sarcoptes, chorioptes or psorergates. 
4. 'Infected animal' means an animal of the ovine species which shows 

clinical evidence of scabies or in which the presence of the scabies mite is 
demonstrated. 

5. 'Approved stockyard or livestock market' means any place where 
sheep are assembled for public auction, private sale, or on a commission 
basis which is under state or federal supervision. 

6. 'Licensed dealer' means any person who is licensed by the Iowa depart­
ment of agriculture who is engaged in the business of buying for resale, 
selling, or exchanging sheep as a principal or agent or who holds himself 
out as so engaged but does not include employees of a licensed sheep dealer 
doing business in the name of such dealer or the owner or operator of a 
farm who exchanges only sheep which have been kept by him solely for 
feeding or breeding purposes and does not hold himself out as so engaged 
or as a livestock auction market acting strictly on a consignment basis. 

7. 'Accredited veterinarian' means a veterinarian who is licensed by the 
state in which he practices, is approved by the department of agriculture 
or the livestock sanitary authority of that state, and is accredited by the 
United States department of agriculture. 

8. 'Official health certificate' means a legal record covering the require­
ment of the State of Iowa and approved by the proper livestock sanitary 
official of the state of origin and issued by an accredited veterinarian. 

9. 'Certified scabies free area' means an area in which all sheep have been 
inspected by a representative of the Iowa department of agriculture or of 
the animal disease eradication division of the United States department of 
agriculture and are found to be free of any evidence of scabies and such 
fact is certified to by both agencies. 

10. 'Area' means one or more counties or portions thereof. 
Sec. 2. All breeding and feeding sheep offered for sale or euhange at 

any market or at any dealer's premises, or otherwise moved or released from 
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any market or dealer's premises, vehicle or conveyance, shall, within ten 
(10) days prior to sale, exchange, release, or movement, be dipped in an 
approved dip under the supervision of the Iowa department of agriculture 
or of the animal disease eradication division of the United States depart­
ment of agriculture. 

Sec. 3. All sheep so dipped shall be accompanied by a certificate show­
ing that the sheep were dipped under supervision. 

Sec. 4. Market operators and dealers in sheep shall provide satisfactory 
dipping facilities approved by the department and shall maintain records 
which show the true origin of the sheep including name and addreas of the 
seller or consignor, number, date of receipt, date of dipping, and including 
all certificates, permits, waybills, bills of lading for each consignment of 
sheep consigned to and leaving the market or dealer's premises. All records 
shall be retained for a period of one (1) year and made available upon 
demand by a representative of the department. 

Sec. 6. Animals may be sold for slaughter without dipping. Sheep when 
inspected at the market or dealer's premises and found free of scabies or 
no known exposure thereto, may be sold for slaughter purposes without dip­
ping if consigned directly and immediately on a slaughter affidavit to a 
slaughtering establishment operating under federal, state or municipal 
meat inspection service. Such sheep shall be identified with the letter 'K' in 
red branding paint at least four inches high on their back except those 
consigned to such slaughtering establishment by the original owner. 

Sec. 6. Sheep found to be infected with or exposed to scabies at a mar­
ket, dealer's premises or elsewhere, shall be immediately dipped, as directed 
by and under the supervision of the department, at owner's expense. Such 
sheep shall remain under quarantine until released by the department, ex­
cept that sheep infected with or exposed to scabies may be moved, without 
dipping, directly to a slaughter establishment under federal inspection, 
under permit from the department. No sheep shall be moved into or within 
the State of Iowa for any purpose except as provided in this chapter and 
the regulations of the department. 

Sec. 7. When all flocks of sheep within a county have been inspected by a 
representative of the department and are found to be free of scabies, the 
department may certify the county as a 'scabies free area'. 

Sec. 8. Sheep from noncertified scabies free areas within Iowa shall 
not enter certified scabies free areas unless they have been dipped in an 
approved dil) under supervision within ten (10) days preceding movement 
and satisfactory evidence of dipping accompanies the shipment, except such 
sheep may move into certified scabies free areas if consigned directly to a 
stockyard market, auction market or slaughter establishment, under federal 
inspection, provided the sheep are accompanied by a certificate stating num­
ber, description, consignor and consignee. 

Sec. 9. All sheep entering the state for breeding or feeding purposes 
shall be accompanied by a permit and by a health certificate stating the 
sheep are from a certified scabies free area or if not from a certified scabies 
free area that they have been dipped in an approved dip within ten (10) 
days prior to movement. All livestock markets, dealers and individuals shall 
retain all incoming waybills, permits and health certificates for a period of 
one year, same to be made available upon demand by the department. 

Sec. 10. All persons engaged in the shearing of sheep shall immediately 
report any suspicion of or evidence of scabies to the department. 

Sec. 11. The department is empowered to make and promulgate rules 
and regulations necessary for the eradication of scabies in sheep. 

Sec. 12. Any person, firm or partnership or corporation violating the 
provisions of this chapter shall upon conviction thereof be fined not less 
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than one hundred dollars ($100.00) and not to exceed five hundred dollan 
($500.00)."

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menta, ideas or inventions does not create nor afford any legal protection 
thereof under the U. S. patent laws, and that the acquisition of such pro­
tection is the sole responsibility of applicants."

7. Section 10, line 7, by inserting after the word "ear" the following: 
"either with a vaccination tattoo or the purebred identification tattoo". 

8. Section 13, line 3, by striking the word and figures "eighteen (18)" and 
inserting in lieu thereof the word and figures "twenty-one (21) ". 

Further amend section 13, line 13, by striking the word and figures 
"eighteen (18)" and inserting in lieu thereof the word and figures "twenty­
one (21) ". 

9. Section 14, line (2), by striking the word "untested". 
10. Section 18, by striking from line 4 all after the word "disclosed", 

also all of line 5 and that part of line 6 preceding the word "shall". 
11. By adding the following new section following section 28: 
"A four (4) member legislative advisory committee of the Sixtieth Gen­

eral Assembly shall be established to be known as the "Brucellosis Advisory 
Committee" whose duties shall be to advise and confer with the chief of 
animal industry as requested by him in matters relating to implementing 
this Act. The powers of the committee shall be purely advisory. The com­
mittee shall be composed of two (2) members of the senate to be appointed 
by the president of the senate and two (2) members of the house of repre­
sentatives to be appointed by the speaker of the house. It is preferable that 
such members shall have had experience in the production of cattle. Mem­
bers shall serve until the next regular session of the general assembly. Any 
vacancy in the membership of the committee shall be filled by appointment 
by the authority originally appointing the member whose position is vacant. 
Committee members shall be reimbursed for actual and necessary expenses 
incurred in the discharge of their duties."

We voted to remove that language from House File 64 because we were 
satisfied that the past interpretations of the Workman's Compensation Law 
do not require statutory ampWlcation. It is our understanding that the in­
terpretations have allowed the employer to select medical, surgical and hos­
pital services but nonetheless reserving the authority in the Industrial Com­
missioner for reasonable cause to permit the use of other medical, sureical 
or hospital services. We believe that this interpretation should remain 
unchanpd.

All said meetings, regular 
or special, shall be open to the public and any interested person may be 
heard and present evidence. If any agency shall conduct public hearings 
in regard to any rules such agency shall notify the members of the depart­
mental rules committee ten (10) days prior to such meeting. 

"Sec. 4. Members of the committee shall receive a per diem of thirty 
dollars per day for each day in attendance and shall be reimbursed for 
the actual necessary expenses incurred by them in the discharge of their 
duties. All such expenses and expense of publication shall be provided for 
by the budget and financial control committee from the contingent fund 
provided for the budget and financial control committee. 

"Sec. fi. Any agency empowered by statute to make rules shall submit 
a copy of each proposed rule, or amendment thereto, citing their authority 
and the statute the rule is intended to implement and in the style and form 
prescribed by the code editor, to the attorney general who shall within thirty 
(30) days after receiving such copy give to the agency in writing his 
opinion on the form and legality of the proposed rule. Unless within the 
aforesaid thirty (30) day period the attorney general renders his opinion 
upholding the form and legality of the proposed rule, the proposed rule 
shall have no further force or effect. 

"Sec. 6. Every agency shall, after receiving a favorable opinion from 
the attorney general on a proposed rule, submit six (6) copies of the pro­
posed rule, together with a copy of the attorney general's opinion, to the 
chairman of the departmental rules review committee. If the committee 
finds objection to such rule, it shall report such finding to the department 
proposing such rule together with its suggestion of how the objectionable 
part may be removed. The agency shall receive a report from said com­
mittee prior to filing the proposed rule with the secretary of state. 

"Sec. 7. Four (4) copies of all rules proposed, each with a copy of the 
attorney general's opinion attached thereto, shall be filed with the secretary 
of state. Temporary rules shall become effective upon such filing. Other 
rules, unless otherwise provided for, shall not become effective until thirty 
(30) days after such filing, but a later effective date may be specified in 
the rule. The secretary of state shall endorse upon the copies of rules so 
filed the date of filing and the date of the attorney general's opinion and 
index one ( 1) copy in the files of his office, transmit one (1) copy to the 
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code editor, and transmit two (2) copies to the chairman of the departmen­
tal rules review committee. 

"Sec. 8. All rules hereafter filed as provided in section seven (7) of 
this Act, with the committee's report attached thereto, shall be referred 
by the chairman of the departmental rules review committee to the 
speaker of the house and the president of the senate of the next regular 
session of the general assmbly who shall refer rules to the appropriate 
committees of the general assembly. 

"If the committee, to which a departmental rule has been referred, finds 
objection to such rule, it may report such finding to the general assembly 
together with its suggestion for the general assembly to proceed by law to 
overcome the objection.

"including the state board of regents, board of control of state institu­
tions, state highway commission and all divisions, boards, commissions, 
agencies or instumentalities of state, federal, county or municipal govern­
ment which derive disbursable funds from appropriations or allotments of 
funds raised by the levying and collection of taxes,". 

Sec. 2. Section four hundred twenty-two point forty-five (422.46), Code 
1962, is hereby further amended by inserting after the word "thereof'' in 
line three (3) of subsection six (6) the following: 

"including the state board of regents, board of control of state institu­
tions, state highway commission and all divisions, boards, commissions, 
agencies or instrumentalities of state, federal, county or municipal govern­
ment which derive disburaable funds from appropriations or allotments of 
funds raised by the levying and collection of tans,". 

Sec. 3. The refunds provided in the preceding section two (2) shall be 
retroactive and apply to any applications for refund now on file with the 
state tax commission, or hereafter filed therewith for projects now in 
process, upon which sales or use taxes are paid prior to the taking effect of 
this act. Any of the above mentioned governmental bodies shall be entitled 
to a refund of such taxes so paid upon making application to the state tax 
commission therefor.

JOINT CONVENTION 

In accordance with law and Senate Concurrent Resolution 9 duly 
adopted, the joint convention was called to order, President Mooty 
presiding. 

Hakes of Pocahontas rose on a point of personal privilege and 
presented to the joint convention a group of women, members of 
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the Women's Legislative League, who were dressed in costumes of 
pioneer days. 

Mensing of Cedar moved that a committee of four consisting of 
two members from the Senate and two members from the House be 
appointed to escort the Pioneer Lawmakers to the House chamber. 

Motion prevailed and tbe President appointed as such committee 
Senator Grimstead of Winnebago and Senator Stephens of Washing­
ton, on the part of the Senate, and Representatives Mensing of Cedar 
and Hagedorn of Clay, on the part of the House. 

The committee waited upon the Pioneer Lawmakers and escorted 
them to the well of the House. 

President Mooty presented to the joint convention Mrs. Carroll 
Lane, wife of the Secretary of the Senate, who sang and played 
several medleys entitled "Musical Memories." 

President Mooty presented to the joint convention Senator Robert 
R. Rigler, Majority Leader of the Iowa Senate, who on behalf of the 
Senate welcomed the Pioneer Lawmakers. 
MR. PRESIDENT, MR. SPEAKER, DISTINGUISHED PIONDJRS, FELLOW LEGISLA­

TORS: 
It is truly an honor for me to have the privilege of welcoming you, on 

behalf of the Iowa Senate, to this traditional meeting. Though I can 
make no claim to being a pioneer yet, this occasion holds special significance 
for me. Just ten years ago this day my wife and I came to the State 
House to make our first visit to the Legislature. We were disappointed to 
learn that we could not see any floor debate because of the Pioneer Law­
makers joint session. We decided to come over to the House and see what 
was going on. We sat on that bench in the corner to my far right. We 
heard the most fluent orator I had ever heard; I learned later his name was 
Congressman Burton Sweet of Waverly. The thing which I moat remember 
about his address was how he stressed that in his mind's eye he could recall 
certain of his former legislative colleagues, just where they sat in this 
chamber, some of their characteristics, virtues and even a few frailties. This 
man, his message, these impressive chambers inspired me. From that day 
on I was a candidate for the State Senate. 

I am reminded of a quotation I had to learn many years ago in English 
Literature. "The old order changeth, yielding place to new. And God ful­
fills himself in many ways, lest one good custom should corrupt the world." 
Your presence here reminds us that change is constantly taking place. We 
have new issues, new problems, even new philosophies. We have new faces 
in the same old seats, seats we sometimes come to regard as our personal 
possession and not belonging to the people of our great state. 

While the old order does change, we are reminded on this occasion that 
there are certain fundamental truths which can never change. Truths such 
as integrity, personal responsibility, thrift, honor, liberty and freedom. 

You pioneers practiced these virtues. May we never forget them. You left 
us a rich tradition and heritage. May your presence here remind us and our 
successors to think and act nobly, so that Iowans in the years to come can 
proudly hail us as Pioneer Lawmakers. 
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President Mooty presented to the joint convention the Honorable 
Raymond Eveland, Minority Leader of the Iowa House of Representa­
tives, who on behalf of the House of Representatives welcomed the 
Pioneer Lawmakers with these remarks: 
MR. PREsiDilNT, MR. SPEAKER, PIONEER LAWMKERS AND LEGISLATORS: 

It is indeed a pleasure to welcome you, the Pioneers of Iowa Lawmaking. 
The word "pioneer" to all Americana is descriptive of courage, foresight, 
vision and leadership. 

The courage and foresight of Iowa lawmakers of yesteryear baa made 
possible great places of higher learning, which may be attended by all, re­
gardless of claaa, color or creed. You have obtained good eeboola for the 
young people of Iowa, and paved Iowa out of the mud. You made possible 
great state institutions for the care and rehabilitation of the many unfortu­
nate people. 

It would be well for all of us present lawmakers, in our sometlmea frus­
trating deliberations, to realize that these achievements did not come with­
out tireless effort and foresight of you who served before us. We only hope 
that when we are Pioneer Lawmakers, we will be as highly regarded as you 
are. Thank you. 

President Mooty presented the Honorable Stanley L. Hart, Presi­
dent of the Pioneer Lawmakers, and said: 

I am pleased to present to you at this time a very good friend of mine 
who holds an enviable record in the Iowa Senate, where he served with dis­
tinction for eighteen years. During this time he was selected three times 
by his colleagues to serve as their President pro tern. It is my great pleas­
ure to present Senator Stanley Hart of Keokuk. 

The Honorable Stanley Hart presented to the joint convention 
the Honorable Leo Elthon, Senator of Worth and former Lieutenant 
Governor and Governor of Iowa, who addressed the joint convention 
as follows: 
MR. Plu!lsiDilNT, MR. SPEAKER, PIONEER LAWMAKERS, MEMBERS OJ' TBB 

SENATE, MEMBERS OF THE HOUSE, MEMBERS OF TBB PREss, STATE EM­
PLOYEES AND VISITORS: 
After serving as a member of the Senate for 20 years, as Lieutenant 

Governor for four years, and after being your Governor for 62 daya and 
now again, a member of the Iowa Senate, I appear before you in the humil­
ity of one who knows the caliber of you who have and now faithfully do 
your part in promoting the public welfare and in advancing the beat inter­
ests of this great State of Iowa. 

It is only those who have had this relationship with you who really know 
your sincerity and your devotion to the welfare of our great state. 

At times in your serviee for the State of Iowa, you have been greatly 
disappointed and maybe somewhat chagrined. Many times you have plead 
your heart out for a bill, seemingly won all the arguments, but failed to get 
the majority vote. Other times when your bill was debated and amended, 
you could not support it on paaaage. All that was left of your bill was the 
file number. I remember one time I was going to be sure and get a eertain 
bill paaaed. So, I got 30 sponsors for the meaaure. It only takes 26 votes in 
the Senate to pass a bill-but the bill lost. When you do get a bUl paaaed 
sometimes, you wonder who the father really is. However, I am sure ~t 
your memories like mine are very pleasant and you wouldn't take a million 
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for them. Especially, the memories of good fellowship-of friends and of 
foes the same. As the years go by, we forget who was for and who was 
against but remember only who was there. 

This is as it should be for we all did what we thought was best. 
Iowa is now well along on its second century of statehood. On December 

28, 1846, it joined the other states and became the twenty-ninth state of 
the union and was admitted as a free state. In the first year of its state­
hood, the state motto was adopted: "Our Liberties We Prize and Our 
Rights We Will Maintain." Iowa has been faithful to this ideal. 

The Indians named our land "Iowa" which means "beautiful land.'' On 
the east, the Father of Waters flows southward into the great ocean and on 
the west, the "Mighty Mo" goes in the same general direction, joining the 
Misaissippi in our sister state which borders us on the south. To the north, 
we have Minnesota, the "land of 10,000 lakes.'' Within these borders live 
nearly 3,000,000 people. 

These people, and a great people they are, are by ancestry, Indiana, 
Swedes, Norwegians, Danes, Dutch, German, Engliah, Irish, Scotch, Italians, 
Greeks, Hebrews, Negroes and in fact, their ancestors came from every 
corner of the globe. Here in Iowa, they have all been welcome and have been 
accepted without any question as to their ancestry, their political belief, or 
their creed. Today, we pride ourselves in our tolerance for each and every 
group. 

Here, within our borders, we have developed the greatest agriculture 
economy in the world, producing more of the necessities of life than are 
produced in any like area. We supply many times the amount needed for 
our people and supply these commodities to all parts of the nation and the 
world. 

Besides being the top agricultural state of the union, we are now growing 
in industry. Many new manufacturing plants have been established in the 
last few years. Iowa bas an abundant supply of labor force. The newest 
interest in developing industry in Iowa is beginning to produce results. It is 
very evident that Iowa can become a powerful industrial area. 

In appraising Iowa, we do not forget our educational advantages. We 
have three state educational institutions that rate well in our nation and 
are continuing to graduate men and women who are in much demand over 
the nation. We have graduated and I am sure shall continue to graduate 
those who lead in their fields of science, law, education, business, agriculture, 
engineering, and religion. Our secondary schools have made wonderful ad­
vancement in the last years. We have a high average of intelligence in our 
people. Besides all of these public schools, there are many church schools 
that are doing a wonderful job in preparing young men and women to face 
the problems of life. 

Because of its geographical loeation in the heartland of the nation, we 
are the crossroads. Through Iowa flows much of the transcontinental trana­
portation. Our rivers carry much of the barge freight. The railroads 
traverse our state carrying merchandise from north to south and from east 
to west. 

We have a superb system of surfaced highways upon which trucks carry 
the products of the west coast to the east and from the St. Lawrence Water­
way to the south and west. Through Iowa flows much of the commerce of 
the nation. 

Our natural resources are immense, some of which are yet to be developed. 
And in this development, we shall certainly conserve them for those who fol­
low us. Our water resources and our conservation projects must be handled 
in such a way that the coming generations will benefit by our prudent Wl6 
and development of them. 
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We are one state in a union of 50. We certainly have obligations to the 
nation and to the rest of the states, and to the world. However, as I stated 
earlier, our state motto is "Our Liberties We Prize and Our Rights We Will 
Maintain." When we think of the things that have made Iowa great and of 
the problems that we, the State of Iowa, and the nation face, we cannot but 
have some misgivings as to what the future holds for us. It aeems to me 
we should at this time review the basic principles upon which our nation and 
our state have so gloriously prospered. 

In the first place, we are a republic and under our bill of rights, we are 
guaranteed certain inalienable rights, among which is the right to own 
and hold property. Together with this particular right, we have an obliga­
tion to support our government. In other words, for the right to own prop­
erty, the holding of this property carries with it the obligation to pay taxes. 
But the "power to tax is the power to destroy." When property taxes be­
come so great, that it is no longer prudent to hold and to have property, 
then "the power to tax has become the power to destroy." 

At this point, I want to commend those who have gone on before us, those 
who have had a part in developing this great state of ours. Those who so 
wisely forbid in our state constitution the contracting of a state debt of 
over $250,000.00 without providing means for the repayment thereof. This 
policy has been faithfully adhered to down through the years. 

We are now faced with a serious situation calling upon us who are now 
trusted with the destiny of our state for a solution. Our state is still 
financially sound for which we are thankful. But in this last year, we have 
spent $10,000,000.00 more than sound finances should allow. Very seldom in 
the history of our state has this happened. 

We only need to look at some of the states around us to see what course 
a state takes, if this matter is not quickly righted. Or let us look at the 
Federal Government that has increased its debt from four billion to over 
300 billion in our lifetime. When any division of government like any busi­
ness fails to balances its finances, it soon is in trouble and can only end in 
bankruptcy unless the remedy comes sure and quickly. 

We here in Iowa have only a small voice in the affairs of our nation, but 
those we have sent to Washington, by and large, have used their voice 
against this dangerous trend and are to be commended for it. But we the 
people of Iowa, and especially those holding positions in the legislature, 
have a responsibility under our constitution to see that the finances of Iowa 
are put in order. 

I was brought up to believe that one should never spend monies that 
belong to someone else. To do so certainly can only bring disaster. The 
people of Iowa are opposed to any increase in taxes. And most certainly, 
they are opposed to any increase in property tax. There have been several 
bills introduced in this session that would take some of the tax burden from 
property. But in order to do this, there has to be a shift of taxes to some 
other source. It is impossible to find a source that will be acceptable to all 
the people and bring the kind of revenue to the state treasury that we need 
for the purpose of replacement of property tax and for the reasonable needs 
of our state. 

When a candidate for the Iowa Senate, I told my people that I would 
vote against any increased appropriations unless there was a substantial 
reduction in property taxes. I have not changed my mind. With cattle prices 
and hog prices as much at $5.00 per cwt. less than they were a year ago, 
we cannot expect the farmer who has paid a large share of the taxes in 
Iowa to be very happy about any increase in taxes, especially property 
taxes. And I might add that most people in Iowa are farm minded and 
directly prosper as the farmer prospers. This is the most important quea-
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tion that faces this session of the legislature and will have to be resolved 
either in more taxes or less spending. 

The time is here, in fact, long past due, when those who believe in the 
principles upon which our republic was founded, to insist that those prin­
ciples be re-stated with clarity and force. And that the individual again be 
given a chance to provide for himself. 

Some of us believe that a function of government is to help make an 
opportunity for each of us to provide for himself and his family. There 
are others who believe that the government should simply provide for us. 
The one philosophy tends toward socialism. The other toward individualism 
and private enterprise. 

Those who want socialism are for more government both state and federal, 
and they seem to believe that the day in which a young man can start with 
only a will to do and be a success is past. This, of course, is far from the 
truth. 

There never was a time when there was more opportunity for one who 
is willing to work, save and advance himself. 

In this connection, this trend toward socialism or stateism, or call it what 
you may, in each advancing stage penalizes the individual with more taxes, 
more rules, more regulation, less freedom, less opportunity, and less money 
for himself to use for the necessities of life. 

It seems that we should have learned before this, that the price for 
financial security furnished by the government, whether it be state or fed­
eral, comes in exchange for the loss of liberty and freedom. 

Our whole economy and most individuals in it groan with the load of 
taxes that are extracted by this process. But as the load gets heavier, we 
expect more help financially and the government obliges and we get another 
round of taxes. 

Now, they speak of a tax cut when we are already billions otT balance and, 
at the same time, want to pass out more doles and more so-called security, 
all in the name of expanding our economy. 

How long can you fool the people? How long can you pile up a national 
debt? How much can you reduce the value of the dollar? 

The strength of our republic and the position that it has held among the 
nations was because of its wealth, its productivity, its liberty, and the rights 
of the individual. As these factors diminish, so our position deteriorates and 
we become a socialistic nation, unable to retain the respect and admiration 
of the rest of the world. 

I believe every man should have an opportunity to do and to dare, but 
I also believe that the government owes no man a living. We are fast be­
coming a nation of security minded people. A security provided by someone 
else. 

Those of us who believe in providing our own security by hard work, 
careful spending, and prudent investment are becoming the minority. It is 
for us to expound the virtues and the principles of our republic and of the 
capitalistic system that made us the the greatest nation of all time. 

I shall not leave this platform without expressing my faith in the ability 
and the desire of the legislature to solve this problem and the other prob­
lems which are before them. 

I also want to praise you who are here today and have served the state in 
the same capacity. For you too stood up to the problems of your day and 
honorably and ably solved them. 

