hall meetings are being held in public libraries. Each session starts at 6:00PM and is
slated to last 20 minutes.

State Librarian Michael Scott is a member of a committee working on the state's Digital
Equity Plan. Michael and others on the State Library staff are planning to attend some of
these meetings. Certainly, library directors, staff, and trustees are welcome to attend to
learn more about this effort and to offer opinion in these focus group sessions.

From the project press release: “We want to hear from lowans of all walks of life on how
they use the Internet and digital services in general. If you ever felt like the digital world is
passing you by, for whatever reason, this is your chance to speak up and help lowa
identify ways to help you and your community. Aftendees will hear a short presentation on
digital services, followed by a discussion with the audience on the barriers and potential
solutions for fulf participation in the digital aspects of society.”
