This is the ninth in a series of publications enti-
tled Pig Crops in Iowa which show geographically the
pattern and distribution of sow farrowings and pig crops
which indicate areas of production. The bulletin is is-
sued annually with the initial publication containing data
on 1959 sow farrowings and pig crops by counties,

Iowa is one of the leading livestock States in the
Nation ranking "Number One" in hog production. Seven
out of every ten farmers in the State produce hogs, The
annual pig crop ranged between 18 and 21 million head
for seventeen years and reached a record high of 21,6
million in 1967, Cash receipts from the annual sale of
hogs normally account for a fourth to a third of the
State's annual cash farm income from agriculture,

PIG CROPS IN IOWA - 1967

Iowa produced close to one-fourth of the Nation's pig crop in 1967. The 1967 Iowa
pig crop totaled 21,621,000 head, 83 percent more than the next largest pork producing
State, and a record high since records were started in 1924. The pig crop was 2 per-
cent larger than in 1966 and 7 percent larger than the 1962-66 average of 20,256,000
head. Hogs accounted for $952,772,000 in 1967, 37 percent of cash receipts from live-
stock and livestock products and 27 percent of cash receipts from marketings of all
agricultural commodities produced in Iowa.

Geographically, the eastcentral district produced the most hogs, 14.7 percent of
the State total, followed by the northeast district with 13.7 percent. Six counties
each producedover 400,000 pigs which accounted for 12.3 percent of the total, and 15
counties 300,000 head and over. These twenty-one counties produced over one-third
of the State total. The 10 leading counties in hog production in 1967, based on pig
crop numbers, were, Plymouth, Delaware, Sioux, Washington, Cedar; Benton, Johnson,
Dubuque, Clayton and Crawford. These tencounties produced 19 percentof the State's
total pig crop.

The 1968 spring pig crop (December 1967 through May 1968) totaled 11,484,000 head,
3 percent less than were produced during the comparable period a year earlier. Ex-
pected farrowings, as reported on June 1, 1968 for the 1968 fall crop (June through
November)are estimatedat 1,372,000 sows, 3 percent more thanfarrowed during this
period a year earlier. If fall farrowing intentions are carriedout and the litter size
is near average, the total 1968 pig crop will be 1 percent below 1967.
