Revised County Estimates, 1969-1965

Preface

This bulletin presents revised county estimates of
the number of sows farrowing and pig crops for the years
1959 through 1965, Theserevised estimates are the re-
sult of revised State totals after a thorough review of
the original estimates, taking into consideration data
from the 1964 Censusof Agriculture and other informa-
tion such as State Farm Census data, records relating to
market receipts, and current survey data collected dur-
ing the period.

The publication combines previously published
annual county estimates which were first published in
1960, It shows the distribution of sow farrowings and
pig crops, providing background material for the eval-
uation of changes that have occurred and may occur in
the supply and market potential of hogs in various parts
of the State, Data in this bulletin replaces and makes
obsolete data published annually under the same title,
Pig Crops - Geographic Patterns in Iowa in June 1960,
1961 and 1962, July 1963 and September 1964 and 1965.

Iowa is the "Number One " State in hog produc-
tion. For the past sixteen years the annual pig crop has
ranged between 18 and 21 million head. Six out of ten
farmers are engaged in hog production. A large part of
the State's huge corn crop is used each year to fatten
hogs. Numerous packing plants located in Iowa en-
gaged in hog slaughter and meat processing provide em-
ployment for a large number of people. Cash receipts
from the annual sale of hogs normally account for a
fourth to a third of Iowa's cash farm income.
