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Twenty years later in the year 2000, these baby-boomers will be 35 through 54,
Indeed, this category will be about 43% larger in the ‘year 2000 than it was in 1980
according to both projections. The numerical increase will be more than 250,000.

The increase will continue among those 55 and older. According to the state
demographer, the increase will be about 5% (or nearly 32,800 residents) from 1980 to 2000.
Woods and Poole project an even greater increase (12%; 77,300) among those 55 and older.

Actually, the percentage increases for those 75 and older are among the largest of
any sets of age categories. Woods and Poole project an increase of about 56% in this group,
while the figure from the state demographer is 31%. And the largest increase from 1980 to
2000 in any single age group occurs among those 85 and older. Woods and Poole project a
gain of 104% in this age category, or more than a doubling from the 44,900 counted in 1980
to the 91,600 listed for 2000.

The trends observed in the projections to the year 2000 continue in the figures
reported by Woods and Poole for 2010. By that year, nearly equal numbers are projected to
be 80 years of age or older as under the age of five. By then the baby-boomers will be 45
through 64, or just at the threshold of reaching the age traditionally defined as a primary
time for retirement. Those of elementary and secondary school age will continue to decline
from 2000 to 2010 according to this projection.

Greater differences between the two projections are observed in the figures for
some counties than for the state as a whole. This is especially true in those instances where
one source projected the total population of a county to be below the 1980 figure while the
other had it above that level. But the proportions of residents predicted to be in the age
categories remain remarkably similar, even when totals are quite different. When data for
a particular county are examined, numerical distributions provide an indication of
potential trends. But calculation of percentage distributions from the two sets of
projections may provide an equally appropriate comparison of what may occur in 1990,
1995, or 2000.
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
