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INTRODUCTION 

Over the past several years we have become increasingly convinced that there i s need for 
a list of titles to answer requests and to stimulate teachers and students to read more 
widely and to choose quality literature in a period when mediocrity in literature is 
rampant. Thousands of juvenile titles are published each year, but few will survive 
"the test of time". We have therefore, attempted to provide a list representative of the 
universal themes in literature, and designed to expose young readers to a wide variety of 
the genre found in drama, poetry, folklore, nonfiction and fiction. No attempt has been 
made to enumerate all the good literature available in the classics, modern classics and 
potential classics. We hoped rather to offer a bibliography of titles which are examples 
of the literature of today and yesterday which are reviewed as worthwhile reading. We 
have tried to make our list long enough to provide many choices. There was no thought on 
our part that any student should expect or be expected to read all of these titles. We 
hope, however, that our list will assist teachers and students in improving the breadth 
and quality of reading in Iowa's upper elementary grades. Inclusion of a title or 
author doi~s not imply endorsement by the Iowa Department of Education. 

This title is one of a series. Revised bibliographies for senior high school and for junior 
high/middle school were published in 1992. A lower elementary school bibliography 
was publisl1ed in 1990. Now we are offering a revised version of the upper elementary 
bibliography. All four of these bibliographies are available on disk (Macintosh -
Microsoft Word or Microsoft Works and IBM - Word Perfect). Users are welcome to 
copy or adapt them. 

We have also developed an annotated ethnic bibliography of African American Authors, 
Asian American Authors, Native American Authors, and Hispanic American Authors, 
which will be available on disk with the same perm ission to copy or adapt.
