penses of such soldiers prior to their being mustered into service by 
the United States, are liereby legalized and confirmed, and all such 
a,ppropriations or applications of the funds of such counties and Mu­
mcipal CorplJrations ahall be as valid and effectual as if said Boards 
of Supervisors or Municipal Corporations had had full power and 
authority to make such appropriations and applications. 

SEOTION. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force after 
its publication in the Iowa State Register and Iowa State Journal, 
anjthing in the laws of this State to the contrary notwithstanding.

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of ItYlJJtJ, That the Governor of the State of Iowa is hereby directed 
to procure for the use of the State, 18 BOOn as po88ible, twenty-five 
hundred approved arDli and their proper accoutrements and equip­
ments for Inilitary purposes, and he is further hereby invested with 
authority to purchise twenty-:fi.ve hundred arms, with their proper 
&C9Qutrements and equipments in addition to the twenty-five hun­
dred first mentioned. 

SEO. 2. The Governor of the State is hereby empowered to 
employ an agent or agents, to make the purchase or purchases 
aforesaid, and he is hereby authorized, directly or through said 
agent or agents, in the name of the State of Iowa to make any 
contract with persons having arms for disposal, or manufacturing 
establishments in order to execute the power herein conferred on 
him. 

SEO. 3. The Governor of the State is hereby authorized to pur­
chase such quantities of powder and other mumtions of war, as he 
may deem nece81!~ to riiake effective the arms aforesaid. 

SEO. 4. . The Governor of the State is hereby authorized to pur­
chase such clothing, tents, arms and camp equipage, for the use of, 
and all articles necessary for the subsistence of Iowa Regiments 
now organized and accepted or that ma.y hereafter be organized and 
acceptea into the service of the United States Government as he 
may deem nece~ for military effectiveness and the comfort of 
the troops; ProVided, That the furnishing of said subsistence 
shall only extend to the time of mustering smd regiments into the 
United States service. 

SEO. 5. The Governor of the State is hereby authorized to pur­
chase tents and cmnp equip~e for the use of, and all articles neces­
sary for the subsistence of Iowa Regiments, batallions or companies 
now organized and accepted or hereafter o~ed and accepted 
far encampment and drill and discipline'duty, as he may deem nec­
essary for military effectiveness and for the comfort of the 
troops. 

SEO. 6. . All agents appointed b;r the Governor for the purpose 
of purchasing the foregomg matenals of war, shall give bond, to 
be approved by the Governor, for the faithful performance of such 
duty, and they shall also take an oath for the faithful performance 
of their duties for the best interests of this State, according to the 
provisions of this act. 

To carry into force the provisions of this Statute, the 
Governor of the State is hereby authorized to use 80 much of the 
fund known as the "War and Defense fund," created by an act of 
the Legislature passed at the present session, as he may deem nec­
essary,-he being required to have and file vouchers for the expend­
itare of all swps of money as therein provided. .

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of I(YIJ}(A, That each comm.issioned and non-commisaioned officer 
and private who has enlisted, or who may enlist under requisitions 
made or to be made by the United States Government on the Gov­
emor of this State for volunteers, shall be paid out of the "War 
and Defense Fund" of this State, for the time between the date 
said volunteers were or may be ordered into quarters by the Gov­
ernor, to the time they have been or may be mustered. into the 
United States army, at the same rate of compensation that the same 
ranks are entitled to in the United States Aimy.

Be it eruwted by the General A88emlJl;y Qf the State 
of Iowa, That there shall be published one thousan(l copies of 
each of the Journals of the two branches of the General Assembly 
at the extra session of 1861. 

SEC. 2. The Secretary of the Senate and the Olerk of the Honse 
. of Representatives, shall comply with the provisions of section first 
of anAct of the 8th General Assembly entitled, "An Act relating 
to the Journals of the Senate and. Honse of Representatives" ap­
proved March 29th, 1860 and are required to furnish to the State 
Priuter, immediately upon the adjournment of this Extra Session a 
copy of their respective Journals, and prepare a fnIl index of each, 
and it is hereby made the duty of such Secretary and Olerk to su­
perintend the publication and indexing said Journals, and as soon 
as said Journals are published it shall be the duty of such Secre­
tary and Clerk respectively to distribute the same as herein provi­
ded. 

SEC. 3. Each member of the Senate and House of' Representa­

STATE 'BONDS. 

AN A.CT to provide for the issue and sale of State Bonds to procure a loan of 
money for the State of Iowa, to eD&ble it to repel invasion and defend itself in 
war. 

