The State Teachers· Iteading Circle has probably been tht, means of 
causing more teachers to read pedagogical bookl:l than any other agency 
which bas ever come before the teacherb of Io,va. The direct object is 
to induce workers in tho educational field to take up a certain definite 
a nd prescribed line of reading and carry the ~ame through to ~" definite 
end. The plan bas become so popular that not only ha,,e ~5,000 teachers 
in Iowa read many of the books, but nearly all the states in the 1viissis­
sippi valley have adopte<l a similar course. 

I owa to-day stands second in the union in the number of teachers 
onrolled. No enrollment fee or other charge than for books is asked 
from the teachor desiring to beeome a member. 

By the conditions of this organiiation each county superintendent is 
made the manager of his count~: thus he, acting in conjunction with a 
board of six members, together with the superintendent of public instruc­
tion, who is chairman ex-ofiicio of this board, brings the course home to 
each teacher in the state.

Any boy or gi1·l n1ny be dis­
charged, or paroled fro1n the t-chool, at any time after one yuar's 
training, upon satisfactory e,•idence of refor1nation.

The ob ect of the institution is for the instruction of the adult 

blind of the state in some suitable trade or vocation, and to furnish 
a working home for 1:n1ch blind at1 have learned a trade or vocation 
and desire to remain or be employed therein. It is open to every 
such blind peroon who has a legal residence in the state and ib 
physically and mentally able to perrortn such labor as may be 
required in the trade or vocation carried on therein, each inmate 
being :;ubject to such reasonable rules and regulations as may be 
adopted by the board of 1.:ontrol for the goYernmcnt of the same. 
Broom making· is the principal industry. Hammocks and nets are 
also made. All assignments of duty and allotment of ,vork are 
made upon a basis of adaptation. Each works at that for which be 
is specially fitted, and is paid what he earns-a regular schedule 
of wages being paid for all labor done by the inmates.

The school term b~gins on the first Wednesday in September, 

,nd ends about th e third ,veek in June. It is desirable that the 
tudents enter at the fir8t and remain until the clo8e. They may, 
1owe,,er, be admitted at any time, and they are at liberty to go 
,ome whenever their p1rents send for them. 

The department of music is supplied w'ith twenty-three pianos, 
ne pipe organ. sever~tl cabinet organs and a sufficient number of 
iolins, guito.1•,:, bass ,·iols and brass instruments. Every student 
apable of receh•ing it is given a complete course in this branch. 

In the industrial department the girls are required to learn 
rutting, crocheting, fancy work , hand and machine sewing: the 
oys, netting, mattres~ making and cane seating. Those of either 
~x, who so desire, may learn carpet weaving. 

These advantages are free to every person, either blind or of 
efective vh;ion, and of suitable school age and capacity, in the 
.ate. All that the friends are expected to do is to pay the travel· 
1g expenses and furnish clothing. If they are unable to clothe 
1e pupil, the necessary clothing will be furnished here and the 
ill sent to the county from "h ich tile pupil come:;.

The 
object is to make each child as nearly self-supporting as practicable, 
and to approach as near as possible the moYements and actioni:; of 
normal people. It further aitns to provide a home for tho!-!e who 
are not susceptible of mental culture, t·elying wholly on others to 
supply their simple ,vants.

There is in connection wit,h thil! iost,itution l:I. school building, 

pleasant, commodious and well lighted, and it is the policy of the 
board to have the course of instruction of the highest standard. 
A kindergarten is operated in connection for the very young 
pupils. 

The average number in the home is about 4tiii, and the age lOA 
years. The limit beyond ,vhich children are not kept in the 
home is lu years of age for girls and 1:; years for boys. Less than 
20 per cent remain to the age limit 

It is the aim to provide the children with plenty of good, com· 
fclrtable clothing, and to have them taught to take good care of 
the same. Their clothing is all manufactured at the home, the 
large girls assisting in its manufacture. The table is supplied 
with a good variety of plain, wholesome food, and a reasonable 
amount of luxuries. 

A library of well-selected ju venilc literature iA a source of 
pleasure and profitable entertainment to the children, as from 
neces~ity the pastimes and pleasures of the children are otherwise 
somewhat circumscribed; we feel that they should be well sup• 
plied with good books and reading matter of suitable character for 
their improvement and enjoyment.

The pupils' readiog circles oi the various states ha,·e in view, 
generally, three principal objects: 

1. To induce children and youth to read. 
2. To supply good reading, which is the only eftecth·e way to 

avoid the bad. 
3. To correlate th, ,·eadi11g in the. work of the schoolt·oon1, in 

such a way as to render it most profitable and interesting, and to 
aid the teacher to accomplish the most good for the pupil. The 
general reading of the pupil becomes a great educational and 
moral force when properly directed.

economy, rhetoric, English literature, general history, and such 
other studies as the board may require. Each candidate must file in 
his own handwriting an original thesis of from 3,000 to 4,000 words 
on a professional subject a2signed by the president of the board. In 
every case this thesis must be fully outlined and be accompanied by 
a complete bibliography of the subject considered. The thesis is due 
thirty days before the time set for the examination. The candidate 
must be the holder of a state certificate and have taught under the 
supervision of the board before applying for a state diploma. 

Experience.-Candidates for state diplomas must produce evidence 
of having taught at least eight years, three of which have been in 
Iowa within recent years. Applications of nonresidents may not be 
considere:l. 

STATE CERTIFICATE. 

Ter1n.-A state certificate shall authorize the holder to teach in 
any public school in the state for a period of five years. 

Renewals.-U pon their expiration, certificates held by teachers who 
have taught under them successfully may be renewed by the board. 
Upon application the president of the board will furnish complete 
information concerning renewals. 

Educational R equirements. -Candidates for state certificates are • 
required to pass examination in orthography, reading, writing, arith­
metic, geography, English grammar, didactics, physiology, history 
of the United States, algebra, botany, natural philosophy, drawing, 
civil government, constitution and laws of the state, and bookkeep­
ing. 

E xperience.-Candidates for this certificate must produce evidence 
of having taught three years of thirty-six weeks each. Graduates 
of any state normal school in the state of Iowa may be isaued cer- '• 
tificates upon proof of thirty-six weeks' succes3ful experience in 
teaching. 

Standing required.-Certificates of this grade will be iesued only to 
those candidates who show proficiency in scholarahip. At least an 
average standing of 90 per cent is expected. 

PRThiARY TEACHER'S STATE CERTIFICATE. 

Term.-The holder of this certificate is authorized to teach in first, 
second and third grades io public schools in the state for a period of 
five years. 

Educational Requirenients.-It is expected that the applicant will 
be the holder of an excellent county certificate in force and pass such

professional examination as the board may r equire. The profP.ssional 
examination for the present consists of psychology of the child, 
scbool management, history of education, school laws of Iowa, pri­
mary methods, vocal music, physical culture, drawing and plant 
study. 

Expel'i.ence.-Candidates must submit proof of successful teaching 
experience in first, second or third grade work for a period of three 
years of thirty-six weeks ea~h, two of which years have been under 
one school board. 

Sta ruling required -Candidates must attain an average standing of 
110 per cent in orthography, reading writing, arithmetic, geography, 
grammar, history of the United States, didactics, physiology and 
hygiene, and such standing as the board may require in all other 
subjects. A thesis of at least 1,000 words must be written by the 
eandidate on some subject assigned by the president of the board. 

GENERAL SCGGl!:STIONS TO CANDIDATES. 

1. Candidates are ad vised to arrive the day before at the place of 
examination, as no allowance can be made for delayed trains or for 
poor physical and mental condition ca.used by illness or loss of sleep. 

2. The examination in each subject will be restricted to the pub­
lished program as to time. 

3. The fee for registration for state certificate and primary state 
eertificate as fixed by law is $3, and for state diploma is $5, one-half 
of which is returned to the candidate in case of failure. 

4. All necessary paper, pens and pencils will be furnished each 
eandidate at the time of the examination. 

5. Applicants will bear in mind that the possession of a primary 
state certificate, a state certificate, or a state diploma will not in any 
sense lessen their duty to comply with all the rules and requirements 
of the county superintendent of the county in which they are teach­
ing. 

6. The board will require an examination for state certificate in 
all cases before application can be made for state diploma, except by 
the unanimous vote of the full board, in individual cases. 

7. Graduates of the collegiate department of the State University 
of Iowa, having certificates signed by the president of the university 
and by the professor of pedagogy of that institution, that they have 
completed a course in pedagogy embracing one full year's work in 
said institution, will be granted a state certificate upon presentation 
of satisfactory evidence of thirty-six weeks of successful experience 
in teaching.

