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ACCREDITED SCHOOLS. 

Conditions prescribed by the State University. 

All schools must be inspected before they are placed on the accredited 
list. The requirements are as follows: 

RE VISED STANDARDS FOR ACCREDITING HIGH SCHOOLS. 
I. Fully Accredited Schools-

( 1) The course of study must not be less than four years of thirty­
six weeks each in length, following an elementary course not less than 
eight years in length, and must include at least two years of some foreign 
language. 

(2) The course of study must require of each pupil not more than four 
recitations daily. 

(3) The entire time of at least three teachers must be given to instruc­
tion in high school branches. (This may include the principal or super­
intendent, who should devote a part of his time to supervision.) 

( 4) The number of daily periods of class-room instruction given by any 
one teacher should not exceed six, each to extend over at least forty 
minutes. (The University advises but five or six class periods, and it 
must decline to accredit schools permitting more than seven periods for 
any teacher.) 

( 6) The minim um scholastic attainment of all high school teachers 
should be equivalent to graduation from a reputable college or university. 
(A teacher holding a first-class five-year state certificate shall be regarded 
as meeting the scholastic requirements, but such teacher should give 
eVidence of special preparation in subjects taught.) 

(6) The laboratory and library facilities shall be adequate to the needs 
of instruction in the subjects taught. 

(7) The quality of instruction, character of text-books and efficiency 
of equipment m'ust be approved by the Faculty of the College of Liberal 
Arts of the University. 

( 8) The location and construction of the buildings, the llgbting, heat­
ing, and ventilation of the rooms, the nature of the lavatories, corridors, 
closets, ,vater supply, school furniture, apparatus, and methods of clean­
ing shall be such as to insure hygienic conditions for both pupils and 
teachers. 

(9) Private academies, seminaries, normal schools or other secondary 
schools meeting the conditions set forth above, or their equivalent, may 
be accepted on the same basis as high schools. 

II. Partial1y Accredited Schools-
In general the minim um standards of the fully accredited school 

should be met, but the following exceptions are noted: 
(1) The course of study may be but three years in length. 
(2) The teaching force may consist of but two teachers.

The Normal School was established by the General .Assembly in 1876 

for the special education and training of teachers for the common schools. 
By statute the students who enter the Normal School must announce 

their intention of devoting their lives to the profession of public school 
teaching, and for this reason the course of study is especially planned and 
managed to that definite purpose, no ,vorlc being offe.red at the school 
that does not have as a direct object the giving of effective preparation 
for the career of a public school teacher. 

The board was authorized to complete such organization of the school 
in the selection of teachers and officers as the needs of the work 
required. The institution was opened and began its work in September 
of that year, courses of instruction being provided where an education was 
obtainable by persons who plan to devote themselves to the public service 
as teachers in all grades of public schools. 
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?tUNA0E'.MENT OF THE WORK. 

The school is conducted for forty-two weeks to the school year, 
divided into terms as follows: fall, winter, spring, summer. The sum­
mer term is conducted for a time of six weeks, the other terms for 
twelve weeks, the sessions opening and closing to conform as nearly 
as possible with the plans adopted by the public schools. New classes 
are admitted at the opening of each s ession and a class is uniformly 
graduated at the close of each session. Graduates are given large assist­
ance in securing remunerative and favorable appointments. School boards 
are given all the assistance within the power of the school to secure 
capable teacher s.

Under management of the Board of Control of State Institutions. 
The object of these institutions is the reformation of juvenlle delin­

quents. I t is not a prison. It ls a compulsory educational Institution. 
It Is a school where wayward and criminal boys and girls are brought 
under the Influence of Christian Instructors and taught by example, as 
well as precept, the better ways of life. It is a training school where the 
moral, intellectual and industrial education of a child ls carried on at 
one an,d the same time. 

With few exceptions, any boy or girl over 7 and under 16 years or 
age, who has become criminal, vagrant, disorderly or Incorrigible, or 
over the age of 9 and under the age of 16 found guilty of crime in a 
court of r ecord, may be committed to these schools by any court or 
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record. Any boy or girl may be discharged or paroled from these schools 
at any time after one year's training, upon satisfactory evidence of 
reformation. They may also in exceptional cases be paroled or discharged 

in less than one year. , 

SOLDIERS' ORPHANS' HOlVIE, DAVENPORT. 

Superintendent-F . J . SEssro~s. 

Under management of the Board of Control of State Institutions. 
There is in connection with this institution a school building, pleasant, 

commodious and well lighted, and it is the policy of the board to have the 
course of instruction of the highest staµdard. A kindergarten is operated 
in connection for the very young pupils. 