There seems to be a tendency in our state as in all states, and the nation 
too, to continually expand the importance of government in our lives. There 
is no doubt that we need government, but I am reminded of the statement 
made by one of our peers, "the government that governs least governs 
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beat." And again, let me repeat our state motto, "Our Libertiee We Prize 
and Our Rights We Will Maintain." Only a few years ago, the state built a 
ftne office building, and by the way, Senator Stanley Hart waa the prime 
promoter and builder of this ftne building. We expected at Ulat time that 
this structure would be sufficient to bold the departments of state. And it 
should. But now, we find it is overflowing and if the tendency toward more 
government is not curtailed, we will need another just like it oDly biaer· 
I believe it is time to quit creating more departments, commissions, and ser­
vices. I think we should re-appraise the situation and reduce state aovern­
ment if at all possible. Therein lies the solution of tax reduction. This ia 
the road to the realization of what is best for Iowa. This is the fuUlllment 
of our state motto, "Our Liberties We Prize and Our Righta We Will 
Maintain."

Whereas, federal meat inspection is mandatory on all meat involved in 
interstate commerce. 

Whereas, federal inspection covers an estimated 80-85 percent of all meat 
slaughtered in the United States. 

Whereas, federal inspectors condemn as unfit for human consumption 
approximately one million pounds per day. 

Whereas, the division of animal industry estimates 75-80 percent of all 
animals slaughtered in Iowa are slaughtered under federal inspection. In 
addition, a few cities have their own service. The rest of the meat bas no 
inspection. It would appear that Iowa exceeds the national average for 
percent uninspected meat. 

Whereas, federal inspectors cover most of the large plants, thus state 
inspection of the remainder would be comparatively more costly unless 
federal assistance was received. 

Whereas, state inspection should be co-ordinated with existing federal 
and city services. 

Whereas, the large number of smaller locker plants in Iowa make 
efficient inspection more difficult, and this might be handled by exempting 
some low-volume plants or by authorizing local veterinarians to perform 
the inspection, and 

Whereas, no one, at present, feels qualified to draw up a bill that will 
provide adequate inspection, too little is known of the problems involved, 
therefore it seems the first step must be a study prepared for the Sixty­
first General Assembly; now therefore, 

Be It Resolved by the Senate, the House Concurring, That the legislative 
research bureau be directed to study the problem of co-ordination of state, 
federal and city meat inspection in conjunction with the stat\' of the state 
department of agriculture, cause a proper bill to be prepared and report, 
with the cost of such proposals, to the Sixty-first General Assembly.

COMMUNICATION. FROM THE GOVERNOR 

The following communication was received announcing that on 
April 3, 1963, the Governor had disapproved Senate File 1, relating 
to controlled access highways: 

The Honorable W. L. Mooty, 
Lieutenant Governor, 
President of the Senate, 
Sixtieth General Aaaembly, 
State Capitol, 
Dee Moines, Iowa. 
Dear Sir: 

April 8, 1968. 

Senate File 1, an Act relating to controlled access highways, is hereby 
disapproved and returned to Senate in· accordance with Article III, Section 
16, Constitution of the State of Iowa. 

A chief executive does not move lightly to disapprove a measure that 
bas been ·passed by two successive sessions· of the General Assembly. 
Obviously this legislation has the support of many thoughtful and sincere 
persons-both in and outside of the legislature. Obviously it reflects the 
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fact that the State Highway Commission's policies relating to aecesa con­
trol have been subject to serious criticism and that there has been aub­
stantial justification for this criticism. 

However, after careful study, I have diaapproved this bill because I am 
convinced it is in the public interest to do so. The implications of the bill 
are far from clear-and this fact in itself makes its desirability as legis­
lation questionable. Moreover, after bearing the arguments on both sides, 
evaluating the facts and reading the legal eitations, I became convinced 
that enactment of this legislation, whatever its intentions and justifications 
might be, would seriously jeopardize the future of our highway program 
in Iowa. Believing this, I had no choice but to exercise the veto. 

Perhaps no single pieee of legislation in the past two legislative sesaions 
has aroused such strong feelings both for and against it in the General 
Assembly. The facts on both sides have been distorted at times by the 
emotions aroused and the controversy has been magnifted in the news head­
lines. It has been more difficult than it should have been for aDJOne to 
arrive at an objeetive and dispassionate evaluation of the faeta. 

I want to make it entirely elear that some of the members of the 
Assembly whom I respeet the most have supported this legislation. They 
have supported it because they feel that the Highway Commission's aeeess 
control policies have impaired property rights along the highways and 
that the commission staff has been dictatorial at times in carrying out 
these policies. 

Bluntly, I believe that the legislature's criticism is in certain important 
respeets sound and justified. I simply do not believe that this bill is the 
proper answer. I am convinced that it goes too far. 

In 1955, the Iowa Legislature wrote into the law of our state that access 
control "is neeesaary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, 
health and safety, and for the promotion of the general welfare." This 
act would repeal that declaration and would state in its place that "all own· 
ers or occupants of land abutting any street or highway have the right 
of free and convenient access" to such street or highway from such land. 

The term "free and convenient access" is unquestionably one which 
would have to be defined by the courts, but this and other provisions of the 
bill raise a definite question as to whether the state highway authorities 
could prevent a property owner from building an unlimited number of 
driveways onto a road without excessive expenditure of state funds. A 
property owner certainly should not be denied access from his property to 
a road, but the authority to restrict the owner to reasonable aeeesa has 
been held to be legally sound and in the public interest. 

The Supreme Court of Iowa bas deelared that owners of the land adjacent 
to the Interstate Highway System and other controlled access highways 
established on new locations have no right of direet aecesa to the new road 
where none existed before. Senate File 1 would seem to create vested 
access rights along such new highways where there was no access before 
the road was built. It would be neeessary for the state, at considerable 
expense, to acquire these newly created access interests along miles of the 
Interstate System and other important segments of our highway system 
in order to prevent congested development and cross traftlc that would 
retard traffic movement and increase driving hazards. I have been informed 
that the Federal Government, under a long standing policy, would not 
participate in the cost of such acquisition. 

There have been various estimates as to what this bill would cost the 
taxpayers of Iowa, and undoubtedly some of these estimates have been 
high. But there is no question in my mind that the coat would be sub­
stantial, running into millions of dollars. It is self-evident that state fundi 
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used to pay for created access interests could not be used for new highway 
construction or for improvements in existing highways. The expenditures 
would thus benefit a minority of property owners at the expense of the 
general public. 

I believe that the deficiencies and grievances at which this act is aimed 
ean be remedied by proper administration of our present laws. Last 
October, the Highway Commission revised ita access control policies and 
attempted to correet those practices that were repugnant to the general 
public. Highway officials more recently have expressed a willingness to 
remedy any further deficiencies that are found to exist. 

In conclusion, I want to dearly recognize the fact that the main intention 
of Senate Flle 1 is to proteet the rights of individual owners along our 
highways. I am completely in accord with this goal. I simply feel that 
this bill has other, unintentional implications that conflict with the in­
terests of the general public. 

This does not mean that I would oppose legislation that would earry out 
this main objective without other results. Furthermore, I want to assure 
the General Assembly that I will clearly instruct the new Highway Com­
mission which will take office July 1 to do everything possible at the 
administrative level to insure that property owners along our highways 
are not deprived of their actual access rights without just compensation.

Wkere48, there has been agreed, by the' librarians of several states in 
convention assembled, a compact which if adopted by the p~rticipating 
etate will make the most efficient use of library equipment to the greatest 
number of .users,. now therefore : . · 

Be It Re•olved btl the Senate, the House Concurring, That the . General 
Assembly agrees to the following Interstate Library Compact: · 

The contracting states agree that: 
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ARTICLE I-PURPOSE 
Because the desire for the services provided by public libraries traueenda 

governmental boundaries and can be provided moat eft'ectively by giving nch 
services to communities of people regardless of jurisdictional linea, it ia 
the policy of the states who are parties to this compact to CCHtperate and 
share their responsibilities in providing joint and cCHtperatlve library 
services in areas where the distribution of population makes the provialon 
of library service on an interstate basis the moat eft'ective way to provide 
adequate and efficient services. 

ARTICLE II-PROCEDURE 
The appropriate officials and agencies of the party states or any of their 

political subdivisions may, on behalf of said states or political subdiviaioDI, 
enter into agreements for the co-operative or joint conduct of library aerT­
icea when they shall find that the executions of agreements to that end as 
provided herein will facilitate library services. 

ARTICLE III-CONTENT 
Any such agreement for the co-operative or joint establishment, opera­

tion or use of library services, facilities, personnel, equipment, materiala 
or other items not excluded because of failure to enumerate shall, as 
among parties of the agreement: ( 1) detail the specific nature of the 
services, facilities, properties or personnel to which it is applicable; (2) 
provide for the allocation of coats and other financial responsibilities; (3) 
specify the respective rights, duties, obligations and liabilities; (4) stipu­
late the terms and conditions for duration, renewal, termination, abroga­
tion, disposal of joint or common property, if any, and all other matters 
which may be appropriate to the proper eft'ectuation and performance of 
said agreement. 

ARTICLE IV-CONFLICT OF LAWS 
Nothing in this compact or in any agreement entered into hereunder 

shall be construed to supersede, alter, or otherwise impair any obl.iption 
imposed on any public library by otherwise applicable laws. 

ARTICLE V-ADMINISTRATOR 
Each state shall designate a compact administrator with whom copies 

of all agreements to which his state or any subdivision thereof ia party 
shall be filed. The administrator shall have such powers as may be COD· 
ferred upon him by the laws of his state and may consult and co-operate 
with the compact administrators of other party states and take such steps 
as may effectuate the purposes of thia compact.

6. "Coat to the proceaaor or distributor'' aa applied to dairy products shall 

mean coat to the proceuor or distributor thereof which shall include the 
price paid for raw materials used in such dairy products plus that part of 
the cost of doing buaineu of such proceasor or distributor that is attribut­
able to such dairy products, which shall include labor, salaries, rent, interest, 
depreciation, power, supplies, maintenance of equipment, selling costs, ad­
vertising, transportation and delivery coats, credit losses, taxes, insurance 
and all overhead expenses of the processor or distributor. 

7. "Coat to the retailer" means the invoice price paid by the retailer plus 
the retailer's coat of doing business. In the absence of specific evidence to 
the contrary, the coat of doing business shall be presumed to be ten (10) 
percent of the invoice price, and this coat shall be calculated to the nearest 
half cent per sales unit. 

8. "Sale" and "sell" means and include any any commercial transfer for 
consideration, exchange, barter, gift, offer for sale and distribution in any 
manner or by any means whatsoever. 

9. "Retailer" means any person within this state engaged in the business 
of operating any retail establishment or institution, including but not 
limited to hospitals, schools, hotels, restaurants, grocery stores, drug stores 
and automatic vending machines where dairy products are consumed or sold 
to customera. 

10. "Injuring competition" shall mean lessening competition tending to 
create a monopoly, or injuring, destroying or preventing competition with 
any penon, who sells or knowingly buys any dairy product below coat, or 
who diverts trade from a competitor of any person selling dairy products 
below cost. 

Sec. 2. No proceuor, distributor, or retailer shall for the purpose or 
with the effect of injuring competition offer to sell or sell within the state 
of Iowa, any dairy product for leaa than the cost thereof to such processor, 
distributor, or retailer, provided, however, that the department may au­
thorize sales for less than cost of damaged goods, when the product is no 
longer fit for human consumption, or to liquidate stocks pursuant to court 
proceaa or for other purposes which it deems consistent with the objectives 
of this Act. Proof of the offer to sell, or sale of milk products by a proces­
sor, distributor or retailer for less than cost to the processor, distributor or 
retailer is prima facie evidence of a violation of this section. 

Sec. 8. No processor, distributor, or retailer shall, for the purpose or 
with the effect of injuring competition, offer to sell or sell any dairy product 
with any other commodity or service at a combined price which is less than 
the aggregate of the cost of the dairy product plus the price at which the 
other commodity or service is ordinarily offered for sale. Proof of the offer 
to sell, or sale of the milk product and any other commodity or service at 
a combined price which is leaa than the aggregate of the price for which 
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the milk product and the other commodity or service are offered for sale, 
is prima facie evidence of a violation of this section. 

Sec. 4. No processor or distributor shall, for the purpose or with the 
effect of injuring competition, give or offer to give any retailer and no re­
tailer shall accept any rebate, discount, free services, advertising allowance, 
pay for advertising space used jointly, donation, free merchandise, rent on 
space used by the retailer for storing or displaying the processor's or dis­
tributor's merchandise, financial aid, free equipment, or any other thing of 
value. This shall not prevent bona fide sales of equipment, fumiture or 
fixtures to a retailer for not less than ten (10) percent above seller's cost 
or invoice price for cash or on the unconditional written promise of such 
retailer to pay for same in a period not to exceed thirty-six (36) months and 
at an interest rate of not less than six (6) percent. 

Sec. 6. No processor, distributor or retailer shall, for the purpose or 
with the effect of injuring competition, discriminate in price in the sale of 
any dairy product between sections, localities, communities, cities, or towns 
of this state: Provided that nothing herein contained shall prevent a 
difference in the cost of raw materials, delivery costs, or the actual cost of 
transportation, or sales made in good faith to meet an equally low lawful 
price of a competitor in order to keep a customer. When different prices 
are charged because of a difference in raw material or delivery costs, or 
because of transportation costs, a report, on a form obtainable from the 
department, shall be filed with the department showing the different prices 
by section, locality, community, city or town, and the reasons for the differ­
ence in specific statistics of different raw material prices or in actual trans­
portation costs computed according to sound accounting practices. When 
different prices are charged in good faith in order to meet the equally low 
lawful price of a competitor in order to keep a customer, written notice 
shall be sent the same day by registered or certified mail to the department 
stating the name and address of the favored customer, the price given him, 
the price met, and the name and address of the competitor offering the 
price met. 

Sec. 6. In any case in which a complaint is made in writing to the 
department by a person claiming to be injured because of a violation of the 
provisions of this Act, the department shall forthwith cause an investiga­
tion to be made of the complaint. If, in the judgment of the department, 
investigation reveals that there is probable cause for the complaint, the 
department may call upon the attomey general or the county attomey of 
the county in which violation occurs, who shall institute an injunction action 
to enjoin violation of this Act, in which case it is the duty of the attomey 
general or county attorney to institute and prosecute such injunctive action, 
or the department may take further action as provided in section eight (8) 
hereof. 

Sec. 7. The department is authorized and directed to promulgate rules 
and regulations to carry out the purposes of this Act, including rules of 
notice and procedure for proceedings before the department under this 
Act. The department is authorized and empowered to hold hearings, ad­
minister oaths and to issue subpoenas for persons and pertinent records. 
In case of failure or refusal to obey a subpoena issued to any person, any 
court, upon application by the department, may issue an order requiring 
the person to appear before the department, there to produce evidence, or 
give testimony touching the matter under investigation. 

Sec. 8. Whenever the department has reason to believe that any person 
required to obtain a license under section one hundred seventy point two 
(170.2), Code 1962, has violated any of the provisions of this Act or any 
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rules or regulations adopted thereunder, or whenever proper evidence has 
been presented to the departmnt that any person is violating such provi­
sions, and it appears to the department that a proceeding should be had to 
determine whether his license should be refused, suspended or revoked, the 
department shall serve notice on such person in writing by certified mail of 
the charges and grounds upon which a license is sought to be refused, sus­
pended, or revoked and of the time and place, not less than ten (10) days 
hence, at which a hearing will be held to determine whether to refuse, sus­
pend or revoke his license. Any person whose license is sought to be refused, 
suspended or revoked shall have full rights to counsel, and to produce wit­
nesses in his behalf at the hearing. The department may after full investi­
gation and hearing, refuse said license or suspend said license for a period 
not to exceed six (6) months. 

Sec. 9. The license of any processor, distributor or retailer licensed 
under section one hundred seventy point two (170.2), Code 1962, may be 
suspended or revoked by the district court upon proof of violations of any 
provision of this Act. Upon proof of the second violation such license shall 
be suspended for not to exceed six (6) months, upon proof of the third viola­
tion shall be suspended for one (1) year. The clerk of court, upon entry of 
judgment of suspension or revocation, shall immediately forward to the 
department a certified copy thereof. 

Sec. 10. Any person who suffers pecuniary loss because of a violation of 
this Act may recover in the district court of this state from the violator 
treble damages for loss caused by such violation, together with his costs 
and reasonable attorney fees. 

Sec. 11. It is hereby declared to be the legislative intent that if this 
Act cannot take effect in its entirety because of the decision of any court 
holding unconstitutional any part, sentence or clause thereof, the remaining 
provisions of the Act shall be given full force and effect as completely as if 
the part held unconstitutional had not been included herein.

No more than one (1) of the bonuses provided by this Act shall be paid 
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for oil produced from the same oil producing zone, pool or structure as 
determined by the state geologist. 

It shall be the duty of the governor upon receipt of such notice to appoint 
a suitable person to examine the same, whose duty it shall be to report on the 
location and the capacity thereof. In the event such report shows a well 
located within the state, of a capacity entitling the same to receive the benefit

Whenever 
the commiasion, after a hearing held after reasonable notice, finds any 
public utility's rates, charges, schedules, service or regulations are unjust, 
unreasonable, discriminatory or otherwise in violation of any provision 
of law, the commiasion shall determine just, reasonable and nondiscrimina­
tory rates, charges, schedules, service or regulations to be thereafter 
observed and enforced."

The committee shall submit one (1) name to the governor as ita recom­
mendation for the office of director of civil defense.' 

Sec. 2. Section twenty-eight A point three (28A.3), Code 1962, is hereby

Division 2 of the amendment was lost. 

Senator Walter otfered the folloWing amendment flied by Senators 
Walter, Main, Cowden, Walker, Getting, Buck, Elijah, Flatt, Hill, 
Stephens and Elthon: 

Amend Senate File 437 by inserting in line eight (8) of section twenty· 
five (25) after the word "person." the following: 

"Upon the trial of any civil or criminal action or proceeding arising out 
of acts alleged to have been committed by any person while in an intoxi· 
cated condition, evidence of the amount of alcohol in the person's blood at 
the time of the act alleged as shown by a chemical analYJSis of hia blood, 
breath, saliva or urine is admissible. For the purpose of this aeetion: 
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1. Evidence that there was, at that time, five-hundedth (.05) of one (1) 
percent or less, by weight of aleohol in his blood, is prima facie evidence 
that the person was not in an intoxicated condition. 

2. Evidence that there was, at that time, more than five-hundredths (.06) 
of one (1) percent and less-than fifteen-hundredths (.16) of one (1) percent 
by weight of alcohol in the person's blood is relevant evidence, but it is not 
to be given prima facie effect in indicating whether the person was in an 
intoxieated condition. 

3. Evidence that there was, at that time, fifteen-hundredths (.16) of one 
(1) percent or more by weight of alcohol in his blood, shall be admitted aa. 
prima facie evidence that the person was in an intoxicated condition. 

4. Percent by weight of alcohol in the blood shall be based upon milli­
grams of alcohol per one hundred (100) milligrams of blood. 

Senator Nolan raised a point of order on the amendment for the 
reason that the amendment was not germane to the bill. 

The Chair ruled the point well taken and the amendment out of 
order for the reason that the amendment attempts to amend the 
provisions of the bill relating to the imposition of civil' liability. 
Since the amendment is broader and deals both with c!ivil and 
criminal actions and rules of evidence, it is beyond the seope of 
the bill. 

Senator Stephens appealed from the ruling of the Chair. 

Senator Stephens asked and received unanimous consent to with-
draw his appeal. 

Senator Walker offered the following amendment : 
Amend Senate File 437 by inserting at the end of section 26 the following: 
"Section one hundred twenty-five point two (125.2), Code 1962, is 

amended by striking all of said section after the word 'whatever' in line six 
(6)." 

Senator Shaff raised a point of order on the amendment for the 
reason that the amendment was not germane to the bill. 

The Chair ruled the point well taken and the amendment out of 
order for the reason that it would affect a chapter of the Code not 
covered by the scope of this bill. 

Senator Doran offered the following amendment and moved its 
adoption: 

Amend Senate File 437 as follows: 
Amend section 25 by striking the period (.) after the word "penon'~ in 

line 8 and insert the following: "for all damages actually sustained, as 
well as exemplary damages." 

The amendment was adopted. 

Senator Flatt called up for consideration the amendment filed by 
Senators Flatt, Cowden, Stephens and Hill, filed on April 5 and 
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found on pages 768, 769 and 770 of the Senate Journal, and re­
quested an opinion from the Chair as to whether or not the amend­
ment was germane to the bill. 

The Chair ruled that the amendment is not germane to the bill. 
In making this ruling the Chair is following the same basic rules 
regarding germaneness that have been followed all session. The Chair 
has carefully restricted the use of amendments which attempted to 
bring extraneous material into a bill. The orderly handling of bills 
requires that the main subject of each bill should be strictly followed 
and that the addition of material not directly connected with the 
fundamental objectives of a bill should always be ruled as not 
germane to the contents of a bill. 

The Chair also stated that the ruling applies to the amendment to 
the amendment filed by Senator Walker. 

Senator Hill offered the following amendment and moved its 
adoption:

"Section 1. Section four hundred twenty-seven point one (427.1), Code 

1962, is hereby amended by adding thereto the following new subsection: 
'All personal property in transit.' 
"Sec. 2. Chapter four hundred twenty-seven ( 427), Code 1962, ia hereby 

amended by adding thereto the following new sections: 
1. 'When used in this chapter, the term "personal property in transit" 

means inanimate tangible personal property, goods, wares and merchandiae: 
(a) Which is moving in interstate commerce through or over the State 

of Iowa, or 
(b) Which is consigned to a private warehouse within the State of Iowa 

from outside the State of Iowa for storage in transit to a final destination 
outside the State of Iowa, whether the out-of-state ultimate destination wu 
specified when transportation begins or afterward. 

2. a. '"Private warehouse", for the purposes of this chapter, shall mean 
any building, structure, or inclosure used or to be used for storage of 
inanimate tangible goods, wares or merchandise by and belonging to private 
per10n, partnership, joint venture, corporation, fiduciary, tru11t or estate. 

b. "Personal property in transit" is deemed to have acquired no situs in 
Iowa for purposes of taxation. Such "person property in transit" shall not 
be deprived of exemption because it is, or may be, bound, divided, severed, 
broken in bulk, labeled or relabeled, packaged or repackaged while in tbe 
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warehouse or because the property is being held for reconsignment outside 
the State of Iowa. 

3. a. 'All personal property claimed to be "person property in transit" 
shall be designated as such upon the books and records of the warehouse 
where such personal property is located. 

b. The books and records of the warehouse shall be of sueh nature as to 
show a description of the property, the quantity, value and sourc·e of each 
shipment received and a description of the property, the quantity, value 
and destination of all goods taken from the warehouse, with each such 
receipt or release of such goods dated and described. Such records shall be 
transmitted to the asseBBor or assessors of the taxing district or districts 
in which the warehouse is located for examination and verific·atton and at 
such time show a recapitulation which must reveal that all shipments (or 
parts thereof) received are either on hand or disposed of by delivery or 
destruction and, if by destTuction, by what means destroyed or partially 
destroyed, and if partially destroyed, then what disposition was e1feeted. 
The annual date of such transmittal of such records shall be not later than 
February first of each year and shall cover the annual accounting period 
of the warehouse as established on its books and records for all purposes 
which period has concluded prior to January first of each year. Such other 
reports as may be required by assessors on a periodic basis may be tl'ans­
mitted in form of a written report or in form of copies of bills of lading 
countersigned by the consignee or his agent containing the factors first 
enumerated above, as mutually agreed upon by the assessor, or aaaessora, 
and operator o.f the warehouse. .., 

c. The books and records of any warehouse in which "personal property 
in transit" is stored shall be open at all times to the inspection of authorised 
personnel of the state tax commission and the taxing authorities of any 
political subdivision of the State of Iowa. 

4. 'Any penon, firm, co-partnership, .association, corporation, joint ven­
ture, fiduciary, trust or estate making claim to no situs status of any proP­
erty under this chapter shall do so in the form and manner prescribed by 
the state tax commission on or before February first of each personal 
property tax assessment year. Such claim shall be filed with the assessor or 
assessors of the district or districts in which the property is situated. All 
such claims shall be accompanied by a certification of the warehouse 
operator as to the status on its books of the property involved, and all such 
claims shall be allowed in accordance with the decision of the board or 
boards of review of such taxing district or districts in which the property 
is situated. 

6. 'Where the records of the warehouse indicate, or where an audit of 
such records indicates, as the case may be, that goods handled by or disposed 
of through such warehouse with a destination within the State of Iowa, 
the total market value of such goods with such destination shall be taken 
into acc·ount in determination of their actual value in accordance with sec­
tions four hundred twenty-eight point seventeen (428.17) and four hundred 
twenty-eight point twenty-one ( 428.21) of the Code, and such actual value 
shall be the basis for determining the assessed valuation of merchandise 
inventory of the warehouse for the year next following the year for which 
such total market value is computed. 