SECTION 1. Be it eruzcted 1m the ()~ .A.88errWly of _the State 
of Iowa, That the State of towa for the purpose, of borrowing 
money to enable the State to repel invasion and defend itself in 
war, hereby authorizes the issue and sale of' the bonds of the State 
to an amount not exceeding, by virtue of this act, the sum of Eight 
Hundred Thousand Do1.lar8. 

The bonds hereby authorized to be issued and sold, shall provide 
for the reimbursement of the principal, at the expiration of twentl 
years from the date thereof, and for the payment of'interest semI­
annually on the first days of January and July of each year, at the 
rate of seven per cent. per annum, both principal and iuterest on 
all bonds over ,100 to be made payable at the Metropolitan Bank 
in the City of New York. But tile Governor may: cause such pay­
ments to be made at any other place in the 88J.d City, by siving 
thirty days public notice of such place in three ne\\'spapers In the 
said city. 

SEC. 2. The Governor, Auditor and Secretary of' State are here­
by authorized and required to issue the said bonds to an amount 
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not exceeding the sum named in the preceding section, from time 
to time as the wants and necessities of the State for the purposes 
contemplated in this Act, mal require, to be determined by the 
Board of Oommissioners proVIded for in section 5 of this act. Said 
bonds shall stipulate for reimbursement of the principal and the 
payment of the interest in the manner directed by tlie preceding 
section. If deemed by the Governor, Auqitor and Secretary of 
State advisable, they may, as nearly as practicable, issue the one­
fourth of the said BOnds in the 81lIIl of ,100 OOesch, and another 
fourth in the sum of ,50000 each, and the remainder in the sum 
of $1,00000 each; but this direction doesllot.prohibit said officers 
from issuing all or anr part of said honds in the sums of $1,000 00 
and $500 00 each, if $100 00 bonds cannot be sold. Both princi­
pal and interest on the $100 00 bonds, if any are issued, shall be 
made ~yable at the Treasury of this State. 

The Governor shall cause the said bonds with interest couyons to 
be lithographed, and the bonds shall refer to this act by its title and 
the date of its approval, as the authority under which they are is­
sue~ and said bonds shall be signed by the Governor, counter­
signed by the Auditor and Treasurer, aud attested by the Great 
Beal of the State of Iowa, but the Seal of the State may be omit­
ted from the coupons, which coupons shall be sigIloo by the Audi­
tor of State, the necessary expense of which shall be paid out of 
the War and Defense Fund. No Bonds shall"be signed and per­
fected prior to the time they are actually needed for negotiation and 
then in such amounts only as may be reguisite for the time being, 
and said bonds shall not be signed and perfected until the agents 
h~rein appointed are ready to receive them in person for sale and 
negotiation as provided in this act. . 

SEO. 3. No money arising from the sale of the said Bonds, or 
any part thereof, shall be nsoo or applied in any manner, or for any 
pur:P?ses, except the purposes of purchasing arms and munitions of 
war for the use of the State, for defraying and paying the expenses 
already incurred, or which may hereafter be incurred in calling out, 
troops or organizing, uniforming, equipping, subsisting and paying the 
militia of the State when called out under tlie laws of this State or those 
of the United States, or such other purposes as are or may become 
necessary or incident to the repelling of an invasion or the defense 
of the State in war, and except for tne necessary expense of procnr­
in~ Lithograph plates for Bonds and the issuing and execution of 
sald Bonds, as provided for in section 2 of this Act, and except for 
actual and necessary expenses, and comJ>ensation of agents herein 
appointed for sale or negotiation of' said Bonds, as provided in sec­
tion 9 of this Act. But for the lrotection of lJ01UJ,:fide holders of 
said Bonds, it is hereby declare not to be obligatory on them to 
look after, or see to the appropriation of the money raised by the 
1!ale of the Bonds, and an'y'irregnlarity in the issuing of said Bonds 
shall not impair their validity in the hands of bona fide holders. _

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SEC. 4. The State doth hereby irrevocably J>ledge its faith to 
provide adequate means to pay the interest on the said Bonde as 
the same may become due, and the _'principal at the expiration of 
twenty years, and for this purpose, aJJ., or 80 much as is nece88ary 
of the revenue arising from tlie entire taxable property of the State 
shall be and the same is hereby set apart and pl~ed tor these pur­
poses. And it is hereby made the. duty of the . ()ensus Board; or 
other proper officer or officers, (which duty may if necessary, be en­
forced by mandamus) to levy in each year a tax sufficient for these 
purposes, after payment of all expenses of collection. 