8. All candidates for state certificates who are graduates from 
the Iowa State Agricultural college may be exempt from examina­
tion in all branches which they have pursued at that college, upon 
presenting a certificate signed by the president of said institution. 

fJ. Graduates of colleges having courses of study equivalent to 
those of the collegiate department of the State University of Iowa, 
may be granted reductions upon examiantions after r eceiving indi­
vidual consideration by the board of examiners. 

10. R esidents of Iowa holding state papers from other boards of 
examiners or state normal schools will be granted reductions upon 
examinations after receiving individual consideration by this board 
of examiners. 

11. The board itself holds the right, and will, in every case, 
investigate the character, scholarship and profe~sional standing of 
the applicant, securing information not only from the references 
given on the registration blank, but also from others who may know 
of the fitness of said person for professional recognition. 

12. Lists of old questions are not sent out to applicants, as such 
questions are no guide for the next examination. 

13. The law governing this board can be found in sections 2628 
to 263'1, code of 1897, and on pages 7 and 8, school laws of 1897. 

14. Graduates of the State Normal School and the State Univer­
sity, desiring information, must apply to the president of the institu­
tion from ,vhich they graduated. 

15. All other official correspondence of the board must be with 
the president.

COLLEGES AND DEGREES. 

This institution, the head of the school system of the state, was 
provided for by a statute enacted by the First General Assembly, 
in 1847, in accordance with the constitution of the state adopted 
1846. 

At present the university comprises the following colleges:

Under management of the board of control of state institutions. 
There is in connection with this institution a school building, 

pleasant, commodious and well lighted, and it is the policy of the 
board to have the course of instruction of the highest standard. 
A kindergarten is operated in connection for the very young 
pupils. 

The average number in the home is about 460, and the age lOt 
years. The limit beyond which children are not kept in the home 
is 16 years of age. 

It is the aim to provide the children with plenty of good, com­
fortable clothing, and to have them taught to take good care of 
the same. Their clothing is all manufactured at the home, the 
large girls assisting in its manufacture. The table is supplied 
with a good variety of plain, wholesome food, and a reasonable 
amount of luxuries. 

A library of well-selected juvenile literature is a source of 
pleasure and profitable entertainment to the children, as from 
necessity the pastimes and pleasures of the children a.re other­
wise somewhat circumscribed; we feel that they should be well 
supplied with good books and reading matter of suitable charac­
acter for their improvement and enjoyment. A new chapel is 
now in process of erection, to cost about $21,000, for which ex-Gov­
ernor Larrabee has very generously donated a fine pipe organ. 
Thia building will be a handsome and much needed addition to 
the home.

This institution is free to all who are too deaf to be educated in 

the common schools. T hey must be sound in mind and free from 
immoral habits and contagious diseases. No charge is made for 
board and tuition. 

The school opens on the first day of October each year and con­
tinues until the last day of June. Pupils should be on band 
promptly at the opening of the school and remain until the end of 
the session. 

COLLEGE FOR THE BLIND, VINT ON. 

Prlncipal. - Thos. F. 11cCune, Vinton, Iowa. 
Under management of the board of control of state institutions. 
The school term begins on the first day of September and ends 

about the 30th day of June. It is desirable that the students enter 
at the first and remain until the close. They may, however, be 
admitted at any time, and they are at liberty to go home when­
ever their parents send for them. 

The department of music is supplied with twenty-three pianos, 
one pipe organ, several cabinet organs and a sufficient number of 
violins, guitars, bass viols and brass instruments. ·Every student 
capable of receiving it is given a complete course in this branch. 

ln the industrial department the girls are required to learn 
knitting, crocheting, fancy work, hand and machine sewing; the 
boys netting, mattress making and cane sea ting. Those of either 
sex, ,vho so desire, may learn carpet weavi ng. 

These advantages are free to every person, either blind or of 
defective vision, and of suitable school age and capacity, in the 
state. All that the fr iends are expected to do is to pay t he travel­
ing expenses and furnish clothing. I f they are unable to clothe 
the pupil, the necessary cloth ing will be furnished here and the 
,!)ill sent to the county from whil}h the pupil comes.

REGULATIONS GOVERNING EXAMINATIONS FOR STATE 
LICENSES TO TEACS:, EXCEPT THE STATE PRIMARY 
TEACHER'S CERTIFICATE. 

STATE CERTIFICATES. 

I . D ocumentary evidence. 

J. Each candidate must file the following credentials as the offi­
cial proofs of being qualified to hold a. state cer;,ificate: 

a. Official letters ADDRESSED TO THE BOARD by one or more 
county or cit} superintendents, or other professional educators, cer­
tifying to the succeos of the applicant in government and instruction. 
The work thus comrnended must have been done under the person's 
super\· ision who certifies to its excellence, even if be is not no\v in 
office. 

b. Statements from the school boards tor whom the candidate 
has taught, certifying to teaching covering at lea.st three years, of 
thirty-six weeks each, in which good and successful service was 
rendered. Credentials should be original, explicit in character, of 
recent date and addressed "to the state board of educational exam­
iners." 

c. Candidates who are graduates of good schools, whose courses 
of study are approved by the board, and who have pursued a two 
years' course in didactic subjects, consisting of school management, 
elementary psychology, principles of education and methods of 
instruction, will be admitted to the examination on making proofs of 
two years, of Lhirty-six weeks each, of su ~cessful experience. When, 
in addition to the above didactic course, such candidates have a lso 
had a. year of special t raining in a well organized train ing school, 
one year of thirty-six weeks of successful experience, Sitis'actorily 
proved, will admit to the examination. Candidates who are g radu­
ates of higher institutions of learning, whose courses of study are 
approved by the board, and \Vho have pursued during the junio: or 
senior year of their course a year of pedagogical study, consisting of 
history of educa tion, science of educat ion and school supervision, will 



be admitted to the examination on satisfactory proofs covering thit·ty­
six weeks of successful experience. 

2. To be assured that the candidate is successful in instruction 
and government, the board reserves the right to investigate farther, 
uutil all doubt is removed . It is necessary that the applicant be a 
resident or teacher in Iowa at the time of registration, and part of 
the work certified to must have been done in Iowa.. 

II. P lan of th e examination . 
1 . Preliminory.-The application blank properly filled out, the 

fee of $3, and the credentials mentioned in I and II, must all be filed 
with the president of the boa.rd thirty days before the dates of the 
examination to receive consideration at that meeting, and approved 
by the board, before the written examination is given. 

2. Didactics.-School management, elementary psychology, and 
methods of instruction constitute the examination in this subject. 
The topics and questions select;Pd will be such as to permit a well 
informed teacher to complete the same in one and one-half hours. 

3. U. S. History and English.- An essay prepared in one and 
one-half hours on some topic in United Sta.tea history, which must be 
wr itten without delay, and not copied, will constitute the examina­
tion in United States history, orthography, penmanship, and use of 
English language, if the other papers written do not discredit the 
English.

IV. R enewal of state certificates. 

1 ]'roofs re'l111rccl -a. The candidate must file letters from 
euparlnteodents or other prominent educators that certify to the 
present success lo instruction and in government, and to the fact 
that his pr~;ent pby!:lloJ.l condition and mental and moral chars.ct.er 
are st.ill such as tQ justify the board in granting him this renewal. 

b. He must ah10 show, by official letters from school boards for 
whom he has worked, the fact of his being successful 8$ an instructor, 
and 88 a di1,clplinarian, under t,he expiring certificate. 

2. E.c,, m inutio11 requ i re<l. -Un lei;s otherwise decided, the candidate 
must appear at the time assigned and take such examination as the 
board 1uay think necessary, but, where personal knowledge or 
acquaintance of the board with the applicant may permit, and where 
the tiret examination was ~ood, an original essay on an educational 
topic, assigned by the board, may be substituted for personal pres· 
ence at the examine.tion. This paper must be in the handwriting of 
the a.pplicaot, and must show professional study and investigation. 

V . General suggestions to all candidates. 

1. An examination for 1>tate certificate must be bad before there 
can be an application for a state diploma.. A teacher must do work 
under the supervision of this board, before an application for a 
diploma. can be considered. 

2. Applicants will bear in mind that the possession of a state cer­
tificate, a prltnary or special teacher's certificate, or a state diploma., • 
will not in any sense lessen their duty t.o comply with all the rules 
and requirements of the county superintendent of the county in 
which they a.re teaching. 