It is the aim to provide the children with plenty of good, comfortable 
clothing, and to have them taught to take good care of the same. Their 
clothing is an manufactured at the home, the large girls assisting in its 
manufacture. The table is supplied with. a good variety of plain, whole­
some food, and a reasonable amount of luxuries. 

A library of ,vell selected juvenile literature is a source of pleasure 
and profitable entertainment t o the children, as from necessity the pas­
times and pleasures of the children are otherwise somewhat circumscribed. 
The new chapel, erected recently, is a handsome and much needed 

addition to the home. 

INSTITUTE FOR FEEBLE-MINDED CHILDREN, GLENWOOD. 

Superintendent-GEOME MOGRIDGE, M. D. 

Under management of the Board of Control of State Institutions. 
The purposes or objects of the institution are to provide special methods 

of training of that class of children deficient in mind or marked with 
such peculiarities as to deprive them of the benefits and privileges 
provided for children with normal faculties.

COLLEGE FOR THE BLIND, VINTON. 

PrincipaZ-J. E. VANCE, Vinton, Iowa. 

Under management of the Board of Control of State Institutions. 
The school term begins on the first day of September, and ends about 

the 30th day of June. It is desirable that the .students enter at the first 
and remain until the close. They may, however, be admitted at any time, 
and they are at liberty to go home whenever their parents send for them. 

The department of music is supplied with twenty-three pianos, one pipe 
organ, several cabinet organs and a sufficient number of violins, guitars, 
bass viols and brass instruments. Every student capable of receiving it 
is given a complete course in this branch. 

In the industrial department, the girls are required to learn knitting, 
• 

crocheting, fancy work, hand and machine sewing; the boys, netting, 
mattress making and cane seating. Those of either sex, who so desire, 
may learn carpet weaving. 

These advantages are free to every person, either blind or of defective 
vision, and of suitable school age and capacity, in the state. All that the 
friends are expected to do is to pay the traveling expenses and furnish 
clothing. If they are unable to clothe the pupils the necessary clothing 
will be furnished here and the bill sent to the county from which the 
pupil comes.

POINTS FOR DETERMINING THE ACCEPTANCE OF RE GULAR AND 
COLLEGIATE COURSES OF INSTRUCTION IN ACCORDANCE 

WITH CHAPTER 148, ACTS OF THIRTY-SECOND 
GENERAL ASSEMBLY. 

(Sections ~1-f to 2631-h, School Lnws, 1007.) 
DEFINITION. 

An institution whose vraduates are entitled t o certificates shall provide 
at l east a sufficient number of class hours of coUege grade to offer oppor­
tunity for freshman, sophomore, junior and senior year's work, making a 
total minirnum of sixty hours for any one semester. Laboratory hours 
shall be reckoned as not less than two for one recitat ion ho1ir. 

THE EIGHT POINTS. 
I. The number of class hours for the beads of departments and stu­

dents shall not exceed twenty a week. 
II. A faculty properly qualified shall consist of graduates of colleges 

who have pursued graduate work equivalent at least to that required for 
a master's degree.

I II. The library shall <'Onsist of at least flve thousand volumes, se­
lected with referen<'e to <'ollege subjects and exclusive of public docu1nents

VI. The average salary of the heads of departments, {•xcluslve of the 
salary of the president, shall be at least $1,000.00. 

VII. The college must maintain at least sev{•n separatci depa.rtm~nts or 
chairs. and in case the pedagogical work of the lnstltntlon Is to be accepted 
without exan1ination the college must maintain at least c>lght chairs, one 
of which shall be devoted exclusively to education or at most to philosophy, 
including psychology and education. The head8 or these departments 
should bP devoted to college ,, ork. 

Ylll. The graduates n1ust show the con1pletion of a four-year sec­
ondary courf'e and a four-) ear college course al ove the usual eight grades 
of the common schools. and the standing and character of the Institution 
and the nature of its equir>ment and work must be such as to entitle 
its graduates to admission to the graduate college or the State University 
of Iowa.

P OINTS FOR DETER1\1INI NG THE ACCEPT ANOE O.B., REGULAR AND 
COLLEGIATE COURSES OF INSTRUCTION IN ACCORDANCE 

WITH CHAPTER 148, ACTS OF THIRTY-SECOND 
GENERAL ASSE1\1BLY. 

(Sections 2634-f to 2634-h, School Laws, 1907.) 

DEFINITION. 