6. 'If any owner, shipper, warehouse operator, or the agent or employee 
of any owner, shipper, or warehouse operator shall misrepresent, conceal or 
secrete any personal property as defined herein of which he is possessed 
either by title or by custody so as to evade or avoid assessment or levy of 
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taxes, then such owner, shipper, or warehouse operator shall be liable to the 
taxing district in which the personal property is located at the time of such 
misrepresentation, concealment or secreting of such personal property for 
such assessment or levy of taxes so evaded or avoided plus a penalty of 
five per cent (5o/o) for each month of such evasion or avoidance up to a 
maximum of twenty-five per cent (25o/o) plus interest on the amount of 
such assessment or levy of taxes at the rate of six per cent (6o/o) per 
annum. 

7. 'If any person wilfully makes or causes to be made any statement to 
the officer charged with assessment or valuation of property for tax pur­
poses in his taxing district containing a false statement of a material fact, 
be be owner, shipper, storageman, or warehouseman, he shall be guilty 
of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be punished by a fine of not 
less than one hundred (100) dollars or more than five hundred (500) 
dollars or by imprisonment in the county jail for not less than thirty (80) 
days or more than one hundred fifty (150) days.'"

for by the county of legal settlement.' 

'4. The busineaa manager shall deposit the patients' personal deposit 
fund in a commercial account of a bank of reputable standing. When de­
posita in the commercial account exceed average monthly withdrawals, the 
business manager may deposit the excess at interest. The savings account 
shall be in the name of the patients' personal deposit fund and interest 
paid thereon may be used for recreational purposes at the hospital.' " 

"See. 2. Chapter two hundred twenty-three (223), Code 1962, is hereby 
amended by adding the following new sections: 

'1. There is hereby established at each hospital a fund known as the 
patients' personal deposit fund.' 

'2. Any funds coming into the possession of the superintendent or any 
employee of the hospital belonging to any patient in that hospital, shall be 
deposited in the name of that patient in the patients' personal deposit 
fund, except that if a guardian of the property of that patient has been 
appointed, the guardian shall have the right to demand and receive such 
funds. Funds belonging to a patient deposited in the patients' personal 
deposit fund may be used for the purchase of personal incidentals, desires 
and comforts for the patient.' 

'3. Whenever the amount to the account of any patient in the patients'

Section 1. The following amendment to the Constitution of the 
State of Iowa is hereby proposed : 

"Article three (Ill), legislative department, Constitution of the 
State of Iowa is hereby amended by adding the following new sec­
tion: 

'Cities and towns are hereby empowered to determine their local 
affairs and government, except as provided in this section. 

'The general assembly shall provide by general law, applicable to 
all cities and towns, for the methods by which boundaries may be 
altered and by which cities and towns may be merged, consolidated 
and dissolved. 

'Cities and towns shall exercise determination over local affairs 
and government by ordinances passed by the local governing body. 
The enactment of ordinances on any subject of local affairs and 
government shall be permitted except as the provisions of this con­
stitution and enactments of the general assembly on any such sub­
ject specifically prohibit or restrict such ordinances. However cities 
and towns may levy only those taxes, excises, fees, charges and other 
exactions now or hereafter permitted by statute. 

'In order to prohibit or limit ordinances permitted by this section, 
a statute relating to cities and towns must be general in terms and 
effect; it must be of statewide concern and of uniform application. 
Such statutes now in effect or hereafter enacted and as later amended 
and until repealed shall govern all cities and towns. 

'Powers and authority granted cities and towns by this section 
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shall be liberally construed for the purpose of giving cities and towns 
the largest measure of self-government. The rule that cities and towns 
have only those powers expressly conferred by statute shall not apply. 

'A statute which grants a specific power to cities and towns shall 
not be construed as narrowing or restricting the general grant of 
powers to cities and towns under this constitution unless such restric­
tion is expressly set forth in such statute or unless the terms of such 
statute are so comprehensive as to have entirely occupied the field 
of its subject. Statutes which provide a manner or procedure for 
carrying out or exercising a given power shall be interpreted as pro. 
viding the exclusive manner or procedure, where no alternative is 
specified, but failure to provide any express manner or procedure 
for exercising a conferred power shall not prevent its exercise.'."

SENATE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION 24 
By Nolan and Long 

Designed to express the collective will of the Legislators of the State of 
Iowa that a program of education in the history, dogmas, and tenets of 
International Communism be undertaken in the schools and colleges of this 
state, so that the youth of Iowa may better understand the threat of Inter­
national Communism to our American way of life, and thus, be better pre­
pared to assume positions of leadership in the ideological struggle of the 
cold war. 
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Whereas, the totalitarianism of aggressive world Communism constantly 
threatens the peace of the world and the continued existence of the United 
States of America as a free republic; and 

Whereas, it is becoming increasingly apparent that if we as a nation are 
to successfully combat and defeat the Communist conspiracy at home and 
abroad and perpetuate and strengthen our American way of life, it is 
essential that every American citizen must know and understand the funda­
mental theories and basic principles of our American constitutional, social, 
economic and political systems, and by way of contrast, the strategy, tactics, 
nature, effects, logistics, purposes and principles of Communism as it 
actually operates in the world today; and 

Whereas, the Legislature of the State of Iowa finds it to be a fact that: 
(a) The political ideology commonly known and referred to as commu­

nism is in conflict and contrary to the principle of individual freedom under 
law, as epitomized in the Constitution of the United States, and those of 
its several states; 

(b) The exploitation and manipulation of youth and student groups 
throughout the world by the forces of international communism are a major 
challenge which free world forces must meet and defeat. 

(c) The best method of meeting this challenge is to insure that our lead­
ers of tomorrow, the youth of this state and of this nation, are thoroughly 
and completely familiar with the history and doctrines of the American 
political, social, and economic institutions in contradistinction to the history, 
doctrines, objectives, and techniques of international communism; and 

(d) That a sound, comprehensive, and universal program of education 
in the field of Americanism vs. Communism in the schools and colleges 
of this state and of this nation is essential to this end. 

Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved that the State Board of Public Instruc­
tion, the State Board of Regents, and the governing bodies of all public 
and private high schools and colleges in the State of Iowa, for the pur­
poses aforesaid, are urged to: 

(1) Place additional emphasis on present instruction on the history of 
the United States and of the State of Iowa, on the Constitution of the 
United States and of that of the State of Iowa, and on the rights and re­
sponsibilities of American citizenship; and to 

(2) Establish a course or unit of instruction in the history, doctrines, 
objectives, and techniques of international communism, or to enrich the 
present curriculum with instruction in these subjects at appropriate points 
so as to insure that the graduates of our schools and colleges will have a 
mature appreciation of the international communist movement and its 
threat to the American way of life. 

Be It Fu,.thrr Resolved that the State Board of Public Instruction and 
the State Board of Regents are urged to take such steps as may be neces­
sary, and in the manner prescribed by law, to survey the current teacher 
education programs being offered in Iowa, and to provide such additional 
programs as may be necessary to qualify our teachers to provide objec­
tive, meaningful, and comprehensive instruction on the history, doctrines, 
objectives, and techniques of international communism. 

Be It Further Resolved that a copy of this resolution be mailed to each 
newspaper, radio and television station in the State of Iowa, The State 
Superintendent of Public Instruction and each member of the State Board 
of Public Instruction, the State Board of Regents, the President of each 
college or university in the State of Iowa, each county and city school 
superintendent, each member of every county or city school board, to the 
governing authorities of every private secondary school in the State of 
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Iowa, to the President and Vice President of the United States, to each 
member of the Congress of the United States, to each judge of the Supreme 
Court and every district court of the State of Iowa, to the Governor, the 
Lieutenant Governor, Attorney General and chief educational official of each 
State of the Union, to each and every Federal Court and to the principal of 
each high school in the State of Iowa.

SENATE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION 24 
By Nolan and Long 

Designed to express the collective will of the Legislators of the State of 
Iowa that a program of education in the history, dogmas, and tenets of 
International Communism be undertaken in the schools and colleges of this 
state, so that the youth of Iowa may better understand the threat of Inter­
national Communism to our American way of life, and thus, be better pre­
pared to assume positions of leadership in the ideological struggle of the 
cold war. 

Whereas, the totalitarianism of aggressive world Communism constantly 
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threatens the peace of the world and the continued existence of the United 
States of America as a free republic; and 

Wherecu, it is becoming increasingly apparent that if we aa a nation are 
to successfully combat and defeat the Communist conspiracy at home and 
abroad and perpetuate and strengthen our American way of life, it is 
essential that every American citizen must know and understand the funda­
mental theories and basic principles of our American constitutional, social, 
economic and political systems, and by way of contrast, the strategy, tactics, 
nature, effects, logistics, purposes and principles of Communism as it 
actually operates in the world today; and 

Wherecu, the Legislature of the State of Iowa finds it to be a fact that: 
(a) The political ideology commonly known and referred to as commu­

nism is in conflict and contrary to the principle of individual freedom under 
law, aa epitomized in the Constitution of the United States, and those of 
its several states; 

(b) The exploitation and manipulation of youth and student groups 
throughout the world by the forces of international communism are a major 
challenge which free world forces must meet and defeat. 

(c) The best method of meeting this challenge is to insure that our lead­
era of tomorrow, the youth of this state and of this nation, are thoroughly 
and completely familiar with the history and doctrines of the American 
political, social, and economic institutions in contradistinction to the history, 
doctrines, objectives, and techniques of international communism; and 

(d) That a sound, comprehensive, and universal program of education 
in the field of Americanism vs. Communism in the schoola and colleges 
of this state and of this nation is essential to this end. 

Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved that the State Board of Public Instruc­
tion, the State Board of Regents, and the governing bodies of all public 
and private high schools and colleges in the State of Iowa, for the purposes 
aforesaid, are urged to: 

(1) Place additional emphasis on present instruction on the history of 
the United States and of the State of Iowa, on the Constitution of the 
United States and of that of the State of Iowa, and on the rights and re­
sponsibilities of American citizenship; and to 

(2) Establish a course or unit of instruction in the history, doctrines, 
objectives, and techniques of international communism, or to enrich the 
present curriculum with instruction in these subjects at appropriate points 
so as to insure that the graduates of our schools and colleges will have a 
mature appreciation of the international communist movement and its 
threat to the American way of life. 

Be It Further Resolved that the State Board of Public Instruction and 
the State Board of Regents are urged to take such steps as may be neces­
sary, and in the manner prescribed by law, to survey the current teacher 
education programs being offered in Iowa, and to provide such additional 
programs as may be necessary to qualify our teachers to provide objec­
tive, meaningful, and comprehensive instruction on the history, doctrines, 
objectives, and techniques of international communism. 

Be It Further Resolved that a copy of this resolution be mailed to each 
newspaper, radio and television station in the State of Iowa, The State 
Superintendent of Public Instruction and each member of the State Board 
of Public Instruction, the State Board of Regents, the President of each 
college or university in the State of Iowa, each county and city school 
superintendent, each member of every county or city school board, to the 
governing authorities of every private secondary school in the State of 
Iowa, to the President and Vice President of the United States, to each 
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member of the Congress of the United States, to each judge of the Supreme 
Court and every district court of the State of Iowa, to the Governor, the 
Lieutenant Governor, Attorney General and chief educational oftlcial of each 
State of the Union, to each and every Federal Court and to the principal of 
each high school in the State of Iowa.

Be It Reaolved by the S6114te, the Houae Concurring, that the General 
Assembly of the State of Iowa is opposed to any legislation by the United 
States Congress which would infringe on the right of this State to enact 
and administer ita own workmen's compensation laws, and to further federal 
encroachment into the field of state-administered workmen's compensation 
programs, and strongly urges that the United States Congress again aftlrm 
that the workmen's compensation system is the basic program for com­
pensating work-connected injuries and diseases. 

Be It Further Reaolved, that the Secretary of the Senate is directed to

Senate File 434, an Act relating to the confirmation of appointments by 
the Senate and eligibility of rejected nominees to interim appointments, is 
hereby disapproved and returned to the Senate in accordance with Article 
III, Section 16, Constitution of the State of Iowa. 

The motives behind the passage of this bill are obvious. In the Senate, the 
bill was passed by a straight, party-line vote, all Republicans voting for its 
passage and one Republican member stating frankly that his motives in vot­
ing for the bill were "purely political." In the House of Representatives 68 
of the 69 members voting for the bill were Republicans. No Republicans in 
the Genral Assembly voted against the bill. We cannot ignore the fact that, 
at the present time, a majority of the members of the Legislature are 
Republicans while the Governor is a member of the Democratic party. 

Now, I believe it is a tribute to the fairness of the Senators this sessions 
that they have seen fit to confirm 33 of the 35 appointments I have sent to 
them for consideration. It bas not been unusual in past sessions for the 
Iowa Senate to reject some appointments made by a Governor of the minor­
ity party. Nor has it been unusual for a Governor of the minority pa,rty to 
give interim appointments to persons rejected by the Senate. However, this 
bill was passed only after I had announced my intention to extend interim 
appointments to the only two appointees of my Administration who have 
been rejected by the Iowa Senate. Both of these appointees are men in 
whom I have a high degree of confidence and they were refused confirma­
tion for reasons unknown to me. 

I do not believe a bill that would make such a far-reaching change in 
the structure of our government should be considered in a partisan atmos­
phere. I do not feel it is in the best interests of good state government to 
further hamper future Governors and future Senators in their endeavors 
to find qualified individuals to fill crucial state positions. 

It is entirely possible that this bill could prevent many capable and quali­
fied people from serving our state in future years. In 1957, two of the 
Governor's appointees who were twice rejected by the Senate were given 
interim appointments. They served so well that they won Senate confirma­
tion two years later. The Senate this session confirmed the appointment of 
a man whom it rejected in 1959 and who, as an interim appointee, served 
with such dedication and competence that he won the praise of men of 
both political parties. If the law proposed in Senate File 434 had been in 
effect six years ago, our state would not have benefited from the services 
of these people. The Iowa Senate would not have had the opportunity to 
reconsider its previous judgment of these three persons on the basis of 
ability and dodication shown durinr interim appointments. 
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I would be inclined to be less critical of the legislation proposed in Senate 
File 434 if appointments of the Governor were debated and decided by the 
Iowa Senate in open session where the reasons and the votes for or against 
confirmation would have to stand the test of public scrutiny. The United 
States Senate has not debated and voted upon a Cabinet appointment in 
secret session since 1929. In that time, only one Presidential Cabinet 
appointment has been rejected. As long as the Iowa Senate does not choose 
to make public its reasons for rejection of an appointee, however, I feel 
that interim appointments of persons who may have been rejected are both 
justified and necessary in the interests of good government for the State 
of Iowa. 

This bill, Senate File 434, could lead to future deadlocks between Gov­
ernors and Senates of differing political parties or political philosophies. It 
would permit a Senate to hamstring a Governor by rejecting all his appoint­
ments. It would, in my opinion, be an invasion of the Legislative branch of 
government upon the prerogatives of the Executive branch. It would enable 
a Senate to dictate to a Governor which persons he would have to appoint 
in order to get his appointments confirmed. 

Both the Legislative and Executive branches of government must be 
strengthened in the years ahead to meet the problems and challenges of 
our changing and complex society. This strengthening must take place 
within the delicate system of checks and balances provided by the framers 
of the Constitution of the State of Iowa. 

Senate File 434 is not a means to any of these ends.

CONFERENCE COMMITTEE REPORT ON HOUSE FILE 17 

TO THE PRESIDENT OF THE SENATE AND THE SPEAKER OF THE HOUSE OF 
REPRESENTATIVES: 
We, the undersigned members of the conference committee appointed to 

consider the differences between the Senate and the House on House File 17, 
a bill for an act relating to rules of administrative agencies, beg leave to 
report and to make the following recommendations: 

1. That the Senate amendments to House File 17 be stricken. 
2. That House File 17, as passed by the House, be amended as follows: 
a. By striking from the second line after the enacting clause the words 

and figure "through eight (8)" and inserting in lieu thereof the words and 
figures "through fifteen ( 15) ". 

b. By striking all of sections two (2), three (3), and four ( 4) and insert­
ing in lieu thereof the following: 

Sec. 2. There is hereby created a bipartisan legislative committee of six 
(6) members which shall be designated the departmental rules review com­
mittee. The committee shall be composed of three (3) members of the senate 
to be appointed by the president of the senate and three (3) members of 
the house to be appointed by the speaker of the house. Members shall be 
appointed prior to the adjournment of each regular biennial session and 
shall serve for two-year terms beginning May 1 after the convening of the 
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general aaaembly in regular session; provided, however, that members shall 
serve until their successors are appointed. Vacancies on the committee shall 
be filled by the original appointing authority. A vacancy shall exist when­
ever a committee member ceases to be a member of the general assembly. 

Sec. 3. The committee shall choose a chairman from its members and 
prescribe its rules of procedure. Regular meetings of the committee shall 
be held at the seat of government on the second Tuesday in July and on 
the second Tuesday of each second month thereafter during the interim 
between regular sessions to review all proposed departmental rules and 
make recommendations to the department proposing each such rule. The 
chairman may call special meetings at any time and at any place in the 
state and cause notice thereof to be published in a newspaper of general 
circulation in the area affected by the rule. All said meetings, regular or 
special, shall be open to the public and any interested person may be heard 
and present evidence. If any agency shall conduct a public hearing in 
regard to any rule such agency shall notify the members of the depart­
mental rules review committee ten (10) days prior to such hearing. 

Sec. 4. Members of the committee shall receive a per diem of thirty 
(30) dollars per day for each day in attendance and shall be reimbursed 
for the actual necessary expenses incurred by them in the discharge of 
their duties. All such expenses and expense of publication shall be provided 
for by the budget and financial control committee from the contingent fund 
provided for the budget and financial control committee. 

Sec. 5. Any agency empowered by law to make rules shall submit a copy 
of each proposed rule, in the style and form prescribed by the code editor, 
to the attorney general, and shall submit six (6) copies of such proposed 
rule to the chairman of the departmental rules review committee. 

Sec. 6. Within sixty (60) days after receiving such copy of a proposed 
rule, the attorney general shall give to the agency in writing his advisory 
opinion on the form and legality of the proposed rule. If the attorney gen­
eral fails to render an opinion within sixty (60) days after receiving such 
copy, the agency may proceed as if an opinion had been given. 

Sec. 7. If the departmental rules review committee finds objection to a 
proposed rule, it shall report such finding to the agency proposing the rule 
together with its recommendations on how the objectionable part may be 
corrected. If the committee finds no objection to a proposed rule, it may at 
any time report such finding to the agency, but shall not be required to do 
so. If the committee does not report any finding to the agency within sixty 
(60) days after receiving such copies, the agency may proceed as if a 
finding had been reported. 

Sec. 8. Four ( 4) copies of all proposed rules shall be filed with the sec­
retary of state. There shall be attached to each such copy of any proposed 
rule, (a) a copy of the attorney general's opinion rendered pursuant to this 
Act or a statement that the proposed rule was submitted to the attorney 
general on a stated date and that the attorney general did not render an 
opinion thereon within sixty (60) days after such date, and (b) a copy of 
the finding of the departmental rules review committee rendered pursuant 
to this Act or a statement that six ( 6) copies of the proposed rule were 
submitted to the chairman of the departmental rules review committee on 
a stated date and that the committee did not report any finding to the 
agency within sixty (60) days after receiving such copies. Temporary 
rules shall become effective upon filing. Other rules, unless otherwise pro­
vided for, shall not become effective until thirty (30) days after such filing, 
but a later effective date may be specified in the rule. The secretary of 
state shall endorse upon the copies of rules so filed the date of filing and the 
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date of the attorney general's opinion and index one (1) copy in the ftlee 
of his office, transmit one (1) copy to the code editor, and transmit two (2) 
copies to the chairman of the departmental rules review committee. 

See. 9. If any agency amends, supplements, or revises a proposed 
rule at the request of or pursuant to the recommendation of the attorney 
general or the departmental rules review committee, such amendment, sup­
plement, or revision shall be part of the proposed rule but shall be clearly 
described in an attachment to the proposed rule as filed with the secretary 
of state. Any other amendment, supplement, or modifteation of a proposed 
rule shall be regarded as a new proposed rule and shall be subject to the 
procedure provided in this Act. 

See. 10. All rules hereafter filed as provided in section eight (8) of this 
Act shall be referred by the chairman of the departmental rules review 
committee to the speaker of the bouse and the president of the senate of 
the next regular session of the general assembly, who shall refer rules to 
the appropriate committees of the general assembly. 

U the committee to which a department rule has been referred finds 
objection to such rule, it may report such finding to the general assembly 
together with its suggestion for the general assembly to proceed by law to 
overcome the objection. Any committee of the general assembly may at 
any time consider any departmental rule previously tiled and, if it finds 
such rule objectionable, proceed as above. 

Sec. 11. Nothing contained in this Act shall adversely affect the sub­
stantive rights of any persons arising out of or affected by any rules 
adopted by any agency, including the right to review by the courts. Report­
ing, referral, and filing of rules pursuant to this Act, any action or inaction 
by the departmental rules review committee on any rule, and any inaction by 
the general assembly on any rule, shall not be construed as approval or 
enactment of any rule by the general assembly.

The commiaaion shall within ten (10) days 
after said hearing on the objections notify the assessor and the chairman 
of the conference board in writing of its decision on such objections and 
the conference board shall have twenty (20) days from the date of the 
commission's decision to appeal therefrom to the district court of the 
county in which the property is situated. In the event the court upholds 
the order for revaluation, and in cases where the conference board makes 
no objections to the order for revaluation, or does not institute legal pro­
ceedings in the district court within the time specified herein, the confer­
ence board shall then forthwith take action toward providing the necessary 
funds, as provided in section four hundred forty-one point fifty (441.60), 
of the Code, for satisfactorily carrying out the revaluation and reaaaeaa­
ment work, and shall determine whether the property shall be revalued 
by a professional appraisal company or firm or by the assessor with the 
auistance of qualified personnel, and shall see to it that the revaluation 
work is taken up promptly, and said conference board shall appoint a 
three (3) member committee from its membership to from time to time 
examine into the progreaa of the revaluation work. 

"The commission shall institute legal proceedings against any confer­
ence board failing to comply with its revaluation order, excepting in any 
ease where a district court has ruled that the conference board Ia not 
required to comply with the commission's order. 

"The commission shall have the power to order the new valuations ar­
rived at as a result of the revaluation of the designated property made 
effective for the levying of tax thereon in any year after completion of 
the revaluation work." 

Sec. 7. Chapter four hundred twenty-one (421), Code 1962, Ia hereby 
amended by adding the following new section: 

"Failure of the members of the state tax commiaaion to perform the 
duties enumerated in this chapter and in sections four hundred forty-one 
point nine (441.9) and four hundred forty-one point thirty-two («1.32), 
of the Code, and in this Act, shall render them subject to the provisions 
of chapter sixty-six (66) of the Code."

"2. In each year in which real property is not regularly listed, valued 
and usessed, the assessor shall list, value and assess any taxable real 
property not included in aaaessments made in the regular real property u­
sessment year, and also any buildings or structures erected subsequent to 
the previous assessment, with sufficient details and description as to the tract 
or lot of land whereon the buildings or structures are situated, and the 
county auditor shall thereupon enter the taxable value of such real prop­
erty, including buildings or structures, on the tax list as a part of real 
property to be taxed. However, if such buildings or structures were erected 
by another than the owner of the real estate, they shall be listed and u­
seased to the owner as personal property, but buildings or structures and 
fixtures erected on real property held under a lease of longer than three 
(3) years duration shall be listed, valued and assessed as real property.''

ations. Said annual report shall be filed with the commission within ten 
(10) days after final adjournment of the board of review and shall be 
signed by a majority of its members. The original report shall be filed with 
the commission, a copy shall be filed and retained in the assessor's office, 
and a copy shall be filed with the chairman of the conference board. Failure 
to comply with lawful orders of the state tax commission and failure to make 
and file such annual report shall constitute nonfeasance in office and shall 
be grounds for removal of the members of such board from their office, as 
provided for in section four hundred forty-one point thirty-two (441.32), of 
the Code." 

Sec. 14. Section four hundred forty-one point forty-five (441.45), Code 
1962, is hereby repealed and the following is enacted in lieu thereof: 

"The county assessor of each county and each city assessor shall, on or be­
fore the third Monday in June, each year, make out, certify to and trans­
mit to the county auditor of their county, an abstract of the assessed valu­
ations of real and personal property, including moneys and credits, in his 
county or city, as the case may be, which abstract shall be made on forms to 
be prescribed and furnished by the state tax commission, and shall show 
data or figures that may be required by law, and such other information, as 
will be of use to and required by the commission in its capacity as such and 
constituting the state board of review, for "its consideration of the assessed 
valuation of real and personal property in all counties of the state. The 
county auditor of each county shall, upon receipt of the abstract from the 
county assessor and from the city assessor, if there be such in the county, 
proceed to make out, certify to and transmit to the state tax commission on 
or before the first Monday in July, each year, an abstract of the assessed 
valuations of real and personal property, including moneys and credits, and 
showing totals for the entire county, same to be based on the abstract cer­
tified by and received from the assessor or assessors, and shall include such 
other data, or figures as may be required on such abstract by law, or as 
may be required by the state tax commission for the use of the commission 
in its capacity as such and constituting the state board of review, as pro­
vided for in section four hundred forty-one point forty-six (441.46) of the 
Code. The abstract for the entire county shall be made on forms pre­
scribed and furnished by the state tax commission. In addition, the county 
auditor of each county shall on or before August 1, each year, make out, 
certify to and transmit to the state tax commission, a statement of the value 
of property, real and personal, on which military service tax exemptions 
were applied for and allowed by the county board of supervisors in the 
same year of the abstract herein referred to, such certification as to mili­
tary service tax exemptions to be made on forms prescribed and furnished 
by the state tax commission. 