No tax shall ever be, levied by the State of Iowa on the stock 
hereby created, nor on the interest which may be payable thereon; 
and the value of this stock shall in no wise be impaired by the au­
thority of this State, provided nothing herein contained shall be so 
construed as to exempt from taxation any part of the capital stock 
of the Branches of the State Bank of Iowa.. 

SEC. 5. The Governor of the State, Oharles ::Mason of Des 
Moines county, William Smyth of Linn county, James Baker of 
Lucas county, and C. W. Slagle of Jefferson county, are herebyap­
pointed a Board of Oommissioners, who, or a majority of whom 
shall cause to be issued and sold from time to time, only so man! 
of the Bonde hereby authorized as in their judgment, the wants ana 
necessities of the State may require, and all moneys or funds aris­
ing from such sale or sales, shrill be paid into the Treasury of the 
State, and shall be there kept as a separate fund, and the same shall 
not be subject to the ordinary or general warrants of the Auditor of 
State; but only warrants issued for debts created for objects 
coming within the meaning and purview of section three (3) of this 
act. Said fund shall be known as the "War and Defense Fund." 
The Bonds shall be called the "Iowa State Stocks." Any vacancy 
in the Board of Oommissioners authorized in this section, arising 

·from death, resigtlation or otherwise, shall be filled by the Governor. 
SEC. 6. The Treasurer of State and Maturin L. Fisher of Olay­

ton county, be and they are hereby declared to be agents of this 
State, with full power to negotiate said loan, to sell and transfer the 
said Bonds, and to do all thillgs necessary in the premises; and said 
agents shall fully report under oath all their doings in the premises 
to the Governor, who shall communicate the same to the Legisla­
ture at the next session thereafter, and in the case of a vacancy oc­
curring in said Board of agents, by reason of death, resignation or 
otherwise, the Governor shall have power to fill the vacancy thus 
created. 

SEC. 7. Before the said agents are entrusted with any of the 
said Bonds, they shall give bond with sureties in the penal sum of 
at least twice the amount of Bonds delivered to them, conditioned 
for the paying over of all moneys received by them from the sales 
thereof, and for the faithful performance of their duties, which bond 
shall be approved by the Governor, Auditor and Secretary of State 
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and filed with the Auditor of State, who is directed to record the· 
same in his office. 

In case more than one sale is made, similar Bonds may be re­
quired by the Governor. 

And'the loss of said Bonds or money by robbery or otherwise,_ 
shall be no defense to an acti&. on the said Bond. But the bond of 
the agents shall stand discharged if they obey the directions herein 
given, and pay into the State Treasury, as prescribed by this act all 
moneys received by them from the sale or sales of said Bonds, and 
deposit according to the provisions of this act any Bonds not sold 
in the Treasury of the State. Any bonds delivered to the agents 
and not sold by them as herein directed, shall be delivered by the said 
~nts to the Treasurer of State, who shall keep the same in his of­
fice until called for by the Governor for sale and negotiation, and 
for the proper performance of his duty, the Treasurer and his sure­
ties shall be liable on his officia.l bonds, the amount of which bonds, 
shall be increased, or additional bon.ds given from time to time, as 
may be required by the Governor, as now provided by law, and it 
is enjoined upon the Governor as a special duty that he shall always 
see that a good and sufficient bond or bonds are taken from the 
Treasurer to secure in any event the safe keeping of all moneys 
coming into the hands of the Treasurer. 

SEC. 8. All sales of Bonds made in pursuance of this act, shall 
be for specie, payable in hand on delivery of the Bonds 80 sold to 
the purchaser or purchasers. ' . 

SEC. 9. As compensation for the risk assumed and services to 
be performed, the said agents shall be allowed their actual and nec­
essary expenses, and in aildition, such an amount, not to exceed, how­
ever, one-fourth of one per cent. on the amount sold and paid into the 
State Treasury, as the Governor, Auditor and Secre!&7 of State 
may deem proper and right, to be paid after the rendermg of said 
service and the incurring of said expense out of the "War and De­
fense Fund." 

SEC. 10. Matured coupons on all Bonds, of the denomination of 
One Hundred Dollars, shan be receivable in payment of all State 
taxes. 

SEC. 11. If such a course is deemed advisable by the Commis­
sioners appointed in Section 5 of this act the agents may on the 
written direction of the said Commissioners or a majority of them 
sell at private sale the said Bonds or any part thereof, in this State 
at their nominal par value, but in no mstance f!)r less, except as 
hereinafter provided.