3. Candida tes a re advised to a rrive the day before at the place of 
e xamination, as no allowance ca.n be ma.de for delayed trains or for 
poor phyaicial and mental condition, caused by lllnei;s or lo:;1:1 of 
sleep. 

4. T he examination a t the times announced, will be restricted 
to the published program gh·en in this circular. 

5. All necessary pa.per, pens and pencils will be furnished each 
candidate at the time of the examination. 

6 Lists of old questions are not sent out to applicants, as such 
questions are no guide to the next examination 

7. The law governing this board ca'l be found in sections 21i2 -
263-l of the code, and amendmenls enacted by the TwentJ-1:,e,·enth 
and Twenty-eighth Genera.l Assemblies. 

SPECIAL STATE CERTIFICATES. 

T he law authorizing the Iowa state boa.rd of educational examin­
e r s to grant special certificates was enacted in 1900, and is as follows; 

" Sec. 2. It may a1so issue a special certificate to any teacher of 
music, dr awing, penmanship or other special branches, or to any 
primary teacher, of sufficient experience, who 1:1hall pat-s such exam-

• ination as the board may require in the branches and methods per-
taining thereto, for which the certificate is 60ught. Such certificates 
shall be designated by the name of the branch, and shall not be ,·alid 
for any other depar tment or branch. The board bhall keep a com­
plete register of all persona to whom certificates or diplomas aro 
issued." 

The special state certificate is intended for teachers of special 
branches, as a r ecog nition of profes3ional skill and aucces1::1ful experi­
eoce in teaching a particular subject. 

While the candidate must possess complete and technica.1 knowl­
edge of the special branch for the teaching of which a certificate la 
desired, some general education and culture will be required, as a 
certificate cannot be granted on account of proficiency In one subject 
only. 

The holder of a special certificate will be authorized to teach the 
branch specified in any public school in the state for a period of th·e 
years. The fee, as fixed by law, is $3, one-half of which is returned 
in case of failure. Certificates will be issued to the same person in 
more than one branch, but the fee of $3 1nust be paid for each, as no 
special certificate will authorize the holder to teach more than one 
subject. 



In addition to music, drawing and penmanship, special certificates. 
will be granted in E oglish (involving English grammar, composition, 
rhetoric, and literature), Latio, German, mathematic3 (involviog­
arithmetic, algebra, geometry, trigonometry), and iodividual 
sciences. 

I. Documentary examination.-The followiog testimonials and cre­
dentials are required as evidence of success as a teacher of a particu­
lar subject, and of good moral character as a person: 

1. Official statements from school boards, certifying to the ser­
vice of the applicant as a teacher of the subject in which certificate 
is asked, for a period of three years, of thirty-six: weeks each, two of 
which years must have been under one school board. 

2. Candidates who are graduates of good secondary or normal 
schools, and graduate8 of higher institutions of learning, may have 
such reduction in time of successful experience required as the 
boa.rd of examiners may decide after consideration of each individual 
case. It is to be understood, however, in all cases of reduction of 
time, that candidates have pursued scholastic and pedagogical 
courses, approved by the board. 

3. Professional statement.a from city or county superintendents 
or village principals, under whose supervision the applicant has 
worked, certifying to the particular and professional success of the 
applicant as a teacher of the specified branch. 

II. Scholastic examination.-To insure that the applicant has suffi­
cient scholarship to be granted a special teacher's certificate, the 
following things are required: 

1. Such an examination in the branches, orlihography, reading, 
,vriting, arithmetic, geography, grammar, history of U.S., and physi­
ology and hygiene, as in each individual case may be necessary to 
insure good scholarship in the appli6ant. In cases where the appli­
cant is the holder of an excellent county certificate, in force, in 
regard to these branches, this scholastic examination may not be 
necessary. 

2. The examination in grammar and composition will be deter­
mined by a 1 hesis of at least one thousand words, subject to be selected 
by the board, in harmony with the kind of certificate sought; by the 
applicant 

III. Professional examination.-Syllabi will be prepared in music, 
drawing, and penmanship, and these can be had on application. It 
does not seem necessary to give a syllabi, outlin 1ng points to be 
emphasized in other subjects, but on each subject a rigid examina­
tion will be required, both upon knowledge of the branch itself and

upon the methods of teaching it. In science, laboratory ,vork will be 
required, e.od candida tes for special science certificates will be exam­
ined at such p1aces ab the board of examiners may direct.· 

I'' Plan of examination.-As preliminary, the application blank 
properly filled out, the fee of $3, and the credentials mentioned in I 
and II, must all be filed with the president of the board before ~lay 
1st, and November 1st, of each year, to receive conbideration at the 
semi-annual meeting of the board in order to be admitted to the writ­
ten examination. 

NOTE· A.11 correspondence tor special cer tificates 1,hould bo aC::dressed to 
the president or the board. 

STATE DIPLOMAS. 

I. General re,zuirements. 
1. In every case the applicant must have held a state certillcatc, 

and have taught under the supervision of this boa.rd at lea&t three 
years before applying for the state diploma., a life certificate. 

2. Every candidate will be required to tile the following creden-
tials: 

a. Documentary evidence from standard reputable euuca.tlonal 
institutions, certifying to the special scholarship and training of t.he 
applicant 

b. Documentary evidence showing the standing and ability of 
the applicant as an educator. This evidence should cover recent 
work. 

c He should also refer to at least three persona of good scholar-
ship and professional succetis, who a.re engaged lo educational work, 
and who can vouch for his succes::i and character. 

d. Credentials should be original, of recent date, o( specific 
chara~ter, and addressed "to the state board of educational exam­
iners." 

II Specific rcquircnients, 
1. In hi'3 registration blank, the candldate must certify that he 

has tau!?ht or ~tudied all the braochell that are required by law for 
the :,tale dq.1loma. 

2. He must give, in detail, the places where he bas done educa-
tional work, and must produce evidence that he bas taught at least 
eight yea.rs, three of which having been in Iowa within recent years. 

3. He must be a resident of Iowa at the time or bis application 



4. He must file, in his own hand writing, an or igioal th esis of from 
3,000 to 4,000 words on a professional subject, assigned by t he board. 
In every case this thesis must be fully outlined, and be accompanied 
by a bibliography of the subject considered. 

5. The thesis will be marked by such persons as the board may 
designate on the following points: 

a.. Correct use of the English language. 
b. Choice and arrangement of subject matter. 
c. Thought and expression. 
d. Originality and research. 
e . General appearance of the manuscript. 

IIL Editcationai requ~renients. 

In accordance with the statute, candidates for state diplomas are 
required to be examined in orthography, reading, writing, arith­
metic, geography, H:oglish grammar, bookkeeping, physiology, his­
tory of the United States, algebra, botany, natural philosophy, draw­
ing, civil government, constitution and laws of the state, didactics, 
geometry, trigonometry, chemistry, zoology, geology, astronomy, 
political economy, rhetoric, English literature, general history, and 
such other studies as the board may require. Those who hold a stat e 
certificate will be excused from examination on all branches in above 
enumeration preceding geometry, as those are required for a sta te 
certificate. Under the law the board is responsible for examiniog all 
candidates in all subjects required by statute, but in order to be fair 
and reasonable, some of these examinations may be oral and i odivid­
ua.l, and some may be written and general. 

NOTE: It Is tmportn.nt tor all applicants fur state diplomas to r emember 
that great value will be attached to the use or the English language 1n all the 
papers filed as part of the scholastic exam ination. 

Note, as to correspondence.-In order to facilitate office wor k, graduates ot t he 
state normal school, and the state university. con duct their business correspond­
ence regarding diplomas, and state certificates, with the presidents of their 
respective Institutions 

All other offlcia.l correspondence tor the board must be with the president.

as will most practically and liberally educate the agricultural and 
industrial classes in the several pursuits and professions of life, 
including military tactics." 



COURSES A.ND DEGREES. 

The college embraces the following courses of study: 
(1) The course in science as related to the industries, of four 

years, leads to the degree of Ba.chelor of Science. 
(2) The course in general and domestic science for women, of 

four years, leads to the degree of Bachelor of Science. Women 
may take any other course desired. 

(3) The course in mechanical engineering, of four years, leads 
to the degree of B achelor of Mechanical Engineering. 

(4) The course in civil engineering, of four years, leads to the 
degree of Bachelor of Civil Engineering. 

(5) The course in electrical engineering, of four years, leads 
to the degree of .Bachelor of Science in Electrical Engineering. 

(6) The course in mining engineering, of four years, leads to 
the degree of Bachelor of Science in Mining Engineering. 

(7) The course in agriculture, of four years, leads to the degree 
of Bachelor of Agriculture. 