An institution 'Whose graduates are entitled to certificates shall provide 
at least a sufficient number of class hours of college grade to offer oppor­
tunity for freshman, sopho1norc. junior and, senior year's work, making a 
total minimum of sixty hoitrs for any one seniester. Laboratory hours 
shall be reckoned as not less than two for one recitation hour. 

THE SEVEN POINT S. 

I. The number of class hours for the heads of departments and stu­
dents shall not exceed twenty a week. 

II. A faculty properly qualified shall consist of graduates of colleges 
who have pursued graduate work equivalen t at least to that required for 
a master's degree. 

I I I. T he library shall consist of at least five thousand volumes, se­
lected with reference to college subjects ·and exclusive of public documents. 

IV. The laboratory equipment shall be worth not less than $5,000.00 
and so distributed as to establish at least an efficient chemical, physical, 
botanical and zoological laboratory. 

V. The means of support is defined as requiring a permanent endow­
ment of not less than $200,000.00 or a fixed assured income exclusive of 
tuition equivalent to the interest derived from at least $200,000.00. 

VI. The college must mainta.in at least seven separate departments or 
chairs, and in case the pedagogical work of the institution is to be accepted 
without examination the college must maintain at least eight chairs, one 
of which shall be devoted exclusively to education or at most to ph ilosophy, 
including psychology and education. The heads of these departments 
should be devoted to college work. 

VII. The graduates must show the completion of a four-year sec­
ondary course and a four-year college course above the usual eight grades 
of the common schools, and the standing and character of the institution 
and the nature of its equipment and work must be such as to entitle 
its graduates to admission to the graduate college of the State University 
of Iowa. •

I. Fully Accredited Schools-

( 1) The course of study must not be less than four years of thirty­
six "eeks each in length, following an elementary course not less than 
eight years in length. and n1ust include at least two years of some foreign 
language. 

(2) The course of study must require of each pupil not more than four 
recitations daily. 

(3) The entire time of at least three teachers must be given to instruc­
tion in high school branches. (This may include the principal or super­
intendent, who should devote a part of his time to supervision.) 

(4) The number of daily periods of class-room instruction given by any 
one teacher should not exceed six, each to extend over at least forty 
minutes. (The University advises but five or six class periods. and it 
rr.ust decline to accredit school3 permitting more than seven periods for 
any teacher.) 

(5) The minimum scholastic attainment of all high school teachers 
should be equivalent to graduation from a reputable college or university. 
( A teacher holding a first-class five-year state certificate shall be regarded 
as meeting the scholastic requirements, but such teacher should give 
evidence of special preparation in subjects taught.) 

( 6) The laboratory and library faciilties shall be adequate to the needs 
of instruction in the subjects taught. 

(7) The quality of instruction, character of text-books and efficiency 
of equipment must be approved by the Faculty of the College of Liberal 
Arts of the University. 

(8) The location and construction of the buildings, the lighting, heat• 
ing, and ventilation of the rooms, the nature of the lavatories, corridors. 
closets, water supply, school furniture, apparatus, and methods of clean­
ing shall be such as to insure hygienic conditions for both pupils and 
teachers. 

( 9) Private academies, seminaries, normal schools or other secondary 
schools meeting the conditions set forth above, or their equivalent, may 
be accepted on the same basis as high schools. 

II. Partially Accredited Schools-
In general the minimum standards of the fully accredited school should 

be met, but the following exceptions are noted: 

(1) The course of study may be but three years in length. 

( 2) The teaching force may consist of but two teachers.

HISTORICAL. 

T be Iowa State T eachers' College was established by the General Assem­
bly in 1876 for the special education and training of teachers for the com­
mon schools. The first Board of Dir ectors assumed the name Iowa State 
Normal School for the institution and it was so called until 1909, at which 
time the General Assembly passed an act stating that the normal school 
at Cedar F alls shall be known and designated as the Iowa State Teacher s' 
College. The school was governed by a board appointed by the General 
Assembly called "Board of Directors" from 1876 to 1897, and Board of 
Trustees from 1897 to 1909. The Thirty-third General Assembly reorgan­
ized the system of management proYiding for the appointment of a State 
Board of Education, which new board assumed charge July 1, 1909. 

TUE TRAINING OF 'lE.\CIIERS. 