"In any case where a local board of review continues in session beyond 
June 1, in any year, under provisions of section four hundred forty-one 
point thirty-three ( 441.33), of the Code, the abstract shall be made out by 
the county assessor, or the city assessor, as the case may be, certified to and 
transmitted to the county auditor within fifteen (15) days from the date of 
the final adjournment of said board of review, and the county auditor shall,

The assessors and county 
auditors shall file the completed abstracts within the time specified herein 
to enable the state board of review to proceed promptly with its equaliza­
tion work.

Be It Furtlwlr Resolved, that said committee shall have. full power and 
authority during the session of the Sixtieth General Assembly, and follow­
ing its adjournment to conduct hearings and make comprehensive inquiry 
into the production, processing, distribution, sale at wholesale, sale at 
retail and trade practices of the dairy industry in this state. It is further

SENATE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION 34 
By Flatt, Turner, Nolan and Walker 

Be It Resolved by the Sma.te, the House Concurring, that the Sixtieth 
(60th) General Assembly of the State of Iowa respectfully petitions the 
Congress of the United States to call a convention to propose the following 
article as an amendment to the Constitution of the United States: 

Section 1. Upon demand of the legislatures of five (5) states, no two 
(2) of which shall share any common boundary, made within two (2) 
years after the rendition of any judgment of the Supreme Court relating 
to the rights reserved to the states or to the people by this Constitution, 
such judgment shall be reviewed by a Court composed of the chief justices 
of the highest courts of the several states to be known as the Court of the 
Union. The sole issue before the Court of the Union shall be whether the 
power or jurisdiction sought to be exerciaed on the part of the United 
States is a power granted to it under thia Constitution. 

Section 2. Three-fourths (%) of the justices of the Court of the Union 
shall constitute a quorum, but it shall require concurrence of a majority of 
the entire Court to reverse a decision of the Supreme Court. In the event 
of incapacity of the chief justices of the highest court of any state to sit 
upon the Court of the Union, his place shall be filled by another justice of 
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such state court selected by affirmative vote of a majority of ita member· 
ship. 

Section 3. On the first Monday of the third calendar month following 
the ratification of this amendment, the chief justices of the highest courts 
of the several states shall convene at the national capital, at which time the 
Court of the Union shall be organized and shall adopt rules governing ita 
procedure. 

Section 4. Decisions of the Court of the Union upon matters within ita 
jurisdiction shall be final and shall not thereafter be overruled by any 
court and may be changed only by an amendment of this Constitution. 

Section 6. The Congress shall make provision for the housing of the 
Court of the Union and the expenses of its operation. 

Section 6. This article sball be inoperative unless it shall have been 
ratified as an amendment to the Constitution by the Legislatures of three­
fourths (%) of the several states within seven (7) years from the date of 
its submission. 

Be It Further Ruolvecl, that if Congress shall have proposed an amend­
ment to the Constitution identical with that contained in this resolution 
prior to January 1, 1966, this application for a convention shall no longer 
be of any force or effect. 

Be It Further Resolved, that a duly attested copy of this resolution be 
immediately transmitted to the Secretary of the Senate of the United 
States, the Clerk of the House of Representatives of the United States and 
to each member of the Congress from this state.

Before a permit is granted as provided in section 12 of this Act, the state 
conservation commission and the municipality or corporation shall agree on 
the location and description of such water frontage and land to be per­
manently subject to and available for free public· access and use, and such 
location and description shall be stated in the permit. However, in lieu of 
the foregoing procedure, the state conservation commission and the munici­
pality or corporation may agree that the state conservation commission 
may select such water frontage and land after the permi,t is granted, and 
the permit shall so state. At any time the state conservation commission, 
with the written consent of the municipality or corporation, may designate 
any additional land within the water recreational area to be permanently 
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subject to and available for free public access and uae; and the municipality 
or corporation shall grant to the State of Iowa a perpetual easement for 
such public access and use, which easement shall not be impaired or 
destroyed in whole or in part by nonuse. However, the state conservation 
commission may enter into agreements from time to time with one or 
more municipalities or corporations for the management, development, 
improvement, care and maintenance of such lake, water frontage and land. 

10. By striking section 16 and inserting in lieu thereof the following: 
See. 16. Whenever a permit baa been granted as provided in section 12 

of this Act and the state conservation commission finds that the municipality 
or corporation owning such permit cannot acquire at a reasonable cost any 
necessary land or interest therein, the state conservation commission, with 
the approval of the executive council, may condemn such land or interest 
therein as provided in chapter four hundred seventy-two ( 472) of the Code. 
However, such condemnation shall be limited to land and interests therein 
which will be permanently subject to and available for free public access 
and use, as provided in section 13 of this Act, or which will be required for 
a dam or other facilities necessary for the water recreational area. All 
costs of such condemnation, including the award and compensation for 
such land or interest therein, shall be paid by such municipality or corpora­
tion. The state conservation commission may permit such municipality or 
corporation to use such land or interest therein for the purpose of this 
Act, upon such terms, conditions and restrictions as the state conservation 
commission shall determine to be just and proper and in the public interest. 
Title to such land or interest therein shall remain in the State of Iowa. 

11. Section 17, line 6, by striking the following word: ", individuals". 
12. Amend by adding after section 17 the following new sections: 
a. In order to reduce the possibility of affeeting conservation measurea 

to flood control projects which may be in progress in other states, water 
recreational areas shall not be established hereunder within seventy (70) 
miles of the border of any other state. 

b. This Act shall not be the exclusive method for establishing a water 
recreational area. 

c. The sections and provisions of this law are hereby declared to be 
severable and if any section or provision hereof is declared by a court of 
competent jurisdiction to be invalid the other provisions and sections of 
this law shall not be affected thereby and shall continue in force. 

13. Renumber all sections following section 12, and correct all cross ref­
erences to conform with these amendments. 

Senator Doran offered the following amendment to the House 
amendment:

Not later than October 1 in the year 1963, and annually thereafter, 
the state comptroller shall certify to the county treasurer of each county 
in the state the amount of money that will be allocated to that county the 
following year. The county treasurer shall thereupon enter a credit against 
the tax bill of each taxpayer in said county, being the tax bill of the current 
year ·due and payable the following year, and the amount of said credit 
shall be in the same proportion to the total amount so certified to the county 
treasurer by the state comptroller as the assessed valuation of such tax­
payer's taxable real and · personal property for the current tax year bean 
to the total assessed valuation of taxable real and personal property in 
that county for the current tax year. The amount of money so credited to 
the taxpayers of the county shall be distributed by the county treasurer 
to the several taxing districts of said county upon the receipts in the follow­
ing year of the comptroller's warrant drawn on the property tax credit 
fund, the same as though the amount thereof had been paid to the treas­
urer of said county by the taxpayers of said taxing district." 

Senator Shaff raised a point . of order on the amendment for the 
reason that it provides for an appropriation and is not germane to 
the bill. 

The Chair ruled the point well taken and the amendment out of 
order. 

Senator Dykhouse moved that Honse File 550 be returned to the 
committee on ways and means for further study. 

Senator Schroeder moved as a substitute motion that action on 
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House File 550 be deferred and that the bill retain its place on the 
calendar.

On motion of Senator Shaft', House File 550, a bill for an act relat­
ing to an increase in the tax imposed on cigarettes, on retail sales of 
tangible personal property, on gross receipts from operation of amuse­
ment devices and enterprises, and on the use tax; imposing a service 
tax on gross receipts for services performed by hotels, motels, rooming 
houses, tourist courts and trailer camps; relating to the apportion­
ment and computation of the agricultural land tax credit; and re­
lating to the tax levy for supplementary aid and general aid to school 
districts, was taken up for further consideration. 

The Chair announced that the Call of the Senate was still in e1fect 
on the consideration of House File 550, and directed the Secretary 
to call the roll. 

Roll call revealed all members present. 

The Chair declared the Call in effect and made the following state­
ment: 

The Chair would like to make the followin~ statement regarding the tax 
impasse that arose yesterday. 

As has been stated before, decisions of germaneness have been made very 
carefully during this session closely limiting the consideration of amend­
ments that in the Chair's opinion were extraneous to the main purpose of 
each bill, The same type of ruling was made yesterday on the question of 
adding an appropriation to House File 660. 

During the intervenine hours the Chair bas come to the conclusion that 
in order to resolve our differences in the closing days of the session, a more 
lenient attitude should be taken toward the amendments on House File 660. 
At this time the Chair wishes to announce that he will permit amendments 
that earmark new tax funds for property tax relief. It is my desire that 
this vital matter be resolved quickly so that tbia most productive session 
can adjourn in the very near future. 

Senator Dykhouse offered the following amendment to the com­
mittee amendment: 

Amend the committee amendment as follows: 
1. By adding the followin~ new section after line 76 and renumbering the 

remaining sections: 
"From the revenue derived by the provisions of this Act there is hereby 

appropriated annually to a 'property tax credit fund', which is hereby 
created, the sum of thirty million dollars ($30,000,000), or so much thereof 
as may be available above the amount necessary to keep the balance in the 
general fund above sixteen million dollars ($16,000,000), which shall be 
distributed annually on warrants drawn by the state comptroller and made 
payable to the county treasurers of the several counties of the state. The 
revenue distributable shall be allocated each year to the several counties in 
the same proportion that the assessed valuation of the taxable real and 
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personal property in that county for the preceding tax year bears to the 
total taxable real and personal property in the state for the preceding tax 
year. Not late than October 1 in the year 1963, and annually thereafter, the 
state c·omptroller shall certify to the county treasurer of each county in 
the state the amount of money that will be allocated to that county the fol­
lowing yea;r. The county treasurer shall thereupon enter a credit against 
the tax bill of each taxpayer in said county, being the tax bill of .the current 
year due and payable the following year, and the amount of said credit shall 
be in the same proportion to the total amount so certified to the county 
treasurer by the state comptroller as the assessed valuation of such tax­
payer's taxable real and personal property for the current tax year bears to 
the total assessed valuation of taxable real and personal property in that 
county for the current tax year. The amount of money so credited to the 
taxpayers of the c·ounty shall be distributed by the county treasurer to the 
several taxing districts of said county upon the receipts in the following 
year of the comptroller's warrant drawn on the property tax credit fund, 
the same as though the amount thereof had been paid to the treasurer of 
said county by the taxpayers of said taxing district."

Senator Lucken offered the following amendment to the amend­
ment filed by Senators Lucken and Shaff: 

Amend the committee amendment as follows: 
1. By striking from line 63 the number " ( 368.11)" and inserting in lieu 

thereof the number "(36B.ll)". 
2. By inserting after section 7 the following new sections: 
A. "Section four hundred thirty-one point one ( 431.1), Code 1962, is 

hereby amended by inserting in line eight (8) after the word 'transacted.' 
the following sentence: 

'Such moneys and credits shall be taxed at a rate of five (6) mills in addi­
tion to any other tax on moneys and credits provided by law, and the pro­
ceeds thereof distributed to taxing districts as provided in section four 
hundred twenty-nine point three (429.3) of the Code.'" 

B. "Chapter four hundred twenty-two ( 422), Code 1962, is hereby 
amended by adding the following new section to Division II thereof: 

'Every individual taxpayer subject to filing an Iowa income tax return 
shall make a separate accounting, on his tax return, of interest and divi­
dends received during the tax year and forward to the tax commission, as 
a surtax, two (2) percent of the amount thereof. The provisions of this 
section shall not include the first two hundred (200) dollars of such interest 
and dividends for every individaul taxpayer nor interest and dividends 
received on United States government securities, bank stock, building and 
loan or savings and loan association stock, insurance and annuity contracts, 
or on bonds or certificates issued by any municipality, school district, drain­
age or levee district, river-front improvement commission or county within 
the State of Iowa. The amount of said surtax shall be paid at the same time 
and in the same manner as income taxes due on the tax return. The total 
amount of all surtaxes collected hereunder shall be returned to the county 
of origin as indicated by the mailing addreBS of the taxpayer. Surtaxes paid 
by nonresidents shall be credited to the state general fund. 

'The state tax commission shall make a separate account of the amount 
of said surtax received from each county and on the first day of each 
calendar quarter certify to the state treasurer and state comptroller the 
amounts determined as due each county and the comptroller shall thereupon 
draw warrants for the said amounts and transmit same to the various 
county auditors for deposit with the county treasurers. Each county 
auditor shall apportion said funds in the same manner as receipts from 
moneys and credits are apportioned as provided in section four hundred 
twenty-nine point three (429.3) of the Code.'" 

3. By adding to line 91 after the word "tax" the words "and to levy a tax 
on the interest and dividends from investments". 

4. Further amend by renumbering the sections in conformity with this 
amendment.

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by striking the word 'and' before the word 'licenses' in said line one (1) ; 
also by adding the following subsection:" 

5. Section 5, line two (2), by inserting after the word "all" the follow­
ing: "of subsection eight (8)"; also by striking the period at the end of 
said section and inserting in lieu thereof the following: "; also by adding 
to subsection nine (9) of such section the following : 

'The commission shall create an enforcement division and shall appoint 
a director, who shall be an attorney licensed to practice in the State of Iowa, 
and five (5) assistant directors, at least two (2) of whom shall be account­
ants. The director of the enforcement division shall employ needed clerical 
help, and such other assistants and agents as are necessary to carry out 
the enforcement of the laws on liquor control. The enforcement division 
may enforce the provisions of title six (VI) of the Code in the name of 
the State of Iowa in proceedings before any court.' 

Section one hundred twenty-three point sixteen (123.16), Code 1962, is 
further amended by striking lines seven (7), eight (8) and nine (9) of 
subsection eleven ( 11) .'' 

6. Amend by renumbering sections 2, 3, 4 and 5 as sections 1, 2, 3 and 
4, respectively. 

7. Amend by inserting as section 5 the following: 
Sec. 5. Section one hundred twenty-three point seventeen (123.17), Code 

1962, is hereby amended by striking from paragraph "f" of subsection two 
(2) of such section all after the word "chapter" in line four ( 4) and in­
serting in lieu thereof the words "by the commission. Each licensee holding 
a liquor control license and dispensing liquors at retail shall establish prices 
based on serving one (1) ounce of intoxicating liquor per sale. Such price 
lists shall be filed with the commission and are subject to change by the 
licensee upon filing a new price list with the commission.'' 

8. Section 6, line eight (8), by striking the period and inserting in lieu 
thereof the following: "; also by adding the following subsection: 

'Every bolder of a liquor control license shall keep a daily record of the 
gross receipts of his business and shall include in such record the number, 
brand and type of bottles emptied, during the course of the day's business. 
Each bottle emptied, except beer bottles, shall be broken immediately by 
the licensee or his agent into a container provided for that purpose. The 
records herein required and the premises of the licensee shall be open to 
the agents of the enforcement division of the Iowa liquor control commis­
sion during normal business hours of the licensee.' " 

9. Amend section 10 as follows: 
a. By striking lines five (5) and six (6) and inserting in lieu thereof 

the following: "commission, which bond shall be conditioned upon the pay­
ment of all taxes payable to the state under the provisions of this chapter 
and compliance with all provisions of this title,". 

b. Line twelve (12), by inserting after the word "felony," the words 
"does not possess a federal gambling stamp,". 

c. Line twenty-three (23), by adding after the word "sheriff" the words 
", deputy sheriff and state agents,". 

d. Line twenty-five (25), by striking the word "Act" and inserting in 
lieu thereof the words "chapter as amended". 

e. Line twenty-seven (27), by striking everything after the period in 
said line and by striking all of lines twenty-eight (28) through thirty-one 
(31). 

f. Line forty-three ( 43), by striking the words "at a discount of not to 
exceed ten percent (10%) of the retail price,". 

g. Lines forty-nine ( 49) and fifty (50) , by striking the words ", at a 
discount of not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the retail price,". 
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h. Lines sixty ( 60) and sixty-one ( 61), by striking the words ", at a 
discount of not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the retail price,". 

i. Line sixty-five ( 65), by striking the word "and" after the word "corpo­
ration" and inserting in lieu thereof a comma; also by inserting after the 
word "carrier" the following: ", and to passenger-carrying boats or ships 
for hire with a capacity of twenty-five (25) persons or more operating in 
inland or boundary waters,". 

j. Line sixty-seven (67), by inserting after the word "trains" the words 
", watercraft as described herein,". 

k. Lines ninety-eight (98) and ninety-nine (99), by striking the words 
"or that the number of licenses i.saued are less than the maximum allowed". 

1. Line one hundred (100), by striking the word "Act" and inserting in 
lieu thereof the words "chapter as amended". 

m. By inserting after line one hundred one (101) the following new 
paragraph: 

"Before the issuance, renewal, or denial of liquor control licenses by 
local authorities, the board or council may conduct a referendum on the 
question of whether liquor control licenses shall be approved for the city, 
town, or county in question. Said referendum shall be conducted in the 
same manner that special elections are conducted. The purpose of such 
referendum shall be solely to assist the board or council members in deter­
mining public sentiment toward liquor by the drink sales, and shall not be 
binding on the council or board members in determining whether or not to 
approve the issuance or renewal of liquor control lkenses." 

n. By inserting after line one hundred thirty-four (134) the following: 
Where the commission on an appeal by an applicant finds that a city or 

town council or county board of supervisors acted arbitrarily, capriciously, 
or without reasonable cause in disapproving an application and the com­
mission issues a license, the council or board may appeal from such decision 
of the commission within ten (10) days to the district court of the county 
wherein the premises covered by the application are situated. 

e. If a petition shall be signed by the electors of any county in such 
number as shall equal twenty-five percent of the votes cast in such county 
for governor at the last general election, which shall request that the ques­
tion of licensing the sale of alcoholic beverages (exceeding four percent by 
weight) by the drink be submitted to the electors thereof at a special elec­
tion to be called for that purpose, as hereinafter provided, and shall be 
filed with the board of supervisors, the board shall cause such election to be 
held and shall cause to be published once each week for four (4) weeks in 
succession in a newspaper of general circulation in such county a notice of 
such special election to be held not less than fifteen ( 15) nor more than 
thirty (30) days from the date of the last publication. The notice shall 
state the proposition to be submitted to the electors at such special election. 
Each sheet of the petition shall contain not more than thirty (30) names of 
electors with their personal signatures, addresses, and the date of signing. 
If residing within a city or town where the electors are required to be 
registered, the signature shall be the same as it appears upon the registra­
tion records. At the top of each sheet shall be stated the proposition to be 
submitted. No signature on such petition shall be valid unless appended to 
the petition within the last ninety (90) days prior to the date of filing the 
petition. At the bottom of each sheet of such petition shall be the affidavit 
of the person who circulated same, stating that the signatures on the peti­
tion were made in his presence, that he has reasonable cause to believe that 
they are qualified electors of the particular county, and that they are the

persons they represent themselves to be. Whoever signs any such petition, 
knowing that he is not a qualified elector in the county where such petition 
is made, or who aids or abets any other person in doing any of the acts 
mentioned, or whoever bribes, gives or pays any money or thing of value 
to any person directly or indirectly, to induce him to sign such petition, 
shall upon conviction thereof be punished by a fine of not exceeding three 
hundred dollars ($300.00) or by imprisonment in the county jail not ex­
ceeding ninety (90) days or by both such fine and imprisonment, in the dis­
cretion of the court. 

Upon the ballot the proposition shall be stated as follows:

The provisions of the statutes of this state relating to election of oftlcen, 

voting places, election apparatus and blanks, preparation and fonn of 
ballots, information to voters, delivery of ballots, calling of elections, con­
duct of elections, manner of voting, counting of votes, records and certifi­
cates of election, and recount votes, so far as applicable, shall apply to 
voting on the proposition under the provisions of this Act. If a majority 
of the ballots cast are "YES", the board shall not issue any new licenses. 
However, if at the time of such election there are liquor control licenses in 
effect in the county, they shall not be revoked except for cause for a period 
of three (8) years. No new election shall be held for a period of four (4) 
years. This election shall not be held within thirty (80) days of any 
general election. 

o. By inserting after line one hundred fifty-four (154) the following new 
paragraph:

(c) of subsection eight (8) possesses a federal gambling stamp." 

p. By striking all of lines one hundred fifty-six (156) through one hun­
dred sixty-seven (167) and inserting in lieu thereof the following: 

"9. There shall be no limit upon the number of liquor control licenses 
which may be issued by a city or town council or board of supervisors, 
except that not more than one license may be issued to each qualified ap­
plicant." 

q. Line one hundred sixty-eight (168), by striking the number "11" and 
inserting in lieu thereof the number "10". 

r. By adding the following new subsections: 
"11. Every permit holder licensed under this chapter shall fill out in 

duplicate, on forms furnished by the commission, the amount and kinds of 
liquors purchased, and shall retain one (1) copy in his establishment for 
a period of two (2) years, and the manager of the state liquor store at 
which the purchase was made shall monthly forward the other copy to 
the commission. · 

"12. It shall be unlawful for any law-enforcement officer or other official 
to accept or solicit donations, gratuities, advertising, gifts or other favors, 
directly or indirectly, from any licensee hereunder. Anyone violating this 
section shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be subject to a fine of 
not less than one hundred (100) dollars nor more than one thousand (1,000) 
dollars, or shall be subject to a jail term of not less than thirty (30) days, 
nor more than six (6) months, or to both such fine and imprisonment."

Not later than October 1 in the year 1963, and annually thereafter, the 
state comptroller shall certify to the county treasurer of each county in 
the state the amount of money that will be allocated to that county the fol­
lowing year. The county treasurer shall thereupon enter a credit against 
the tax bill of each taxpayer in said county, being the tax bill of the current 
year due and payable the following year, and the amount of said credit shall 
be in the same proportion to the total amount so certified to the county 
treasurer by the state comptroller as the assessed valuation of such tax­
payer's taxable real and personal property for the current tax year bears to 
the total assessed valuation of taxable real and personal property in that 
county for the current tax year.

Sec. 2. There is hereby created a bipartisan legislative committee of six 
(6) members which shall be designated the departmental rules review com­
mittee. The committee shall be composed of three (8) members of the senate 
to be appointed by the president of the senate and three (3) members of 
the house to be appointed by the speaker of the house. Members shall be 
appointed prior to the adjournment of each regular biennial session and 
shall serve for two-year terms beginning May 1 after the convening of the 
general assembly in regular session; provided, however, that members shall 
serve until their successors are appointed. Vacancies on the committee shall 
be filled by the original appointing authority. A vacancy shall exist when­
ever a c'ommittee member ceases to be a member of the general assembly. 

Sec. 3. The committee shall choose a chairman from its members and 
prescribe its rules of procedure. Regular meetings of the committee shall 
be held at the seat of government on the second Tuesday in July and on 
the second Tuesday of each second month thereafter during the interim 
between regular sessions to review all proposed departmental rules and 
make recommendations to the department proposing each such rule. The 
chairman may call special meetings at any time and at any place in the 
state and cause notice thereof to be published in a newspaper of general 
circulation in the area affected by the rule. All said meetings, regular or 
special, shall be open to the public and any interested person may be heard 
and present evidence. If any agency shall conduct a public hearing in 
regard to any rule such agency· shall notify the members of the depart­
mental rules review committee ten (10) days prior to such hearing. 

Sec. 4. Member of the committee shall receive a per diem of thirty 
(30) dollars per day for each day in attendance and shall be reimbursed 
for the actual necessary expenses incurred by them in the discharge of 
their duties. All such expenses and expense of publication shall be provided 
for by the budget and financial control committee from the contingent fund 
provided for the budget and financial control committee. 

Sec. 6. Any agency empowered by law to make rules shall submit a copy 
of each proposed rule, in the style and form prescribed by the code editor, 
to the attorney general, and shall submit six (6) copies of such proposed 
rule to the chairman of the departmental rules review committee. 

Sec. 6. Within sixty (60) days after receiving such copy of a proposed 
rule, the attorney general shall give to the agency in writing his advisory 
opinion on the form and legality of the proposed rule. If the attorney gen­
eral fails to render an opinion within sixty (60) days after receiving such 
copy, the agency may proceed as if an opinion had been given. 

Sec. 7. If the departmental rules review committee finds objection to a 
proposed rule, it shall report such finding to the agency proposing the rule 
together with its recommendations on how the objectionable part may be 
corrected. If the committee finds no objection to a proposed rule, it may at 
any time report such finding to the agency, but shall not be required to do 
so. If the committee does not report any finding to the agency within sixty 
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( 60) days after receiving such copies, the agency may proceed as if a 
finding had been reported. 