MILITIA. 

AN ACT to amend the :Militia. Law of the State of Iowa.. 

SECTION 1. Be it eMCtd 1m tk (}fYJU!/I'al .A88e:mJ/I1/ of tM 8'I4.U 
of I(W)a, That it shall be the duty of the Assessors in each County 
to make annually, a.t the time of making the general assessment, 
lists of the persons in their respective Townships subject to mil­
i~ duty under the laws of this Sta~ and file the same duly cer­
tified in the office of the Clerk of the lJistrict Court in their propel' 
county. 

SEC. 2. It shall be the duty of the Clerk of the District Court 
in each county, on receipt of said lists, to make an abstract sho'!ing 
the number of persons subject to military duty in each Township, 
and the total number in his County, and forward a cortilied co~Laif 
the same, forthwith to the Adjutant General of the State, who 
cause the same to be filed in his office. 

SEC. 3. It shall be the duty of the Adjutant General of this 
State, annually, on or before tlie first Monday in August, in each 
year, after th~year 1861, to report to the President or Wa.r Depart­
ment of the United States, the aggregate military force of thi8 
State. 

SEC. 4. The said military force shall be divided into two classes, 
the first to be called the Volunteer, and the second the Reserve 
Hilitda,. 

SEC. 5. The ~lunteer :Militia shall consist only of those who 
voluntarily or~e theIUSelves into companies of not less than 
fo~ privates and non-commissioned officers, nor more than one 
hundred privates and non-commissioned officers, and who shall be 
uniformed, and shall elect officers, and assemble theIUSelves for 
drill, and purposes of military discipline, not less than five nor more 
than ten days in each year, and who shall be furnished with arms 
and equipments by the State, and the first subject to call or draft 
into servIce at the re~uisition of the Governor. Prot.ide,d That 
up?n the order of the Governor, the number of days for su~ drill 
and discipline i:'l be extended to twenty days. PI'O'IJ'idd, further, 
no Company s be called out or be assembled for the election of 
officers or for drill on the day of holding any general or special 
election. 

SEO. 6. The Reservf\ Militia shall consist of those who do not 
organize themselves into companies as aforesaid, but shall be 
suoject to draft, or to be called mto service. 

&0. 7. Each Company shall elect by ballot, one Captain, one 
First Lieutenant, and one Second Lieutenant, four Sergeants and 
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four Corporals-and may by vote select their place for drill, and 
make regulations for special meetings, drill or parade. 

SE~. 8. Whenever in the opinion of the Governor of this State, 
the public good requires, he snall, bl order, direct the said volun­
teer companies so organized, to form mto regiments of not less than 
five nor more than ten companies each, and to that end shall desig­
nate in such order the sevenu companies which shall form tlie 
respective regiments, and the time and place when and where the 
said companies shall convene for the purpose of electing regimental. 
officers, at which time and place the said companies shall proceed 
to elect by ballot one Colonel, one Lieutenant Colonel, and one 
Major for each Regiment. 

SE~. 9. In like manner the Governor may order the organiza­
tion of Regiments into Brigades and Brigades into Divisions, and 
the election of Brigadier and Major Generals. 

SE~. 10. All erections under this Act shall be made in accord­
ance with provisions of the Constitution of this State. 

All commissioned officers shall receive their commis­
sions from the Governor. All non-commissioned officers in organ­
ized Regiments shall receive warrants of rank from the Colone1 or 
commanding officer of their Regiment. In Companies not organ­
ized into Regiments, the Captains shall give their non-commissioned 
officers certificates of rank. 

The Governor as Commander-in-Chief may appoint as 
his staff one Adjutant General, who shall also perform the duties of 
Inspector General, with the rank of Colonel of Cavalry, one Quar­
termaster General, (who shall also perform the duties of Commis­
sary General,) with the rank of Lieutenant Colonel of Cavalry, one 
Paymaster General with the rank of Lieutenant Colonel of Cavalry, 
and one Surgeon General with the rank of Major of Cavalry, and 
he mo.)' also appoint four aids-de-camp with the rank of Lieutenant 
Colonel of Cavalry, and one Military Secretary with the rank of 
Lieutenant of Infantry. . 

SEC. 13. Each M"ajor General commandi.n.g a Division may 
appoint as his staff one Assistant Adjutant General and one Assistant 
ID.spector General, each with the rank of Major of Cavalry, and 
two aids-de-camp having the ranks of Captain of Cav&y. 