(8) The course in veterinary science leads to the degree of 
D octor of Veterina,ry Medicine. 

(9) Special undergraduate and post-graduate courses are pro­
vided along the lines of these respective courses; also short courses 
in dairying and agriculture, mining engineering, clay working and 
ceramics, and special course in technological chemistry. 

The college is thoroughly furnished with improved laboratories 
and apparatus. Machine shops with large equipment afford 
excellent facilities in mechanic arts. The museum and library are 
selected with special reference to facilitating studies in the courses 
specified. The best specimens of pure bred stock are provided for 
illustrative work in animal husbandry. A full year has been 
added to all the long courses excepting agriculture and veterinary 
science.

Pupils should be on hand 
promptly at the opening of the school and remain until the end of 
the sessiou. 

COLLEGE FOR THE BLIND, VINTON. 

Principat-Thos. F. lricCune, Vinton, Iowa. 
Under management of the board of control of state institutions. 
The school term begins on the first dav of September and ends 

about the 30th day of June. It is desirable that the students enter 
at the first and remain until the close. They may, however, be 
admitted at any time, and they are at liberty to go home when­
ever their parents send for them. 

The department of music is supplied with twenty-three pianos, 
one pipe organ, several cabinet organs and a sufficient number of 
violins, guitars, bass viols, and brass instruments. Every student 
capable of receiving it is given a complete course in this branch. 

In the industrial department the girls are required to learn 
knitting, crocheting, fancy work, hand and machine sewing; the 
boys netting, mattress making, and cane seating. Those of either 
sex, ,vbo so desire, may learn carpet weaving. 

These ad vantages are free to every person. either blind or of 
defective vision, and of suitable school age and capacity, in the 
state All that the friends are expected to do is to pay the travel­
ing expenses and furnish clothing If they are unable to clothe 
the pupils, the necessary clothing will be furnished here and the 
bill sent to the county from which the pupil comes.

1. Tht coun;e of study must be cqu1vulent of at lenst one ) enr 
of thirty-six weeks in length, follow1ng an elementary course of not 
less than eight years of thirty-six weeks each 111 length.

6. Schools seeking considerable credit in history and English 
must give evidence of a special library equipment for teaching 
these branches. 

Private academies, seminaries, normal schools, or other second­
ary schools, meeting the conditions mentioned above, or their 
equivalent, may be accepted on the same basis as high schools. 

The colleges composing the college department of the state 
association are, State University, Io,va City; Cornell, ~fount 
Vernon; lowa College, Grinnell; ~tate Agricultural College, Ames; 
Upper Iowa University, Fayette; Iowa \Vesleyan, 1fount Pleasant; 
Parsons, Fairfield; Penn, Oskaloosa; Drake, Des ~1oines; Western, 
Toledo; Des .~Joines College, Des 1foines; Luther, Decorah; Simp­
son, Indianola; Tabor, Tabor; Coe, Cedar Rapids. 

These have uniform entrance requirements, with very slight 
exceptions. Every school on the accredited list can thus enter its 
students in some one or more of the courses of each of these insti­
tutions.

1. Either the superintendent of schools, the principal of the 

high school, or an officer of the board of education, may make 
application that a high school be accredited.

3. This blank should be signed by the president and secretary 
of the board of education, the superintendent of schools, and the 
principal of the high school. Full and detailed information con­
cerning the teachers, pupils, and material equipment of the high 
school should be given, according to the outlines given in the blank. 

4. This application and report should be forwarded to the Pro­
fessor of the 8cience and Art of Teaching in the State University 
of I, wa, or to the secretary of the committte on secondary school 
relations, as under 2 above. 

5. '!'here should be forwarded along ,vith the application and 
report two copies of the high school courses of study, corrected to 
date. 

6. An analysis of the courses of study will be made in the office 
of the official recorder of the committee on secondary school rela­
tions, in such a way as to show their relation to the minimum 



requirements for admission to college; and a copy of the analysis 
will be sent to the superintendent or principal at once. 

7. After the high school shall have been duly inspected, and 
after the inspector's report, together with the analysis of the 
courses of study, shall have been submitted to the committee on 
scondary school relations, the committee ,vill accredit the school, 
if it shall appear that the conditions required shall have been met. 

8. 1'he committee desires to receive annually from accredited 
schools full reports as to teachers, pupils, courses of study, and 
material equipment in text-books, library, apparatus and build· 
ings, and to this end report blanks will be sent to each accredited 
school each year shortly after the opening of the school year, from 
the recorder's office at the State University. Further inquiries will 
receive prompt attention, as will also any correspondence relating 
to possible changes in or adjustment of courses of study looking 
toward the accrediting of any given school if the correspondence is 
directed to the chairman of the committee on secondary schools, 
Prof. J. H. T. 11ain, Iowa College, Grinnell; the secretary of said 
committee, Prof. Thomas Nicholson, Cornell College, 1Iount 
Vernon, Iowa; or to the Professor of Pedagogy of the State Uni­
versity, Iowa City,

STATE CERTIFICATES. 

I . Documentary evidence. 
1. Each candidate must file the following credentials as the offi­

cial proofs of being qualified to hold a state certificate: 
a. Official letters ADDRESSED TO TIIE BO.\RD by one or more 

county or city superintendents, or other professional educators, cer­
tifying to the success of the applicant in government and instruction. 
The work thus commended must have been done under the person's 
supervision who certifies to its excellence, even tf he ts not now in 
office. 

b. Statements from the school boards for \vhom the candidate 
bas taught, certifying to teaching covering at least three years, of 
thirty-six weeks each, in which good and successful service wa" 
rendered Credentials should be original, explicit in character, of 
recent date, and addressed "to the state board of educational exam­
iners." 

c. Candidates who are graduates of goodschools,whosecourses 
of study are approved by the board, and who have pursued a two 
years' course in didactic subjects I consisting of school manage­
ment, elementary psycholog-y, principles of educatic,n and methods 
of instruction, will be admitted to the examination on making proofs 
of two years, of thirty-six ,veeks each, of successful experience. 
When, in addition to the above didactic course, such c,1r.rlidates 
have also had a year of special training in a well organized training 
school. one year of thirty-six weeks of successful experience, satis­
factorily proved, will admit to the examination. Candidates who 
are graduates of higher institutions of learning, whose courses of 
study are approved by the board, and who have pursued during 
the junior or senior year of their course a year of pedagogical 
study. consisting of history of education, science of education and 
school supervision, will be admitted to the examination on satis~ 
factory proofs covering thirty-six weeks of successful experience. 

2. 'l'o be assured that the candidate is successful in instruction 
and government, the board reserves the right to in'\'estigate farther, 
until all doubt is removed. It is necessary that the applicant be a 
resident or teacher in Iowa at the time of registration, and part of 
the work certified to must have been done 10 lo\va 

I I. Plan of the examination. 
1. Preli1nit1a1y.-The application blank properly filled out, the 

fee of $3, and the credentials mentioned in I and II, must all be 
filed with the president of the board thirty days before the dates of 
the examination to receive consideration at that meeting, and 
approved by the board before the written examination is given.

SPECIAL STATE CERTIFICATES. 

The la,v authorizing the Iowa state board of educational examin­
ers to grant special certificates was enacted in 1900, and is as follov:s: 

'' SEC. 2. It may also issue a special certificate to any teacher 
of music, drawing, penmanship, or other special branches, or to 
any primary teacher, of sufficient experience, ,vho shall pass such 
examination as the board may require in the branches and methods 
pertaining thereto, for which the certificate is sought. Such cer­
tificates shall be designated by the name of the branch, and shall 
not be valid for any other department or branch. The board shall 
keep a complete register of all persons to ,vhum certificates or 
diplomas are issued.'' 

The special state certificate is intended for tP-acher;; of special 
branches, as a recognition of professional skill and successful 
experience in teaching a particular subject. 

While the candidate must possess complete and technical 
kno,vledge of the special branch for the teaching of which a cer­
tificate is desired, some general education and culture ,vill be 
required, as a certificate cannot be granted on account of pro­
ficiency in one subject only. 

The holder of a special certificate ,vill be authorized to teach 
the branch specified in any public school in the state for a period 



of fh·l• years. The fee, ns fixed by law, is $3, one•half of ,~hich is 
returned iu ,;ase of fnilurc. Certificates will be issued to the same 
person in more than one branch, but the fee of $3 must be paid for 
each, as no special certificate ,viii authorize the holder to teach 
111orc thnn one subject. 