As the name of the college indicates, the only work it undertakes is 
that of the efficient preparation of public school teachers of all classes and 
kinds. Its business is unique in the sense that such a limtation enables 
the work to be specially superior in every sense and in this particular 
field of education it has no competitors, the entire faculty being chosen for 
extraordinary qualifications along the lines essential to the public schools. 
The diplomas offered are as follows: 1. "The Elementary Teacher," for 
district school work. 2. "The Primary Teacher" and "The Grammar 
Grade T eacher," for city school work. 3. "The Special Teacher," for 
Kindergartners, l\Janual T raining Teachers, Domestic Science Teachers, 
Poysical Training Teachers and l\Jusic Teachers. 4. "Bachelor of Di­
dactics," for two years' worlc beyond graduation from a four-year high 
school. 5. "l\1aster of Didactics," for three years' work beyond gradua-
tion from a four-year high school, and 6, "Bachelor of Arts in Eductaion," 
for full four years' College Course beyond graduation from a four-yea r 
high school.

The object of these institutions is the reformation of juvenile delin­

quents. It is not a prison. I t is a compulsory educational institution. 
It is a school where wayward and criminal boys and girls are brought 
under the influence of Christian instructors and taught by example, as 
well as precep t, the better ways of life. It is a training school where the 
moral, intellectual and industrial education of a child is carried on at 
one and the same time. 

With few exceptions, any boy or girl over 7 and under 16 years of 
age, who has become criminal, vagrant, disorderly or incorrigible, or 
ove1 the age of 9 and under the age of 16 found builty of crime in a court 
of record, may be committed to these schools by any court of record. Any 
boy or girl may be discharged or paroled from these schools at any time 
after one year's training, upon satisfactory evidence of reformation. They 
may also in exceptional cases be paroled or discharged in less than one 
year. 

SOLDIERS' ORPHANS' HOJ\IE, DAVENPORT. 

Superintendent-F. J. SESSIONS. 

Under management of the Board of Control of State Institutions. 
There is in connection with this institution a school building, pleasant, 

commodious and well lighted, and it is the policy of the board to have the 
course of instruction of the highest standard. A kindergarten is operated 
in connection for the very young pupils. 

It is the aim to provide the children with plenty of good, comfortable 
clothing, and to have them taught to take good care of the same. Their 
clothing is all manufactured at the home, the large girls assisting in its 
manufacture. The table is supplied with a good variety of plain, whole­
some food, and a reasonable amount of luxuries. 

A library of well selected juvenile literature is a source of pleasure 
and profitable entertainment to the children, as from necessity the pas­
times and pleasures of the children are otherwise somewhat circumscribed. 
The new chapel, erected recently, is a handsome and much needed addi­
tion to the home. 
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INSTITUTE FOR FEEBLE-i\IINDED CIIILDREN, GLEN\VOOD 

Superintendent-GEORGE l\1oon100E, l\tl. D. 
Under management of the Board of Control of State Institutions. 
The purposes or objects of the institution are to provide special methods 

of training of that class or children deficient in mind or marked with 
such peculiarities as to deprive them of the benefits and privileges provided 
for children with normal faculties. The object is to make each child as 
nearly self-supporting as practicable, and to approach as near as possible 
the movements and actions of normal people. It further aims to provide 
a home for those who are not susceptible of mental culture. relying wholly 
on others to supply their wants. 

SCHOOLS FOR TllE DEAF, COllXCIL BLUFFS. 

Superintendent-HENRY \\'. RoTHERT. 
l:nder management of the Board of Control of State Institutions. 
This institution is free to all who are too deaf to be educated in the 

common schools. They must be sound in mind and free from immoral 
habits and contagious diseases. No charge is made for board and tuition. 

The school opens on the first day of October each year and continues 
until the last day of June. Pupils should come promptly at the opening 
of the school and remain until the end of the session. 

COLLEGE FOR THE BLIND. 

Principal-GEORGE D. E .\TON. 

Under management of the Board of Control of State Institutions. 
The school term begins on the first day of September, and ends about 

the 30th day of June. It is desirable that t!fe students enter at the first 
and remain until the close. They may, however, be admitted at any itme, 
and they are at liberty to go home whenever their parents send for them. 

The department of music is supplied with twenty-three pianos, one pipE! 
organ, seYeral cabinet organs and a sufficient number of violins, guitars, 
bass viols and brass instruments. Every student capable of receiving it 
is giYen a complete course in this branch. 

In the industrial department, the girls are required to learn knitting, 
crocheting, fancy work, hand and machine sewing; the boys, netting, 
mattress making and cane seating. Those of either sex, who so desire, 
may learn carpet weaving. 

These advantages are free to every person, either blind or of defective 
vision , and of suitable school age and capacity, in the state. All that the 
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friends are expected to do is to pay the traveling expenses and furnish 
clothing. If tbey are unable to clothe the pupils the necessary clothing 
will be furnished here and the bill sent to the county from which the 
pupil comes.