Sec. 8. Four (4) copies of all proposed rules shall be filed with the sec­
retary of state. There shall be attached to each such copy of any proposed 
rule, (a) a copy of the attorney general's opinion rendered pursuant to this 
Act or a statement that the proposed rule was submitted to the attorney 
general on a stated date and that the attorney general did not render an 
opinion thereon within sixty (60) days after such date, and (b) a copy of 
the finding of the departmental rules review committee rendered pursuant 
to this Act or a statement that six (6) copies of the proposed rule were 
submitted to the chairman of the departmental rules review committee on 
a stated date and that the committee did not report any finding to the 
agency within sixty (60) days after receiving such copies. Temporary 
rules shall become effective upon filing. Other rules, unless otherwise pro­
vided for, shall not become effective until thirty (30) days after such filing, 
but a later effective date may be specified in the rule. The secretary of 
state shall endorse upon the copies of rules so filed the date of filing and the 
date of the attorney general's opinion and index one (1) copy in the files 
of his office, transmit one (1) copy to the code editor, and transmit two (2) 
copies to the chairman of the departmental rules review committee. 

Sec. 9. If any agency amends, supplements, or revises a propo~ 
rule at the request of or pusuant to the recommendation of the attorney 
general or the departmental rules review committee, such amendment, sup­
plement, or revision shall be part of the proposed rule but shall be clearly 
described in an attachment to the proposed rule as filed with the secretary 
of state. Any other amendment, supplement, or modification of a proposed 
rule shall be regarded as a new proposed rule and shall be subject to the 
procedure provided in this Act. 

Sec. 10. All rules hereafter filed as provided in section eight (8) of this 
Act shall be referred by the chairman of the departmental rules review 
committee to the speaker of the house and the president of the senate of the 
next regular session of the general assembly, who shall refer rules to the 
appropriate committees of the general assembly. 

If the committee to which a department rule bas been referred finds 
objection to such rule, it may report such finding to the general assembly 
together with its suggestion for the general assembly to proceed by law to 
overcome the objection.

Sec. 11. Nothing contained in this Act shall adversely affect the sub­
stantive rights of any person arising out of or affected by any rules 
adopted by any a~ency, including the right to review by the courts. Report­
ing, referral, and filing of rules pursuant to this Act, any action or inaction 
by the department rules review committee on any rule, and any inaction by 
the general assembly on any rule, shall not be construed as approval or 
enactment of any rule by the general assembly.

Be It Further Resolved, that said committee shall have full power and 
authority during the session of the Sixtieth General Assembly, and follow­
ing its adjournment to conduct hearings and make comprehensive inquiry 
into the production, processing, distribution, sale at wholesale, sale at 
retail and trade practices of the dairy industry in this state. It is further 
recommended that the committee, in addition to studying the trade prac­

Read first and second times and referred to sifting committee. 

STATEMENT 

In debating House File 468 I opposed the bill as I felt it was too broad. 
To issue annual permits based on the "economic welfare of the state" is 
delegating too much power to the highway commission. Also it would invite 
almost irresistible pressure to grant the permits. 

However, I am sympathetic to the problem that caused the proponents to 
introduce the bill. It was the problem of transporting boats and trailers 
manufactured in the state to markets outside of Iowa. 

I had prepared an amendment to take care of this problem, which reads 
as follows: 

"Amend House File 468 by striking from lines 4 and 5 of section 2 the 
words 'or in the interest of the economic welfare of this state' and inserting 
in lieu thereof the words 'or for hauling materials manufactured in Iowa 
that are so bulky in size that they cannot be economically hauled in trucks 
or trailers of a size otherwise provided by law'; 

"Further amend said House File 468 by striking from lines 4 and 5 of 
section 3 the words 'on an annual or such other basis as it deems proper' 
and inserting in lieu thereof the words 'on an annual basis'; 

"Further amend said House File 468 by striking from lines 4 and 5 of 
section 5 the words 'or is a movement in the economic welfare of this state' 
and inserting in lieu thereof the words 'or for hauling materials manufac­
tured in Iowa that are so bulky in size that they cannot be economically 
hauled in trucks or trailers of a size otherwise provided by law'." 

This was handed in to the Secretary's desk just before the bill was tabled. 
I suggest that if it is too late to act on it this session that it should be 
considered two years from now.

(3) Every withholding agent required to deduct and withhold tax under 
subsections one (1) or two (2) of this section shall, for the quarterly period 
beginning July 1, 1963, and for each quarterly period thereafter, on or be­
fore the last day of the month following the close of each quarterly period 
make a return on forms prescribed by the state tax commission and pay over 
to the state tax commission in the form of remittances made payable to 
the state tax commission, the tax required to be withheld under the pro­
visions of subsections one (1) and two (2) hereof. If the state tax commis­
sion in any case has reason to believe that the collection of the tax pro­
vided for in subsections one (1) and/or two (2) hereof is in jeopardy, it may 
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require the employer or withholding agent to make such return and pay 
such tax at any time. 

(4) Every withholding agent who fails to withhold or pay to the com­
mission any sums required by this Act to be withheld and paid, shall be 
personally and individually liable therefor to the State of Iowa, and any 
sum or sums withheld in accordance with the provisions of subsections one 
(1) or two (2) hereof, shall be deemed to be held in trust for the State of 
Iowa. 

(6) In the event a withholding agent fails to withhold and/or pay over 
to the commission any amount required to be withheld under subsections 
one (1) or two (2) of this section, such amount may be assessed against 
such employer or withholding agent in the same manner as prescribed for 
the assessment of income tax under the provisions of chapter four hundred 
twenty-two (422), Code 1962. 

(6) The State of Iowa shall have a lien upon all the property of any 
employer or withholding agent who fails to withhold and/or pay over to the 
state tax commission sums required to be withheld under subsections one 
(1) or two (2) of this section. If the employer or withholding agent with­
holds but fails to pay the amounts withheld to the tax commission, the lien 
shall attach as of the date the amounts withheld were required to be paid 
over to the commission. If the employer or withholding agent fails to with­
hold, the lien shall attach as of the date the amounts which should have 
been withheld were required to be paid over to the commission had they 
been withheld under the provisions of subsections one (1) or two (2) of this 
section. 

(7) Every withholding agent required to deduct and withhold from an 
employee or other person receiving taxable Iowa income, a tax under sub­
sections one (1) or two (2) of this section shall furnish to such employee 
or other person in respect of the remuneration paid by such employer or 
withholding agent to such employee or other person during the calendar 
year, on or bfore January 31 of the succeeding year, or, if the employee's 
employment is terminated before the close of such calendar year, within 
thirty (30) days from the day on which the last payment of wages is made, 
a written statement showing the following: 

a. The name of such employer or withholding agent. 
b. The name of the employee or other person and his federal social se­

curity account number. 
c. The total amount of wages, as defined in the Internal Revenue Code 

of 1964, as amended through December 1, 1962, or other taxable income 
paid to the employee or other person. 

d. The total amount deducted and withheld as tax under the provisions of 
subsections (1) or two (2) of this section. 

e. The total amount of federal income tax withheld. 
The statement required to be furnished by this subsection in respect of 

any wages or other taxable Iowa income shall be in such form as the state 
tax commission may by regulation prescribe. 

(8) An employer or withholding agent shall be liable for the payment 
of the tax required to be deducted and withheld under subsections one (1) 
or two (2) of this section and any amount deducted and withheld as tax 
under subsections one (1) or two (2) of this section during any calendar 
year upon the wages of any employee or other person shall be allowed as 
a credit to the employee or other person against the tax imposed by section 
four hundred twenty-two point five ( 422.6), Code 1962, irrespective of 
whether or not such tax has been, or will be, paid over by the employer or 
withholding agent to the state tax commission as provided by this Act. 
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(9) The amount of any overpayment of the individual income tax liability 
of the employee taxpayer or other person which may result from the with­
holding and payment of withheld tax by the employer or withholding agent 
to the commission under subsections one(l) or two (2) hereof, as compared 
to the individual income tax liability of the employee taxpayer or other per­
son properly and correctly determined under the provisions of section four 
hundred twenty-two point four ( 422.4), to and including section four hun­
dred twenty-two point thirteen ( 422.13), Code 1962, may be credited' against 
any income tax or installment thereof then due the State of Iowa and any 
balance of two dollars ($2.00) or more shall be refunded to the employee 
taxpayer or other person with interest at six percent (6% ) per annum, 
such interest to begin to accrue one hundred eighty (180) days after the 
due dates of the return. Amounts less than two dollars ($2.00) shall be 
refunded to the taxpayer only upon written application, and only if such 
application is filed within twelve (12) months after the due date of the 
return. Refunds provided for by this subsection shall be paid by the state 
treasurer by means of warrants drawn by the comptroller at the direction 
of an authorized employee of the state tax commission, without requiring 
the taxpayer to file a claim for such refund. There is hereby appropriated, 
out of any funds in the state treasury not otherwise appropriated, a sum 
sufficient to carry out the provisions of this section. 

(10) a. Any person or corporation required under the provisions of 
this Act to furnish a statement required by this Act who willfully furnishes 
a false or fraudulent statement, or who willfully fails to furnish such 
statement shall, for each such failure be subject to a civil penalty of one 
hundred dollars ($100.00), such penalty to be in addition to any criminal 
penalty otherwise provided for by the Code 1962. 

b. Any employer or withholding agent required under the provisions 
of this Act to withhold taxes on wages or other taxable Iowa income who 
fails to withhold such taxes, or to make the required returns or who fails 
to remit to the commission the amounts withheld, shall be liable for the 
amount of such taxes which should have been withheld and paid and in 
addition shall be subject to a civil penalty, equal to five percent (5%) of 
the amount which should have been withheld and/or paid over to the com­
mission, for each month or fraction thereof during which such failure 
continues, not to exceed twenty-five percent (25%) in the aggregate. In­
terest at the rate of six percent (6%) per annum shall be added to the 
amount of the tax required to be withheld and paid to the tax commission. 

c. If the employer, being a domestic or foreign corporation, required 
under the provisions of this section to withhold on wages or other taxable 
Iowa income fails to withohld the amounts required to be withheld, make 
the required returns or remit to the state tax commission the amounts 
withheld, the commission may certify such fact or facts to the secretary of 
state, who shall thereupon cancel the articles of incorporation or certificate 
of authority (as the case may be) of such corporation and the rights of 
such corporation to carry on business in the State of Iowa shall thereupon 
cease. Any person or persons who shall exercise or attempt to exercise 
any rights, powers, privileges or franchise under articles of incorporation 
or certificate of authority after the same are cancelled shall pay a penalty 
of not less than one hundred dollars ($100.00) or more than one thousand 
dollars ($1,000.00), to be recovered in an action brought by the commission, 
such penalty to be in addition to all other penalties provided under chapter 
four hundred twenty-two ( 422), Code 1962.

Revenue Code of 1964, as amended through December 31, 1962, with respect 
to declarations shall apply. 

The declarations provided for herein shall be filed at such time and in 
such form as the state tax commission may require by regulations, and the 
estimated tax shall be paid in four ( 4) equal installments, the first install­
ment to be paid at the time of filing the declaration, except that at the 
election of the individual, or married couple filing jointly, any installment 
of the estimated tax may be paid prior to the date prescribed for its 
payment. 

b. In the case of individuals or married couples filing jointly the total 
balance of the tax payable after credits for taxes paid through withholding, 
as provided in subsection one (1) or two (2) of this section, or through 
declaration and payment of estimated tax, as provided in subsection eleven 
(11) of this section, shall be due and payable on or before April 16, follow­
ing the close of the calendar year, or if the return should be made on the 
basis of a fiscal year, then on or before the fifteenth day of the fourth 
month following the close of such fiscal year. 

c. The declaration provided for in this section may be amended during 
the taxable year under regulations prescribed by the state tax commission. 

d .. If a taxpayer is unable to make his own declaration, the declaration 
may be made by duly authorized agent or by the guardian or other person 
charged with the care of the person or property of such taxpayer. 

e. Any amount paid on a declaration of estimated tax shall be a credit 
against the amount of tax found payable on a final, completed return aa 
provided in subsection nine (9) hereof relating to the credit for the tax 
withheld against the tax found payable on a return properly and eorrectl:y 
prepared under the provisions of section four hundred twenty-two point five 
(422.6) to and including section four hundred twenty-two point thirteen 
(422.13), Code 1962, and any overpayment of two dollars ($2.00) or more 
shall be refunded to the taxpayer as provided in subsection nine (9) hereof, 
relating to overpayments of tax through withholding. Amounts less than 
two dollars ( $2.00) shall be refunded to the taxpayer only upon written 
application, and only if such application is filed within twelve (12) months 
after the due date for the return.

Such agreements as may be made on behalf of a political subdivision shall 
be made after due notice to the compact administrator and consultation 
with him. 

The agencies and officers of this state and its subdivisions shall enforce 
this compact and do all things appropriate to effect its purpose and intent 
which may be within their respective jurisdiction."

Section 1. The owner of each mobile home shall pay to the county 
treasurer a semiannual tax as herein provided. However, when the owner 
is any educational institution and the mobile home is used solely for student 
housing or when the owner is the State of Iowa or a subdivision thereof, 
the owner shall be exempt from the tax provided herein. The semiannual 
tax shall be computed as follows: 

1. Multiply the number of square feet of floor space each mobile home 
contains when parked and in use by seven and one-half cents. In eomput-
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ing floor space the exterior measurements of the mobile home shall be used 
as shown on the certificate of registration and title, but not including any 
area occupied by any hitching device. 

2. The amount thus computed shall be the semiannual tax for all 
mobile homes for the first five years after the year of manufacture. 

3. For the sixth through ninth years after the year of manufacture the 
semiannual tax shall be ninety percent of the tax computed according to 
subsection one ( 1) of this section. 

4. For all mobile homes ten or more years after the year of manufacture 
the semiannual tax shall be eighty percent of the tax computed according 
to Rubsection one (1) of this section. 

5. The semiannual tax shall be figured to the nearest whole dollar. 
Sec. 2. There shall be exempted from the semiannual tax the manufac­

turer's and dealer's inventory of mobile homes not in use as a place of 
human habitation. All travel trailers shall be exempt from this taL Mo­
bile homes and travel trailers in the inventory of manufacturers and dealers 
shall be exempt from personal property tax. Mobile homes coming into 
Iowa from out of state shall be liable for the tax computed pro rata to the 
nearest whole month, for the time such mobile home is actually situated 
in Iowa. 

Sec. 3. The semiannual tax provided herein shall be due and payable to 
the county treasurer semiannually on January 1 and July 1 in each year; 
and shall be delinquent February 1 and August 1 in each year, after which 
a penalty of five percent shall be added each month until paid. A mobile 
home parked and put to use at any time after January 1 or July 1 shall be 
immediately subject to the said taxes prorated for the remaining months 
or days of the tax period. Said tax shall be due and payable immediately, 
and delinquent thirty days after said parking and subject to the same penal­
ties herein set out. 

Each mobile home park licensee is hereby required to keep an accurate 
and complete record of the number of units of mobile homes harbored in his 
park, listing the owner's name, year and make of the unit and whether there 
is a current registration plate, and to report such information on or before 
the tenth day of each month to the county treasurer. The records of such 
licensee shall be open to inspection by a duly authorized representative of 
any law-enforcement agency. Any property owner, manager or tenant 
shall report to the assessor any and all mobile homes parked upon any prop­
erty owned, managed, or rented by him. 

The county treasurer shall report the name of any owner of a mobile home 
and the year, make, and serial number of each unit on which there is no cur­
rent registration plate to the Iowa department of public safety. The motor 
vehicle registration division shall be the enforcement agency for enforce­
ment of registration provisions. 

The tax and registration fee shall be a lien on the vehicle senior to any 
other lien there may be upon it. The mobile home and automobile bearing 
current registration plates issued by any other state than the State of Iowa 
and remaining within this state for an accumulated period not to exceed 
ninety days in any twelve-month period shall not be subject to Iowa tax. 
However, when one or more persons occupying a mobile home bearing I& 

foreign registration are employed, there shall be no exemption from Iowa 
registration and tax herein provided. This tax shall be in lieu of all other 
taxes general or local. 

Sec. 4. The tax and any penalties provided by section three (3) herein 
shall be allocated to the school fund of the district wherein the mobile home 
is located. 

Sec. 5. No mobile home shall be assessed for property tax nor be eligible 
for homestead tax credit or military service tax credit unlesa: 
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1. The mobile home owner intends to convert his mobile home to real 
estate and does so by: 

a. Attaching his unencumbered mobile home to a permanent foundation 
on real estate owned by him. Encumbered mobile homes shall not be con­
verted to real property. 

b. Destruction or modification of the vehicular frame rendering it im­
possible to reconvert the real property thus created to a mobile home. 

2. After converting a mobile home to real estate, the owner shall notify 
the assessor who shall inspect the new premises for compliance with the 
provisions of this section and if the mobile home is properly converted, the 
assessor shall then collect the mobile home vehicle title, registration, and li­
cense plates from the owner and enter the property upon the tax rolls. 

Sec. 6. Section one hundred thirty-five D point one ( 135D.1), Code 
1962, is amended by striking subsection one (1) and inserting in lieu 
thereof the following: 

1. "Mobile home" means any vehicle without motive power used or so 
manufactured or constructed as to permit its being used as a conveyance 
upon the public streets and highways and so designed, constructed, or re­
constructed as will permit the vehicle to be used as a place for human 
habitation by one or more persons; but shall also include any such vehicle 
with motive power not registered as a motor vehicle in Iowa. 

Sec. 7. Section four hundred forty-one point seventeen (441.17), Code 
1962, is hereby amended by adding thereto the following new subsection: 

Measure the exterior length and exterior width of all mobile homes except 
those for which said measurements are contained in the manufacturer's and 
importer's certificate of origin, and report said information to the county 
treasurer. In the calendar year 1963, said duty shall be performed between 
September 1 and November 30. Check all mobile homes and travel trailers 
for violations of registration and for inaccuracy or measurements as neces­
sary or upon written request of the county treasurer and report such find­
ings immediately to the county treasurer. If a mobile home has been con­
verted to real estate the registration certificate, registration plates, and 
title shall be collected and returned to the county treasurer for cancellation. 
If the registration fees and any taxes due for prior years have not been 
paid, the assessor shall collect the unpaid registration fees and taxes due as 
a condition of conversion. It shall be the further duty of the assessor to 
make sufficiently frequent inspections and checks within his entire jurisdic­
tion of all mobile homes and mobile home parks and travel trailers and make 
all the required and needed reports to carry out the intents and purposes of 
this section. 

Sec. 8. Section three hundred twenty-one point one (321.1), Code 1962, 
is amended by striking subsection sixty-eight (68) and inserting in lieu 
thereof the following: 

"Mobile home" means any vehicle without motive power used or so manu­
factured or constructed as to permit its being used as a conveyance upon 
the public streets and highways and so designed, constructed, or recon­
structed as will permit the vehicle to be used as a place for human habita­
tion by one or more persons. 

"Travel trailer" or "camping trailer" means a vehicle without motive 
power used or so manufactured or constructed as to permit its being used 
as a conveyance upon public streets and highways and so designed to per­
mit the vehicle to be used as a place of human habitation by one or more 
persons. Said vehicle may be up to eight feet in width and any length 
provided its gross weight does not exceed forty-five hundred pounds which 
shall be the manufacturer's shipping or the actual weight of the vehicle 
fully equipped, or any weight provided its overall length does not exceed 
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twenty-eight feet. Such vehicle shall be customarily or ordinarily used for 
vacation or recreational purposes and not used as a place of permanent 
habitation. If any such vehicle is used in this state as a place of human 
habitation for more than ninety days in any twelve-month period it shall 
be classed as a mobile home regardless of the size and weight limitations 
herein provided. 

Sec. 9. Section three hundred twenty-one point one hundred twenty­
three (321.123), Code 1962, is amended by striking subsection three (3) and 
inserting in lieu thereof the following: 

3. Mobile homes, regardless of whether or not they are used on highways, 
except those in a dealer's or a manufacturer's stock not used as a place for 
human habitation, a semiannual fee of two and one-half dollars which shall 
not be prorated or refunded. The semiannual tax provided in chapter one 
hundred thirty-five D ( 135D) of the Code shall be paid at the same time 
that the registration fee is paid and the issuance of the registration certifi­
cate and plate herein provided shall be subject thereto. However, when the 
owner is any educational institution and the mobile home is used solely for 
student housing or when the owner is the State of Iowa or a subdivision 
thereof, the owner shall be exempt from the provisions of this chapter. 

Travel trailers and camping trailers, regardless of whether or not they 
are used on the highways, except those in manufacturer's or dealer's stock, 
an annual fee of fifteen cents per square foot of floor space computed on 
the exterior measurements, but excluding any area occupied by any trailer 
hitch as provided by and certified to by the owner, which amount shall not 
be prorated or refunded; except the annual fee for travel trailers or camp­
ing trailers, when registered in Iowa for the first time, shall be prorated 
on a monthly basis. The registrant of a travel trailer or camping trailer 
shall be issued a "travel trailer" plate. It is further provided the annual 
fee thus computed shall be limited to seventy-five percent of the full fee 
after the sixth registration. 

If a mobile home, travel trailer or camping trailer, shall have been 
registered under the provisions of this chapter at any time during a calen­
dar year, said mobile home, travel trailer or camping trailer, shall not be 
subject to a personal property tax for said year. 

Sec. 10. Section three hundred twenty-one point forty-five (321.45), 
subsection one (1), Code 1962, is hereby amended by adding thereto the 
following: 

For each new mobile home, travel trailer and camping trailer said man­
ufacturer's or importer's certificate shall also contain thereon the exterior 
length and exterior width of said vehicle not including any area occupied 
by any hitching device, and the manufacturer's shipping weight. 

Sec. 11. Sections one (1) to six (6), inclusive, and sections eight (8) 
and nine (9) of this Act shall become effective as of January 1, 1964. 

Further amend Senate File 461 by inserting after the word "trailers" in 
the title the words "and mobile homes".

Section 1. "Section four hundred twenty-two point forty-two (422.42), 

Code 1962, is hereby amended as follows: 
1. By adding an additional subsection as follows: 
'The word "room" applies only to accommodations referred to generally 

as "sleeping rooms" and does not apply to accommodations in the nature of 
ballrooms, banquet rooms, reception rooms, meeting rooms and office space, 
nor does it apply where room is rented to an individual, firm, association or 
corporation for a period of more than twenty-eight (28) consecutive days.' 

2. By adding after the word 'users,' in line six ( 6) of subsection three 
(3), the words 'and sale of the use of a room as herein defined,'.

'The tax imposed by section four hundred thirty point seven (430.7) of 
the Code shall be five (6) mills on the dollar and that tax, together with 
the taxes imposed by sections four hundred thirty A point three (430A.3) 
and four hundred thirty-one point ten ( 431.10) of the Code,'. 

"Sec. 6. Sections four hundred thirty-one point one (431.1) through 
four hundred thirty-one point five ( 431.6), inclusive, Code 1962, and sec­
tions four hundred thirty-one point sixteen (431.16), four hundred thirty­
two point five (432.6), four hundred thirty-two point eight (432.8) and 
four hundred thirty-two point nine (432.9), Code 1962, are hereby repealed. 

"Sec. 7. An additional tax of one (1) percent of tax is imposed on 
those corporations taxed under the provisions of section four hundred 
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twenty-two point thirty-three ( 422.33), Code 1962, which tax shall expire 
at the end of the fiscal year in which the bonds issued pursuant to chapter 
thirty-five B (35B), Code 1962, are fully retired. There is hereby annually 
appropriated from the funds in the general fund not otherwise appropriated 
an amount sufficient to pay the principal and interest on the said Korean 
Service Compensation Bonds issued pursuant to chapter thirty-five B (35B), 
Code 1962, as the same becomes due. 

"Sec. 8. Section four hundred twenty-two point thirteen (422.13), Code 
1962, is hereby amended by adding the following new subsection thereto: 

'5. Every individual having income from dividends or interest exceeding 
two hundred dollars ($200.00) for the tax year shall make and sign a return 
even though not otherwise required to do so.'. 

"Sec. 9. Chapter four hundred twenty-two ( 422), Code 1962, is hereby 
amended by adding the following new section to Division II thereof: 

'Every individual taxpayer subject to filing an Iowa income tax return 
shall make a separate accounting, on his tax return, of interest and divi­
dends received during the tax year and forward to the tax commission, 
as a surtax, two (2) percent of the amount thereof. The provisions of this 
section shall not include the first two hundred (200) dollars of such interest 
and dividends for every individual taxpayer nor interest and dividends 
received on United States government securities, bank stock, insurance and 
annuity contracts, or on bonds or certificates issued by any municipality, 
board, commission or agency of the state, school district, drainage or levee 
district, river-front improvement commission or county within the State 
of Iowa.

the general fund not otherwise appropriated an amount equal to the tax 
imposed upon moneys and credits computed at the rate of five (6) mills as 
placed upon the various county tax lists for the year 1963. The county 
auditor of each county shall certify the amounts of such taxes, computed 
at the rate of five (5) mills, imposed in his county for the year 1963 and 
deliver such certification to the state comptroller who shall draw warrants 
on the moneys and credits tax replacement fund in the amounts of such 
certifications, payable to the county treasurers of the various counties and 
mail said warrants to the county auditors. The proceeds shall be apportioned 
within the counties according to section four hundred twenty-nine point 
three ( 429.3), Code 1962. 

"Sec. 10. Section four hundred twenty-six point one (426.1), Code 1962, 
is amended by striking from line nine (9) the word 'eleven' and inserting in 
lieu thereof the word 'twenty'. 