SEC. 14. Each Brigadier General commanding a BrIgade may 
appoint as his staft; one Assistant Adjutant General, and one 
Asssistant Inspector General, each with the rank of Captain of 
Cavalry and one Aid-de-camp having the rank of Lieutenant of 
Cavalry. 

SEC. 15. The Colonel or commanding officer of eaCh Regiment 
shall appoint as his staff, one Adjutant, one Quartermaster, one 
Paymaster, and one Commissary to said regiment, and he shall 
appoint all his non-commissioned staff; all of which officers shall 
have the same rank as the same grade of officers in the United 
States Army.

During the time the Paymaster General shall be em­
ployed in paying troops while they remain in the actual service of 
the State, he shall be entitled to the full pay and allowances of a 
Lieutenant Colonel of Oavalry. 

SEO. 22. Companies other than of the Infantry arm to be or­
ganized under the provisions of this Act must first be authorized by 
s~ orders of the Commander-in-chief. 

SEO. 23. There shall be filed and kept in the Adjutant General's 
office of this State, a complete roll of each of the companies organ. 
izad under the provisions of this Act, and a record of the dat4) of 
the organization of each company, and of the enlistment of each 
member thereof: 
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SEC. 24. Said roll shall be made annually by t4e Oaptain or . 
comman~ officer of each company on or before the first Monday 
in July, and a copy of the same forwarded to the Adjutant Gener­
al's office of this State.

AN ACT for the organization, equipment, and subsistence of the Militia-men of 
the State of Iowa. 

SEOTION 1. Be it enacted by tM GfNUJral A88trmbl;y of eM State 
Q.f IO'tIJa, That for the better protection of the exposed borders of this 
State, to resist marauding parties of Indians and other hostile per-
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sons, to repel invasion, and to render prompt and efficient assistance 
to the U n.ited States, the Governor be, and is hereby authorized and 
empowered to o~e two Regiments of Infantry, one Battal­
lion of not less than three Companies of Artillery, and one Squad­
ron of not less than five Companies of Cavalry, and one Regiment 
of Mounted Ri1lemen for the service of the State, as nerein 
provided. 

SEO. 2. Said Regiments, Batta1lion and Squadron, shall be 
formed of such Companies of Volunteers as may tender their Sel'­
vices for the purposes specified, and those Companies shall be 
acce~ted which the Governor shall deem best suited to the service 
reqUIred, due regard being had to location and efficiency. 

SEO. 8. Eacli Regiment of Infantry shall consist of ten Com­
panies; each Company of Infantry, Artillery and Cavalry, shall 
contain lot less than 4:0 nor more than 64: men, and shall be pro­
vided with such commissioned and non-commissioned officers as the 
general regulations direct for similar troops in the A:rmy of the 
United States. 

SEO. 4. Said Regiment of Mounted Ri1lemen shall consist of 
not less than six nor more than ten Companies. Each Company 
shall consist of not less than forty nor more than one hundred men, 
and shall be officered according to the regulations for similar troops 
in the Army of the United States. They shall be selected from vol­
untary enrollment of persons in counties of the State most exposed 
to the inroads of banos of lawless persons, and shall be organized 
into Companies according to convenience of locality, under the 
orders of the Governor, arid shall not be ordered into service outside 
of the border counties, except on the order of the Governor of the 
State or the President of the United States. 

SEc. 5. The clothing of said Volunteers shall be uniform, ac­
cording to such general regulations as shall be hereafter provided, 
and sh8ll be furi:rished by themselves. Each mounted man shall 
also furnish a horse suitable for such service, with eqnipments 
proper for the same, to be inspected and valued under the orders 
of the Governor. 

SEC. 6. Each Company accepted: under this Act shall be sup­
plied with the most effective arms that can be procured. As soon 
as practicable one of said Regiments of Infanty shall be placed in 
encampment at such place as the Governor ma! direct, and shall 
be duly instructed and trained for such time as he may direct not 
exceeding thirty days, unless he shall be of opinion that the exigen­
cies of tlie State or the General Government demand their contin­
uance in encampment for longer time. And the Governor is 
authorized to call out any Com~any or Companies of either arm 
provided for herein, if in his opinIon the exigencies of this State or 
of the General Government demand the same. 

SEC. 1. For and during said times of encampment duty, and 
for all active service under the orders of the Governor, said troops 
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shall receive pay and subsistence at the rates allowed by the laWI 
and regulations of the United States to the same character of anne. 
For the use of each horse furnished as provided in section five (5) 
the sum of 30 cents per day shall be allowed. 