In addition to music, drawing and penmanship, special certifi• 
catcs will be granted in English (involving- English grammar, 
composition, rhetoric, and lit~rature), Latin, German, mathemat­
ics (invoh·ing arithmetic, algeura, geometry, trigonometry), and 
individual sciences. 

I. Doc11111e11/a1J' exa,ni11alio11. -The following testimonials and 
credentials are required as evidence of success as a teacher of a 
particular subject, and of good moral character as a person: 

l. Official statements from school boards, certifying to the 
service of the applicant as a teacher of the subject in which certificate 
is asked, for a period of three years, of thirty•six weeks each, two 
of which years must have been under one school board. 

2. Candidates ,vho are graduates of good secondary or normal 
schools, and graduates of higher institutions of learning, may have 
such reduction in time of successful experience required as the 
board of examint:rs may decide after consideration of each individ­
ual case. It is to be unden;tood, however, in all cases of reduction 
of time, that candidates have pursued scholastic and pedagogical 
courses, approved by the board. 

3. Professional statetnents from city or county superintendents 
or village principals, under whose supervision the applicant has 
worked, certifying to the particular and professional success of the 
applicant as a teacher of the specified branch.

5. The thesis ,vill be marked by such persons as the board may 
designate on the following points: 

a. Correct use of the English language. 
b. Choice and arrangement of subject-matter 
c. Thought and expression. 
d. Originality and research. 
e. General appearance of the manuscript. 

III. Educational require11ie11ts. 

In accordance with the statute, candidates for state diplomas are 
required to be examined in orthog-raphy, reading, writing, arith­
metic, geography, English grammar, bookkeeping, physiology, 
history of the United States, algebra, botany, natural philosophy, 
drawing, civil government, constitution and laws of the state, 
didactics, geometry, trigonometry, chemistry, zoology, geology, 
astronomy, political economy, rhetoric, English literature, general 
history, and such other studies as the board may require. Those 
who hold a state certificate will be excused from examination on all 
branches in above enumeration preceding geometry, as those are. 
required for a state certificate. Under the law tbe board is respon­
sible. for examining all candidates in all subjects required by 
statute, 1,ut in order to be fair and reasonable, some of these exam­
inations may be oral and individual, and some may be written and 
genera; 

NoTa. It is i.oportaot for all applicants for state diplomas to remember that 
great ,•alue will be attached to the use of the English language m all the papers 
tiled as part of the scholastic examination . 

• Vote as to correspondence-In order to facilitate office work, graduates of the 
state normal school, and the state universit_y, conduct their business correspond­
ence regarding diplomas, and state certificates, with the pre,ideots of their 
respecti l'e institutions. 

All other official correspondence for the board must be with the president.

ARTICLES OF INCORPORATIO:N AND BY-LAWS Of THE 
IOWA STATE TEACHERS' ASSOCIATION. 

Know all men by these presents: 
That we, whose names are hereunto attached, and those \Yho 

may hereafter become associated with us, having for our objects 
mutual improvement, the advancement of the schools and the pro­
motion of the educational interes~s of the state of lo\va, do hereby 
form a body corporate, having its principal place of business at 
Des ~'.foines, ,vith fuil powers and privileges specified in chapter 2, 
t itle 9, of the Code of Iowa, as far as the same are applicable, and 
to sue and be sued in its corporate name, do hereby agree to and 
adopt the following articles of incorporation: 

ARTI CLE I. 

NAME. 

T his corp oration shall be s tyled the Iowa State Teachers' 
Association. 

AR'l'ICLE II . 

J.\ciEMBERSHIP. 

Any person engaged in educational or literary work may become 
a member by paying a fee of one dollar, and having bis name 
enrolled. Any such person may become a life member by paying 
at once ten dollars. 

ART ICLE III. 

OFFICERS. 

The officers of this association shall consist of a president, three 
vice-presidents, a secretary, a treasurer, and an executi~e commit­
tee of three elective members, the president of the association 
being ex-officio the four th member. 

The president and vice-presidents shall be elected for the term 
of one year . T he executive committee shall be elected for the term 
of three years, in such a manner that one shall go out of office each 
year, and the one holding the shortest term of office shall be chair­
man of said com mittee. The secretary and the treasurer shall be 
elected for the term of three years. 

The president shall preside at the annual meeting and deliver a n 
inaugural address . 



The vice-presidents shall rank ns first, second and third vice­
presidents. If fron1 nny en use, the office of president is vacant. 
the senior ,·ice-president shall perform the duties of president. 

'rhe iiCcretnry sh nil Keep n full record of nil the proceedings of 
the nssocintion, nncl shnll, undt.:r the direction of the superintend­
ent of public instn1ction, edit and prepare for publication the min­
utes of the nnnual tneeting, the papers read before the general and 
department meetings, nod such other matter ns the general associa­
tion n1ay order published. He shall also serve as secretary of the 
executive committee, and shall be paid twenty-five doll~rs per 
annum ns re,nunerntion for his services. 

1'he treasurer shnll have custody of all-except permanent­
funds belonging to the nssocintion, shnll disburse the same only 
upon the presentation of bills properly audited by the auditing or 
executive committee and shall makP- a detailed report of bis receipts 
nnd expenditures, and the condition of the treasury, at the annual 
,uecting. 

1'he executive comrnittee shall carry out all measures authorized 
by this association, dctennine the time and place of holding the 
annual meeting, prcpnre its prograru, and provide each member of 
the association with a printed copy of the same at least two months 
before the annual meeting. They shall also arrange business for 
the daily session!; of said meeting. 1'hey shall receive and hold in 
trust for the corporation nil property and permanent funds belong­
ing thereto. 

All vacancies, except in the office of president, shall be filled by 
the executive committee, such appointees to hold office only till 
their successors shall be elected at the annual meeting following.

The finance committtie shall examine the books 
and ,·ouchers ol the treasurer, and render to the Association aonually a detailed 
statcmtint of the receipts and expenditures of the Association for. the year.

PLAN OP THB SCHOOL. 

'fbe only kind of students admitted to the privileges of the 
school are those who are te1cbers or expect to be teachers. All 
subjects io the program of studies, all work 10 the laboratories, all 
selection of books for the library, all equipments of every kind 
have particularly 10 mind the special needs of public school teach­
ers. Admission is granted on teacher's county certificate or on 
g raduation from an accredited high school. 

OPRNJNG A~D CLOSING OP TRR:.\!S , 

T o provide for the particular needs of the teachers and to inter­
fere as little as possible with their studies as \\'ell, or their teaching 
by full terms, the calendar is arranged to suit the public schools, 
as follows: 

F.ill Tenn -September 2 to November 26. 
IVinler Ter111- December 2 to ~larch 11. 

Spring Terni - March 17 to June 10. 
Su11,nur Te,.1n-June 13 to July 24. 

The entire program of s tud ies can be obtained almost every 
erm . Classes are thus provided for all grades of s tudents in the 
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several branches, so that the peculiar needs of every individual 
student are easily met. Such an arrangement permits a student to 
omit a term to teach a school and return and begin his work just 
where he was ,vhen he left the class . I t also provides for gradua­
tion at the close of each term, so that diplomas are granted quar­
terly to such persons as have completed the work according to the 
required course of study. 

COURSES OF STUDY. 

1Iuch specialization is possible, as one can select a course that 
will prepare for department work. The courses are named accord­
ing to the principal line pursued, viz: English, Latin, Natural 
Science, Physical Science, 11athematical , History, Civics, German 
and Elective . All of them require complete preparation for hold­
ing an Iowa state certificate and in addition allow the specializing 
mentioned. 

There are also courses for college graduates who are required to 
take professional studies, courses for primary teachers, for votal 
and instrumental music teachers, for dra,ving teachers and for 
teachers of reading and public speaking . 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION. 

Much provision is made for instruction and training in pbysica1 
culture. A director of physical training with assistants has been 
chosen and gymnasiums well equipped have been provided for 
both men and women. A full line of apparatus for conducting the 
physical examination of students has been procured and advice 
and assistance is given to all ,vbo need to specially regard their 
physical welfare. This is a great benefit to all who take adv.1ntage 
of its courses of study and training . 

:MUSICAL INSTRUCTION. 

Large attention is given to both vocal and instrumental music. 
'!'here is a choral society, six glee clubs, two bands and two 
orchestras, and a mandolin and guitar club, in all of which 
instruction is free to all students enrolled in regular ,vork. Personal 
instruction is obtainable on piano, violin and other stringed instru­
ments, and in voice and harmony at reasonable prices. 

LIBRARY AND LADORATORIBS. 

The library consists of 14,000 volumes a nd is well provided with 
magazines and periodicals of all kinds !luitable for the students.