"Sec. 11. There is hereby appropriated from the general fund annually 
for each year of the ensuing biennium to the department of public instruc­
tion, in addition to all other appropriations, the sum of eleven million 
dollars ($11,000,000.00) for general state aid to the school districts as 
provided by chapter two hundred eight-six A (286A) of the Code; pro­
vided, however, that no school districts shall receive financial aid under the 
provisions of said chapter of the Code in the event a school tax levy for 
the general fund of at least fifteen (15) mills was not made in such district 
for the preceding year. 

"Sec. 12. There is hereby appropriated from the general fund annually 
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for each year of the ensuing biennium to the department of public instruc­
tion, in addition to all other appropriations, the sum of one million dollars 
($1,000,000.00) for supplementary aid as provided by chapter two hundred 
eighty-six (286) of the Code. 

"Sec. 13. There is hereby appropriated from the general fund annually 
for each year of the ensuing biennium to the department of public instruc­
tion, in addition to all other appropriations, the sum of one million dollars 
($1,000,000.00) for aid to handicapped children through special education 
as provided in chapter two hundred eighty-one (281), Code 1962, and the 
sum of five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000.00) for vocational educa­
tion aid as provided in chapter two hundred fifty-eight (258), Code 1962. 

"Sec. 14. There is hereby appropriated from the general fund for each 
year of the biennium to a 'property tax credit fund', which is hereby created, 
the sum of twenty-four million dollars ( $24,000,000.00), or as much thereof 
as may be available, as computed by the comptroller, from (1) the total 
of the excess, if any, by which the unencumbered general fund balance ex­
ceeds sixteen million dollars ($16,000,000.00) at the close of the preceding 
year, plus (2) the excess, if any, of estimated revenues for the ensuing 
year after providing for all other appropriations, including the apportion­
ment of biennial appropriations between each year of the biennium. This 
property tax credit fund distribution shall be allocated each year to the 
several counties in the same proportion that the assessed valuation of real 
and personal property in that county for the preceding tax years bears to 
the total taxable real and personal property in the state for the preceding 
tax year. Not later than October 1 in the year 1963, and annually there­
after, the state comptroller shall certify to the county auditor of each 
county in the state the amount of money that will be allocated to that 
county the following year. The county auditor shall thereupon enter a credit 
against the tax bill of each taxpayer in said county, being the tax bill of 
the current year due and payable the following year, and the amount of 
said credit shall be in the same proportion to the total amount so certified 
to the county auditor by the state comptroller as the assessed valuation of 
such taxpayer's taxable real and personal property for the current tax 
year bears to the total assessed valuation of taxable real and personal 
property in that county for the current tax year. The amount of money 
so credited to the taxpayers of the county shall be distributed by the county 
treasurer to the several taxing districts of said county upon the receipts 
in the following year of the comptroller's warrant drawn on the property 
tax credit fund, the same as though the amount thereof had been paid to 
the treasurer of said county by the taxpayers of said taxing district. 

"Sec. 15. The increase in tax provided for in sections two (2) and 
three (3) of this Act shall not apply to tangible personal property such as 
building materials, supplies and equipment, but not the constructors' own 
tools or equipment, used in the performance of a building or construction 
contract executed prior to the effective date of this Act. 

"Sec. 16. If any provisions of this Act or the application of such pro­
vision to any person or circumstance shall be held invalid, the remainder 
of this Act or the application of such provisions to persons or circumstances 
other than those to which it is held invalid shall not be affected thereby. 

"Sec. 17. This Act, being deemed of immediate importance shall be in 
full force and effect July 1, 1963, after its passage and publication in The 
Clinton Herald, a newspaper published at Clinton, Iowa, and in the Grinnell 
Herald-Register, a newspaper published at Grinnell, Iowa.". 

2. Amend the title by striking all after the word "Act" and inserting in 
lieu thereof the following: "relating to taxation, and an increase in sales 
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and use taxes, corporation income tax, and taxing sleeping rooms and the 
repeal of moneys and credits tax and personal property tax and to levy a 
tax on the interest and dividends from investments and the appropriation 
of revenue.".

"All moneys available to the marketing division, whether from appropri­
ation, inspection and grading fees, or livestock deductions, shall be de­
posited in the state treasury in a separate marketing division fund. The 
board may, from any of the moneys received in accordance with the pro­
visions of this Act, by approval of a majority of the board, make such 
expenditures as are necessary for the administration of this division. 
Such funds shall be subject at all times to the warrant of the state 
comptroller, drawn upon the written requisition of the chairman of the 
board and attested to by its secretary, for the payment of all salaries, 
costs and expenses necessary to carry out the provisions of this Act.

"The agriculture marketing board shall be composed of the secretary 
of agriculture and the dean of agriculture at Iowa state university of 
science and technology, who shall serve as members of the advisory board 
without vote, two producer members from each of the following statutory 
associations: Iowa swine producers association, Iowa beef cattle producers 
association, Iowa state sheep association, Iowa state dairy association; 
and one member each from the following statutory associations: .Iowa 
crop improvement association, Iowa poultry and hatchery association and 
the state horticulture society. The names of five persons shall be certified 
to the secretary of agriculture by the presidents of the Iowa beef cattle 
producers association, Iowa state dairy association and Iowa state sheep 
association by June 1 of each odd-numbered year. The secretary of agri­
culture shall appoint by July 1, two of these five from each organization 
to the agriculture marketing board. Such an appointee shall serve for a 
period of two years beginning on July 1 of the year of his appointment 
and until his successor is appointed or qualified. Five names shall be sub­
mitted by the president of the Iowa swine producers association and three 
names shall be submitted from the Iowa poultry and hatchery association, 
state horticulture society, and Iowa crop investment association and ap­
pointments made in the same manner in even-numbered years for their 
representation. The secretary of agriculture shall appoint by July 1 of 
each such year two of those named by the swine producers association 
and one each from the names submitted by the poultry, horticulture and 
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crop improvement organizations to the marketing board. Provided, how­
ever, that no appointive member shall serve more than two consecutive 
terms. 

"However, the members from the swine producers association, the 
poultry and hatchery association, the horticulture society and the crop 
improvement association shall be selected and appointed in the year 1963 
and serve until their successors are appointed and qualified in 1964. 

"Appointive members of the board shall receive actual necessary expenses 
and mileage at the rate of seven cents per mile incurred while engaged in 
the business of the agriculture marketing board." 

Section one hundred fifty-nine point twenty-six (159.26), Code 1962, is 
amended by inserting in line ten (10) thereof, after the word "advertising" 
the words "and other". 

Further amend said section by adding at the end thereof the following: 
"; (6) to authorize its agents to enter upon the premises of any person 

charged by this chapter with remitting to the board deducted funds, and 
to cause to be examined by such agent or agents all books, records, docu­
ments and other instruments bearing upon the amount of such deductions; 
provided, however, that the board must first have reasonable grounds to 
believe that all such deductions have not been remitted or fully accounted 
for as required herein; (7) to expend from the deductions received from 
swine sold for slaughter pursuant to this Act, funds in payment of hog 
cholera indemnities properly certified under appropriate provisions of the 
Code of Iowa." 

Section one hundred fifty-nine point twenty-seven (159.27), Code 1962, 
is amended by deleting the words "The marketing division" in lines one 
(1) and two (2) and the words "either" and "division or" in line four (4). 

Chapter one hundred fifty-nine (159), Code 1962, is amended by adding 
the following new sections: 

"1. For the purposes of this Act a 'first purchaser' shall be defined as 
that person, corporation, co-operative, partnership, association or other 
business unit making the first purchase for slaughter of any cattle, swine 
or sheep produced in whole or in part in Iowa. 

"Deduction shall be made from sales in Iowa of all such cattle, swine or 
sheep by the first purchaser, who shall deduct from the proceeds of such 
sales ten (10) cents per head for cattle; five (5) cents per head for swine 
and veal calves; and two and one-half (2%) cents per bead for sheep and 
lambs, and forward such deduction to the board not later than the last day 
of the month following the month in which the sale took place. Amounts 
forwarded after expiration of such period shall have a penalty included in 
the amount of ten (10) percent of such delinquent remittance. 

"However, this deduction shall not apply to such livestock sales where 
sale is made directly to the consumer by the producer of such livestock. 

"2. The board is authorized to enter into arrangements with persona 
purchasing Iowa livestock outside of Iowa on the basis provided in sub­
section one (1) above, for remission of the livestock deduction by such 
buyers. 

"3. Any person from whom the livestock deduction shall have been 
collected may, by written application filed with the board within sixty (60) 
days after its payment by him, have said amount remitted to him by the 
board. 

"4. Any person who shall violate or assist in the violation of any of the 
provisions of this Act shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor." 

On the effective date of this Act the terms of the marketing board mem­
bers appointed under section one hundred fifty-nine point twenty-five 
(159.25), Code 1962, repealed by this Act, are terminated.

I hereby acknowledge receipt of your official notification that the Sixtieth 
General Assembly stands ready to adjourn sine die, pursuant to Senate 
Concurrent Resolution 18. 

This session of the Iowa General Assembly bas been the longest regular 
session in our state's history. It also has been one of the hardest working 
sessions. In many areas, it has been most productive. 

I want to take this opportunity to pay tribute to the devotion you have 
shown to your duties throughout this session. Although I feel there is a con­
siderable amount of unfinished business remaining, you have a great many 
achievements to show for your labors. 

You are to be commended for your action in passing a liquor control act 
the majority of Iowans favor, can respect and will obey. Many of you bad 
to stand up against great pressure from segments of your constituencies to 
vote for what you thought was best for Iowa. You showed genuine states­
manship and your state, in years to come, will be thankful to you. 
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The enactment of legislation providing for state regulation of public 
utilities marks the culmination of 50 years of effort by the progressive 
forces in Iowa to legislate for the protection of the utility consumer. 

Iowa will substantially benefit from legislation calling for mandatory 
testing of farm animals for brucellosis. 

By authorizing an appropriation for a program of medical assistance to 
the aged you have made possible some relief from suffering for a large 
class of persons we have shamefully neglected for so many years--our 
elderly citizens who are not receiving Old Age Assistance payments. 

The enactment of legislation permitting the investment of the operating 
funds of local governments represents a triumph of the public interest over 
narrow private interest. It will provide property tax relief of the most 
direct kind. 

I hope the passage of legislation making discriminatory hiring practices 
unlawful will go far toward making available equal job opportunities for 
all Iowans. 

Your action in allowing Iowa to join the growing ranks of states which 
have ratified the proposed Twenty-fourth Amendment to the U. S. Consti­
tution was of national significance and was a necessary step toward 
!eeuring equal voting rights for all qualified adults in our land. 

The act to permit local communities to issue revenue bonds for industrial 
sites and buildings should make a significant contribution toward the 
economic development of Iowa. 

The cities and towna of Iowa have been granted a measure of home rule 
that will free them from the shackles of state government while protecting 
the interests of local citizens. It is my hope that future Assemblies will 
complete this action by approving a home rule amendment to our State 
Constitution. 

You have provided adequately for the needs of higher education, mental 
health and correctional institutions. Your action in increasing the benefits 
under the Iowa Public Employees Retirement System will lead to more just 
rewards for the faithful service of our governmental employees and to 
greater incentives for qualified persons to enter the profession of teaching. 

However, I would be less than candid if I did not point out that I was 
disappointed at the Assembly's action-or failure to act-in a number of 
other vital areas. 

No action was taken to protect our Interstate Highways from future 
encroachment by billboards. 

A bill to abolish the death penalty was not allowed to come to a vote in 
the Iowa Senate even after it was passed by the Iowa House of Representa­
tatives. 

With all due respect to many sincere legislators who felt the Shaff Plan 
was at least a step in the right direction, I do not feel that it meets the 
minimum requirements for a sound and equitable plan of legislative reap­
portionment. 

It is a matter of deep regret to me that the Assembly did not see fit to 
provide adequate funds for some of our welfare programs, most notably the 
program for Aid to Dependent Children. Another serious omission, I feel, 
was the failure to enact improved legislation to protect the safety of our 
working men and women. It is also regrettable that the Assembly has 
failed to provide the reorganization our antiquated state government struc­
ture needs if it is to deal with the problems and challenges that economic 
and social change are bringing to Iowa. 

This session has ended without an answer to the difficult problem of tax 
revenues and property tax relief. I know that a good many Legislators, as 
well as your Governor, did everything they felt was possible in a spirit of 
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compromise to reach a solution. History will probably show that it was 
better to have no major tax bill at all than one which was inequitable. 

One of the most serious omissions, in my view, was the Assembly's failure 
to enact legislation to equalize property assessments for taxation through­
out the state. Such a measure is essential before any over-all solution to 
local property tax problema can be reached. 

You have dift'ered often among yourselves during this session. A majority 
of your membership has sometimes dift'ered with me. But this is the sign of 
a healthy democratic system and is no cause for alarm. 

I want to thank you for the many courtesies you have shown me during 
this session and give you the assurance, as you depart, that my office will 
be open to you in the months ahead any time you wish to discuss with me 
ways in which Iowa can be made a better state in which to live.

MEMORIALS 

FRANK C. BYERS 

Ma. PREsiDENT: Your committee, appointed to prepare a suitable resolu­
tion commemorating the life, character and public service of the late 
Honorable Frank C. Byers, begs leave to submit the following memorial: 

Frank C. Byers, whose record of continuous service in the Iowa legisla­
ture is longer than that of any other individual, was born June 20, 1883 at 
Alden, Iowa, and died April 27, 1962, in Cedar Rapids. 

He attended public schools and Grinnell College before taking up the 
study of law at the University of Iowa. He was admitted to the bar in 1904 
and the following year entered practice in Cedar Rapids. For the remainder 
of his life he resided either in Cedar Rapids or in nearby Marion. 

He was married in 1909 to Myra Lyon who survives. Other survivors 
include a daughter, Mrs. Alden D. Avery of Spencer, Iowa, and two sons, 
Ganson L., of Tucson, Arizona, and Frank, Jr., of Cedar Rapids. Mrs. 
Avery's father-in-law was the late State Representative A. H. Avery af 
Spencer, with whom Mr. Byers served in the legislature for several ses­
sions. 

Mr. Byers first ran for the legislature in 1928 winning election to the 
House of Representatives. He took the oath of office on January 8, 1929, and 
from that time until his retirement on January 9, 1961, he was a member 
of the legislature--a total of thirty-two years plus one day. 

Only the late Arch W. McFarlane of Waterloo, served longer in the Iowa 
Legislature, but his service was not continuous. 

Mr. Byers was re-elected to the House of Representatives in 1930 and in 
1932 was elected to the first of seven four-year terms in the Iowa Senate 
where he was elected president pro tempore in 1937, 1941, and again in 
1943. 

Virtually all of the laws enacted during nearly one-third of the state's 
history bear the imprint of Mr. Byers' work. He was named chairman of 
the judiciary 2 committee for so many years that he was considered the 
"permanent" chairman. He also served on every important committee of 
the Senate, as well as the budget and financial control which serves between 
legislative sessions. 

He was the prime mover for legislative reapportionment, piloting the 
1953 senatorial districting bill through the Senate. This was the last re­
districting bill passed until 1961 and only the second passed since 1904. 

He played a prominent role in the enactment of laws that created the 
Iowa Tax Commission, the Iowa Employment Security Commission and the 
Iowa Liquor Control Commission. His counsel and guidance was often 
sought by new Senators as well as long-time colleagues and he always gave 
it generously. 

Mr. Byers had an uncanny ability to act as a mediator in bitter legislative 
disputes and enjoyed unusual success in bringing together people with 
widely differing views on controversial bills. When the legislature became

bogged down in 1953 on a bill to permit the sale of colored oleomargarine, 
he was assigned the chairmanship of the second conference committee 
which, under his guidance, brought about a compromise that was accepted 
by both House and Senate and was signed into law by the Governor, after 
the legislature had fought the issue for nearly three months. 

He was considered one the the best dressed and most distinguished-appear­
ing members of the Senate. Seldom did he appear in the chamber without a 
white carnation in his lapel and one of the few times he appeared in shirt.. 
sleeves was when he removed his coat in the room where the colored oleo 
bill conference committee was working to make it quite clear he intended 
to keep the group in session until an agreement was reached. On the day he 
did appear without a carnation in his lapel, his Senate colleagues protested 
so vigorously that he never again showed up without one. 

Mr. Byers occupied seat number thirty-four and his booming voice could 
be heard throughout the chamber without the use of a microphone until 
his later years. When he voted "no" it rolled across the room and echoed 
back, leaving no question about it. 

In 1953, when he was "dean" of the Senate and Mr. McFarlane was 
"dean" of the House, they were honored together at a joint session of the 
legislature. Four years later, when both were senators, they were jointly 
honored a second time when the state house news corps named them "Out­
standing Legislators". 

On May 5, 1959, during his last session, Mr. Byers was singularly hon­
ored when Lt. Governor Edward J. McManus called him to the rostrum and 
presented him with a "Call of the Senate" signed by each of his forty-nine 
colleagues, who gave him a standing ovation. So far as it is known, this 
was the first and only time in Iowa legislative history a member of the 
General Assembly had been so honored. 

Mr. Byers served on the board of education in Cedar Rapids from 1926 
to 1932. He was a member of the Episcopal Church, Mt. Hermon Lodge, 
263, A. F. and A. M., the Iowa Consistory, the Cedar Rapids Chamber of 
Commerce, the Cedar Rapids Country Club, the Linn County and Iowa 
State Bar Associations, Sigma Nu social fraternity and Phi Delta Phi 
legal fraternity. 

Now, Therefore, Be It Re.solved by the Senate of the Sixtieth General 
A·ssembly of Iowa,: That in the passing of the Honorable Frank C. Byers, 
the State of Iowa bas lost a valued and honored citizen, and by this resolu­
tion attests its respect for and admiration of him and tenders its sincere 
sympathy to his family.

J. KENDALL LYNES 

MR. PRESIDENT: Your committee, appointed to prepare a suitable resolu­
tion commemorating the life, character and public service of the late 
Honorable J. Kendall Lynes, begs leave to submit the following memorial: 

James Kendall Lynes, familiarly known since boyhood as Buster, was 
born on March 22, 1903, in Plainfield, Iowa. He was the son of James Jay 
Lynes and his wife Jennie, nee Vosseller, and the fourth child in the family 
of seven children. When he was two years old the family moved to a farm 
south of Plainfield where the deceased spent his boyhood years, enjoying 
his father's interest in fine horses and often accompanying him on exhibi­
tion trips. He attended the Plainfield Public school and was graduated from 
the high school at the age of fifteen. He then attended the Cedar Valley 
Seminary at Osage. 

At the age of sixteen, with his brother Leonard as a partner, he became 
actively engaged in farming and in the breeding of purebred Ayrshire cattle 
which he exhibited with great pride in the Midwestern and Western states. 
He was also a past director of the National Ayrshire Breeders Association 
and had sold Ayrshire cattle in many parts of the country. 

On June 30, 1926, he was united in marriage to Miss Lenora Kuethe in 
St. Paul's Church with pastor Fred Kuethe, uncle of the bride, officiating. 
To this union three children were born, one daughter, Lorraine and two 
sons, J . William and Carl Wallace. Their entire married life was spent on 
the family farm south of Plainfield. On December 10, 1933, he entered the 
fellowship of St. Paul's Lutheran Church in Waverly by instruction in the 
Christian faith, and through the sacrament of Baptism. He continued his 
membership faithfully and was twice elected to the church council, serving 
as a trustee at the time of his death. 

The deceased lived a busy life, following many interests and accepting 
many responsibilities. From 1940 until the time of his death he served 
without interruption as State Senator from his district and became widely 
known as an outstanding legislator. He was proud of the fact that he had 
achieved twenty-two (22) years of continuous Senate service at the young­
est age of any of Iowa's longtime legislators. He capped his legislative 
career as President pro-tempore of the Iowa Senate in 1969, and majority 
floor leader in the 1961 sesion. Even though the legislature meets only 
once every two years, Buster made polities a full time job. He was begin­
ning his second four year term on the Legislative Interim Committee after 
the close of the 1961 session, which committee meets regularly during the 
interim. At the conclusion of the 1961 General Assembly, Senator Lynes 
received a significant recognition by being honored by the representatives 
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of the press, radio and television as the outstanding legislator of the Fifty­
ninth General Assembly. 

The interests and activities and public services in which he was involved 
during his busy lifetime were many and varied. His life was filled with 
adventure and excitement. As a youth the powerfully built Lynes had a 
reputation as a "strong man" who accepted challenges of boxers and 
wrestlers at county fairs. He reportedly was never defeated. 

He participated freely and constructively in the life of his community, 
he served his district and the State of Iowa with distinction, he was beloved 
in his church. Many honors came to him but they came to him only because 
he worked hard and followed a predictable path of integrity. He took great 
pride in having been elected an honorary member of the Iowa Bar Associa­
tion at the closing of the 1961 session. His massive personality made him a 
man to be remembered. 

On Saturday, May 5, he followed his usual rugged schedule, including a 
trip to Des Moines. Greatly fatigued he retired early and passed from this 
life peacefully in his sleep sometime before 11 :00 p.m. He had attained 
the age of fifty-nine years, one month and thirteen days. 

He is survived by his widow, his daughter, Lorraine (Mrs. Lee Chester), 
his two sons, William and Wallace and five grandchildren. He was preceded 
in death by his parents.

MR. PRESIDENT: Your committee, appointed to prepare a suitable resolu­
tion commemorating the life, character and public service of the Honorable 
Fred Maytag, begs leave to submit the following memorial. 

Fred Maytag, nationally known chairman of the board of The Maytag 
Company, electrical appliance manufacturer, represented Jasper County as 
Senator in the Fifty-second and Fifty-third sessions of The General 
Assembly of Iowa. 

Politics had a strong appeal to him. He had a wide and varied acquaint­
ance, a reputation for ability and judgment in many fields, and a love for 
people that inspired confidence in him. 
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He surprised many persons when he decided against seeking election to 
a full-time political office at the end of his term in the Legislature. 

Maytag Company production was devoted to war material during World 
War II while research on home automatic washers and dryers was pursued 
without interruption. The post--war spurt in popularity of automatics was 
so rapid that Fred Maytag abandoned thought of staying in politics in 1948 
to break ground for the new plant northeast of Newton to make automatic 
in addition to wringer washers. 

His decision continued the Maytag Company as the leading independent 
manufacturer of washing machines. 

Fred Maytag was born in Newton, January 8, 1911. He spent his entire 
life in Newton and at The Maytag Company. He was the grandson of F. L. 
Maytag, founder of the company; the son of Elmer H. Maytag, former 
president; and the nephew of Louis B. Maytag, also a former president. 

He was graduated from Newton High School, Culver Military Academy, 
and the University of Wisconsin. He began his Maytag Company career as 
a high school student working summer vacations in the company machine 
shops. 

In 1933, after his graduation from the University of Wisconsin, he 
became a full-time employee as a sales representative. He was vice presi­
dent from 1936 until his father's death in 1940, when he was 29 years old. 
He became board chairman in 1960, taking a post that had remained unfilled 
since the death of F. L. Maytag in 1937. 

He was modest. He entered his name on the Senate roll as Fred Maytag; 
rarely used his full name, Frederick Louis Maytag II. He believed every 
man should do his own thinking. He opposed on the floor of the Senate the 
World War II soldier bonus bill, that had his Republican party's backing, 
with advice to veterans they'd be paying taxes to retire the bonds. 

He was a delegate-at-large to the 1960 Republican national convention, 
and was chairman of the 1952 and 1960 Iowa Republican state presidential 
national delegate selection conventions. 

Fred Maytag also was president of the Maytag Co., Ltd., of Winnipeg, 
Canada, and of the Maytag Dairy Farms, Inc., of Newton. He was chair­
man of the board of the Jasper County Savings Bank of Newton, and the 
Kellogg Savings Bank of Kelloglf. 

He was a trustee of the Equitable Life Insurance Company of Iowa; a 
director of the Minneapolis-Honeywell Regulator Company of Minneapolis, 
Minnesota; a director of the Iowa Power and Light Company of Des 
Moines; a director of the Northwestern Bell Telephone Company of Des 
Moines; a director and regional vice president of the National Association 
of Manufacturers; a trustee of Grinnell College; and a trustee of Ducks 
Unlimited, Inc. 

He was chairman of the executive committee of the Herbert Hoover 
Birthplace Foundation. He was active in Boy Scout, Salvation Army and 
lzaak Walton League work. 

He received the Navy Distinguished Public Service award in 1956. He 
was named outstanding young man of the year by the Iowa Junior 
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Chamber of Commerce in 1948. He held a private pilot's license and was a 
member of the Civilian Advisory Board of the Air Training Command. 

He became ill on an advisory board inspection trip to Lowry Air Force 
Base in June, 1959. An emergency operation for removal of a small 
intestinal tumor at the base hospital was the forerunner of numerous 
operations in St. Louis, Missouri. He died of cancer at his home in Newton, 
November 4, 1962. 

He was married to Ellen Elizabeth Pray of Narberth, Pennsylvania, a 
classmate at the University of Wisconsin, November 30, 1934. Their four 
children are Mrs. David Egger, Frederick Louis III, Mrs. Jon Dannerbeck, 
and Kenneth Pray. 