SEO. 8. The Governor is hereby authorized and required to 
make, by his proper Staff Officers, all necessary regulations for 
enrolling, pre'paring, training and instructing said troops, providing 
for their submtence while in camp, or in active service, diStributing 

, arms and ammunition, and otherwise perfecting their organization 
and efficiency. AlBo to provide for the safe keeping, at all times, 
of such arms and e9.uipments as shall be furnished by the State, 
and for their restoration to the proper depositories, when said troops 
ah8J.l. be disbanded.

following is enacted in lieu thereof, to wit:. The Oounty shall pay 
the cost of publication, but it shall be the duty of the Treasurer to 
act in good faith, and procure the publication of said delinquent 
tax list for the lowest sum in his power, and in no case shall the 
County be liable for more than the amount chacged to the delin­
quent lands for adve~, sndif the Treasurer cannot.procurethe 
publication of said notice for that sum, or if for an., otber reason 
the Treasurer is unable to procure the publication of said notice in 
his Oounty, it shall be his duty to post up written notices of said 
sale in four of the most public places in his County four weeks 
before sale and notice so given shall have the same force and effect 
as though the same had been published in a newspaper. In giving 
notice of the sale oflands or town lots for taxes it shall be the duty 
of the Treasurer in cases where the name of the owner of any 
delin~uent lands or town lots is unknown, to embrace the largest 
quantity practicable in each description of such lands and it i 
niade t11e duty of the Auditor of State at the earliest practicable 
day after the passage of this act, to notify the Olerks of' the respec­
tive Oounty Boards of Supervisors of the passage of this act and 
transmit to each of them a copy of thiB Act, and such instructions 
as he may deem advisable. 

SEO. 5. That the words, "as the same are recorded on the ta 
list the amount of taxes for each year," in section 764 of Revision 
of 1860, are hereby repealed .and there is hereby enacted in lieu 
thereof. the words, "for the delinquent taxes of the preceding year 
and su~h real property as ?8S not been adve~sed for the taxes of 
previous years, and on w\;ich the taxes remaIn due and delinquent, 
and the amount of taxes. 
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SEC. 6. That all of section 759 of the Revision of 1860 after 
the word "title," is hereby repealed, and there is enacted in lieu 
thereof, the words, "the Treasurer is authorized and directed to col­
lect the delinquent taxes by the sale of any property upon which 
the taxes are levied, or any other personal or real property belong­
ing to the person against whom the taxes are assessed." 

BEC. 7. This act being deemed of immediate importance by the 
General Assembly, shall take effect and be in force from and after 
its publication in the Iowa State Register and Iowa State Journal.

LEGISLATIVE MANUAL. 

A JOINT RESOLUTION for the publication of 110 Legislative Manual. 

Resowed by the General AIJIJemlJl;y of the State of Iowa, That 
the Clerk and the first Assistant Clerk of the House of Represen­
tatives be and they are hereby authorized to prepare a Legtslative 
Manual for the year 1862, to be ready within ten days after the or­
ganization of the next General Assembly, and to contain among 
other things, the Constitution of the United States, the Constitution 
of the State of Iowa, Jefferson's Manual of Parliamentary Practice, 
with a list of the Members of both branches of the General Assem­
bly, with Post Office address of each, and the County in which each 
member resides, Lists of County Officers, Post Offices, and such 
other general and statistical information as may be deemed of im­
pox:tance, together with a map of the State, showing the Counties, 
Rivers, Railioads, Coal Fields, &c. The matter for such volume 
shall be submitted to the Census Board for their approval, and if 
approved, shall be delivered to the State Printer, who shall cause 
the same to be printed in a neat and compact volume to be bound 
in black muslin; provided, that when the Manual is completed, it 
shall contain not less than 250 pages, and shall not cost the State 
to exceed one dollar and ~enty-five cents per volume. 

Two hundred and fifty copies of said volume shall be printed and 
distributed as follows: Fifteen copies shall be sent to the State His­
torical Society, fifteen copies shall be deposited in the State Library, 
and one copy shall be delivered to each member of the present and 
of the next General Assembly, and the remainder shall be deposited 
in the office of the Secretary of State, for the purpose of making 
exchanges with other States. If the Census BOard approve sucll 
copy when so furnished, they may direct the Auditor to pay to the 
compilers a sum not exceeding sixty dollars therefor, but if the 
manuscript is rejected, the State shall not be liable for any expense 
incurred. III i~ j)reparation.