The average number in the home is about 460, and the age ten 
and one-half years. The limit beyond which children are not kept 
in the home is sixteen years of age. 

It is the aim to provide the children with plenty of good, com­
fortable clothing, and to have them taught to take good care of the 
same. Their clothing is all manufactured at the home, the large 
girls assisting in its manufacture. The table is supplied with a 
good variety of plain, wholesome food, and a reasonable amount 
of luxuries. 

A library of well selected juvenile literature is a source of 
pleasure and profitable entertainment to the children. As from 
necessity the pastimes and pleasures of the children are otherwise 
somewhat circumscribed, they are well supplied with books and 
reading matter of suitable character for their improvement and 
enjoyment. The new chapel erected last year, is a handsome and 
much needed addition to the home.

'rhe object of these institutions is the reformation of juvenile 

delinquents. It is not a prison. It is a compulsory educational 
institution. It is a school ,vhere wayward and criminal boys and 
girls are brought under the influence of Christian instructors and 
taught by example, as well as precept, the better ways of hfe. It 
is a training school where the moral, intellectual, and industrial 
education of the child is carried on at one aod the same time. 

Any boy or girl over 7 and under 16 years of age, who has be~ome 
criminal, vagrant or incorrigible, may be committed to these 
schools by any court of record. Any boy or girl may be discharged 
or paroled from these schools at any time after one year's training, 
upon satisfactory evidence of reformation 

INSTITUTE FOR FEEBLE-l\iINDED CHILDREN, 
GLENWOOD. 

Superinfendent-F. 11. Powell, l\I. D. 
Under management of the board of control of state institutions. 
The purpose or objects of the institution are to provide special 

methods of training for that class of children deficient in mind or 
marked with such peculiarities as to deprive them of the benefits 
and privileges provided for children with normal faculties. The 
object is to make each child as nearly self-supporting as practica­
ble, and to approach as near as possible the movements and actions 
of normal people . It further aims to provide a home for those ,vho 
are not susceptible of mental culture, relying wholly on others to 
supply their wants. The age of admission is between S and 2l 
years, and feeble minded women may be sent there until forty-five 

years of age.

SCHOOL FOR THE DEAF, COUNCIL BLUFFS.

This institution is free to all who are too deaf to be edu~ated in 

the common schools. They must be sound in mind and free from 
immoral habits and contagious diseases. No charge is made for 
board and tuition. 

The s~hool opens on the first day of October each year and con­
tinues until the last day of June. Pupils should be on hand 
promptly at the opening of the schoool and remain until the end of 
the session. 

COLLEGE FOR THE BLIND, VINTON 

Principat-Thos F. A1cCune, Vinton, Iowa. 

Under management of the board of control of state institutions. 
The school term begins on the first day of September and ends 

about the 30th day of June. It is desirable that the students enter 
at the first and remain until the close. They may, however, be 
admilted at any time, and they are at liberty to go home when­
ever their parents send for them. 

The department of music is supplied with twenty-three pianos, 
one pipe organ, several cabinet organs and a sufficient number of 
violins, guitars, bass viols and brass instruments. Every student 
capable of receiving it is given a complete course in this branch. 

In the industrial department the girls are required to learn 
knitting, crocheting, fancy work, hand and machine sewing; the 
boys netting, mattress making and cane seating. Those of either 
sex, who so df sire, may learn carpet weaving. 

These advantages are free to every person, either blind or of 
defective vision, and of suitable school age and capacity, in the 
state. All that the friends are expected to do is to pay the travel­
ing expenses and furnish clothing. If they are unable to clothe the 
pupils, the necessary clothing will be furnished here and the bill 
sent to the county from which the pupil comes.

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LIFE DIPLOifAS. 

I. General requirements. 

1. I n every case the applicant mu-;t have hehl a state certi fi­
cate, and have taught under the supervision of this board at least 
three yt:ars before applying for the state diploma, a life certificate. 

2 Every candidate will be required to file the followio~ cre-
dentials: 

a. Documentary evidence from standard reputable educational 
institutions, certifying to the special scholarship and training of the 
applicant. 

b. Docu,nentary evidence showing the standing and ability of 
the applicant as an educator. This evidence should cover recent 
work. 

c. He should also refer to at least three persons of good schol­
ar.,hip and professional success, who are engagecl in educational 
work. and who can vouch (or his success and character. 

d. Credentials should be ori~inal, of recent date, of specific 
character, and addressed '' to the state board of educational exam­
iners.'' 

II. Specific requirements. 

1. In his reg1-;tration blank, the candidate must certify that he 
has taught or studied all the branches that are required by la,v for 
the state diploma. 

2. He must give, in detail, the places where he has don1: edu­
cational work, and must produce evidence that he has taught at 
least eight years, three of which have been in Iowa within recent 
years. 

3. He must be a resident of Iowa at the time of his application. 
4. He mu-;t file, in his own hand writing, an original thesis of 

from 3,000 to 4,000 words on a professional subject, assigned by 
the board. In every case this thesis must be fully outlined, and 
be accompanied by a bibliography of the subject considered . 

S. The thesis ,vill be marked by such persons as the board may 
designate on the following points: 

a. Correct use of the English language. 
b. Choice and arrangement of subject-matter.

III. :Educational R equirements. 

In nccord Lnce with lhti slntutc, candidates for stat~ diplomas 
nrc required to be cxnmincd in o rthograph)', rending, writing, 
nrithmctlc, gt•ogrnphy. English gra1nmar, bookkeeping, physiolo­
gy, histor)' of the United Sto te'l, algebrn, bolnny, nntural philo~o­
phy, <lrn,ving, ci,·il government, constltulloo nod laws of the state, 
didnctacs, geometry, trigonometry, cht!mistry. zoology, geology, 
nstronoruy, poltt 1cnl economy, rhetoric, English literature, general 
history, nnrl such other studies ns the board may require. Those 
who hold n stnte cert1fi-::nte ,viii be excused from ex:i.m1nation on all

b. Statements from the school boards for whom the candidate has 
taught, certifying to teaching covering at least three years, of thir­
ty-six ,veeks each, in which good and successful service ,vas ren­
dered. Credentials should be original, explicit in character, of 
recent date, and addressed '' to the state board of educational ex­
aminers." 

c. To be assured that the candidate is successful in instruction 
and government, the board reserves the right to investiga te farther 
until all doubt is removed.

PRl~lARY S T ATE CERTIFICATES. 

T HE PRThfARY TEACHERS' CERTIFICATE is intended for primary 
teachers as a recognition of professional skill and successful experi­
ence. The holder of such a certificate will be authorized to teach 
in first, second and third grades in any public school in the state 
for a period of five years. '!'be fee, as fixed by law, is $3, one­
h alf of which is returned in case of failure. 

I . Cocu:-.rENTARY EXAMINATION. The following testimonials 
and credentials are required as evidence of success in primary 
teaching and of good character as a person. 

1. Official statements addressed to the Board of Examiners 
from the present school board and from other boards certifying to 
the service of the applicant as teacher in first, second or third 
grade work for a period of three years of thirty-six weeks each, two 
of whkb years must have been under one school board. 

2. Professional statements from county-superintendent, city 
superintendent or yillage principal under whose supervision the 
applicant has worked, certifying to the particular and professional 
success of the applicant as a teacher of the first, second and third 
grade work. 
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3. Candidates who are '°'raduatef; of good schools, whose 
courses of study are approved by the board, and ,vho have pursued 
a two year,,' course· in didactic subjects, consisting of school man­
agement, elementary psychology, principles of education, and 
primary methods of instrbctioa, ,vill be admitted to the examina­
tion oo making proofs of one year of thirty-six weeks of successful 
experience in primary teaching. \Vhen, io ad<li'ion to the above 
didactic course, such candidates have also had a year of special 
training in a well-orgaaizcd primary training school, they will be 
admitted to the examination without other qualification. Candi­
dates who are graduates of higher institutions of learning whose 
courses of study are approved by the board, and who have pursued 
during the junior or !>eoior year of their course a year of pedagog­
ical study, consisting of history of education and primary methods, 
will be ad mitred to the examination. 

II. SCHOLASTIC EXA"-fl:-.-ATIOX. To insure that the applicant 
has su fficieot c.cholarship to be granted a primary teachers' certifi­
cate, the f:>llo,ving things are required 

1. Such an examination in the branches, orthography, reading, 
,vriting, arithmetic, geography, grammar, history of the United 
States, and physiology and hygiene, as in each individual c.ise 
may be necessary to insure good scholarship in the applicant. In 
cases ,vhere the applicant is the holder of an excellent county cer­
tificate in force 10 regard to these branches, this scholastic exam­
ination may not be necessary. By sending to the president of the 
board the certificate and any other documentary evidence that may 
assist in making the necessary proofs, this part of the examination 
can be determined before the date of appearance before the board. 