Fred Maytag took seriously his obligations to his state, his community, 
his business and his church, St. Stephen's Episcopal in Newton. The Senate 
is proud to acknowledge the high character of his service and the influence 
of his life.

Whereas, a panel of judges convened in the United States District Court 
for the Southern District of Iowa has declared that the existing Iowa 
constitutional and statutory provisions for the apportionment of members 
of the Iowa General Assembly are "invidiously discriminatory . • • null 
and void, and inoperative for all future elections to the General Assembly 
of the State of Iowa, except elections to fill vacancies in the present 
General Assembly," and 

Wherea.s, the Federal Court panel bas further declared that "the present 
General Assembly bas the power to and is the appropriate body to provide 
for interim reapportionment which meets Federal constitutional standards, 
and action should be taken in time to make new apportionment provisions 
operative with respect to the 1964 election for members of the General 
Assembly which meets in regular session in 1965," and 
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Wlt.ereCIB, the Federal Court panel has ordered that "if a special session 
of the Legislature is not called within a reasonable time, or if the Legis­
lature is convened and it becomes apparent that no substantial progress 
has been made to provide for constitutional apportionment, this court re­
serves jurisdiction to consider prescribing an interim plan of reapportion­
ment," and 

W/t.ereCIB, because of the conditions and the Federal Court order above 
referred to, an extraordinary occasion exists within the contemplation of 
Section Eleven (11), Article Four (IV), of the Constitution of the State of 
Iowa, 

Now Tlt.ere/ore, I, Harold E. Hughes, Governor of the State of Iowa, do 
hereby proclaim that the Sixtieth General Assembly shall convene in Extraor­
dinary Session at the State House in the City of Des Moines, Iowa, at 
10:00 a.m., on the 24th day of February, A.D., 1964, and to that end I do 
call upon and direct the members of the House of Representatives and of 
the Senate of the Sixtieth General Assembly to convene in their respective 
chambers in the State House at Des Moines, Iowa, at 10 o'clock a.m., on 
February 24, 1964, for the purpose of receiving from the Chief Executive 
of the State of Iowa his meaaage pertaining to the purpose for which such 
assembly is convened, and to transact such legislative business in keeping 
therewith as may come before the houses of the General Assembly and 
sueh other emergency matters as are necessary to provide for continued 
operation of government in the State of Iowa in the interim prior to the 
convening of the next regular session of the General Assembly.

President Mooty addressed the Senate as follows: 

[Feb. 24, 

As a result of the special election last December 3, and the Federal Court 
opinion concerning reapportionment on January 16, the normal uncertainties 
of politics do not adequately cover our present situation in Iowa. 

This General Assembly convened in Special Seasion today with a twofold 
responsibility specifically placed upon it by Judges Van Osterhout, Stephen­
son, and McManus. This is a responsibility, first and primarily, to enact 
a new apportionment plan to govern the composition of the next General 
Assembly, which will begin its regular session in January 1965. A eeeond­
ary responsibility, though not one specifically placed upon the Special 
Session by the Federal Court, is the initiation of amendments to the Iowa 
Constitution which will implement, in a permanent way, the standards for 
legislative reapportionment which had been set forth in the January 16 
judgment of the Court. 

There is no political certainty in Iowa right now • • . except that the 
general election will take place on Tuesday, November 3. There is no ae­
surance, at all, that any of the prescribed steps preliminary to the general 
election will occur according to the familiar timetable laid out in preaent 
statutes. Obviously no primary election can be held and, hence, none of 
the primary election machinery can be set in motion until new legislative 
districts are established on an interim basis, or old onea re-established. 
It is scarcely necessary to add that this will be an intricate undertaking, 
which can be sueceasfully accomplished only through the bringing toptber 
of several divergent interests: 

The present Senate and the present House 
Counties of large population and counties of small population 
The Republican and Democratic parties 
And finally the General Assembly and the Governor. 
Furthermore, the interim reapportionment act as finally adopted will be 

subject to scrutiny by the same three Federal Judges who struck down the 
present system of apportionment. Points six and seven of their "judgment 
entry", issued January 16, are very explicit in keeping the case open for 
further review. They say: "if .•. it becomes apparent that no substantial 
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progress has been made to provide for constitutional apportionment, thia 
court reserves jurisdiction to consider prescribing an interim plan of re­
apportionment." Then the Judges add ••. and I continue to quote: "juris­
diction ia reserved to conduct such further hearings and make such further 
orders as may be appropriate or necessary upon the court's own motion or 
upon motion of either party." Thus, you see, it will not be sufficient to 
draft a stopgap reapportionment plan. The adopted plan must stand a 
reaaonble chance of paaaing the two testa fixed by the three Judges for a 
suitable legislative apportionment of Iowa. These testa are: 

First, one house of the General Assembly shall be apportioned on a popu­
lation basis, 

Secondly (in the words of the Judges themselves), "any departure from a 
population basis in the other house shall be on a rational basis: extreme 
departures from the population basis such as now exist in the General 
Assembly, or as were proposed under the Shaff Plan, which was rejected, 
cannot be justified." · 

It would be irresponsible to proceed on the assumption that the Judges 
meant less than they said. The Judges have stated: "reapportionment ia 
a legislative responsibility. We have no reason to believe that those con­
cerned will not exercise their various responsibilities promptly." I agree 
wholeheartedly with this statement ... yet, there are powerful reasons, of 
both principle and practical reality, which dictate a course of moderation 
and restraint by the members of this legislature who have the hard re­
sponsibility of threading their way through this reapportionment thicket. 
There is a real danger that an appearance of unyielding stubbornness 
within this legislature could dangerously cripple its effectiveness for years 
to come. Such an appearance could result from actions on our part, which 
large portions of the public might construe as tactics of evasion and pro­
tracted delay. It is for this reason, I am sure, that the Attorney General 
of Iowa ..• who defended the state in the reapportionment case brought 
against it ..• has not seen fit to appeal the court's judgment and, indeed, 
has counselled against doing so. However, it may be necessary to appeal 
later, in the event that the Federal Court should strike down a reasonable 
reapportionment act passed by this Special Session, in an honest attempt 
to comply with the orders of their Court. I must confess that this is hard 
doctrine for one like myself who sincerely and actively supported the Shaff 
Plan in the gruelling campaign which preceded the December election. 
The effect of the Federal Court ruling is to abolish all legislative districts 
as now constituted. It is impossible for prospective candidates to take the 
first step toward seeking seats in either the House or Senate until new 
districts are created by the Special Session, or the old ones re-established 
in the House and the Senate. The prospect of getting this done in 34 days be­
tween February 24 and March 28 is doubtful, indeed. The present primary 
filing date may have to be changed, furthermore, there would appear to be 
a strong likelihood that the primary election itself will have to be held on 
some date later than June 1, as set by present statute. These are relatively 
routine mechanical matters, compared with the basic problem facing us. 
Such seemingly simple uncertainties create a condition of flux and inde­
cisiveness which is unique in Iowa political history. 

I am confident that the responsible majorities in both chambers will fully 
measure up to their difficult obligations in the weeks before us, and that 
they will formulate a program of reapportionment which is fair to all 
interests and areas of the state. I have complete confidence in the dedicated 
spirit with which members of the Special Session will approach their duties. 
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I also have complete confidence in the common sense, good judgment and 
fair play of Iowa citizens, whether they live in the east or west, whether 
they reside in cities or on farms, and whether they earn their livings in 
office, field, or factory. I feel this way because they are people of good 
judgment and fair play, they are less interested in "scoring points" agam.t 
one another than in creating here the best possible environment for 
achieving the good life, both in our generation and in the endless future 
generations whose world we help to shape. 

Let us get on with the task at hand, and accomplish the best possible 
result for the good of all Iowa. 

Senator Rigler asked and received unanimous consent that the 
address by President Mooty be printed in the Senate Journal.

AFTERNOON SESSION 

The Senate reconvened, President Mooty presiding. 

COMMITTEE FROM THE HOUSE 
A committee from the House appeared and announced that the 

House was ready to receive the Senate in joint convention. 

In accordance with Senate Concurrent Resolution 1, duly adopted, 
the Senate proceeded to the House under the direction of the Sergeant­
at-Arms. 

JOINT CONVENTION 

In accordance with Senate Concurrent Resolution 1 duly adopted, 
the joint convention was called to order, President Mooty presiding. 

President Mooty announced a quorum present and the joint con­
vention duly organized. 

Senator Rigler of Chickasaw moved that a committee of four, 
consisting of two members from the Senate and two members from the 
House, be appointed to notify Governor Harold E. Hughes that the 
joint convention was ready to receive him. 

Motion prevailed and the President appointed as such committee 
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Lisle of Page and Fulton of Black Hawk, on the part of the Senate, 
and Kibbie of Palo Alto and Hougen of Black Hawk, on the part 
of the House. 

The committee waited upon Governor Harold E. Hughes and es­
corted him to the Speaker's station. 

President Mooty presented to the joint convention Governor 
Harold E. Hughes who delivered the following message: 

MR. PREsiDENT, MR. SPEAKER, HONORABLE M»MBERS OF THE SIXTim'H GEN­
ERAL ASSEMBLY, LADIES AND GENTLEMEN: 
We are met here today in this extraordinary session of the Sixtieth Gen­

eral Assembly to consider, against the backdrop of our state's history, 
certain momentous issues that will profoundly affect the lives of our children 
and our children's children. 

I know that it is inconvenient for most of you to participate in a legis­
lative session at this time. I realize that for many of you it means a con­
siderable financial sacrifice and the abandonment of long-standing plans. 
I appreciate, deeply, therefore, the evidences of good will and cooperation 
I have seen on your part. 

Let me add, too, that I know you have come here with the determination 
to do the best job within your powers to enact legislation that will be for 
the general welfare of the people of Iowa and to do this in the shortest 
possible time. 

I know that you, as well as I, are concerned with the heavy expense of 
the special session and will resist all pressures to unnecessarily prolong it. 

As you know, Section 11, Article IV, of the Constitution of Iowa provides 
that the Chief Executive "may, on extraordinary occasions, convene the 
General Assembly and shall state to both Houses, when assembled, the 
purpose for which they shall have been convened." 

On the 17th of January, I issued the proclamation convening this ses­
aion and today I am here to state my purpose, as the law provides. 

The central purpose of this extraordinary session of the Sixtieth As­
sembly is, of course, to reapportion the Iowa legislature in accordance with 
the JaRuary 14, 1964, federal court order in the case of Davis v. Synhorst. 

While the struggle for equitable reapportionment in Iowa has gone on 
for many years, three historic events in the past year led up to the con­
vening of this session here today. 

On May 3 of 1963, a panel of three judges, convened in the United States 
District Court for the Southern District of Iowa, declared that the present 
distribution of seats in the Iowa General Assembly discriminates unjustly 
against certain segments of our state's population and violates that part 
of the Federal Constitution which guarantees every citizen equal protec­
tion of the laws. 

At that time, however, the court deferred opinion upon all constitutional 
issues then pending and withheld a decree to permit the electorate of Iowa 
to vote on the Shaff Plan. 

The second of the three major events to which I have referred came on 
December 3 when the voters of Iowa rejected the Shaff Plan by a vote of 
272,382 to 190,424. 

Then, on January 14 of this year, less than six weeks ago, the federal 
court panel mentioned before made its final ruling in the case of Davis v. 
Synhorst and ordered a special session of the Legislature to be called to 
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adopt new apportionment provisions before this year's elections. That is 
the point at which we stand today. 

While our first order of business here is reapportionment and this will 
be the principal subject of my brief remarks here today, it has also become 
apparent that certain corrective legislation is needed to carry out the 
intent of the regular session of the Sixtieth General Assembly in at least 
two areas. 

The first of these deals with the authority of local school districts to issue 
bonds for junior college purposes. Senate File 156 of the last session was 
intended to grant such authority, but bonding attorneys have held that it 
fails to do so. At the present time, at least two of the sixteen Iowa com­
munities which have junior colleges--Clinton and Fort Dodge-are thus 
stalemated in their efforts to issue bonds for junior college construction. 

Secondly, House Concurrent Resolution 23, passed near the close of the 
last session, was intended to provide legislation to enable the State of Iowa 
to participate in a new federal program for construction of academic build­
ings for institutions of higher education within the state. However, it has 
become apparent that the resolution does not clearly permit Iowa to qualify 
for participation in the Federal Higher Education Facilities Act of 1963. 

A third problem has arisen since the last session. It involves Iowa'a 
participation in Public Law 88-164, the Mental Retardation Facilities and 
Community Mental Health Centers Construction Act of 1963, which was 
signed into law by President Kennedy less than a month before his tragic 
death. Enabling legislation is needed to permit Iowa to qualify for federal 
funds under this program to assist public and nonprofit groups in the con­
struction of facilities for the mentally retarded and the construction of 
community mental health centers. 

I therefore state it to be the additional purpose of this special session 
to deal, as the legislature sees fit, with these and such other enabling and 
legalizing acts of noncontroversial nature that carry out the unfulfilled 
legislative intent of the regular session, or enable this state to participate 
in federal programs that were authorized by the Congress subsequent to 
the adjournment of the regular legislative session, or to take care of such 
emergency matters as are necessary to provide for continued operation of 
the government of the state in the interim prior to the convening of the 
next session of the General Assembly. 

Such items are, I believe, largely routine and noncontroversial. The 
reapportionment issue, on the other hand, is both complex and controversial. 
As we work on it, the eyes of the entire nation, as well as those of our own 
state, are upon us. 

At this time, I believe it is my obligation to spell out in clear terms once 
again where I stand on reapportionment legislation and how I interpret 
the federal court order. 

In the first place, I would repeat what I have said many times in the past 
-that I am interested in a plan of apportionment that will be fair to GU 
of the people of this state, both rural and urban. During the Sha.fr Plan 
debates, it was stated that I want both houses on population exclusively. 
This was not true then. It is not true now. 

On the other hand, let me state very plainly my complete conviction that 
those who think the federal judges and the people of Iowa will accept 
another minority-controlled reapportionment plan-a Shaft' Plan in re­
verse, for example-are deluding themselves. Minority representation to 
protect the legitimate interests of the more sparsely populated counties ia 
entirely dift'erent from the minority control we have had so long. 

In the long debate through the years over reapportionment in this state, 
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we have sometimes become hypnotized by words and arguments that sound 
logical, but ignore the basic issue-which is equality of representation. 

In the final analysis, it is people's rights that must come first. 
The Fourteenth Amendment to the Constitution of the United States saya 

that "no state shall make or enforce any law which shall abridge the priv­
ileges or immunities of citizens of the United States." 

There are those who would have ua believe that the federal court ia some 
outside agency that baa no business moving into our state to tell ua what to 
do. I would point out that the three federal judges come from our own 
state and know this state and its needs aa well aa we. And they considered 
this matter only because a group of Iowans asked them to. 

There are those who would have ua believe that the federal court order 
violates our rights by intervening in apportionment matters. The exact 
contrary, of. eourae, ia true. The court order is protecting the rights of the 
individual citizens, as guaranteed by the federal constitution. 

As to my own individual preference for a reapportionment plan, I would 
say, as I have said before, that I favor a bicameral legislative pattern with 
the House on population and the Senate on population and area !acton. 

The federal court has ruled that one house shall be apportioned on a 
purely population basis and that "any departure from a population basis 
in the other house shall be on a rational basis." I construe this to mean 
that the second house would have a very substantial population factor. 

I have stated in very general terms the legislative pattern I favor and 
which I believe would come within the court's guidelines. 

But, notwithstanding my preference, I want to make it perfectly clear 
that I am open-minded about the mechanics of the actual apportionment 
and will support any plan that will get the job done properly. 

It is not my intention to submit a specific plan at this time. Quite 
frankly, I think this would be prejudicial to the cause. The development 
of specific legislation is the prerogative of the legialator...and in both 
houses, the majority party is clearly in the saddle. 

I am not interested in what individual or what group may get the credit 
for developing a good plan. If those who previously supported the Shaff 
Plan will come up with a good plan in line with the court's guidelines, I 
think this would be the most wholesome thing that could happen. As I 
have always said, the issue of equality of representation should not be a 
partisan issue. 

I am well aware that the actual drawing up of a workable reapportion­
ment plan is not an easy job. On the other hand, let us not deceive our­
selves-the guidelines laid down by the federal judges are clear, not fuzzy. 
The only thing that would seriously impede the development of a good plan 
would be the mistaken notion that the will of the people and the ruling of 
the judges could somehow be circumvented. If we keep the shape of the 
forest firmly in view, the trees will fall in place. 

I will stand ready to confer with any of you members of the Aaaembly 
on reapportionment (or other) matters at all times. I will be available to 
arbitrate differences on the issue, if desired. 

Moreover, let me say this: I have complete confidence in your ability to 
develop and enact a fair reapportionment plan that will make it unneces­
sary for the federal court to do the job for us. We may differ on some of 
the points involved, but I respect your desire and your intention to keep 
faith with the people. 

Presumably, the interim apportionment plan the court has ordered the 
legislature to enact will require executive approval. If the plan developed 
falls within the guidelines of the court, there will be no problem. If not, 
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I will do what I consider to be right, but you may be assured that I would 
not, under any circumstances, exercise executive power capriciously or to 
implement personal prejudice. 

We are, as I see it, standing on the threshold of a magnificent era of 
potential progress and economic development for this state. In our e1forta 
to keep a reasonable share of our talented young people in Iowa, I am 
convinced that a fair system of reapportionment will have a magnetic 
influence. Moreover, I am convinced that good apportionment will give the 
entire state-rural and urban-a spiritual lift. For if there is any one 
quality that characterizes the people of this state over the long run­
it is the sense of fair play. 

I realize that those of you who come from small counties that stand to 
lose representation in the change face a difficult task. I can understand 
this for I come from a small community myself and have lived moat of my 
life close to farm people. Yet, I sincerely believe that such wounds as there 
may be will heal and the state will be the stronger in the long run. 

The truth of the matter is that the issues that divide us as neighbors and 
fellow-citizens here in Iowa are small by comparison with the common 
causes that should unite us. 

It is time, ladies and gentlemen, to let bygones be bygones and to work 
together for the future of our .state. 

Many of the personalities and controversies that command the headlines 
today will be forgotten with the passage of the years. But what we do 
about apportionment-what we do to assure our citizens the constitutional 
guarantee of equality of voting rights--will live on for generations. 

We can not---and I am confident we will not-fail to act rightfully on 
this fundamental issue of fair voting rights which, in the final analysis, 
is the basic issue of democracy itself. 

You have a most difficult task ahead, yes. 
But you also have the greatest opportunity in the history of this legis­

lative body to do something truly great for the people of Iowa. 
The spotlight of the nation is on Iowa at this hour. If we can display 

statesmanship on the great issue before us-and I believe we can~r 
example will be an inspiration to men of good will in all the states of the 
Union and will live forever in the future history of this beloved state. 

Governor Hughes was escorted from the House chamber by the 
committee previously appointed. 

Mowry of Marshall moved that the joint convention be now dis­
solved. 

The motion prevailed. 

The Senate returned to the Senate chamber and resumed regular 
session.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON RULES 

Ma. PRESIDENT: Your committee on rules begs leave to report that it has 
had the permanent rules under consideration and recommends that the 
rules adopted for the procedure of the Senate of the Sixtieth General 
Assembly of Iowa shall be the rules of the Senate of the Sixtieth General 
Assembly of Iowa in Extraordinary Session, except by striking all of 
Rule 16, the first sentence of Rule 17, all of Rules 20, 21, 22, 23, 26, 27, 28, 
the first sentence of Rule 29, all of Rules 30, 32, 35, 36, 37 and except 
as modified by the following Special Rules for the Sixtieth General Assem­
bly of Iowa in Extraordinary Session as follows: 

Special Rule 1 
No bill or joint resolution shall be filed in or received by the Senate of 

the Sixtieth General Assembly of Iowa in Extraordinary Session, except 
bills or joint resolutions introduced or filed by the Reapportionment Com­
mittee; bills or joint resolutions introduced or filed by the Appropriations 
Committee; bills or joint resolutions filed by the Rules Committee and bills 
or joint resolutions passed by the House of Representatives of the Sixtieth 
General Assembly of Iowa in Extraordinary Session. 

Special Rule 2 
The only bills or joint resolutions that shall be considered by the Senate 

of the Sixtieth General Assembly of Iowa in Extraordinary Session shall 
be bills or joint resolutions introduced and filed by the Reapportionment 
Committee relating to a change in the legislative apportionment of the 
Senate and of the House of Representatives; bills or joint resolutions 
introduced and filed by the Appropriations Committee for the purpose 
of paying the expenses of the Sixtieth General Assembly of Iowa and

1. For each legislative district, multiply the sum of the senatorial popu­
lation unit by the number of senators allotted the district in accordance 
with paragraph one (1) of this section.

trict do not expire the same year. If the secretary of state determines that 
a legislative district is no longer entitled to elect an additional senator, 
no election shall be held at the succeeding primary and general elections 
for the office of the senator, or one (1) of the senators, whose term expires 
preceding the convening of the next regular session of the general assem­
bly. 

See. 6. Within ten (10) days after the effective date of this Act, the 
secretary of state shall certify the number of senators and represent­
atives each legislative district shall elect in the 1964 general election.

HOUSE AMENDMENT TO SENATE FILE 1 

Amend Senate File 1 by striking all after the enacting clause and 
inserting in lieu thereof the following: 

Section 1. The General Assembly hereby determines that in order to 
provide fair representation for all citizens of Iowa in the interim period 
before a Constitutional amendment becomes effective, the apportionment 
of the General Assembly shall be based upon the following principles: 

1. The House of Representatives shalt be apportioned on a population 
basis. 

2. The Senate shall be apportioned on a fair and reasonable basis, taking 
into account population, area, and the historical relationships and common 
or differing interests of the people of the various areas of the state. In 
order to give proper recognition to all of such factors, the following prin­
ciples shall apply: 

a. Any county having more than thirty-five thousand (86,000) popula­
tion shall be a senatorial district and shall be entitled to one senator. In 
addition, each such county having a population of one hundred thousand 
(100,000) or more shall be entitled to one additional senator plus another 
additional senator for each additional one hundred thousand (100,000) 
population. 

b. No county having less than thirty-five thousand (86,000) population 
shall be joined in a senatorial district with any county having more than 
thirty-five thousand (86,000) population. 

e. No senatorial district shall contain more than three (3) counties. 
d. The counties having less than thirty-five thousand (86,000) population 

shall be joined in senatorial districts of two counties or three counties. In 
forming such districts, counties whose people have a high degree of common 
interests shall be joined together when practicable. · 

e. To the maximum practicable extent, the boundaries of senatorial 
districts as provided in chapter sixty-nine (69), Acts of the Fifty-ninth 
(69th) General Assembly, shall be retained under this Act, in view of the 
recent senate redistricting enacted in 1961, the probability that a Con­
stitutional amendment on reapportionment will be adopted in the near 
future, the imminence of the 1964 primary and general elections, and the 
desirability of permitting senators elected in 1962 to complete the four-year 
terms for which they were elected in order to provide a reasonable measure 
of continuity and experience in the senate. 

The General Assembly hereby declares that the foregoing principles

And Whereas, certain electors who are members of the General Aaaembly 
have attempted to intervene in the federal court case on the theory that 
their interests have not been adequately represented by existing parties

And WhereaB, said petition of intervention raises the iaauea and que&­
tions with reference to interpretation and construction of said decree, 

And Whereas, it is increasingly apparent that these iaaues should be

Now Therefore, Be It Resolved by the Senate with the House Concumng, 
that the Attorney General be directed to support said petition of inter­
vention to the end that the issues raised therein may be speedily resolved 
and decided. These issues are as follows : 

1. If one house is apportioned on a population basis, may a rational 
basis for departure from population in the other house, depending upon 
the house and the facts, include considerations which would allow an area 
factor as the sole or substantial basis of its apportionment? Or does 
rational basis as used in the court's guidelines involve only considerations 
of degree of variation from population and require a substantial population 
factor? 

2. If the House of Representatives is apportioned on a population basis, 
can a rational basis for departure from population in the Senate include 
considerations, justifying apportionment thereof solely upon area, or on 
area with a population factor higher than in a solely area based Senate, 
and still not be invidiously discriminatory? 

3. If the House of Representatives is apportioned on a population basis, 
will an apportionment of the Senate on the basis it is presently con­
stituted, or as it is presently constituted with the addition of one or more 
Senators to its more populous counties, violate the equal protection clause? 

4. Is Article II, Section 37, Constitution of Iowa, prospectively null 
and void along with the 12th and 16th Amendments to the Iowa Constitu­
tion on the ground that it causes invidious discrimination in allowing 
electors of counties having more than one representative to vote for twice 
or more the number of representatives as the electors of counties or repre­
sentative districts having only one representative?

I voted for the Conference Committee Report and the amendments con­
tained therein to Senate File 1, not so much because it was a good re­
apportionment plan, as I feel that it does leave much to be desired as far 
as fair representation is concerned, but because I felt that it was con­
siderably better than the present apportionment of the Iowa General 
Assembly. 
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I also feel that it waa a step forward in attaining fair representation 
for all the people of Iowa, regardless of where they live. 

I realize eighty years of inactivity by previous General Assemblies cannot 
be overcome in one or two sessions of the General Assembly. 