2. The examination 10 English will be determined by a thesis 
of at least one thousand words. 

III. PROFESSIONAL EXAMINATION. The following subjects as 
outlined in the syllabus will constitute the professional examination 
required for the present year: Psychology of the child, school 
mnnagement, history of education, school laws of Io,va, primary 
methods, vocal music, physical culture, dra,ving, and plant study.

SPECIAL S'l'ATE CERTIFICATES. 

The la,v authorizing the Iowa state board of educational examin­
ers to g rant special certificates was enacted in 1900, and 1s as fol­
lows. 

' SEC 2. It may also issue a special certificate to any teacher 
of music, drawing, penmanship, or other special brancbe!', or to 
any primary teacher, of sufficient experience, who shall pass i;uch 
examination as the board may require in the branches and methods 
pertaining thereto, for which the certificate is sought. Such cer­
tificates shall be designated b} the name of the Qranch, and shall 
not be \'alid for any otht:r department or branch. '!'he board shall 
keep a complete register of all persons to whom certificates or 
diplomas are issued." 

The special state certificate is intended for teachers of special 
branches, as a recognition of profe!'sional skill, expe1 t scholarship, 
and !'uccessful experience in teaching a particular subject. 

While the candidate must possess complete and technical 
knowledge of the special branch for the teaching of which a cer­
tificate is desired, some general education and culture will be 
required, as a certificate cannot be granted on account of pro­
ficiency in one subject only. 

The bolder of a special certificate will be authorized to teach 
the branch specified in any public school 10 the state for a period 
of five years. The fee, as fixed by law, is $3 one-half of which is re­
turned in case of failure. Certificates will be issued to the same 
person in m ore than one branch, but the fee of $3 must be paid for 
each, as no special certificate will authorize the bolder to teach 
more than one subject. 
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In addition to music, drawing ancl penmanship, special certifi­
cates will be granted in history, rhetoric, literature, Latin, German, 
French, algebra, geometry, trigonometry and individual sciences.

I. Docu,rRNTARV EXA'\UNATJON-Tbe following testimonials and 
credentials are required as evidence of success as a teacher of a 
particular subject, and of good moral characttr as a person. 

l. Official statements from school boards, certifying to the ser­
vice of the applicant as a teacher of the subject in which certificate 
1s ac;ked, for a period of three years, of thirty-six weeks each, two 
of which years must have teen under one school board. 

2 Candidates who are graduates of good secondary or normal 
schools, and graduates of higher institutions of learning, may b ave 

such reduction 10 time of succes4ful experience required as the 
board of examiners may decide after consideration of each individ­
ual case. It is to be understood, however, in all cases of reduction 
of time, that candidates have pursued scholastic and pedagogical 
courses approved by the board. 

3. Professional statements from city or county superintendents 
or village principals, ttnder whose supervision the applicant bas 
worked, certifying to the particular and professional success of the 
applicant as a teacher of the specified branch. 

11. SCHOLASTIC ExAl\frNATJON .-To insure that the applicant bas 
sufficient schola,sbip to be granted a sp~cial teacher's certificate, 
the following things are required: 

1. Such an examination 1n the branches, orthography, rea-:l­
iog, writing, arithmetic, geograph}', grammar, history of United 
States, and physiology and hygiene, as in each individual case 
may be necessary to insure good scholarship 1n the applicant In 
cases where the applicant is the bolder of an excellent county cer­
tificate, 1n force, in regard to thes;e branches, this schola~tic exam­
ination may not be necessary. 

2. The examination in grammar and composition will be deter-
1uined by a thesis of at least one thousand words, subJect to be se• 
lected by the board, in harmony with the kind of certificate sought 
by the applicant. 

Ill. PROFESSIONAL EXAMINATION.-Syllabi ,vill be prepared in 
music, drawing, and penmanship, and these can be had on appli­
cation. It does not seem necessary to give a syllabi, outlining 
points to be emphasized in other subjects, but on each subject a 



rigid examination will be required, both upon knowledge of the 
branch itself and upon the methods of teaching it.

RENEWAL OF CERTIFICATES. 

l . Pro:J fs required. -a. The candidate must file letters from 
superintendents or other prominent educators that certify to the 
pre£ent success in instruction and in government, and to the fact 
that bis present physical condition and mental and moral character 
are still such as to justify the board in granting him this renewal. 

b. He must also show, by official letters from school boards 
for whom he bas worked, the fact of his oeing i-uccessful as an 
instructor and as a. disciplinarian under the expiring certificate. 

Holders of state licenses to teach, desiring a renewal of the 
same, should file with the board an application, credentials, and 
fee of $3, at least six months before the expiration of their certifi­
cates, in order that there may be sufficient time to issue a rene\val 
before the expiration of the certificate. At the discretion of the 
board, candidates who have taught successfully for five years 
under its supervision may obtain a rene\val upon writi og a satisfac­
tory thesis upon a subject assigned by the board. In all cases the 
board reserves the right to require a full and complete examina­
tion. The thesis must in all cases be in tbe band writing of the 
applicant, and must show professional study and investigation. 

NOTE: Candidates for renewal, desirous of having valid authority from 
the board to teach either geometry, rhetoric, English and American literature, 
general history, or other studies, should so inform the board at the time of 
filing application for renewal. 

2. Ezaniination required .-Unless otherwise decided, the can­
didate must appear at the time assigned and take such examina­
tion as the board may think necessary , but, where personal 
knowledge or acquaintance of the board with the applicant may 
perm it, and where the first examination was good, an original 
essay on an educational topic, a ssigned by the board, may be sub­
stituted for personal presence at the examination. This paper

At 
the same time there are courses of study for music teachers, art 
teachers , librarians, physical training teachers, and other special 
lines allowing much latitude for the kind of preparation preferred . 

RQUIPMRNT.

There are three Physical Directors in the Faculty, and students 
are required to give attention to health and physical development. 
All the games suitable for public schools of different grades and 
ages are taught in classes, much attention being given to both the 
theory and the practice of the same in the gymnasium. Physical 
examinations are given students in order to scientifically direct 
their work for their special benefit. One of the most modern gym­
nasiums in the West will be ready for service in 1904-1905.

The average number in the home is about 480, and the age ten 
and one-half years. The hmit beyond which children are not kept 
in the home is sixteen years of age. 

I t is the aim to provide the children with plenty of good, com­
fortable clothing, and to have them taught to take good care of the 
same. Their clothing is all manufactured at the home, the large 
~iris assisting in its manufacture. The table is supplied with a 
good variety of plain, wholesome food, and a reasonable amount 
of luxuries. • 

A library of well selected juvenile literature is a source of 
pleasure and profitable entertainment to the children. As from 
necessity the pastimes and pleasures of the children are otherwise 
somewhat circumscribed, they are well supplied with books and 
reading matter of suitable character for their improvement and 
enjoyment. Tbe new chapel erected recently, is a handsome and 
much needed addition to the home .

The object of these institutions is the reformation of juvenile 

delinquents. It is not a prison. It i1 a compulsory educational 
institution. It is a school where wayward and criminal boys and 
girls are brought under the influence of Christian instructors and 
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taught by example, as well as precept, the better ways of life. It 
is a training school where the moral, intellectual, and industrial 
education of the child is carried on at one and the same time. 

Any boy or girl over 7 and under 16 years of age, who has become 
criminal, vagrant or incorrigible, may be committed to these 
schools by aoy court of record. Any boy or girl may be discharged 
or paroled from these schools at any time after one year's training, 
upon satisfactory evidence of reformation. 

INSTITUTE FOR FEEBLE-MINDED CHILDREN, 
GLENWOOD. 

Superintendent-George Mogridge, M. D. 
Under management of the board of control of state institutions . 
The purpose or objects of the institution are to provide special 

methods of training for that class of children deficient io mind or 
marked with such peculiarities as to deprive them of the benefits 
aod privileges provided for children ,vith normal faculties. The 
object is to make each child as nearly self-supporting as practica­
ble, and to approach as near as possible the movements and actions 
of normal people. I t further aims to provide a home for those who 
are not susceptible of mental culture, relying wholly oo others to 
supply their wants. The age of admi5sion is between 5 and 21 
years, and feeble-minded women may be sent there until 45 years 

of age. 

SCHOOL FOR THE DEAF, COUNCIL BLUFFS. 