I further feel that with the enactment of Senate File 1, as amended by 
the Conference Committee, it will in the end result in fair representation 
in future General Assemblies for the citizens of Iowa.

Wh.ereas, the Iowa Capitol is one of the most significant landmarks of the 
State of Iowa and is of tremendous pride and held in high esteem not only 
by state officials but by all residents of the State; and 

Wh.ereas, it is generally recognized that the Iowa Capitol is a majestic, 
dignified, and handsome building standing in a period of history in which 
such buildings are no longer erected; and 

Whereas, the Iowa Capitol is admired and respected for its architectural 
structure and design by the multitude of tourists who view and tour the 
Capitol each year; and 

Wh.ereas, thousands of school children throughout the State visit the 
Iowa Capitol annually to obtain a better understanding of the history and 
government of the State; and 

Whereas, it is the duty of the State of Iowa to maintain the Iowa Capitol 
in its present state not only from a utilitarian point of view but also to 
maintain the historical, cultural, and aesthetic image; and 

Whereas, present State officials are making every attempt possible to 
preserve the decor and dignity of the Iowa Capitol by reconditioning the 
exterior and redecorating the interior of the Capitol building and by 
making long-range plans for future development of the Capitol grounds, 
now therefore,

Commission give immediate consideration to the urgent problem of the

Whereas, the statute delegates to the Commission the authority to 
establish the prices at which package liquor shall be sold throughout the 
state, and 

Whereas, the Commission has established prices which provide marie-ups 
ranging from 48 percent to 73 percent over the delivered cost of each of the 
various brands, classes and varieties of alcoholic liquor sold through the 
stores without discount for quantity purchaaea, and 

Whereas, the established prices for quantity sales are not competitive 
with those of any neighboring state and are causing illegal import of 
liquor from other states. 

Now Therefore, Be It Resol11ed bll the Senate, the Roue Concurring, that 
we recommend the Iowa Liquor Control Commission give full and careful 
consideration to the granting of discounts in their prices on the quantity 
sates of package liquor, up to 10 percent effective immediately, in order to 
discourage illegal import and bootlegging from other states. Toward thia 
end, the Commission is authorized to conduct public hearinp and au.ch 
other investigation aa may be necessary to determine the amount of aaid 
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discounts and they should, irt any event, report their findings to the 
General Assembly at its next regular session.

seven (37) of Article three (Ill) are hereby repealed and the fol­
lowing adopted in lieu thereof: 

"Section 6. The State shall be divided into senatorial districrta, 
the number to be determined as hereafter provided by the redistrict­
ing authority. Each county of the State having a population of two 
(2) percent or more of the whole number of the population of the 
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State as determined by the most recent United States decennial 
census shaH constitute a single county senatoriaJ district. The re­
maining counties shaH be divided into two-county and three-county 
senatoriaJ districts by the redistricting authority so that as nearly 
as possible the number of two-county districts shall comprise two­
thirds of the remaining districts and the number of three-county 
districts shall comprise one-third of the remaining districts. Counties 
joined into two-county and three-county districts shall be compact 
and contiguous and no county shall be divided in forming such dis­
tricts. Counties joined only at the point of a corner shall not be 
considered contiguous. Two-county and three-county districts shaJl 
be as equal in population as practicable. 

"Section 34. Each senatorial district established by the redistrict­
ing authority shall elect one (1) senator. SenatoriaJ districts having 
a population of from six (6) to ten (10) percent of the population 
of the State as determined by the most recent United States decen­
nial census shall elect one (1) additional senator; from ten (10) to 
fourteen (14) percent of the population of the State, two (2) addi­
tional senators, and one ( 1) additional senator for each four ( 4) per­
cent of the population of the State thereafter. 

"Senators elected from a senatorial district electing less than three 
(3) senators shall be elected from the district at large. Senators 
elected from a senatorial district electing three (3) or more senators 
shall be elected from single member subdistricts within the district 
established by the redistricting authority. Each senatorial subdistrict 
\Vithin a district shaH have a population equal to that of every other 
senatorial subdistrict within the district with a deviation of no more 
than ten (10) percent permitted. Boundaries of subdistricts shaJl 
conform to voting district boundaries and shall consist of compact 
and contiguous territory. Areas joined only at the point of a corner 
shall not be considered contiguous. 

"The redistricting authority when establishing senatorial districts 
shall determine the number of senators each senatorial district shall 
elect and shall classify the districts by lot so that as nearly as pos­
sible one-half of the senators shaJl be elected every two (2) years. 
The redistricting authority shall include in the classification sena­
torial subdistricts established within distrcts and shall further clas­
sify senatorial seats within districts electing two (2) senators so 
that as nearly as possible one-half of the senators within each district 
shaH be elected every two (2) years. In classifying districts and 
subdistricts after each redistricting, the redistricting authority 
shall take into consideration the classification in effect prior to the 
redistricting. No incumbent senator shall be permitted to complete 
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the term for which he was elected if any new territory ia added by 
the redistricting authority to the district or subdistrict from which 
the senator was elected. An incumbent senator residing in an un­
changed district or subdistrict or in a district or subdistrict of re­
duced size shall be permitted to complete the term for which he wu 
elected if no new territory was added to the district or subdistrict 
by the redistricting authority. The classification of such districts or 
subdistricts shall not be changed from the class to which the district 
or subdistrict was assigned prior to the redistricting. 

The redistricting authority shall provide in its redistricting law 
or court order when the term of office of an incumbent senator shall 
not be permitted to be completed due to the redistricting of the 
senatorial district or subdistrict of the incumbent. Any senator who 
is not permitted to serve his complete term shall not be compensated 
for the incompleted part of his term. In districts electing two (2) 
senators, no election shall be held at the succeeding primary and 
general elections for the office of the senator whose term expires pre­
ceding the convening of the next regular session of the General 
Assembly if the redistricting authority d<'termines the district ia 
no longer entitled to elect an additional senator. 

"Section 35. The House of Represt-ntatiws shall consist of one 
hundred (100) members elected from single m<'mber representath·e 
districts established by the redistricting authority. Representative 
districts shall be established as follows: 

"1. The redistricting authority shall determine a population unit 
which shall be equal to the quotient resulting from dividing the 
whole number of the State as shown by the most recent United States 
decennial census by one hundred (100). 

"2. Each representative district shall have a population equal to 
that of every other representative district with a deviation of no 
more than ten (10) percent from the population unit permitted. 

"3. Each representative district shall consist of compact and con­
tiguous territory. Areas joined only at the point of a corner shall 
not be considered contiguous. 

"4. So far as practicable, a county shall not be divided unless it 
is entitled to elect more than one ( 1) representative. Where it is 
necessary to cross county lines in forming representative districts, 
the boundaries of such districts shall conform to township or voting 
district boundaries. 

"The redistricting authority may realign voting district boundaries 
where the population of an area is so distributed that it is impossible 
for the redistricting authority to form a representative district or 
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a senatorial subdistrict as provided in this section and in section 
thirty-four ( 34) of this Article. 

"Section 36. In 1967 and in each year immediately following the 
taking of the United States decennial census, the number of senators 
to be elected from each senatorial district shall be determined and 
the senatorial and representative districts and the senatorial sub­
districts shall be redistricted. 

"The General Assembly shall determine the number of senators to be 
elected from each senatorial district and redistrict the senatorial and 
representative districts and senatorial subdistricts by joint resolution 
by May fifteen (15) of such year, which joint resolution shall not be 
subject to the approval of the governor. 

"If the General As."embly fails to comply with the provisions of 
this section within the time allotted, the Supreme Court shall per­
form these functions by October one (1) of such year. The action 
of the Court shall be entered and certified to the Secretary of State 
by court order and shall be final. 

"Before June fifteen (15) of such year, any ten (10) members of 
the General Assembly may petition the Supreme Court to determine 
whether the action of the General Assembly substantially complies 
with the provisions of the Constitution. If the action substantially 
complies, the Court shall so notify the Secretary of State and the 
decision shall be final. If the Court determines that the action does 
not substantially comply, the Court shall determine the number of 
senators which shall be elected from each senatorial district and re­
district the senatorial and representative districts and the senatorial 
subdistricts. The Court shall proceed in its action as provided in 
the preceding paragraph of this section. 

"The provisions designating the number of senators which shall 
be elected from each senatorial district and the redistricting of sena­
torial and representative districts and senatorial subdistricts shall 
take effect beginning for the nomination and election of members 
of the General Assembly for the next regular session of the General 
Assembly following the adoption of the redistricting law or court 
order. 

"Section 37. When a congressional district shall be composed of 
two (2) or more counties, it shall not be entirely separated by any 
county belonging to another district, and no county shall be divided 
in forming a congressional district." 

Sec. 2. The foregoing proposed amendment to the Constitution of 
the St4te pf Iowa is herebr referred to the General Assembly to be 
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chosen at the next general election for members of the General As­
sembly and the Secretary of State is directed to cause the same to 
be published as provided by law for three (3) months previous to 
the time of making such choice.

Whereas, the Liquor Control Act of the State of Iowa creates a monopoly 
in the Iowa Liquor Control Commission and requires that all packaged 
alcoholic liquor be sold and distributed through state liquor stores, and 

Whereas, the statute delegates to the Commission the authority to 
establish the prices at which package liquor shall be sold throughout the 
state, and 

Whereas, the Commission has established prices which provide mark-ups 
ranging from 48 percent to 73 percent over the delivered cost of each of the 
various brands, classes and varieties of alcoholic liquor sold through the 
stores without discount for quantity purchases, and 

Whereas, the established prices for quantity sales are not competitive 
with those of any neighboring state and are causing illegal import of 
liquor from other states. 

Now Therefore, Be It Resolved by the Sencte, the Houae Concurring, that 
we recommend the Iowa Liquor Control Commission give full and careful 
consideration to the granting of discounts in their prices on the quantity 
sales of package liquor, up to 10 percent effective immediately, in order to 
discourage illegal import and bootlegging from other states. Toward this 
end, the Commission is authorized to conduct public hearings and such 
other investigation as may be necessary to determine the amount of said 
discounts and they should, in any event, report their findings to the 
General Assembly at its next regular session.

HOUSE AMENDMENT TO SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION 1 

Amend Senate Joint Resolution 1 as follows: 
1. By striking all of Section 35, lines eighty-two (82) through one hun­

"Section 35. The House of Representatives shall consist of not more 

than one hundred fifteen (115) members elected from representative dis­
tricts established by the redistricting authority. The redistricting author­
ity shall determine the number of representatives which shall be elected to 
the House of Representatives and the number of representatives which 
shall be elected from each representative district.

"Representatives elected from a representative district electing less than 
three (3) representatives shall be elected from the district at large. In 
any representative district electing three (3) representatives, one (1) repre­
sentative shall be elected from the district at large and two (2) repre­
sentatives shall be elected from single member representative subdistricta 
established by the redistricting authority. In any representative district 
electing four (4) or more representatives, two (2) of the representatives 
shall be elected from the district at large and the remaining representa­
tives shall be elected from single member representative subdistricts estab­
lished by the redistricting authority. 

"Representatives of districts or subdistricts at the time of their election 
shall have had an actual residence of sixty (60) days in the district or 
subdistrict from which elected and shall be elected by the voters residing 
in the respective district or subdistrict from which elected. A representa­
tive shall cease to represent a district or subdistrict upon a change of 
residence to a district or subdistrict other than the district or subdistrict 
from which elected.

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Senate Joint Resolution 1, a joint resolution proposing an amend­
ment to the Constitution of the State of Iowa relating to the com­
position of the General Assembly, the basis of r<'presentation of the 
members thereof, and to amend the Constitution 'l>y repeal of section 
six (6), Article three (III) thereof, section thirty-four (34) of 
Article three (III) thereof and the 1904 and 1928 amendments 
thereto, sections thirty-five (35) and thirty-six (36) of Article three 
(III), and the 1904 amendment to each such section, and section 
thirty-seven (37) of Article three (III), and proposing substitutes in 
lieu thereof. 

Be It Resolved by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa: 

Section 1. The following amendment to the Constitution of the 
State of Iowa is hereby proposed. 

"Section six (6) of Article three (III), section thirty-four (34) 
of Article three (III) and the 1904 and 1928 amendments thereto, 
sections thirty-five (35) and thirty-six (36) of Article three (III) and 
the 1904 amendment to each such section, and section thirty-seven 
(37) of article three (III) are hereby repealed and the following 
adopted in lieu thereof : 

"Section 6. The State shall be divided into senatorial districts, 
the number to be determined as hereafter provided by the redistrict­
ing authority. Each county of the State having a population of two 
(2) percent or more of the whole number of the population of the 
State as determined by the most recent United States decennial 
census shall constitute a single county senatorial district. The re­
maining counties shall be divided into two-county and three-county 
senatorial districts by the redistricting authority so that as nearly 
as possible the number of two-county districts shall comprise , two­
thirds of the remaining districts and the number of three-county dis­
tricts shall comprise one-third of the remaining districts. Counties 
joined into two-county and three-county districts shall be compact 
and contiguous and no county shall be divided in forming such dis­
tricts. Counties joined only at the point of a corner shall not be 
eonsidered contiguous. Two-county and three-county districts ,shall 
be as equal in population as practicable. 

' 
"Section 34. Each senatorial district established by the redistrict-

ing authority shall elect one (1) senator. Senatorial districts having 
a population of from six (6) to ten (10) percent of the population 
of the State as determined by the most recent United States decennial 
c<'nsus shall elect one (1) additional senator; from ten (10) to four­
teen (14) percent of the population of the State, two (2) additional 
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senators, and one ( 1) additional senator for each four ( 4) percent of 
the population of the State thereafter. 

"Senators elected from a senatorial district electing less than three 
(3) senators shall be elected from the district at large. Senators 
elected from a senatorial district electing three ( 3) or more senators 
shall be elected from single member subdistricts within the district 
established by the redistricting authority. Each senatorial sub­
district within a district shall have a population equal to that of 
every other senatorial subdistrict within the district with a deviation 
of no more than ten (10) percent permitted. Boundaries of sub­
districts shall conform to voting district boundaries and shall consist 
of compact and contiguous territory. Areas joined only at the point 
of a corner sha.ll not be considered contiguous. 

"The redistricting authority when establishing senatorial districts 
shall determine the number of senators each senatorial district shall 
elect and shall classify the districts by lot so that as nearly as pos­
sible one-half of the senators shall be elected every two (2) years. 
The redistricting authority shall include in the classfication senatorial 
subdistricts established within districts and shall further classify 
senatorial seats within districts electing two (2) senators so that 
as nearly as possible one-half of the senators within each district 
shall be elected every two (2) years. In classifying districts and 
subdistricts after each redistricting, the redistricting authority shall 
take into consideration the classification in effect prior to the re­
districting. No incumbent senator shall be permitted to complete the 
term for which he was elected if any new territory is added by the 
redistricting authority to the district or subdistrict from which the 
senator was elected. An incumbent senator residing in an unchanged 
district or subdistrict or in a district or subdistrict of reduced size 
shall be permitted to complete the term for which he was elected if 
no ne\V territory was added to the district or subdistrict by the re­
districting authority. The classification of such districts or subdis­
tricts shall not be changed from the class to which the district or sub­
district was assigned prior to the redistricting. 

"The redistricting authority shall provide in its redistricting law 
or court order when the term of office of an incumbent senator shall 
not be permitted to be completed due to the redistricting of the 
senatorial district or subdistrict of the incumbent. Any senator who 
is not permitted to serve his complete term shall not be compensated 
for the incompleted part of his term. In districts electing two (2) 
senators, no election shall be held at the succeeding primary and 
general elections for the office of the senator whose term expires 
preceding the convening of the next regular session of the General 
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Assembly if the redistricting authority determines the district is no 
longer entitled to elect an additional senator. 

"Section 35. The House of Representatives shall consist of one 
hundred (100) members elected from single member representative 
districts established by the redistricting authority. Representative 
districts shall be established as follows: 

"1. The redistricting authority shall determine a population unit 
which shall be equal to the quotient resulting from dividing the 
whole number of the state as shown by the most recent United States 
decennial census by one hundred (100). 

"2. Each representative district shall have a population equal to 
that of every other representative district with a deviation of no 
more than ten ( 10) percent from the popuation unit permitted. 

"3. Each representative district shall consist of compact and con­
tiguous territory. Areas joined only at the point of a comer shall 
not be considered contiguous. 

"4. So far as practicable, a county shall not be divided unless it is 
entitled to elect more than one (1) representative. Where it is neces­
sary to cross county lines in forming representative districts, the 
boundaries of such districts shall conform to township or voting 
district boundaries. 

"The redistricting authority may realign voting district bound­
aries where the population of an area is so distributed that it is im· 
possible for the redistricting authority to form a representative 
district or a senatorial subdistrict as provided in this section and 
in section thirty-four (34) of this Article. 

"The membership and districting of the House of Representatives 
as heretofore provided shall take effect for the nomination and elec­
tion of representatives who will serve in the regular session of the! 
General Assembly which will convene in 1973. 

"Upon the adoption of this Article and until such time aa the 
House of Representatives is redistricted following the taking of the 
1970 United States decennial census, the representative districts and 
the number of representatives elected from each district shall be 
as follows: 

The counties of Lyon and Osceola shall comprise one (1) district 
and shall elect one (1) representative. 

The counties of Dickinson and Clay shall comprise one (1) district 
and shall elect one ( 1) representative. 
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The counties of Emmet and Palo Alto shall comprise one (1) dis­
trict and shall elect one .(1) representative. 

The counties of Winnebago and Hancock shall comprise one (1) 
district and shall elect one (1) representative. 

The counties of Worth and Mitchell shall comprise one (1) district 
and shall elect one (1) representative. 

The counties of Howard and Chickasaw shall comprise one (1) 
district and shall elect one ( 1) representative. 

The counties of Butler and Grundy shall comprise one (1) district 
and shall elect one (1) representative. 

The counties of Pocahontas and Humboldt shall comprise one (1) 
district and shall elect one (1) representative.

The counties of Black Hawk, Scott, and Woodbury shall comprise 
one ( 1) district each and each shall elect four ( 4) representatives. 

The county of Linn shall comprise one (1) district and shall elect 
five ( 5) representatives. 

The county of Polk shall comprise one (1) district and shall elect 
ten (10) representatives. 

All other counties shall comprise one ( 1) district each and each 
tshall elect one ( 1) representative." 

"Section 36. In 1967, except as otherwise provided in section 
thirty-five (35) of this Article, and in each year immediately follow­
ing the taking of the United States decennial census, the General 
Assembly shall determine the number of senators to be elected from 
each senatorial district and shall redistrict the senatorial and repre­
sentative districts and senatorial subdistricts. The General Assembly 
shall by May 15 in each year required take such action by joint 
resolution which shall not be subject to the approval of the governor. 

"If the General Assembly fails to comply with the provisions of 
this section within the time allotted, the Supreme Court shall perform 
these functions by October one (1) of such year. The action of the 
Court shall be entered and certified to the Secretary of State by 
court order and shall be final. 

"Before June fifteen (15) of such year, any ten (10) members of 
the General .Assembly may petition the Supreme Court to determine 
whether the action of the General Assembly substantially complies 
with the provisions of the Constitution. If the action substantially 
complies, the Court shall so notify the Secretary of State and the 
decision shall be final. If the Court determines that the action does 
not substantially comply, the Court shall determine the number of 
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senators which shall be elected from each senatorial district and re­
district the senatorial and representative districts and the senatorial 
subdistricts. The Court shall proceed in its action as provided in the 
preceding paragraph of this section. 

"The provisions designating the number of senators which shall 
be elected from each senatorial district and the redistricting of 
senatorial and representative districts and senatorial subdistricts 
shall take effect beginning for the nomination and election of mem­
bers of the General Assembly for the next regular session of the 
General Assembly following the adoption of the redistricting resolution 
or court order. 

"Section 37. When a congressional district shall be composed of 
two (2) or more counties, it shall not be entirely separated by any 
county belonging to another district, and no county shall be divided 
in forming a congressional district."

(a) to designate or establish a state advisory council or councils which 
shall include representatives of non-government organizations or groups 
and of state agencies concerned with the planning, construction, operation, 
or utilization of such facilities, including representativea of the consumers 
of such facilities and selected from among persons familiar with the need 
for such services throughout the state, to consult with the state depart­
ment of health in carrying out the purposes of this act; 

(b) to provide for an inventory of existing facilities or a particular 
category or categories thereof, and to survey the need for additional 
facilities; 

(c) to develop and administer a construction program or propoama wblch. 
in conjunction with existing facilities will atford adequate facUlties to serve 
the people of this state. 

(d) to provide methods of administration on a merit basis, and to require 
reports, make investigations and prescribe regulations; 

(e) to provide for priority of projects or faciUties; 
(f) to provide to applicants an opportunity for a hearing before the state 

department of health; 
(g) to prescribe and require compliance with such standards of mainte­

nance and operation applicable to such facilitiee as are reasonably related to 
health, welfare, and safety. 

(h) to review from time to time, but not leas often than annuall7, ita 
State plan and submit to the Secretary of Health, Education, and Welfare 
any modifications which said state department of health considers necessary. 

Section 3. The commissioner of public health of the state Ia herebJ 
directed to prepare and present to the Sixty-first General AuemblJ ncb 
recommendations for additional legislation that he finds necessary to carry 
out the provisions of the aforesaid Public Law 88-164 or any amenclments 
thereto, as such Public Law or amendments apply to the State of Iowa. 

Section 4. There is hereby appropriated from the pneral fund of the 
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state the sum of twent)r-ftve thousand dollars ($26,000.00) to be used for the 
administrtion of this Act or so much thereof as may be necessary.

Each congressional, senatorial or representational district 
composed of more than one county shall consist of compact and contiguous 
territory and no county shall be divided in forming any such district, ex­
cept counties shall be divided in the establishment of representative 
district where there is a variation of thirty percent or more from the 
base figure obtained by dividing the total population of the state by the 
whole number of representatives to be elected to the House. The General 
Assembly shall provide by law for subdistricting in counties entitled to 
more than two senators or representatives. Subdistricts shall consist of 
compact and contiguous territory and shall conform to the boundaries of 
voting districts. No subdistrict shall have a population more than ten 
percent greater than the population of any other subdistrict in the same 
district. 

"Section 37. Each redistricting by the General Assembly shall be done 
by law. 

"Each redistricting shall inelude the determination of the number and 
boundaries of senatorial and representative districts and subdistricts, and 
the number of senators and representatives to be elected from each district 
or subdistrict, all in accordance with this Article.

Whereu, an economic recession is occurring in rural Iowa due to the 
loss of $25.00 to $80.00 per head on the price of cattle which cattle feeders 
are receiving for finished livestock on the market; and 

Whereu, the reduced price which cattle feeders are receiving for cattle 
is not reflected in the price of meat which the housewife ia required to 
pay, the discrepancy becoming of increased bewilderment to the consumer; 
and 

Whereu, a considerable amount of beef is imported into the United 
States which is affecting the price cattle feeders are receiving for cattle 
on the market; and 

WhereGB, it is reported that New Zealand baa a 100 percent import duty 
and Australia a 41 percent import duty on beef while these two countries 
account for 75 percent of all beef imported into the United States; and 

Whereu, the importing of beef is of added concern to the consumer aa to 
the kind of inspection imported fresh and canned beef is receiving, and who 
is responsible for same leaves doubt in the consumers' minds if perhaps 
they are exposing their families to health hazards when purchasing meat 
that could possibly contain imported beef. 

Whereu, many individuals in the loaning business are becoming con­
cerned with the effect the present market price of beef is having on the 
economy of Iowa and fear that the economic situation will spread to cities 
and cause a nationwide recession; now therefore,

HONORABLE MEMBERS OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY: 

I hereby acknowledge receipt of your official notification that the Sixtieth 
General Assembly in Extraordinary Session stands ready to adjourn. 

In my opinion, this session was distinguished above all for its enactment 
of a temporary reapportionment plan which will at least partially correct 
inequities in the distribution of seats in the Iowa Legislature until a 
satisfactory permanent plan can be worked out. 

The interim plan, as I see it, is the most far-reaching enactment by the 
Iowa Legislature in this century. While it may not be an ideal plan, it is 
a reasonable compromise and represents a clear step in the direction of 
fairness and equality for the people of Iowa. In the long run, I believe 
it will be seen that passage of the interim plan was the high point of the 
session. 

You also are to be commended for your action in passing other valuable 
legislation-particularly legislation requested in my message at the be­
ginning of this session to enable Iowa to participate in new federal-aid 
programs for higher education and to combat mental retardation. 

I am keenly disappointed, however, in the permanent reapportionment 
plan that was passed at the last minute by the Assembly. Nevertheless, I 
feel that all of you-whatever your individual positions may have been on 
the crucial apportionment issue--deserve a great deal of credit for your 
extended efforts in search of a solution to this difficult problem. 

Although I may differ with a majority of your membership on the appor­
tionment issue, this is no cause for alarm. It is, rather, the sign of a 
healthy democratic system. 

In closing, I would like to express my appreciation to you for the 
courtesies you have shown me during this session. Let me assure you 
again, as you leave for your homes, that my office is open to you whenever 
you may wish to discuss our mutual goal-the betterment of the State of 
Iowa.