Superintendent- Henry W. Rothert. 
Under management of the board of control of state institutions. 
This institution is free to all who are too deaf to be educated io 

the common schools. '!'bey must be sound in mind aod free from 
immoral habits and contagious diseases. No charge is made for 
board and tuition. 

The school opens on the first day of October each year and con­
tinues until the last day of June. Pupils should be on hand 
promptly at the opening of the school and remain until the end of 
the session . 
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COLLEGE FOR THE BLIND, VINTON. 

Principal-Thos. F. McCune, Vinton, Iowa. 

Under management of the board of control of state institutions. 
The school term begins on the first day of September, and ends 

about the 30th day of June. It is desirable that the students enter 
at the first and remain until the close. They may, however, be 
admitted at any time, and they are at liberty to go home when­
ever their parents send for them. 

rrhe department of music is supplied with twenty-three pianos, 
one pipe organ, several cabinet organs and a sufficient number of 
violins, guitars, bass viols and brass instruments. Every student 
capable of receiving it is given a complete course in this branch. 

In the industrial department, the girls are required to learn 
knitting, crocheting, fancy work, band and machine sewing; the 
boys, netting, mattress making and cane seating. Those of either 
sex , ,vbo so desire, may learn carpet weaving. 

These advantages are free to every person, either blind or of 
defective vision , and of suitable school age and capacity, in the 
state. All that the friends are expected to do is to pay the travel­
ing expenses and furnish clothing. If they are unable to clothe the 
pupils, the necessary clothing will be furnished here and the bill 
sent to the county from ,vhich the pupil comes.

Regulations Governing Uniform Examinations 
for Teachers' County Certificates. 

OPINION OF ATTORNEY-GENERAL: 
Section 2622 of the Code provides: 

''He (the superintendent of publio instruction) shall be charged with the 
general supervision of all the county superintendents and the common ~chools 
of the state." 
Section Z735 provides: 

''He (the county superintendent) shall at all times comply with the direc· 
tion of the superintendent of public instruction in all ml\ttera within that of• 
ftoer's j •1risdiction, and serve as the organ of communication between him and 
school township, district or independent di-.trict o.uthoritie~, and transmit to 
them or the teachers thereof, all blanks, circulars or other communications de­
signed for t em." 

It was the intention of the legislature in enacting these statutes to give to 
the superintendent of public instruction the general !lupervision over all school 
matters in the state, and to make the county superintendent of schools in each 
county the means ,vhereby the rulings and acts of the superintendent of public 
instruction are conveyed to or communicated to the persons within the county. 

Under the power so conferred by the legislature, the superintendent of 
publio instruction ha.<1 Bntbority to prescribe the conditions under which cour.ty 
superintendents shall issue certificates to applicants therefor, and to prescribe 
the names and character of the certificates to be issued by the county superin 
tendents. 

I think it is also within the power of the superintendent of publio inatruo· 
Mon to specify the minimum age of applicants to whom certificates may be is· 
sued by county superintendents. 

The State Board of Educational Examiners is authorized by sections 2628 to 
2682 of the Code to issue state diplomas, state certificates, state primary certifi• 
cates, and special sta te certificates. 

To County Superinten<knts: 
In harmony with the opinion of the Attorney-General the follow­

ing regulations with reference to uniform examinations for teach­
ers' certificates are hereby prescribed for the guidance of county 
superintendents, to take effect September 15, 1902. 

REGULATIONS. 

CERTIFICATES. 

Teachers' certificates issued by county superintendents shall be 
of three grades, namely: first, second and third. A special cer­
tificate and a kindergarten certificate are authorized by law. 
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FIR ST GRADE 

Ternz . -Certificates of this grade shall be issued for a term of 
two years. 

Educational requirenzenls. -The examination of candidates 
shall include competency in and ability to teach orthography, read­
ing, writing, arithmetic, geography, grammar, history of the United 
States, didactics, physiology and hygiene, including special refer­
ence to effects of alcohol , stimulants and narcotics, elementary 
civics, elementary algebra, elements of physics, elementary eco­
nomics , and music . 

Experience -Candidates must submit proof of thirty-six weeks' 
successful experience in teaching. 

Standing required.-For certificates of this grade, candidates 
m ust attain an average standing of 90 per cent; and in orthog­
raphy, reading, ,vriting, arithmetic, geography, grammar, 
history of the United States, didactics, physiology and hygiene a 
standing of at least es per cent, with no other branch below 80 per 
cent. 

Rtnewals and indorse11tents .-Under the laws of this ~tate there 
is no provision for the renewal of a certificate or for the indorse­
ment of one by a nother superintendent. Section 2737 provides for 
the issuing but not for the renewing or indorsiog of a certificate. 
A certificate may not be issued upon an examination taken in 
another county or state. lo addition to furnishing any credentials 
or other written evidence which the county superintendent may 
require, the applicant must appear in person.-Opinion Attorney­
General. 

SHCOND GRADE. 

Ter,n. - All second grade certificates shall be issued for a term 
not to exceed one year. 

Educational 1·equire11zenls. -The examination of candidates 
&hall include competency in and ability to teach orthography, read­
ing, writing, arithmetic , geography, gram mar, history of the 
United States, didactics, physiology and hygiene including special 
reference to effects of alcohol, stimulants and narcotics, and music. 

Experience. -ln counties issuing only two grades of certificates 
none is required. Counties issuing three grades may require evi­
dence of at least one term of successful experience. 

Standing required.-Candidates must attain an average stand­
ing of at least 85 per cent, with no branch bt low 75 per cent. 

Renewals and indorsenzenls .-See same heading under First 
Grade . 
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THIRD GRADB. 

Term.-At the discretion of the county superintendent certifi­
cates of this grade may be limited to one or two terms. 

Ntt1nber of certificates. -Certificates of this grade shou ld uot be 
granted more than once or twice to the same person. 

Educational requirenients.-Same as for second grade . 
Experience.-None is required. 
Standiug required.-Candidates for certificates of this g rade 

must attain an average standing of at least 80 per cent, with no 
branch below 65 per cent. 

Renewals and indorse111ents .-See same beading under First 
Grade. 

SPECIAL CERTIFICATES. 

Ternt. -Special certificates shall be issued for a term not to ex­
ceed one year. 

Educational reqrtirenients .-Candidates for this certificate need 
be examined in such branches only as they shall be employed to 
teach. Special certificates may be issued to teachers of music and 
other special branches, including high school studies. 

Standing r equired.-Optional with the county superintendent. 

KINUHRGARTEN CERTIFICATES. 

Ter'tn. -Kindergarten certificates shall be issued for a term not 
to exceed one year. 

Educational rrquiretnenls .-''Any teacher in kindergartens shall 
hold a certificate from the county superintendent certifying that 
the holder thereof has been examined upon kindergarten principles 
and methods and is qualified to teach in kindergartens." 

Standingreq1'ired.-Optional with county superintendent. 

DATES OF EXA?.HNATIONS. 

The examination of applicants for all certificates shall be held 
on the last Friday a nd Saturday in each month, at the county seat. 
Special examinations may be held elsewhere in the county at the 
discretion of the county superintendent. Applications made a t 
irregular times should be rejected, unless good reasons are given 
for not attending the regular examinations. 

GENERAL REGULATIONS. 

1. All applicants shall be at least eighteen years of age. 
2. Candidates undertaking the first grade examination and 

failing to attain the standard requi red for a certificate of that grade 
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may be given a certificate of a lower grade, provided the percent­
ages attained are as high as those required in the grade for which 

the certificate is granted. 
a. County superintendents may at their discretion supplement 

examinations with additional questions, and for sufficient reasons 
refuse to g rant a certificate to a candidate after he has attained the 

required standing. 
4. Applicants may be required to present such evidences of 

good moral character as the cou nty superintendent shall demand. 
The superintendent must be fully satisfied in every particular men­
tioned in the law before issuing the certificate. 

5. The examination papers of applicants for certificates and 
any testimonials ,vith regard to the moral character of the appli­
cant belong to the county superintendent individually, and are for 

his guidance alone. 
6. The county superintendent is the sole judge of the manner 

and extent of the examination he will require of applicants for 
certificates to teach, and unless fully satisfied in all respects it is his 
duty to refuse to grant a certificate. 

7. Candidates to whom a first grade or two years' certificate is 
granted shall pay two dollars. Applicants for all other certificates 
issued by a county superintendent are required to pay a fee of one 

dollar . 
Teachers wishing to teach studies not named for county certifi-

cates should take examination in such subjects and have the same 
placed on the certificate .
